Their customs are
partly Cretan and partly Carian; but they have one pecu-
liar to themselves, in which they differ from all other
nations ; but they take their name from their mothersand
not from their fathers; so that if any one ask another who
he is, he will describe himself by his mothers side,
and reckon his maternal ancestry in female line, and if
a free woman marry a slave the children are counted
of pure birth; but if a man who is a citizen, even
