(ii) The name Arcot, now applied to the
town in which the Nabobs of the Carnatic
held their court, seems originally to have
referred to a large tract of country lying on
either side of the Palar river. Here six rishis,
.or religious ascetics, are fabled to have lived a
life of penance in as many jungle tracts or
wildernesses, called in Sanskrit the Shadaranya,
.or six forests., The Tamil equivalent was aru-
kadu, whence came the name Arcot. There is
thardly a considerable stream or village with-
out its legend of the deoings of some holy rishi
in its neighbourhood, of the wanderings of the
five Pandavas, and less commonly of Rama
and Lakshman in search of the captive Sita ;
‘but the same stories are told with variations in
places widely distant from one another, and
it is evident that the legends have by pious
frauds been adopted from elsewhere and incor-
porated in the local histories to add romance
and importance to the vicinity. Early legend
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recognises the fact that the whole of the
country now comprising the district was a wild:
impenetrable jungle, inhabited by demons and
rakshasas, whom the gods expelled. Athondai,
after conquering the Kurumbas, perceiving:
that the forests had been the residence of holy
men, issaid to have built many temples at.
Conjeevaram and elsewhere. Gradually much
of the jungle was cleared, and the soil brought.
under cultivation. ptolemy*** probablyrefer
red to this neighbourhood, arnd from this.
we may infer that it was of importance in his.
day. Eventually the name appears to have
been transferred from the tract to the town..
which became the capital of the Carnatic
Subah.

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8. (i) The northern division of Arcot was so
called in consequence of its originally compri~
sing only that portion of the subah of Arcot
lying north of the Palar river, which was, im
1801, ceded to the company with the rest of the
Carnatic. The portion of the Subah south of
the Palar formed at first the southern division
of Arcot. There have been repeated altera-
tions in the composition of the district. After
the cession there were added to the northern
division the Zemindaris of Kalahasti, Karvet-
nagar, Venkatagiri, Saidapur, and Kangundi,
with the Krishnagiri division of the Bara-
mahal, and the district of Hosur above the
ghats. In 1808, Venkatagiri, Saidapur and
part of Kalahasti were transferred to Nellore,
and the Hosur and Krishnagiri divisions»
except the Kangundi Zemindari and the
present Palmaner taluk, were incorporated
with Salem ; while at the same time the five
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taluks immediately south of the Palar were,
with the Arni jagir, separated from the
-southern and added to the northern division
of Arcot. The taluk of Satyaved and the
Pulicat division were also received from
‘Chingleput. The district was then divided
‘into the taluks of Chittoor, Tirupati, Cuddapa-
mattam, Satghur, Tiruvalam, Kaveripak,
Sholinghur, Arcot, vellore, Tiruvattur, Polur,
Wandiwash and Satyaved, the Chittoor palai-
yams, with those of Mamandur, Krishnapuram
and Karakambadi, the jagirs of Arni, Aval-
konda and Desur, and the Zamindaris of
Kalahasti, Karvetnagar and Kangundi.

(ii) In this year, 1808, the new distribution
of the charges of collectors was made, the
-object being to make the revenue and judicial
Jjurisdictions in the country conformable. It
was therefore arranged that, at the close of
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the fasli, the Venkatagiri and Saidapur Zemin-
daris, hitherto under Mr.Graeme’s charge,
should be transferred to the collector of
Nellore, while the Krishnagiri Division of the
Baramahal was made over to the collector of
Salem. Instead of these the Northern Division
of Arcot received the Satyaved taluk from the
Chingleput District, and those taluks south of
the Palar, hitherto included in the southern
Division of Arcot, which had recently been
transferred from the late Court at Arni to that
of Chittoor. There were. Tiruvattur, Polur,
Arcot, vellore, and the Arni jagir.  As the
southern taluks form an important portion of
this district, as at present constituted, a brief
account of their administration up to the date
of their transfer may not be out of place.
