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FOREWORD

Teaching, learning, and evaluation are interdependent to each other and the absence
of any one of them will have an adverse effect on the other two. However, in
practice, the amount of emphasis given to the first two has not been given to the
latter, even though it is a well known fact that evaluation is a powerful means of
determining the quality of any teaching programme. Perhaps, because of this
reason, the evaluation system being followed in language education is under severe
criticism from various quarters. Where there is no evaluation, no quality could be
assured. More so, evaluation in language education as it exists today suffers from a
number of inadequacies and imperfections. Even basic concepts of evaluation have
not been understood by many of the practitioners. Valuation is confused with
evaluation; measurement is mistaken for assessment; and usage of the term tool is
mixed up with that of a scale. What is expected of a student evaluation is not
distinguished from that of a teacher evaluation as often the same parameters are
used. So is the case with that of a text book from a syllabus or curriculum; or that of
a process from a product in a programme or scheme. Thus, the question of what to
evaluate is not generally found to have been differentiated from those of how and
why. The point which is missed out is the lack of integration of all these three
aspects. More particularly, evaluation in language education is not related to the
ultimate objective of education, i.e., the all-round growth of a learner.

CIIL, the apex body of the central government for Indian languages has,
therefore, initiated a series of actions not only to fill up all such inadequacies but
also to cater to a variety of evaluation requirements of the country and abroad with
reference to these languages. It may be recalled that in mid-1980s, the Union Public
Service Commission wanted suggestions for qualitative improvement of their civil
service question papers in 13 languages. Staff Selection Commission at the national
head quarters wanted a list of potential item writers to develop objective type
questions in each of the major Indian languages for recruiting Group III employees
for central government. Karnataka Public Service Commission approached the
Institute for ready-made fests in Kannada for recruiting their clerical staff. Institute
of Banking Personnel Management got the CIIL’s help for developing scholastic
tests in the Southern and North-Eastern languages for the recruitment of
Probationary Officers and Clerk-cum-Cashiers. A Non Resident Indian agency of
USA wanted a standardized test in Punjabi to determine the level of language
proficiency of those who acquired Punjabi in L, context at the middle school level.
An Autonomous Institute of Higher Education in Tamilnadu wanted to get the
syllabi of all their courses (degree and PG) restructured by the evaluation faculty
of the institute. The institute’s involvement was sought by the Country’s National
Council of Educational Research and Training to have the inputs of evaluation for
their special education primers. A similar request also came from the government
of Mauritius for getting their primers of 6 Indian languages evaluated. All these are
only a few samples of academic assistance and consultancy that were extended to
outside agencies, in addition to meeting a bulk of our own requirements qf L
testing in all the major Indian languages being taught at the seven Regional

Language Centres of the Institute.
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Thus, there were different types of requirement by different agencies in
different languages, to fulfill different purposes, at different levels of education and
also in different contexts. Some of them are syllabus bound and some are syllabus
free; some are content and context free. Some are for the purpose of diagnosis in
education and some are for decision making to give employment. On many
occasions, the institute was in a fix when béing unable to meet all such demands
from different quarters. In order to fulfill these multidimensional requirements the
institute had to work on evolving a centralised mechanism with a comprehensive

coverage of information. The result is the creation of Multipurpose Indian
Language Evaluation System (MILES).

As is only well-known, the constraints encountered here are too many; they
include the limitations imposed by conversational contexts, text-types, or media of
testing operations. What one often fails to understand is that the academic
constraints and administrative complexities involved in this kind of work. While
setting up of parameters or collating a large number of items for the construction of
measurement instruments, the amount of care to be taken to make it academically
acceptable is often impossible to imagine unless one has been involved in large-
scale testing operations. Working in Indian languages on a specialized area like this
is generally a difficult task due to the lack of well defined vocabulary to represent
interdisciplinary concepts, non availability of appropriate reference materials, and
scholars with adequate background of subject expertise and proficiency in the
languages concerned. The lack of proper softwares is further hindrance. There are
innumerable problems like this at every stage of the work. Notwithstanding these

problems, the work in Indian languages is being continued with a hope to overcome
them in due course.

The academic resources developed for MILES are being broughtout in 15
volumes - 5 each in Kannada, Malayalam, and Tamil. They belong to ‘content’
series. Each one of them is equipped with scores of item models for the construction
of a variety of mastery and personality tests. The computer number codes assigned
to the constituents of the GFR for language, literature, and personality and also the
IFC parameters outlined under each of the item models would help understand the
content concepts of the respective areas. The enormity of the task involved in
developing MILES may be seen from the number of volumes proposed to be

brought out (252 volumes @ 14 per language in 18 scheduled Indian languages i.e.,
5 each under Contents and Methods, and 4 under Purposes).

I'am sure that the materials developed under this massive scheme will have a
tremendous effect on all those concerning the educational process, as the action
plan initiated by the institute is aimed at increasing the objectivity of accountability

for all those involved in language and literature education - not only in the context
of their resting but also of their teaching.

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PROLOGUE

When modern linguistics came to the educational scene in India after
independence, one of the promises was that it would help improve teaching of the
Indian languages and thus the linguistic skills of the students for building the new
nation. After about half a century of educational planning and innovations, there is a sad
realization that the promise has not been fulfilled. It is based on subjective evaluation of
the performance of the students after school and on the examination results in the
school. Though this evaluation is true if not totally reliable and objective, tools are
necessary to scientifically establish this observation.

Acquisition of language skills in formal education depends on the methodology
of teaching and the materials used for teaching. Language teaching in India has been
content teaching and information dissemination and not skill development. The Central
Institute of Indian Languages in the last quarter of a century has tried to change this
fundamental misperception of the goals of language teaching through orientation to
language teachers and material producers and through preparation of model materials.
The change is perceptible in the curriculum and learning materials to some extent and in
the teaching methodology to a lesser extent. The examination system , however, still by
and large remains a test for information acquisition and recall. This nullifies whatever
little gain has been made in methods and materials, because, as it is well known, Indian
education is examination oriented.

Language skills are increasingly tested in special examinations for various kinds
of employment and in the interviews for this purpose. The recruiting agencies like to
have a test which is reliable and valid and is also global in the sense that is not specific
to a particular syllabus or text book. The need has increased in the recent times because
of variability in the examination marks of the different boards of education and
universities and their lack of reliability.

