Something of this kind has obviously taken place in the
pre-history of Dravidian and Uralian languages. Remote

Admittedly his
notion of an affinity between Dravidian and Ural-Altaic
has not been generally accepted, and because of the lack
of sufficiently early data on either the Dravidian or the
Uralic and Altaic families the question may never be
resolved. But Caldwell’s linguistic theory has not been
successfully supplanted by any other, and in fact it has

1 1t is evident that Tholkappiac has exposed the whole
theory of phonetics to the fullest satisfaction of .any
modern phonetician. Though his descriptions are rele-
vant only to Tamil phonetics one could not under esti-
mate his knowledge of general phometics. His know-
.ledge of physiology of speech, physics of speech and the
articulatory processes are really great. One cannot go
but simply admiring Rhis genius when seeing his descrip
-tions about various types of articulations like apical
(=) laminal (vs¢8) lateral (Fefisy £i@) lax (240) tense
{o2) flapped (ﬂ@t—} and frictional release (g o).
Tolkappiyar used poetical medium. To suit his mediym
he changed the word order and sometimes used a few
words without serving any purpose. He mastered the ari
of putting things in. sut shells. They are all hard nuts to
crack. If one could crack them with proper understan-
ding of the sutras he can enjoy the wonders of linguis-
tic scienge.
