REPORT TO THE END OF 1950

HE Hindu Board of Education was founded on the gth,
December, 1923 by the leading Hindus of Ceylon;

fa) To establish and maintain Hindu Schools in Ceylon where
they are needed.

(b) To take over and manage such of the existing schools
as may be handed over to the Board for management,

(¢) To render all such assistance to existing Hindu Schools
as may be considered necessary.

(d) To do everything that may be required to promote and
popularize the education of Hindu Children in Hindu
Schools and

(e) To encourage the study of Thamil literature, music and
drama.

By the Grace of Ishwara and the co-operation of almost all
the Hindus of Ceylon, it has under its control the education of
24,000 students by 8oo teachers in Iz20 institutions consisting of

(a) The Jaffna Saiva Training College,
(by Seven English Schools,

(¢) o7 Thamil Schools,

(d) One Orphanage for Girls,

(e) One Orphanage for Boys, and

(f) Four Industrial Centres.

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New Schools

We have the pleasure in mentioning that the Valvetty Hindu
School opened on the gth June, 1946 and the Thirukethisuvaram
Vidyasalai opened on Vijeyathasami Day in 1947 have been
registered for Government Aid as from January, 1950, though after
long deflay. Kudathanai Sivasithampara Vidyasalai had to be
closed as the Government has bought the adjoining Christian
Mission School. Our thanks are due to Mr. Kumaraswamy Kurukkal
of Kaithady for having donated Six of his schools and premises
to the Board.

The Jaffna Saiva Training College

The number of students undergoing training is a full quota
of Too students (fifty men and fifty women), Mr. K Kandiah
Trained Graduate and a teacher of ours has been appointed
the Principal in succession to Mr. S, Swaminathan, Our Training
College requires an up-to-date building to house the present
library and Reading Room. In addition to these an art room
is urgently required.

The Hindu Homes for Boys and Girls ( Orphanages )

We have today g7 inmates in these institutions. Some of these
inmates do not get any grant from Government as their mothers
are living and some are ineligible for Government Aid on account
of overage and so ne others on account of their studying for higher
examinations, The “Nadarajah Hall"" has been semi- permanently
completed, The late Mr. N. Nadarajah, K. C. gave the Board
Rs. 2,500/- towards the building. To put up a substantial one and
to be a worthy monument of an illustrious son of ours we
require yet a greater sum.

Palaly Girls’ Boarding School

Though we have ten buildings—each 125 tt. by 30 ft.— to
accommodate 500 Boarders and class rooms 450 ft. by 36 ft, etc.
to accommadate over rooo girls, we have not been able to make
any start as the Education Department, after long delay has
declared the school unnecessary-as there is a Central School within
two miles, which teaches boys and girls. There are over 1,500
Hindu Girls in the Christian Girls' Schools in Jaffna and though
the Hindus far out number the Christians, the Hindus today have
only three Girls' Schools as against g Christian Girls' Schools,
We are appealing direct to the Government to order the
Dicector of Education to approve this school as necessary.

(a) Kaddaively Gnanasariya Enghsh“School—substantwé addi-
tions and improvements have béen made’* at:\}fh"’ cost of
Rs. 15000, This includes a building block fQx Stiédnce.

(b) ldaikadu Bhuvaneshwary English School

Mr. A Vetupillai, retired teacher, has given us a science room
and two class ~ rooms. An influential Committee with Mr. 8§ Vadi-
velu as Chairman is furnishing the laboratory. They have made
a good beginning. The Parent-Teachers' Association has given us a
set of class rooms measuring 140 ft. by 30 ft, and the flooring has yet
to be conpleted, Nearly an acre of land adjoining the present
premises, has also been donated to the Board for the use of the school.

(¢) Thinnevely Sengunthar Saiva English School
New additions to the buildings have been made by the parent-
teachers’ association. One of these is serving as a science room.

(d) Pandatherippu Hindu English School

The parents-teachers’ association has given us a row of class
rooms and a portion of it is being used as a work-shop for the
children’s use,

(e)? Araly North Hindu English School

This school has secured a good play-ground adjoining the
school from the Shivan Temple Authorities.

