It is with great pleasure that I went through
the manuscript copy of the author's “Vehuppu
Urimai Needhi” or «Communal Justice”" The work V
exhibits the author's wide reading, up-to-date know-
ledge of current affairs and the analytical exposition -
“of probleni is commendable. He deals in extenso
the origin and nature of rights and demonstrates
how eommunal justice is one of the Fundamental
Rights which' ought to be guaranteed by the
Constitution.

** The eonflict between vested and divested interests, between the:
“haves' and “the have nots’, between what has been termed the
priveleged, and the under previleged. the conflict indeed between
classes and communities, has continued in this province for
several decades. It has come into exceptional prominence during
the last four decades—what has been termed the Communal problem
has eaten into the very vitals of our society, has poisoned social -
relations, has bred an amount of bitterness which has slowly  but
inescapably affected the political synthesis of the Province, and indeed
has made it hard for individuals and sections of the society alike
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to deal fairly with many matters of puplic moment. [ have been
long familiar with these problems. I can see both the obvarse:
and the reverse of the coin. I cas understand the grievances O
of those who claim protection whether it be én admission to
collages or entrance to service or o lsss restricted social life.
Ican with the experience of passing y-ars and the knowledge of
problems that were not as complete when' I first entered public service
see and even perhaps appreciate the point of view of those who feels
that their position is being slowly undermined and that they are being
deprived of opportunities which once were theirs and which they feel
ought Jegifimately to continue to be theirs. The problem is an
snfinitety human problem, not subject to mere logic or the
theory of numbers, not capable of solution by reference to the
past or to the grievances of an ancient day.

“'Is it vot possible that men of goodwill on cither side, men
with large vision, with an eye to the possibilities of the future, with
devotion to that which is most valued and inestimable—the good of
the State as a whole—is it not possible that a few of such men, from
either section of the controversy, can meet together and evolve a
selution, which will be lasting and permanent, just and equitable to
all concerneds and so bring about a state of socieiy when, withont
bitterness over the past and without jealousies about the future,
harmony may be restcred and the progress of the province assured ?
It is a thought that I leave with those patriotic citizens in the province
~-and they are found i all communities—~who are in a position to
take a just-view of the situation and who, by their unselfishness and
their probity, will through their decisioas claim the consent and in fact,

“ Before the year 1920 the Congress organisation was
.chiefly concerned with the securing of big jobs for Indians,
most of which were in the hands of foreigners. This resulted
in almost all the key jobs being filled up by the priveleged
few, | mean the Brahmins. With a view, therefore, to securing
equal rights and opportunities for the rest of the communities
of South India, and securing political, educational and economic
equality for the down~trodden non~Brahmin community, the Justice
Party was statted by these two great leaders (Dr. T. M. Nair and
Sir P. T. Thyagaroya Chettiar). In those days, not even ten per cent
of the non~Brahmins were educated and not even five per cent were
in Government and other public services. And in the domain of
politics their influence was almost nil-  In the legislatures, in the local
bodies, and in almost all spheres of life the mon-Brahmins were
completely neglected:  Almost all the lucrative jobs, say above Rs. 100
were dented to the non—Brahmins who form 97 per cent of the
population. High posts carrying salaries of thousands of rupees per
-month could not even be dreamt of.

*“ As a result of this, a great community was suppressed in all
walks of life, and even .the educated and efficient few could mot
come up. Hence the birth of the South Indian Liberal Federation .
(Justice Party).

' Between 1923—26 those of us who knew, the ins
and ounts of the Congress move I mean a few non-Brahmins
including me, had to leave the Congress: But I did not join
the Justice. Party immediately; I was a nationalist to the core.
But I agreed with the principle of communal representation
“which was the bed rock of the Justice Party. Even as a staunch’
Congrgss-man and no-changer, and a strong. lieutenant of Mr. C.
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Rajagopalachariar, | was fighting for communal representation and’
equality of rights and priveleges. I even made the Madras Congress
Party accept this principle and set apart fifty per cent of places for-
the non~Brahmin communities. I and other nationalist non-Brahminn
started the Madras Presidency Association, and made this® Association
also accept this principle. Besides this [ also started the Nationalist
Association which included not a few Brahmin nationalistss and made
this too accept this principle of communal representation.

“ All this I say. in order to emphasise xmy ardent belief
i n this principle being the only practical way for the uplift~
ment of the non-Brahmin community. How I brought a
“resolution for the acceptance of communal representation
at the Provincial Congress Conference at Conjeavaram and
how it was ruled out by the president and how I walked
ont of the Conference alony -with my fr’iengls, are all too
wellknown to bear repetition here.”