To meet the above purposes, the Central Institute of Indian Languages initiated a
massive project to construct multipurpose tests in Indian languages. It was planned to
develop them through workshops involving college level language teachers. It was
soon realized that the difficulties of the task was underestimated; the teachers were not
familiar with the concepts and skills of test construction. They had to be given hands on
training. Secondly, the scope of testing in all its dimensions as proposed by
educationists, particularly Bloom, et al., for any subject, was for the first time extended
to language and literature as the project wanted to be comprehensive. It was an
intimidating task and still problems remain in the identification of right items for the
right tests and in the differentiation of different objectives of the test from the language
point of view. Thirdly, the problem was deciding on global learning levels irrespective
of the school system, nature of the schools in terms of their resources, socio-economic
differences in the background of the students etc.

It was therefore decided to write a detailed introduction on the concepts and
methods of testing, organisation of language knowledge and the organisation of the test
bank. This introduction has become a book itself and will be the first in the series of

books of actual tests in Indian languages.
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Given the difficulties mentioned above, these tests are a test themselves to be
tested in the classroom and improved upon before giving to the country as the
standardized tests that could be used without any bias.

The teachers are encouraged to construct tests themselves following the format
and the models given in the book and send them to the Institute to be computerized after
verification for use by anyone to test any language skill and knowledge for any purpose.
They are also encouraged to report to the Institute the problems they face in
administering the tests, particularly their difficulty level and comprehensibility of
instruction.

MILES is the first mile stone to develop the linguistic resources of the students

as an important part of human resource development. And we know that we have yet
many miles to go.

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PREFACE

In partial fulfillment of the objective of promoting Indian Languages and also to
meet the requirements of language education in the country and abroad, Research
and Development (R & D) in the specialised area of evaluation was initiated during
1984. As a result, basic reference materials viz., Introduction to Evaluation
Terminology, and a Descriptive Bibliography of Evaluation and Testing (with
reference to language education) were brought out. They were followed by the
formulation of a Conceptual Framework for assessment in language and literature.
The propositions made through this framework (in English) are centered around the
concepts of contents, methods, and purposes of evaluation. Subsequently, they are
used as a basis for giving practical realisation in Indian languages. Consequent
upon this, content resources required for the construction of a variety of mastery
and personality tests have been developed. The details of the resources so
developed are being broughtout in each of the six Indian languages viz., Assamese,
Bengali, Kannada, Malayalam, Tamil, and Urdu [chosen for the first phase of this
work] are as follows :

Volume 1: General Frame of Reference for Assessing Mastery & Personality

Volume 2: Content Resources for Assessing Mastery of Language

Volume 3: Content Resources for Assessing Mastery of Literature

Volume 4: Content Resources for Assessing Personality through Language

Volume 5: Content Resources for Assessing Personality through Literature

The introductory part (which is composed of two sections and is common
to all these volumes) consists of a briefing about the conceptual framework
developed for the assessment in language and literature; the rationality behind the
formulation of this framework has also been explained along with a write up on
the project of developing Multipurpose Indian Language Evaluation System
(MILES). The subsequent part in each volume provides the main text highlighting
the details of content-resources of the respective area being assessed.
Accordingly, the objective of Volume 1 is to provide /ndian language equivalents
for the English terms included in the General Frame of Reference (GFR) for
language, literature, and personality. The objective of Volume 2 is to exemplify
the concept of contents through scores of illustrative examples. Each of the
example is equipped with a number of academic and statistical information
required for the construction of a variety of tests for assessing mastery of
language at different levels of education. Similarly, Volume 3 is to provide the
content resources required for the construction of tests for assessing mastery of
literature. Likewise, Volume 4 is for assessing the behavioural traits of
personality through language, and Volume 5 for assessing the behavioural traits

of personality through literature.
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The academic and statistical information provided in all the five volumes
put together in each of the six languages, will serve as a perennial source to
various categories of personnel associated with language and literature education
for obtaining adequate data required to discharge their respective duties and
responsibilities.

Accordingly, the teachers will have a lot of graded inputs for appropriate

lesson planning with clearly demarcated components of language, literature, and
personality while translating the conceptualization into concrete action both at
the macro and micro levels. Learners will have a global perspective of what
they are expected to learn. Evaluators will have an all inclusive database for
constructing a variety of objective based tests with ’sampling error-free’ content
coverage and scores distribution. Researchers will have an empirical basis for
maintaining intra-level and inter-language comparability. Textbook writers will
have a kind of ready reckoner with the details of content-ability components for
their identification, selection, gradation, and distribution among various inter-
related lesson units. Syllabus framers will have a list of hierarchically arranged /
pragmatically classified components of content inputs and consequential effects
for outlining level-wise objectives towards giving a clear direction to all those
involved in the process of teaching, learning, and evaluation. Curriculum
developers will have a comprehensive database for determining the extent of
emphasis to be given for language and literature components while deciding the
aggregate of all the courses as a unifying activity. Examination cells will have
an inbuilt mechanism to choose and pick up question items which could be used
to construct a variety of mastery and personality tests with academically
acceptable equivalent forms. Selection / recruitment agencies too will have a
wide range of item resources for instant construction of tests to determine the
level of aptitude, proficiency, etc., of candidates in a content-free and
context-free situation. Educational planners will have an overall idea about the
role of language and literature in developing the learner’s alround growth in
terms of his intellectual, emotional, and physical aspects as outlined in the
taxonomies of educational objectives,

All the resources incorporated here were gradually developed for more
than a decade. Initially, a draft GFR consisting major, minor, and sub-
components of the testable areas was prepared along with the dimensions
associated with them. The draft GFR so prepared was improved upon for its
comprehensiveness in the light of a series of discussions held with scholars
representing six Indian languages. Subsequently, all the components included in
the' GFR were assigned computer number codes. Consequent upon this, the
preparation of question items on each of the components was initiated through a
series of workshops by adopting the item writing principles. While doing so, the

levels of their operation viz., identification (recognition), production, and
suitability in usage were taken into account for comprehensive coverage.
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The draft question items thus prepared were scrutinised for their face
validity before initiating action for keying them in. Computer printouts of these
draft question items were then circulated among those who produced these
items - initially for getting the gaps filled in and subsequently for enriching the
quality. At this stage, each one of the items was equipped with a series of
additional information as required by the Item File Card (IFC) format. With
these additions, the manuscripts were again circulated among the item writers
for verifying internal consistency and factual accuracy. Based on the feed back
obtained, the improvement measures were effected on the materials before they
were broughtout as pre-publication version. Subsequently, they were circulated
among senior scholars in the field for obtaining their views on the overall
quality of the material. On receiving a considerable amount of suggestions on
each of these volumes, a small workshop was once again organised to decide
the rationality and reasonability of the suggestions for their inclusion /
rejection. The materials thus finalized after going through all these exercises, are
broughtout now as regular publications. However, it is still not claimed that
they are complete in every respect. Constructive suggestions are, therefore,
welcome for further improvement.