{f) Cherniya Street Sanmarka Bodhini English School

This school has been able to get on a long lease about an acre
of land near the preseat site We are likely to secure an additional
four acres of land for the use of the school. [tis proposed by the
Sanmarkabodhana Welfare Association to give us the necessary
buildings as early as possible.

(g) The Kathiresan College at Nawalapitiya is being well looked
after by Mr. C Subramaniam as Manager of the school.

The greatest handicap the English Schools are having is the dearth
of graduates to man them.
Thamil Schools

Bldulla Sairaswathy Vidyasalai is making good progress with
¥vr. K. V. Nadarajah, M P. as Manager.
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Allaipiddy and Thadduvankoddy (Elephant Pass) schools have
been rebunilt by the Board as the old temporary stucturesshowed
signs of giving way. They require to be tiled A few more Thamil
Schools have to be re-built as early as possible, as we feel semi-
permanent buildings in the long run, cost the Board more than per-
manent structures. Mulliavalai, Thannyuttu, Navatkadu, Soram.
pattu, Poicddy and Maruthankerny Board schools require perman.
ent structures urgently. With the co-operation of the people of the
place, we propose to attend to them early.

Pannagam Meikandan Vidyasalai

The main hall has been thoroughly renovated. New class rooms
have been completed. A model kindergarten block is under
construction,

Educational Reforms

The long expected reforms have been promulgated. We are
glad that equipment grants have been slighty increased. This
enables thelhamil Schools to have the necessary furniture and
equipment year after year, but in schools which are not tiled,
the problem of finding ways and means of thatching roofs along
with supplying the other equipments is yet a problem.

Though the new educational referms classily schools into
Primary, Junior Secondary, and Senior Secondary Schools and
colleges without any reference to the medium of instruction in
them, yet the treatment given to the schools which were known
as Thamil and Sinhalese schools is nothing but step-motherly,
The quota of students per teacher in English Schools is 20 while
in Thamil or Sinhalese schools it is 30 The Department in an
endeavour to abolish all distinctions between Swabhasha and English
schools as anachronisms in the new set up, has progressed only
to the extent of remaving the differences in nomen-clature, while
every other difference is perpetuated. Tt is poor consolation to
Swabhasha Schools to be told that they can enjoy equality with
other schools only in regard to their designations, while they
are deprived of superior stafts and lower quotas of pupils to
which English schools are entitled There is no justification for
the department to deprive any school its inalienable right ‘o
develop.
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Finances

The Board received by way of subscriptions, donations, etc
during 1947 Rs. 37,600; in 1948 Rs 4r1,650; and in 1949
Rs. 24,300 The Board paid by way of salariesin xg947 Rs. 13 .600;
in 1948 Rs. 13,800, and in 1949 Rs. 6,400,

The Board spent on equipments, improvements, and additions
to buildings and purchase of additional lands for existing schools,
in 1947 Rs. 49,700; in 1948 Rs. 25800 in 1949 Rs. 24,000.
From the middle of 1g50, we are supplying the necessary furniture
for our schools from our own workshop, This has been possible
by the co-operation of the Local Divisional Forest Office which
readily supplies us with the necessary timber,

The Hindu Homes for Boys and Girls are continuing to cost
a net loss of Rs, 5000 per year.

By the end of 1949 the Board has spent on ijts different
schools Rs. 311800 over and above what was received as grant
and what was spent by local Committees.

Conclusion

The Hindus, having realized that it is their duty to advance
Hindu (ulture and Education and to see that every Hindu child
received a Hindu Education in a Hindu Atmosphere im 2 Hindu
School, have contributed whatever they could to the Board and
other Hindu TInstitutions

The Hindu Board of Education, started twenty-seven years
ago, is the largest Hindu Educational organisation in Ceylon.
It appeals to every Hindu to rally round it and help it by 2
kind thought, by a kind word and by a kind action. May Ishwara
bless those who have helped the Board in the past and would
help in the future,