The practical realization work in respect of methods and purposes, is in
various stages of its progress. On finalisation, they will also be brought out in
printed form separately. A data bank to be created in due course by
accommodating all these resources would facilitate the development of MILES.
The Institute has a plan to bring out the above materials in all the I8 major

Indian languages.

Conceptual Framework and
Operational Strategies™

A. Conceptual Framework

Evaluation in Education

The Need for Evaluation: No programme can bring the desired impact if it is not
evaluated for its relevance and effectiveness. A programme of education is not
an exception. Many a time, what is aimed at by the policy makers does not go
into the curriculum* in the same magnitude. As a result, the lacunae continue in
the syllabus® thereby seriously affecting the intention of the “instructional
material. This culminates in the distortion of information while teaching is
imparted and also when learning is contemplated. Under such continuous loss
in the transmission of information it is quite natural that the end result gets
deviated from the original intention. Therefore, it becomes imperative that no
programme of education can go without being evaluated for its relevance and
effectiveness, at every stage of its formulation and implementation.

Evaluation as inbuilt Mechanism : Evaluation assumes a greater role not only in
shaping up any programme but also in maintaining a harmony among all its
componential stages. For example, in a programme of teaching and learning
(T-L), evaluation serves not only as a feed back mechanism, but also as a
controlling device to check the relevance of its progress. As a result, the task of
the teachers as well as the learners gets effectively monitored at the formative
stages. It also helps to ascertain whether the ultimate outcome is in conformity
with what was being actually aimed at. Evaluation may, therefore be seen as
an inbuilt mechanism to monitor the programme concurrently at the formative
stages, and comprehensively at the summative stages.

Emphasis of Education: If the aims and objectives outlined in the syllabi of
various courses in language and literature are analysed for their meaning gnd
scope, it may be observed that the emphasis given is more on the ‘subject
matter’ rather than on the ‘behavioural traits (skills)' to be developed as a
consequential effect. [Here, the behavioural traits of the learner at a particular
level of study are assumed as comparabie]. But on the other hand, t'he’
emphasis given by the educational theories, is more on the ‘behavioural traits
rather than on ‘subject matter’. [Here, the amount of ‘subject matter’ already
known to the learners of a particular level of study is assumed as cqmparable].
It may be seen from both these revelations that there is an interaction among

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the ‘learning of subject matter’ and the ‘behavioural traits developed’ as a result
of acquiring the ‘subject matter'. In fact, the focus of the former is at the process
level and the latter at the product level. The point to be noted here from both
these views, is that the syllabi of various courses of study, are expected to

highlight not only the quantum of ‘subject matter but also the factors of
‘behavioural traits’.

Aims, Objectives & Goals: At this stage, it becomes necessary to understand the
usage of the terms aim, objective, and goal. While the ‘aim’ is used to refer to
‘the general declaration of the intent that gives direction’, an ‘objective’ is to ‘a
particular point in that direction’. In other words, the ‘aim’ may be obtained as an
answer to the question of the type ‘why is a programme of teaching
undertaken?’ and the ‘objective’ as an answer to the question of the type ‘what
will be achieved if a particular programme is completed?’ (AlU, 1985). However,
the scope of meaning conveyed by the term ‘goal’ is much more wider than that
of the ‘aim’ and ‘objective’, although they are often found synonymously used. It
may be seen in the field of education that, a hierarchical distinction is
maintained in the usage of these terms. While ‘goals’ stand for ‘broad and
ultimate categories’, ‘aims’ refer to ‘a more specific set of purposes’; ‘objectives’
however, are ‘the most precisely defined ends in view'. The specification of
objectives is essential for the implementation of any programme or project.
For the purpose of recall, the contexts of three developmental stages
viz.,, immediate, intermediate, and end product of any programme or project,
may be roughly equated to the concepts conveyed by these 3 terms objectives,

aim, and goal. In other words, they may also be considered in terms of three
priority levels of assessment viz., 3-Ms i.e., Macro-, Meta-, & Micro-.

Concepts of Evaluation

Implications of Definition: Evaluation in general, is perceived as a process of
assigning value judgement to the quantitative and qualitative description of an
observed phenomenon. This implies that the description of the observed
phenomenon is to be made in terms of numerical values. This obviously
involves the adoption of the measurement principles. Evaluation in an
instructional point of view, however is defined as a systematic process of
determining the extent to which the instructional objectives are achieved by the
learners (Gronlund, 1976). This definition, has two vital aspects: first, it should
be a systematic process and hence it should omit casual and uncontrolled

observation about the learners. Secondly, the instructional objectives are to be
previously determined.

But, what is seen in practice is that none of them is viewed seriously.
Because of this, the evaluation being followed in many of the courses has
become a subject of criticism. Therefore it becomes necessary to work
towards the fulfillment of these two requirements at the first instance. Once

that is done, the endeavour of developing instruments of evaluation will
become easier.
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Instruments of Evaluation: For any type of evaluation, the primary requirement is
the collection of ‘information samples’ as evidence (data). Such a collection
requires the use of certain fools. These tools are nothing but tests and
examinations in the field of education. When the constituents of the tools are
accompanied by credits in terms of numerical values, then they will become
units of scales. Both tools and scales are referred to here by a common term
instruments. There are many such instruments that are being encountered in
our day to day life. There used to be grammar tests, vocabulary tests, spelling
tests, and the like. So also the speaking tests, listening tests, reading tests, and
writing tests. Attitude tests, behaviour tests, personality tests, speed tests,
intelligence tests, motor tests, etc., are also found in practice. Sometimes, we
come across the names of such tests as aptifude tests, achievement tests,
proficiency tests, prognostic tests, diagnostic tests and placement tests. The
other nomenclature that we often hear are, teacher made tests, standardised
tests, pre tests, post tests, weekly tests, monthly tests, and quarterly tests. The
list may also include criterion or norm-referenced tests, announced or
unannounced tests, open or close ended tests, fixed or free response tests,
objective or subjective tests, formative or summative tests, discrete or

integrative tests, and so on.

Naming Pattern of Tests: If the structures of these tests are analysed, it is quite
possible to understand that there is an inherent pattern exist in their names.
Many are based on the components that constitute the concept of the object
being assessed (i.e., grammar, vocabulary, spelling, structure, and meaning
tests: attitude, behaviour, personality, intelligence, and motor tests; discrete,
and integrative tests).

Some of the names reflects the components that constitute the concept of
the procedures (strategies or techniques or steps) being followed such.as
periodicity (i.e., weekly, monthly, quarterly tests); stages of progress (i.g., formative,
summative, pre, post tests); mode (i.e., speaking, writing, listening, reading
tests); medium (i.e., oral, written, computer aided, language lab .tes§s);,
techniques adapted (i.e., announced, unannounced); the nature of mak/ng (i.e.,
teacher-made, standardized tests); the response pattern (i.e., free, fixed, clqse-
ended, open-ended tests); and the item-types and categories (i.e., matching,
problem solving types; objective, subjective categories).

The other names are indicatives of the components that constitute the
concept of immediate, intermediate, and end purposes for which the instruments
are developed. (i.e., aptitude, achievement, intelligence, diagnostic, etc.).

It may thus be concluded that the names of all these tests are only
indicatives of one of the three major components of evaluation namely the
contents, methods, and purposes.
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Issues in Test Development: A close scrutiny of all these factors is bound to raise

a number of queries as to How they are being constructed? Are these tests

really make any difference in terms of their functions as tools or scales? If so,

what are the items considered as data (evidences) and how they are being
related to the object under assessment? Have they been identified and
specified in terms of components and the dimensions associated with them?

Whether the dimensions are measurable? In such cases, what are the units of
measurement? How to make use of these units to construct the instruments of
evaluation? By doing so, /s it possible to determine the quality of evaluation?

Innumerable queries of these types are required to be clarified in clear terms, at

every stage of the evaluation process. This, of course, is not an easy task as it

involves a thorough understanding of not only the principles of measurement -
and evaluation, but also the structure & nature of the object being assessed.

Measurement and Evaluation: Measurement is a process of assigning numerical
value to each of the members of a set of objects or group of persons in order to
indicate the differences among them in terms of their size or growth or
characteristics being measured. Primarily, it involves fixing up of basic units
based on the principles of measurement. For this purpose, samples of evidence
(data) are to be first identified in terms of their dimensions, quantified, and then
made available in terms of numerical values. Measurement is thus a process
which attempts to bring out a quantitative description of an observed
phenomenon in terms of numerical values. This, in turn, will help to interpret
either with reference to a norm or with reference to a criterion. The outcome of
such an interpretation will pave the way for arriving at value judgements.

On the other hand, the whole process involved in arriving at a value
judgement based on the numerical values obtained as a result of quantifying the
evidences that are collected by a variety of systematically prepared tools, is
precisely construed as the concept of evaluation of which testing™ is only a part.
Evaluation, therefore, goes a step further and assigns value judgement to the
quantitative description of an observed phenomenon (both in terms of their
structure and nature). If the value judgement is arrived at on just one of these
two factors, then it may be called assessment which usually consists of an
element approximation. Such an assessment or evaluation, however, is

assumed to have been considered as valid only with reference to a pre-
determined objective (terms of reference).

Components of the Object and Dimensions: For the purpose of clarity, the
underlying concept of measurement is analysed by taking an example of the
concept of ‘tree’ as a concrete object. Let us look at the usages such as length
of a branch, weight (mass) of a trunk, etc. It may be observed here that the

+ . Testing is a process by which the presence or absence of certain specifics is found

out as evidence with reference to a purpose.
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dimensions (length, mass, etc.) are indicated not in isolation but only in
association with the components (branch, trunk, etc.) that constitute the concept
of a tree. Thus, the dimensions to be measured should always be indicated
along with the component with which it is associated. Accordingly, the details of
the dimensions along with their associated components are to be spelied out
before hand in order to fulfill the pre-requisites of evaluation. This would help
the evaluator to undertake measurement by using appropriate instruments.

Dimension as Unit of Measurement: As part of deciding the appropriateness of
the scales, the logic behind the determination of units of measurement has aiso
been analysed. For measuring the length of an object, it may be seen that a
segment of the length itself is taken as a known unit (eg., metre) and its
multiples are given as the measures of the unknown part of length. Similarly,
for measuring the weight (mass) of an object, a segment of the weight itself is
taken as a known unit {eg., kilo) and its multiples are given as the measures of
the unknown part of weight (mass). If the same logic is adapted for educational
measurement, it becomes obvious that the object being measured (irrespective
of it being concrete or abstract) will have to be seen not only in terms of its
components but also in terms of the dimensions associated with them so that
the examiner can decide the kinds of samples to be collected and the types of
tools to be used for that purpose.

Questions* (Items) as Units of a scale : A question item has a dual role to play.
individually, it functions as a tool to project an unseen dimension on the one
hand, and on the other, it helps to collect the responses (reactions or solutions).
Subsequently, when included in a test format with certain earmarked credits it
also functions as a unit of measurement (if the test as a whole is treated as a
scale) besides being a tool. Also the same unit is considered as a

representative sample of the dimensions.

The term ‘question’ refers to an interrogative sentence built in with a question word
followed by a question symbol. The term ‘item’ usually refers to an imperative
sentence seeking a response. In order to have a reference on both these types, the

phrase ‘question item’ is used here.
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B. Operational Strategies

Research and Development (R & D)

The Scope of R & D: In view of all such interrelated and interdisciplinary
ramifications, it became necessary to initiate a comprehensive plan of action to
trace out the causes that culminate in complicating the process of evaluation in
general and language evaluation in particular. Accordingly, the system of
education was analysed in terms of its interdependent components viz.,
teaching, learning, and evaluation. As a result, it was concluded that unless an
objective response was obtained for the queries such as what to be taught,
how, and why, the issues complicating the process would continue to remain
unsolved. It was in this background, that the R & D in evaluation was initiated
by this researcher during the year 1990, and the details of the factors that

facilitate obtaining such an objective response to all the above queries were
worked out.

Prior to this, the concept of ‘contents in evaluation’ with reference to
language and literature education, was analysed, and concluded that it could be
seen in terms of three dimensional areas viz., informatory, structural, and
extrapolatory. The first one pertains to the information or message being
conveyed through a language unit (irrespective of its grammatical acceptability).
It is considered significant in the non language disciplines wherein language is
used only as a medium. The second one is concerned with the structure of
language being operated upon to convey the given information or message.
This dimension is considered significant in the language disciplines wherein the
structure of the components gets operationalized by the information or
message. The third one, however, is not directly referring to either of these two
but the consequential effect of their learning leading to the development of
one's alround growth. As this being an abstract concept, its existence ‘will have
to be realised only through inference and hence referred to as extrapolatory
dimension. It is considered significant while assessing the end product of
education irrespective of the disciplines of study.

The details of these three dimensions, which are assumed to have
formed the concept of contents serve as a vital basis not only to derive the
testable problems but also to decide units of measurement as a prelude to

identify appropriate item formats. These details may also help to derive a
suitable response to the query as ‘what to test?'. '

Similarly, the details of strategies such as table of specification (for
proportionate coverage), tools with appropriate item types and categories (for
collecting data), scaling procedures (for measurement), item and test qualities
(for reliability, & validity), etc., which are assumed to have the concept of
methods, serve as a basis for data collection, quantification, interpretation, and

making a value judgement. These details may also help to derive a suitable
response to the query as ‘how to test?'.

In the same way, the factors such as levels of education, objectives
set forth, etc., that are assumed to have formed the concept of purposes serve
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as a basis for immediate, intermediate, and end benefits of education in terms
of acquiring employment and achieving social obligations. These details may
also help to derive a suitable response to the query as ‘why to test?’

The R & D Action Plan: The ideas conceptualised as above were proposed to be
translated into practice by initiating the following sequence of steps.

(i) identifying the dimensions of major, minor, and sub-components that constitute
the concept of language which could be taught, learnt, and evaluated; and placing them
in the form of a continuum [to make it as the General Frame of Reference (GFR) for
Language]; and developing this GFR in all the major Indian languages along with a
bilingual glossary.

(i) identifying the dimensions of major, minor, and sub-components that constitute
the concept of literature which could be taught, learnt, and evaluated; also placing
them in the form of a continuum [to make it as GFR for Literature]; and developing this
GFR in all the major Indian languages along with a bilingual glossary.

(iif)  identifying the dimensions.of major, minor, and sub-components that constitute
the concept of alround growth which could be taught, learnt, and evaluated; also placing
them in the form of a continuum [to make it as GFR for personality}; and developing this
GFR in all the major Indian languages along with a bilingual glossary.

(iv) outlining the problems (unseen dimensions) that are associated with the
components of language, literature, and personality, along with their levels of operation
viz., identification, production, and suitability and projecting them as content inputs of
question-items with scores of illustrative examples.

(v) listing out the available formats of item-types & their categories, tools &
techniques; methods & media of their preparation, and mode of administration;
procedures of scoring, their analysis and determination of quality indices, etc.

(vi) deciding appropriateness of the types & category of item-formats that are
suitable to accommodate testable dimensions of different fields and the strategies
to be followed for assessing both content mastery and personality growth.

(vii) developing /ndian language parallels to the evaluation terms of inter disciplinary
nature (involving the areas of language, literature, linguistics, education, psycho!ogy,
mathematics, statistics, computer studies, etc.) and using the same for.provxdmg
conceptual explanations in the respective languages to have the information better
disseminated.

(viii) creating a strong base of item resources on each of the teachable and testable
dimension (with a built in mechanism for cross validation) in order to facilitate the
development of graded syllabi and corresponding tools of assessment in all the seven
levels of general education viz., primary, upper primary, secondary, higher secondary,
graduate, postgraduate, & research.

Thus, formulating a comprehensive mechanism to bring an end to the
issue of content overlapping at various stages of educgtion anfi also to maintain
inter-language comparability across the courses in various Indian languages, as
a concrete step towards an improved educational planning.
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Initial Handouts Developed : The details worked out as above were given in
five handouts. The first two, comprised the dimensions of language & literature
(expected to be mastered) and also of personality (expected to be developed as
a consequential effect). Third and fourth handouts comprised the details of
assessing procedures, such as item types, tools & techniques, etc. Formats of
item File Card (IFC) were also discussed here with illustrative examples. The
fifth one comprised sample queries to be used for retrieving information from a
comprehensive data base proposed to be established. All these details were
subsequently discussed at length for their global coverage and practical
feasibility with the scholars participated in the preliminary workshops organised
for this purpose in six Indian languages (viz., Urdu, Malayalam, Assamese,
Bengali, Kannada, and Tamil, chosen for the first phase) during the year
1991-92. Based on the inputs received, the details discussed as above were

finalized before being treated as the GFRs of respective areas applicable to all
the Indian languages.

Problems Encountered by Experts : By making use of these GFRs, the scholars
participated in the preliminary workshops were requested to produce in their
respective languages at least one model item on each of the dimensions
listed, on a trial basis. It was observed during the course of the work, that
even such senior scholars found it difficult to provide appropriate ‘question
items for most of the testabie dimensions. For many of the items produced,
the details of requirement such as what was being tested, how, and why ?,
etc., were left out unspecified. Language which was used as a medium, was
confused with the language which was used as an object being assessed. In
some cases, the problems of structure were not distinguished from that of
meaning. What was assumed as being tested was not actually tested. For
example, in a question for language, the ‘form’ of a word was claimed to have
been tested but in reality it was testing only the ‘meaning’. So was the case in
many of the questions in literature. ‘Themes & contents’ of the genres of
literature are confused with their ‘forms and structures’. For example, in a
question for literature, the ‘aesthetics’ were claimed to have been tested but in
reality it was testing only the ‘message being conveyed'. It was observed that
the problems of literature were not generally distinguished from those of
language. In most cases, the formats of objective category items were found
to have arbitrarily chosen to present ail kinds of problems. Further, the need

for relating every question item to the ultimate objective of education was
found totally ignored.

The Outcome of R & D

Basic References, Working Frame, & Guidance Materials : Confusions of these-
types were compounded further when the scholars were asked to produce two
sets of question items - one set for making tests of content mastery and another
for personality traits. Though attempts were made, the outcome was not up to
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the expectation. The reason for this was found to be the lack of understanding
of the basic concepts of evaluation. Such situations brought pressure on the
Institute to pay immediate attention for the development of a set of basic
reference and guidance materials, and a team of well trained item writers.

Accordingly, ‘terminological introduction’ and ‘descriptive bibliography’
were brought out. Also ‘a conceptual frame work for assessing language and
literature’ was evolved. The first two were the basic reference materials and the
third one theoretical volume. Obviously these materials were in English.

Basic References & Conceptual Framework

Introduction to Evaluation Terminology : Consists of about 900 entries and each
entry deals with a concept expressed by an evaluation term drawn from the
interdisciplinary areas of mathematics, education, psychology, statistics,
language, literature, and so on. The criteria used for identifying the terms are
contents, methods, and purposes of evaluation. Conceptual explanations
provided are equipped with illustrative examples wherever felt necessary.
Worked-out examples, along with simplified methods of item and test analysis,
are provided in the appendices. Bibliographical resources consist classified
titles of books and journals. It is a comprehensive reference material for the
teachers, question setters, examiners, and teacher-leamners of training colleges and
also those associated with various boards of examination, and agencies of recruitment.

Descriptive Bibliography of Evaluation & Testing : Consists of more than 600
informative and impartial briefings of research articles, study reports,
experiments, and books on evaluation published during the period of 15 years
from 1980. Intends to disseminate information on evaluation among the
researchers and practicing teachers; and also to create awareness among
those dealing with Indian language and literature to undertake similar studies.
Each entry included here is composed of purpose or hypothesis of the work,
approach or strategy adopted, and evidence obtained or conclusions drawn so
that the users can get an overall idea about the work being described, in a quick
glance. Lists of books, articles, journals, etc., along with author and subject
indices, are provided at the end to highlight the comprehensive development
that has taken place in this area.

Conceptual Framework : Provides a comprehensive and systematic approach for
making assessment in language and literature. Based on the principles_ of
‘systems approach’ an analysis of the concepts of ‘evaluation’, and ‘education’
has been made in the context of ‘teaching’, and ‘learning’. The inter-relatedness
that prevails among them has been highlighted in sect.ion one. In the
subsequent sections, the details of the components that constitute the cqncepts
of contents, methods, purposes have been compiled in the form pf cgnt'nuums
and presented as General Frames of Reference (GFRs) with illustrative.
examples. A mechanism of item writing and tool making for the assessment of
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content mastery *, and subsequently the alround growth as outlined in various
taxonomies of education, is provided in the next section. A blue print for
developing an application programme, in order to create a huge database with
retrieval facility has also been suggested at the end. This becomes a part of

centralised mechanism, to meet the diversified requirements of the country and
abroad with reference to Indian language evaluation.

Guidance Materials

Keeping in view the intricacies involved in understanding the concepts of
evaluation and the inadequate scientific background of the Indian language
teachers at various levels of education, the scope of the R & D was further
widened to extend guidance to them in the light of the encountered problems,
stated above. Following this decision, a series of academic activities were
organised for about a decade. The invitees were enlightened with the
objectives of the above framework through a series of handouts, lectures, and
discussions focusing on various aspects of evaluation, along with illustrative
examples, obviously in English. In the course of these exercises, scores of
question items were developed, which after several stages of improvement,
have become model items to serve as guidance materials.

The culmination of all these activities have resulted in formulating FIVE
volumes of illustrative examples as content resources. These five volumes have
already been brought out in each of the three languages viz., Kannada,

Malayalam, and Tamil, out of the six Indian languages chosen for the first phase
of this work.

Similarly, FIVE volumes of illustrative examples as method resources and
FOUR volumes of illustrative examples as purpose resources - are also under

formulation in Tamil on an experimental basis, before extending it to other
Indian languages.

Thus, the plan is to have a total of 14 volumes of guidance materials in
each of the 18 scheduled Indian languages during the next phase of this work in

the subsequent years. These volumes will however be in addition to the
theoretical one.

Details of Volume-wise Coverage on Test Contents

Vol. 1: General Frame of Reference (GFR): The purpose of this volume is to
provide Indian language parallels to the English terms that highlight the
concepts of about 200 in language, 300 in literature, and 100 in personality that
are encountered while selecting content inputs for the construction of tests of
different types. It consists of three parts. Part | has two sections of which the

» Minimum essentials that are required to be mastered by a learner. In other words,

the learner’s knowledge of the language that he has studied - the system of rules he
has mastered.
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first one explains the underlying theoretical premises and the next one about
the MILES*. Part Il has three sections viz., language "', literature "%, and
personality '3 Each term represents a content concept and serves as a
constituent of the GFR for developing tools and scales towards making an
objective assessment of mastery and personality. They are presented in the
form of 3 (or 4) level matrix to highlight major, minor, and sub components of
the respective area, duly shown in their hierarchical or pragmatically classified
order. All the terms are marked with unique number codes to facilitate cross
reference across the volumes of this series. This would ensure sampling error
free content coverage for the construction of tests. Part lil ‘Glossary’ consists of
two sections of which the first one provides the parallels from English to Indian
language and the next one from Indian language to English. In both the cases,
alphabetical order is strictly followed. Irrespective of the placement of terms,
the computer number codes assigned to them, are kept in tact so as to enable
the user to have an easy access of the required entries.

While developing the parallels, the following principles have been
adopted: i) For certain English terms, Indian language parallels which are
already in use have been retained without any change, eg., objective item -
puravayavinaa. ii) In case the English term is a derived one, then the parallel in
Indian language too is made as a derived one by adopting a similar process,
eg., genre-generics - vakai-vakaimai. iii) For certain items, phrases used by the
traditional grammarians have been retained as it is, although some of them

« MILES (Multi-Purpose Indian Language Evaluation System): On its full
development, the system will serve as a perennial source to instantly construct any
type of tests in any number, for any purpose, for any educational level, and also for
any length of time to meet any eventuality that might arise. As a pre-requisite for
developing the above system, a huge pile of academic resources reflecting all the
components of language & literature and also the factors of behavioural traits, are
required to be created in order to have a global coverage. This requires involvement
of a large number of academicians at different stages to represent various branches
of language and literature.

3.1 Genesis is concemed with origin and development of the given piece of literature;
dimensions associated with the background of literature such as evolution, etc., duly
obtained from direct (internal) as well as indirect (external) sources are dealt with here.

32 Generics is concerned with various genres of literature; dimensions associated with
various categories of poetry (1,2,3), prose (1,2,3) and drama (1,2) duly obtained
directly from the literary pieces are dealt with here.

3.3 Aesthetics is concerned with the artistic elements occurring at the discrete as well
as the discourse levels of literature; dimensions associated with various categories
of artistic elements are dealt with here.

3.4 Affectives is concerned with the appreciation and criticism of the given literary
piece; levels of ideology, approach , and inter-relatedness such as values that make
an influence (impact) on the individuals and community are dealt with here.
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in a systematic way for the construction of mastery tests of literature at different
stages of education. Therefore, at least two item models - one each for
informative and structural - for every sub-component listed in the GFR have
been provided in the prescribed item formats. Every item model included here
is framed by incorporating a problem of one kind or the other (informative or
structural type) associated with various components of literature. The responses
obtained on these items, would help quantify the essentials of literature that
have been mastered. It may also be observed that unlike in language, in
literature the dimension of information dissemination (message being conveyed)
gets more focus than that of the structure of language. All these items have
been listed in the same sequential order as found in the GFR for literature along
with the corresponding computer number codes.

Vol. 4: Assessing Personality through Language: The purpose of this volume is
to highlight the concept of contents through scores of question items for
assessing personality developed as a result of learning language. It is
presented in two parts. Part | has two sections of which the first one provides
conceptual framework followed by a briefing about the MILES in the next
section. Part Il has three sections viz., cognitive *', affective *“2. and
psychomotor *“° domains. Each of these sections consists of a number of
question items that are developed as models of content resources on various
dimensional problems associated with the (major, minor, and sub) components
that constitute the concept of personality. As these components are perceived
to have been reflected in the alround growth as outlined in various taxonomies
of educational Objectives (TEOs), the same have been taken up as content
inputs for assessing one’s personality. Here, an attempt has been made to
provide a series of model items to assess one’s personality through language.

According to the TEOs, the learner's ‘alround growth’ which takes place
as a result of mastering a subject can be seen as reflected through his thinking

4.1 Cognitive domain is concerned with the process of thinking; dimensions that are
perceived in terms of six hierarchically classified objectives of education viz.,

knowledge, comprehension, application, analysis, synthesis, and evaluation, are
dealt with here.

4.2 Affective domain is concerned with the process of feeling i.e., emotional aspects;
dimensions that are perceived in terms of five hierarchically classified objectives of

education viz., receiving, responding, valuing, organisation, and characterisation,
are dealt with here.

4.3 Psychomotor domain is concerned with the process of action i.e., doing;
dimensions that are perceived in terms of five hierarchically classified objectives of

education viz., imitation, manipulation, precision, articulation, and naturalisation
are dealt with here.

(intellectual ability or aptitude or competence), feeling (development of attitudes
or characterisation), and doing (action or performance). The process of thinking
is dealt with under the cognitive domain through six hierarchically classified
behavioural traits (Bloom,B et al.,1956). Similarly, the process of feeling is dealt
with under the affective domain through five levels of behavioural traits
(Krathwol,D et al.,1964). The process of doing with physical movements that
take place as a result of one's thinking and feeling, is dealt with under the
psychomotor domain through five levels of behavioural traits (Dave, 1969).
Accordingly, each of the model item included here is framed by incorporating a
problem of one kind or the other associated with the components of personality,
eg., ways and means (cognitive), awareness (affective), and impulsion
(psychomotor). Thus, each one of these sixteen components, is provided with at
least four item models - one each from phonological, morphological, syntactic,
and semantic levels of language. As in previous volumes, here too, all the item
models along with other details (as elicited from the contributors themselves)
have been furnished in IFC formats. As such, they can be stored as well as
retrieved in a systematic way for the construction of a variety of personality tests
in language, at different stages of education.

Vol. 5: Assessing Personality through Literature: The purpose of this volume is
to highlight content concepts through scores of question items for assessing
personality developed as a result of learning literature. It consists of two parts.
Part | has two sections of which the first one provides conceptual framework
followed by a briefing about the MILES in the next section. Part Il has three
sections viz., cognitive, affective, and psychomotor domains. Each of these
sections consists of a number of question items that are developed as models
of content resources on various dimensional problems associated with the
(major, minor, and sub) components that constitute the concept of personality.
Here, an attempt has been made to provide a series of model items to assess
one’s personality through literature. As discussed above, the concept of
personality is perceived to have been reflected in various TEOs. Accordingly,
each of the model item included here is framed by incorporating a problem of
one kind or the other associated with the components of personality. Thus, each
one of the above mentioned sixteen components, is provided with at least four
item models - one each from genesis, generics, aesthetics, and affectives areas
of literature. As these models are provided in IFC format, they can be stored as
well as retrieved in a systematic way for the construction of a variety of
personality tests in literature, at different stages of education.

Details of volume-wise coverage in respect of the materials developed
under Test Methods and Test Purposes will be provided when they are actually

brought out.
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Approach and Assumptions

1. Systems thinking which assumes that the whole is conceived not as a mere
summation of individual parts but as interaction and inter-relationships, has
become a basis for systems analysis and systems approach. The influence of
such dynamic concepts and the growth of computer facilities have paved a way
for giving a fresh look at the concept of evaluation in education.

2. Feedback and control system, the study of which is known as cybernetics
(Banghart, 1969), are assumed to have built in with every human being. This
system, when activated through content inputs, would help in shaping up the
behavioural traits that lead to the alround growth.

3. The alround growth of a learner as outlined in various TEOs is assumed to
be the overall personality, in view of it being perceived as ‘a sum total of the

physical, mental, emotional, and social characteristics of an individual: in other
words, an entire individual' (Anastasi, 1968)

4. This approach for assessment has been evolved on the ground that
knowing the problems is knowing the language. The process of knowing is
assumed to have been observed through the three operational levels

viz., identification (of a part or whole), production (through oral or written), and
suitability (either linguistic or cultural).

5. Every question item is assumed to be a problem which seeks to have a
response either in the form of a clarification or solution or resultant phenomenon
of the same dimension that is provided in the stem. Problems here, is assumed
to be the unknown or unseen parts of dimensions that are associated with the
components that constitute the concept of the object being assessed.
Accordingly, problems in language may be identified as form, structure,
meaning, function (usage), etc. and that of literature may be identified as
specifics, conventions, trends & sequences, classifications & categories,
criteria, methodology, universals & abstractions, relationships among elements,

organizational principles, communicative uniqueness & plan of operations,
abstract relations, etc.

6. A format of item file card reflecting the item parameters has been devised
and used to elicit all the relevant information associated with the question-item
presented. This would help not only to get the question-items cross-checked for
their relevance and comprehensiveness but also to obtain details of academic
as well as statistical information associated with them.

7. Competence is a person’s underlying knowledge about his language - the
system of rules about his language that he has intrinsically mastered; whereas
his-actual use of the language in real life situation is performance (Chomsky,
1965). It may be noted that the former goes with the mental process (ability)
and latter with physical actions (skill) implying that they are constituents of

personality; in other words, personality is a larger whole of which competence
may be a part.
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8. The question of what to teach and subsequently test in language and
literature has nowhere been answered objectively although several things are
taking place in the name of teaching and testing. Therefore, an attempt has
been made to focus these aspects. It is assumed that the quantum of
essentials (of language or literature) that are required to be mastered is
ascertained by mastery tests and the quantum of behavioural traits that are
required to be developed, is ascertained by personality tests. In other words,
the informatory dimensions*® are focused by the mastery tests whereas the
extrapolatory dimensions are focused by personality tests.

9. |Itis also assumed that the quality of evaluation relies on the quality and
quantity of evidence (data), which in turn depends on the quality of instruments
(tests and examinations) used for collecting and quantifying them. This quality
is to be seen in the light of their components (question-items) and the
dimensions associated with them. The known parts of the dimensions being
measured are the ‘units’ and the unknown or unseen parts the ‘problems’. The
validity of such ‘units’ and the ‘problems’ presented there on, may have to be
seen with reference to a purpose. Thus, the quality of evaluation basically lies
on the accuracy of dimensional specification.

Giving practical realisation to the theoretical propositions is not an easy
task as it involves not only the analysis and application of a number of abstract
concepts of inter-disciplinary nature but also the implications that may have on
the entire educational system. Hence, it requires an exclusive team of trained
experts consisting of those involved in curriculum development, syllabus framing,
text-book writing, teaching, evaluation, etc., in order to have an integrated
approach. In view of the complexities involved in this process, it has not been
possible to have such a team. Hence, the volumes brought out at present may have
a few lacunae. It will be taken care of in the subsequent editions.

Proper understanding of the configuration of all the dimensions that are
focused in these volumes, may be seen as an integrated whole to highlight the
intricacies involved in evaluation. The academic resources developed by
incorporating the innovative ideas drawn from the results of a number of inter-
disciplinary researches may provide a vital basis not only for the formulation,
planning, and implementation of a comprehensive testing programme but also
for the rejuvenation of the entire educational planning.

*  To an examiner (evaluator) of the history of literature, the primary concern will be
the informatory dimension (related to historical events) and not the structural
dimension of language used by the examinee; whereas, to an examiner of a
language subject, the structural dimension itself will become the primary concern.
However, to an examiner of the learner’s personality (alround growth), both these
dimensions (informatory as well as structural) are equally important and hgnce .b.oth
will become the primary concern. (Literature, a threshold for operationalising
various structures with appropriate information inputs, is an embodiment of both

these dimensions.)
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Thus, the whole set of base materials being brought out under this series
may be considered as a functional vehicle for providing complete guidance to
those who want to have a systematic approach towards developing a sampling
error free comprehensive testing programme which will be meaningful,

scientific, valid, and reliable for any purpose, any level, and also for any
length of time.
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The Multipurpose Indian Language Evaluation System [MILES]
The Project of Developing MILES

Background : The CIIL, being an institute of importance at the national level,
has often been called upon to take care of a variety of evaluation requirements
from various organisations in this country and abroad with reference to Indian
languages. The requirements are too many and are unconnected from one
another. Some of them are concerned with orientation and consultancy; some
are related to the restructuring of syllabi; many of them are on preparing the
instruments of evaluation. The focus in some cases is pertaining to a single
language, and the rest is to a group of languages. The kind of evaluation sought
in many cases is partial and the others is comprehensive relating to a
programme or a field or an organization. The purposes of these requirements
may be seen as a point of confluence either on achievement, or on aptitude or on
the level of proficiency in one or more languages. Attempts made towards
fulfilling all such requirements have ended-up mostly in wastage of money, time
and energy without any fruitful result. This has caused a series of academic
constraints and administrative complexities. In order to overcome all such
difficulties, an R&D was initiated to evolve a centralized mechanism
comprising a series of multi-lingual, multi-cultural, and multi-disciplinary
factors by adopting all kinds of /T facilities available as on date.

The MILES : As a result, a conceptual frame work blended with a core of inter-
disciplinary concepts, involving the areas of language, literature, linguistics,
education, psychology, mathematics, statistics, and computer engineering is
being designed towards the direction of fulfilling the above requirements. It
facilitates the creation of resources for systematically assessing the mastery of
language and literature and personality developed there on. Details of such
resources brought out as practical realisation in different Indian languages are
explained under the broad components of contents, methods and purposes of
evaluation. Further work on these areas has provided a ‘resource base’ for
developing the above-said mechanism which in turn will help create a variety of
distinct question-items with reference to each of the codified components listed
under the general frames of reference for language, litcrature, and personality.
Each of these components and traits is proposed to be analysed here in terms of
the dimensions associated with them. Also each of these dimensions is to be
tested for its effectiveness, as a problem area. This is done by using 10 fypes of
question-items for scholastic and 20 rypes of techniques for non-scholastic
areas. Again, the same process is repeated 5 to 10 times to accommodate each
of the remaining dimensions associated with the same component.
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Thus, the whole set of questions which have accommodated all the problems,
are proposed to be computerised and stored in the Item File Card (IFC) format
along with their quality indices (QIs.), answer keys / cues, objectives being
tested and other such relevant information. This would facilitate to have a
provision for retrieving information. Such an all-inclusive database with
retrieval facility is named as Multipurpose Indian Language Evaluatian System.

Highlights : On its successful completion, this system will cater to the following
types of requirements with reference to Indian languages by instantly providing
meaningful, scientific, valid, and reliable tests in equivalent forms with a
sampling error-free content coverage for any purpose, any level of education,
and also for any length of time, with scholarly acceptable academic inputs
taking into account the ultimate objectives of education. It will help to

O construct mastery as well as the personality tests with a number of item types
under objective and subjective categories.

Q determine one’s language competence in terms of his aptitude, achievement,
and proficiency in any given context.

QO obtain the graded components from the GFRs for language, literature, and
personality - for effective planning of language, maintenance of inter-language
comparability, curriculum development, and syllabus making for various courses;

Q recall the testable components of language, literature and personality on the
basis of the computer number codes assigned to them.

Q identify potential item writers for different purposes based on the quality
indices of question items produced by them.

Q acquire insights for understanding the dimensions of language and literature on

the basis of which the rools of measurement can be developed in a more
scientific way.

Beneficiaries : Besides the CIIL and its RLCs, the beneficiaries include agencies
of recruitment; boards of examination and personnel selection; organisations of
research; departments of central and the state governments; boards of studies in
the educational institutions / universities; and individual researchers involved in
the areas of curriculum "development, syllabus framing, text book writing,
teaching, and evaluation. On completion of this sophisticated system, the CIIL
will have an additional facility to extend timely help to various examination
agencies who are frequently encountering the problems of mass copying,

leakage of question papers, etc., by supplying instant alternatives with scholarly
acceptable academic inputs.
