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PREFACE

The present book viz. The Inscriptions of Andhra Pradesh: Nalgonda District Volume I is the fourth
in the District Series of Inscriptions, which the Department has undertaken to bringout, as a consequence
of the villagewise epigraphical survey conducted in the district by the Eplgraphy Branch of the
Department of Archaeology and Museums.

The known history of Nalgonda District begins as early as 2nd-3rd ¢.A.D., as can be seen from the few
label records in Brahmi characters, engraved on architectural and sculptural fragments at Gajulabanda,
Phanigiri and Vardhamanakota. For instance a label inscription engraved on an architectural member
of a Buddhist Sfupa , recently discovered at Vardhamana Kota, reads as Upasikaya Buddha rakshitaya
danain"', meaning the gift'of a slab by an Upasika named Buddharakshita. On palaeographical grounds
the above record is datable to the third or fourth quarter of 2nd c.A.D. The next landmark in the histary
of the District is the Vishnukundi period (4th to 6th c. A.D.) as evidenced by the Two Copper Plate Grants
from the village Tummalagudem belonging to Govindavarma and Vikraméndra Bhattdraka Varma II.
In fact the discovery of these two Copper Plate Charters brought about far reaching changes in the
chronology and genealogy of the Vishnukundi Kings. Set II of the above two records, furnishes for the
first time the Saka date 488 (i.e. 566 AD. ) ‘which serves as the basis for building up the chronological
history of A.P. on a sound basis. Itis also interesting to find that these two grants record the construction
of a Buddhist Vihara, described as Mahdvihara by Paramabhattarika Mahadévi, queen of Govifidavarma,
at a place called Indrapura alias Indrapﬁlanagara i.e. Tummalagudem It is also interesting to note that,
for the first time, we come across the term Stipa in these grants which has been mentioned as Chaitya
in the earlier inscriptions at Amargvati and Nagarjunakonda. Another 1mportant record of the District
is the Velamjala inscription dated S. 829 (927 A.D.) belonging to Rashtrakuta Akalavarsha (Krishna II).
The Saidapur inscription of the Western Chalukya King Jayasimha II 1 agadekamalla 1, informs us of a
certain Aggalayya, who was an expert phys1cxan and adept in surgery. An inscr })thIl from Kolanupaka
belonging to the time of Trailokyamalla Somésvara I mentions a Mahamandalésvara Kota Bhimarasar,
identifiable with the Kota Chief of Dhanyakataka or Dharnikdta, near Amaravati, from whlch we learn
that Trailokyamalia, durmg his expedition to Vengi, brought with him the KGta Chief and appointed him
as the Governor of Ko]lipaka. This also pushes back the antiquity of the K"ta Chiefs of Dharamkota
who are otherwise known to us only as the subordinates of the Kakatiyas of Warangal i.e. from the time
of Rudral. Further, the three Sanskrit inscriptions engraved in Nagari Characters, in Kolanupaka belong
to the Paramara Chief Jagaddeva. Of them, two records dated in C.V. 29, Tarana, Chaitra Su 15,
corresponding to A.D.1104, March 13, contain the family prasasti of the PAramara Kings and state that
Jagaddeva built a temple called Jagaddeva Narayanadéva at Kolanupaka, and made munificent gifts to
the God for the anga-ranga bhogas, renovation and feeding the ascetics and pupils etc.

Apart from the inscriptibns of the imperial dynasties, Nalgonda District also furnishes inscriptions of
the feudatories or subordinate chiefs like the Kandiiru Chodas, the Cheraku Chiefs, the Récherla Chiefs,
the Musunuri Chiefs and the Velamas of Rachakonda and Devarakonda Among them the Kandiiru
Chiefs ruled over Nalgonda and Miryalaguda taluks in Nalgonda District as the feudatories of the
Western Chalukyas of Kalyana and the Kakatiyas of Warangal, with Panugallu as their headquarters.
It is interesting to find that the language employed in almost all their records is Telugu.



As regards the Kakatiyas, the Maturu epigraph of Mahadéva is important, for, he is represented by only
two inscriptions at other places. The Chandupatla eplgraph dated 1289 A.D. Nov. 25 informs us that
Queen Rudramadevi died along with her general Mallikdrjuna Ndyaka in a battle-field, while fighting
against the Kayastha Chief Ambadéva, who. according to the Tripurantakam inscription dated 1290
A.D. rebelled against his master. Rudramadevi and defeated her, and several other Chiefs and generals.

Thus, the village-wise survey yielded about 300 inscriptions in all which have been divided into two
volumes as Vol.land Vol.II. Of them Vol. I containing 181 inscriptions is edited by Dr. P.V. Parabrahma
Sastry, while Vol. II was edited by Late Dr. N. Venkata Ramanayya, formerly Deputy Directors (Epy.)
and eminent epigraphists. I congratulate Dr. P.V. Parabrahma Sastry, Editor of the present Volume who
took great pains to decipher the inscriptions and prepare texts and gists for each with meticulous care
and expertise, highlighting the significance of each record in its proper perspective. I also congratulate
Dr. N.Mukunda Rao, Chief Epigraphical Officer, Sri T.Mallikarjuna Rao, Sri. B. Jayaranga Rao and
Sri G. Chandraiah, the then Epigraphy Assistants and Sri M. Komaraiah, Keeper of Estampages and
Sri M. Innaiah, SriS.A. Rahim, SriD. Narayana, Estampage Takers for conducting village-wise survey
in the district and locating the inscriptions and bringout neat estampages of inscriptions. I thank, Dr.
N.S.Ramachandra Murthy, Assistant Director (Epy-Pub.) and Smt. B. Indumathi Devi and Sri C.
Venkatesam Chetty, Publication Assistants for correcting the proofs carefully. In the end I thank, Sri
S. 1. Fazal, Proprietor M/s. Farah Printers who laboured hard to print this Volume neatly and in an
attractive manner.

Due to certain unavoidable circumstances, the Index could not be included in the present Volume which
will however find place in Volume II. I crave the indulgence of scholars for this unavoidable lapse.

It is my sincere and earnest hope that the present volume will serve the needs of scholars engaged in
historical research and forms a valuable source material and win their critical appreciation.

HISTORICAL NOTE

The earliest inscription in the district of Nalgonda is found at Yelesvaram, near Nagarjunakonda on the left
bank of the river Krishna, both now submerged under the waters of the Nagarjunasagar reservoir. Few [abel records
of the early period in late Brahmi and early Telugu characters are incised on two stone octagonal columns, supposed
to be @yaka. pillars of a stupa. exposed very near to them. Unfortunately those two pillars were not salvaged. The
earliest record in 3rd century Brahmi characters reads as * * Chiramahishah Palonavaro purakah'". The other Jabels
in Sth-6th century characters read as Indra Raga, 57 Sadumdnchi 1 57 Revamdnchi, Sanghamanchi, &?R&u_la
Vikraman, etc. Other lengthier records read Svasri ér? Brahma Gzﬁ‘.idmzqzi ni!}rabha_riran,' Svasti g’rfSarvadEni
Cﬁa{l.dz‘:vaara g?)m Vaddhaku g?)sh.rhi , Proli kal}{d;ku'm‘lugu icche.

VISHNUKUNDIS

The earliest dynastic records in this district are the two copper plate grants of the Vishgulmgcli rulers,
discovered in the village of Tummalagudem alias Indrapalanagara in the Ramuannapeta taluk of Nalgonda District
by Sr1 B.N. Sastry, and now acquired by the State Archaeological Museum, Hyderabad. One of those two sets was
issued by Gavindavarman. son of Madhavavarman and grandson of ndravarman of the Vishnukundi family in the
king's 37th regnal year. Tt records the grantof two villages named Enmadala and Prenkaparu in favour of a Buddhist
sangha of the vihdra that was built (at Tidrapura) by his (Govindavarman's) chicf queen Paramamahadévi on the
occasion of Vai$'mkha Pﬁn.mmﬁsi (Buddha—PGrr_lima). with all the benefits of nidhi, upanidhi, da_m_la—kara—vish.ri
- svschhish_ta - bhaga - bhoga and free from all impediments. The second set was issued by Vikramendravarman,
son of Iﬁdrabhagtﬁrakavannan. grandson of Vikramendravarman, great grandson ot Madhavavarman and great
great grandson of Govindavarman, in his 1 Lth regnal year, with the specified éaka year 438 It registers the grant
of the village named [rundoro for the enjoyment of the birikshu-sansha of the four quarters staying in the maha
viliara, established by Paramabhattirika-Mahadevi, the chief queen, of Govindaraja in Sr?mad [ndrapura. The
record further states that the king Vikramendravarman made the gift on the eighth day of the dark fortnight of the
month of Karttika, when the king visited the place for the first time after his victorious campaign over the Pallava
king named Simha. The executor of the grant (ajndpana) was Mularaja, the foremost among the kings and born
in a renowned family.

These two copper plate charters together, reveal for the first time, certain valuable points regarding the
history of the. Vishnukundis. [n the first place, they are found in the Telangana region of Andhra Pradesh at
Indrapura or lhdrapalanagara, a ruined village near Tummalagudem in Ramannapet taluk, Nalgonda district, which
is pot hitherto known to have been included in the realm of their authority. Secondly, the first charter happens to.
be the-earliest copper plate inscription of the Vishnukundi rulers. However, it seems to be the: Sanskrit rendering:
of an easlier Prakrit charter. A still earlier record in Prakrit of the family mentioning Govirdaraja vikara, is foundl
on 4 boulder at Chaitanyapuri in Hyderabad, about 40. Kins, up the river Musi from Indrapalanagara. This boulder



epigraph and the above copper plate grant set together, subscribe to the view that the Vishpukundis rose to power,
originally in the region of Hyderabad-Nalgonda area, some time in the 4-5th century A.D. The second copper plate
set is deemed to be the last record of the family, if the Polamuru set I of Madhavavarman [V is accepted as a spurious
one, as discussed by this writer elsewhere (Socio-Economic Growth in Early Andhra). Thus, this p;Irt of Telangana
remained under their authority from the beginning till the end, and their capital must have been somewhere in the
region, which, in all probability was Kesaragutta, a pilgrim centre about 40 Kms. east of Hyderzbad, where
excavations brought to light an extensive fortification with gate-ways, several temples, and a number of
Vishnukundi coins.

The third important point furnished by these two copper plate charters, is the genealogy of the family, viz.
Indravarman, Madhavavarman [, Govindavarman (donor of the first set) and Madhavavarman I1 (the great empire
builder and performer of several Vedic sacrifices), Vikraméndravarman I, Indra-bhattarakavarman and
Vikranmendravarman II (from the II set), all members being in the order of father and son. Leaving the two members
Dévavarman and Madhavavarman 111 of the collateral line, these two sets together furnish seven members, of whom
atleast five happened to be regular rulers with known minimum regnal periods: (Govindavarman 37 years,
Madhavavarman II 50 years, Vikramendravarman ] about 15 years, Iridrabha'tfzirakavarman 27 years and
Vikraméndravarman I about 15 years, besides the regnal period of Madhavavarman I11, of the collateral line which
is not certain). Thus we get, with marginal adjustments, a total period of about 170 years for the family. The last
known date isgaka year 488; i.e. 566 A.D. i.e. Vikraméndra (I)'s eleventh regnal year as furnished in the II set
of present Tummalagudem plates-His 13th regnal year as recorded in the Tundi plates. Thus the last known date
of the Vishnukundi rule falls in about 568 A.D. Madhavavarman IV of the Polamuru plates is not considered as
they seem to be spurious. The Vishnukundis were overthrown by P{thv-i' maharaja of Ranadurjaya family who ruled
from Pishtapura for 49 years, as known from his Gollavalli plates. Adding this period to 568 A.D. we arrive at
617-618 A.D. when Ch-é]ukya Pulakeéi 11, according to his Maruturu plates, captured Pishtapura in his eighth
regnal year from P_rth\; maharaja of the Ranadurjaya family. Thus the Tummalagudem set II furnishes an
approximate date for the closing'years of the Vishnukundis, i.e., round about 570 A.D. Their initial date we get
by deducting about 170 years of total period, that is circa 400 A.D. This is also confirmed by the Prakrit language

and later Brahmi palacography of the Chaitanyapuri boulder inscription, which refers to Govindaraja Vihara.

Lastly, the two Tummalagudem sets reveal that the Vishnukundis were originally Buddhists in their religious
faith. In spite of Madhavavarman(ll)'s performing several Vedic sacrifices, his son Vikraméndravarman [ is
described as a Parama Saugara (A staunch follower of Buddhism), and Vikrameéndra IT granted the II charter to

the Buddhist sarigha of Paramabhattarika mahavihara.

WESTERN CHALUKYAS (BADAMI)

The early Cth_ukyas of Badami are not represented by their inscriptions, either stone or copper plate in this

district. Some of their copper plate charters are discovered in its neighbouring district of Mahaboobnagar, (the

Gadval Plates, Kolhapur Plates and Iparunkal Plates) and few stone records of those rulers are found in the temple

complex at Alampur.

RASHTRAKUTAS

The R;shfrakﬁ.tas are represented in this collection by three epigraphs, (Nos. 1, 2 and 3). [There is an ancient
site near the village Velamjerla, about 12 Kms. from Aler, where some ruins of a temple and an inscriptional slab
are noticed buried under debris and earth. [Only one mscnptlon could be unearthed without much difficulty]. Of
them No. 1 is dated in Saka 829, Prabhava, Chaitra su. Pournami, Budhavara, which corresponds to A.D. 907,
April 1, Wednesday, when a lunar eclipse occurred. The record refers itself to the reign of Akalavarsha, i.e.
RZsh‘tra.le.ta Kl:ishlila IT and it registers a gift of one tank, 100 martars of land and a garden, to a Jaina basadi by
a certain Ravi Chandrayya. The next record from Kolanupaka (No. 3) also seems to be of the R'Eshgrak'flga period
and its contents are not clear. The record, (No. 2) is from Manthapuri, a village near Aler is dated in §aka, 894,
Xﬁg-irasa, M'z;rgas‘ira gu.l, Kdityav?xra corresponding to A.D. 972, November 10, Sunday. Surprisingly the record
doesnot refer to any overlord, indicating political uncertainty, both in the Rashtrakuita capital and the revolutionary
trends outside. A mahasamaritadhipati named Ayyanayya, who bears the titles, Ranadhira, Nurmadidhavala,
Nanniyameru, is stated to have made a gift of garden and lands with a sowable capacity of two khandukas of seed
and 12 mattars of dry land  according to the royal measure, to the god Rapadh‘fr},'slvara, installed by Kuchi (go)

ravara at Manthapura.

WESTERN CHALUKYAS (KALYANA)

A majority of about fifty inscriptions found at Kollipaka belong to the latter Ch”é!ukyas. The earliest king
represented in these records is Jayasimha II. Saidapur inscription No. 5 dated A.D.1034, mentions Kollip?lka-7000
and registers a gift of the village Muppanapalh in Aleru—kampana-40 to a Jaina temple. The donor of the record,
certain Aggalayya of Jaina faith, is extolled for his great skill in Sastrachzk:tsa 1.e. treatment of diseases by surgery.
This is therefore an important epigraphical ellusion to Indian surgery in the eleventh century A.D. In Kollipaka
temple museum, there is a hero-stone which contains an inscription stating that certain Annayya lemka, Jayasifnha
died for the cause of his master. Jainism in Kollipaka might have received royal patronage during the time of

. 0 . . 4
Jayasimha also. In fact all these kings had extended their patronage to this religion though they were Saivas in their
religious pursuits.

Trallokyamalla (A.D.1047-1068) is represented by about 6 inscriptions in Kollipaka. His earliest record
here registers a gift to the five mathas of the place by the merchant guild of the Aruvas and the Gavudas, while
MahamandalEsvara Kommanayya was administering Kolllpaka-7 000 (province). Other subordinates at Kollipaka
during the reign of Trailokyamalla Somesvara, were Mdhamanddlesvara Nimmarasar (A.D.1056), Mahamanddl&wara
Buddharasar (A.D.1064), certain Amitarasar (1067), and Mahamandafésvara I{’Bta Bhimarasar identifiable with

an early Kota Chief of Dhanyakataka or thramkota near Amaravati. In fact his prasasti in this record is quite

il



similar to that found in their records at Amaravati and Velpuru and he is also explicitly stated to be the lord of
Dlﬁnyaka!aka-Puravaﬁdh’is/vara. It is therefore, reasonable to believe that ChE!ukya TrailSkyamalla, during his
expedition on Vengi brought this Kota chief with him and appointed him as Governor of Kol’l_ip;lka. He seems to
be Bhima I of that family, whose inscriptions are not found so far in that region. With this connection with

Kollipaka, the Kota chiefs were accredited with the title of Kollipakapuravaradhisvaras (lords of Kollipaka town).

King Bhuvanaikamalla is represented by two records, one datable to A.D. 1070. It seems to be a
confirmatory grant issued by his subordinate Mah‘émar_lgafés:vara Asagamarasar of R;shgrakﬁga origin and the
latter's minister Lakshmidharayya. Another record datable to A.D. 1074 records the grant of suinka of the capital
Kolllpaka to Trailokyamalla Ravvisetti by the same Asagamarasar. Another record of the same Chief is dated in
Saka 996, Ananda (A.D.1074) and records a gift of some land to a certain brahmana. This record, surprisingly,
does not refer to the overlord as early as A.D. 1074. It is still more conspxcuous to find Mahamandalesvara Eruva
Tondarasar, a Telugu- Choda chief sets up an inscription at the same place in Saka 999, Pingala J yestha su. 13,
(A.D.1077, May 8) (No. 13) to record his gift of perpetual lamps to the god Somesvara Deva of Ko!!xpaka, wherein
no reference is made to any overlord. This may indicate that the civil war at Kalayana between Bhuvanaikamalla

and Tribhuvanamalla was not finally settled.

It is also to be noted here, that this Topc_iarasar of the E‘r_uvach'(')!a family, must have been the second
member in that line, the first one being Eruva Bhima according to the genealogy furnished in the Vollala inscription
of Mallikarjuna Ch&!a (Ep.Andhrica Vol.IV and Inscriptions of A.P. Nalgonda, Part I1.) It seems that Bhima was
the earliest member who came to Telingana and settled at Panugallu as a subordinate under Trailokyamalla

Somésvara I.
CHALUKYA VIKRAMA ERA

A good deal of controversy prevails regarding the date of commencement of the Cl;;l!ukya Vikrama Era,
i.e. the exact date of coronation of Ch-z'llukya Vikramaditya V1. Dr. P.B.Desai basing on an inscription in the State
Archaeological Museum, Hyderabad, fixes the first year of Chalukya Vikrama Era in the cyclic year ngala,
§ravana su.15, Lunar eclipse, corresponding to August, 6, Sdka 999, and February 26, 1077 A.D. (Corpus of
Inscriptions in the Kannada Districts of Hyderabad swate, Hyderabad Archaeological series, 18, pp.5 ff.). The
present record dated in Saka 999, ngala Jyeshtha su.13 (A.D.1077, May 8 Monday) does not mention any
overlord. Perhaps, this is due to the unsettled condition which still prevailed in this part of the kingdom. This may
also mdlcate that Somesvara IT wasstill alive. The next record (No. 14) is dated about three months lateri.e. ngala
Bhadrapada su.5 and states Tribhuvanamalladéva as overlord. Conspncuously, Eruva Tondaya Chola, in the former
record is not stated to be the governor of Kolhpaka Instead a certain Sankaragandarasar of the later record is stated
to be ruling over Kollnpaka—7000 He is stated to have granted to his minister some monetary incomte due from
angadzs of Kolli paka rajadham Another inscriptional slab cut into two pieces, contains the date Saka 999 ngala,

Chaitra, Amavasya, but unfortunately the name of the overlord is missing.
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The inscriptions dated C. V.6, Durmati, from Ko}}ip'éka and C.V.7, Duridlubhi from Charda, (Nos. 16 &
17) in the neighbourhood belong to Kamarasar of the Parichhedi family. His ancestors are named Panda (father),
Ganda (grandfather) and Panda (great grandfather) of the Durjaya line. Kama is stated in the record to have obtained
Kol.li-p'ﬁka-7000, as fief, by means of a copper plate charter from the king Tribhuvanamalla. It is interesting to note
tha;.the Parichhedi chiefs of the Guntur region claim themselves to be the lords of Kollipaka (Kollipaka-
Puravar?zs/vara) and we notice the same genealogical list in their records also. (SIL.IV.986,1106). It is therefore
evident that Kama of this record who obtained Ko.lgip'éka-7000 as permanent fief by means of copper plate record,
for some reason or other had to serve the Western ChE]ukya king and later seek his fortunes in the coastal region,
under the Ch‘ﬁ!ukya-Ch?)!as of Vengi. Kamarasar in this record is eulogised as Kumara perhapsto indicate the king's
great affection for him, like Piramara J agaddeva, who is also attributed with the title kumara. The recipient of the
gift village was Snkantha Pandita, a dlsc1ple of Isanapandlta again a disciple of Gokamara5| Pandita of
Bhujangavali, obviously of Kalamukha sect of Sa1v1sm Snkantha 1s described to be proficient in Tarka, Vyakarana

and other branches of learning.

Fourinscriptions (Nos. 18 to21) dated C. V.12, 15, and 16 represent Mahamandalesvara Kanduru Tondaya
Chola Maharaja, of Kasyapa gotra, Karikalanvaya, and Suryavamsa. In an earlier record dated Saka 999, ngala
{No. 18), we notice Eruva Tog(}arasar.of the same lineage. That record does not refer to any overlord. These four
records on the other hand call him as Kanduru Tondeyachola. The Ollala inscription of Mallikarjuna Chdla, younger
brother of this Tondaya dated C.V.22, A.D. 1098, states that Bhimachoda, son of Eruva Tondaya Choda obtained
Kandiirunadu as fief from Tribhuvanamalla Chakravarti, probably for supporting the latter's cause for the throne
of Kaljé.r_xa against Bhuvanaikamalla. Since then, these chiefs became Kafzd[irupuravar'és"varas. That Bhima had
four sons of whom present Kanduru Tondaya was the eldest and Mallikarjuna or Mallacl{égla was the last. Tondaya
ChiSr.'la in an inscription at Panugallu dated C.V.15 (No. 20) is noticed to have made a gift of land to a brEhmapa
who is said to have immersed the ashes of Kandiiu Bhima Choda in the river Ganges. Here there is a slight
discrepancy in the dates. If Kafiduru Bhima according to this Panugallu epigraph, died in C.V.15, A.D.1091, (No.
20) how could it be possible that his son Tondaya's records are seen from C.V.12, A.D.1087 (No. 18). This we
have to reconcile by assuming that the latter was exzrcising authority even before his father died. Ofthe four records
of Kanduru Tondaya at Kollipaka, three records pertain to the gifts of and and taxes to the deities Somanathadéva
and Vishpudgva, whereas the fourth registers a gift of some local taxes to a Kalamukha ascetic Rameswarapandita.
This line of ascetics is stated to belong to the Kalamukha School of éaivism founded by Lakulisa. B

JAGADDEVA

Kol_l_ip'ika province was governed by Mah?lmagc‘lalés"vara Jagaddeva, a Paramiara prince, for a short period
of more than two years. Three lengthy inscriptions of this princeare located in the Veera.janeyaswamy temple here,
two (Nos. 23 and 26) being dated in C. V.29, Tfiraga, Chaitra §u. 15, lunar eclipse, A.D.1104 March, 13, and the
third in C.V.31, Vyaya, Vaisikha Akshatgifi’ya, A.D.1106, April 6. These three inscriptions in mellifluous



Sanskrit-verse contain the family prasasti of the Paramara kings beginning from the legendary origin., i.e. the birth
of the mythical hero Paramara from the sacrificial pit of Va’éishfha, hence the family name. In that lincage were
born kings of great repute like Harsha, whose son was Munja alias Vakpatiraja and also Utpala. His younger
brother was Sindhuraja alias Sodala whose son was Bhoja. The latter's uncle was Gopc.lala whose son and grandson

were Udayaditya and Jagaddeva respectively.

Jagaddeva was succeeded at Kollipaka by Kumara S6méswara the eldest son of Tribhuvanamalla, the prince
designate, whose inscription at the place is dated C.V.32, Sarvajit, TXSh"SQha, Pumima (July 7, A.D.1107). (No.
27) An inscription of Mahaprachanda Dar}(}an'éyaka Banasaveggada Anantapala, dated in C.V.31, Uttaﬁyapa-
Sarnkfanti confirms the pious gift of Jagaddéva, of Pembarti village. Kumidra Someésvara's inscriptions are noticed
here till C.V.37, A.D.1112, after Which there is a gap of about 18 years, there being no records of any chief. Again
we come across another record of Kumara Somesvara dated in C. V.50, Vi"sv'avasu, A.D.1125, which is on the four
sides of the Minastambha near the ruined temple in the tank behind the Somanatha temple. It is a Jain record, the
object of which is to register the grant of the village Panupura for the afiga and rahga bhogas of the goddess Ambika,
installed in Ambaratilak a (Jain temple) at Kollipaka. The pillar on which the record is incised is called variously
as Mianastambha, Kirtistambha andJ ayastarhbha in the record itself. The date of the record corresponds to March,
24, 1125 A.D. The said gift of the village was made by the Chalukya prince, Gahga Permadi Kumara Somésvara
at the request of c!ap(‘ladéyaka Sayipayya, the commander of Ko}!iﬁékaﬂOOO. The deity Ambika, to which the gift

was made is the Sasanadevi of the Jain Tirthankara Neminatha.

The record contains separate eulogies of both Kumara SGmésvara and Sayipayya. Somesvara is said to have
defeated the Jord of Kaliniga on the battle field, plundered his country and captured his elephants. He is also praised
to have destroyed the armies of the Dravida king. The inscription on the fourth side contains an account of the
preceptors of Kh'nﬁrgapa. Méghachandra Maladhari is first mentioned. His disciple was Nandi Suri whose disciple
was Padmaprabha muni. His brother was Siddhantadeva muni Méghachandra whose disciple was Madhavendu.
It states that the Manastambha was caused to be erected near the shrine of the goddess Ambika by preggada Kégiraja,

a devout Jaina.

Two inscriptions of the time of Jagadekamalla II are found at Kollipaka. A Jain epigraph mentions the
Samaddhi of Meégha Chandra. {Siddhanta Munimdra]. Another record mentions Jayachandrasuri. A certain
Mahamandalésvara Kumara Mayidéva, the disciple of Némichandradéva is stated in a record to have installed the

THE CHODAS OF KANDURU

With Koduru and Panugallu as their capitals these Choda chiefs ruled over Kandurunadu comprising the
present Jadcharla and Acchampet taluks in the Mahbubnagar district and the Nalgonda and Miryalguda taluks of
the Nalgonda district from about A.D.1060 to 1160. Of all the available records of these chiefs the Ollala epigraph
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is very important as it furnishes the names of some early members of this family. According to itsnarration, a branch
of the main Choda kings of Orayuru, was ruling over the Eruva region. Bhima (I) among those kings became the
ruler of Panugallu, the eastern suburb of Nallagonda town where we find an old temple of the Cﬁ‘a.lukya period and
some inscriptions of these chiefs. It is not known whether the Eruva region extended on both sides of the river
Krishna and perhaps got its name after the Telugu word Eru, theriver. ToEruva Bhima was born Tondaya (I), whose
s<;n w;ls Ch?)da Bhima(II) who had four sons. They were Tondaya(II) Irugaya, Malla or Mallik'airjuna and another
son, third in order, whose name was lost due to breakage in'the stone. Malhkaquna Choda is stated to have granted
the village Ollala to his minister Appana-Preggada in Saka 1020, A.D.1098. Another stone inscription found at
Panugallu is set up by Tondaya, probably Malla's elder brother, in the Cha}uk)a Vikrama year 15 corresponding
to A.D.1091. It records vrittis of land to a b?ahmapa who carried the ashes (asthis) of Kandiru Bhima Ch?)c.la (I
to immerse them in the holy Ganga and offered pindas (for the deceased king) at Gaya. The details thus furnished
in the record enable us to fix the last date of Bhima IT to be A.D.1091 and obviously this Bhima must have been
the father of Tonda I and Malla of the Ollala record. This epigraph further states that Cthia Bhima, the father of
Tonda II and Malla, having pleased the king Vikrama-chakravarti, that is Tribhuvanamalla Vikramaditya VI,
obtained from him the region of Kahd\_fru—n'éc.lu as fief. Hence, they got the title Kahdiiru-puravaradhisvara and are
known as Kandtiru Chodas. It is also noticed that the above cited Panugallu epigraph of Tondayall dated A.D.1091
refers to the death of Choda Bhima L. A still earlier record datable to A.D.1089, of this Tondaya IT who is credited
with the title Kodurupuravaresvara is noticed in Kolanupaka in the Nalgonda district. It is likely that this Tondaya
assumed power even when his father was alive probably due to the old age of the latter. It is worth noting that Bhima
IT might have got the fief of Kanduru-vishaya from Vikramaditya VI on account of his help to the latter in wresting

the throne from Somesvara II. Other details about the political career of Bhima II are not known.

The actual history of these chiefs with reference to the Kakatiyas begins from Tondaya II, the eldest son of
Bhima IT. About half-a-dozen epigraphs of this chief have come to light so far. Two are from Kolllpaka, of which
one is dated in Chal_ukya Vikrama year 13, A.D.1089, referred to above, the date of the other being missing. Of
the three from Panugallu the unpublished one is dated A.D.1091 cited above. Of the other two, one is undated and
the other is dated A.D. 1124 and records a gift of a village Pittampalli by Tondaya's wife Mailambika for the merit
of her second son Bhima. The same record states that she had three sons named Udaya, Bhima and Gékarx_xa of whom
the second named Bhiima seems to be the king of Panugallu at that time. Having been issued by Maildmbika, the
last cited record need not be assigned to the time of Tondaya II. In fact we have discovered a record of Bhima(III)
probably Tondaya's second son by Mailambika, in Ramalingalagudem near Nalgonda, and it is dated C.V.29
corresponding to A.D.1106. As Bhima Il according to the Panugallu epigraph mentioned above died in A.D.1091,
this Bhima Choga must be Biifma LII, the second son of Tondaya II and Mailiribika.

We are not certain how long this Bhima's elder brother Udayaditya was in power. Bhiima's earliest record
of C.V.29, A.D.1106 might be of the time when he was young. It seems customary among these chiefs that even

uncrowned princes were issuing independent grants. Such assumption alone solves the chronological disparity, that
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he happened to be an enemy of Kakatiya Rudra in the fifties of twelfth century A.D. We have noticed above a similar
instance that Tondaya IT set up the Kollipaka epigraph in A.D.1089 while his father Bhima Il was alive. In the later
generations also we notice such overlapping of dates in some cases. The recent discovery of Bhima Chb"(.ia's
inscription at Kistapuram, Ramannapet taluk, Nalgonda district, datable to A.D. 1157 confirms the assumption that

Bhima was alive till then.

After A.D.1124 there arose differences between the two brothers Bhima I1I and GBkarpa. Kandurunadu
formed the yuvardja-vritti (appanage) of Kumara Tailapa, the second son of C}El_ukya Tribhuvanamalla by his
queen Chandaladevi. According to a fragmentary inscription found at Panugallu it appears that Kumara Tailapa
distributed his appanage between the two Choda brothers, Kanduru-vishaya in Mahbubnagar district to Bhima and
Panugallu-vishaya to G()karpa Ch'égla. This arrangement continued without any hitch as long as the emperor
Tribhuvanamalla was alive. But after the king died in A.D.1126 there developed some disloyalty to the new king
Bhulokamalla Somésvara 111, in Bhima and his followers. This assumption is supported by the non-mention of the
overlord in their records. But his brother Gokarna Ch?){la's inscriptions on the other hand mention the Ch?ll.ukya
king indicating his unfailing loyalty. For instance, the Anamala epigraph of this chief was dated in the first regnal
year of Bhilokamalla Somésvara [11, A.D.1127. [tis interesting to note that there is another record at the same place
dated just one year later, i.¢c. A.D.1128, which does not mention the ruling king. Further, it states that certain
Sridevi Tondaya Clio"da bestowed the lordship of Cheraku-70 division on certain Ajjana Earayanapeggeda
obviously displacing the officer of Gokarna Ch5gla. Subsequently Gakan}a himself was slain as we know from the
Anumakonda inscription of Rudra. Since we do not get Gékarpa‘ s records later than 1128 A.D. it may be surmised
that this incident took place some time in that year. Sridsvi Tondaya's identity cannot be established with certainty.
But it is likely that he was the son of Udayachf)c_la, the eldest brother of G'f)kar.na, mentioned in the Panugallu
inscription of their mother Mailamba. He was brought back to power in his late father's place, disposing of G?)karga
Ch'ogla the loyal subordinate of Bhulokamalla. The presence of two records at Anamala belonging to the rival chiefs

thus reveals the true picture of the political leanings of the members of this Chﬁ(}a family.

The next phase in the history of these chiefs is connected with the Kakatiya chiefs Prola II on one occassion
and his son Rudra at a later stage. It is dealt with clsewhere in the context of their respective exploits. JAHRS

After passing through the semi-independent state which they enjoyed for nearly two decades G?)'karr.la's son
Udayacﬁbr:la the only remaining chief of this family honourably acknowledged the supremacy of Kakati Rudra who
by then was an independent ruler. He seems to have lived upto A.D.1176 the date of his last known record found
in Nelakondapalli in the present Khammam district. The region ruled by Udayacthla seems to be very extensive
comprising nearly six taluks of the present Nalgonda and Mahbubnagar districts which was bigger than that of his
ancestor Bhima IT. The Mamillapalli epigraph of his two sons Bhima IV and G'f)'karrza is dated in A.D.1178. As
subordinates of the Kﬁkat?yas they virtually became politically insignificant. The members of the family continued
for a pretty long period simply enjoying their fiefs. The last known record of these chiefs is that in the village
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Agamotukuru in the Miryalaguda taluk of the Nalgonda district, which records the installation of the god Vira
Malsathadeva by Kanduri Ramanathadéva Choda Makiaraja after the name of his father Viramalnitha Choda and
the grant of some lands as vriris to the same deity in A.D.1282. It is very interesting to note that even after
surrendering themselves to the Kikafiyas they were not mentioning in their records the Kdkatiyas as their overlord/s.
Only the last Agamotukuru epigraph refers to the prosperous reign of Kakatiya Rudramadévi. This does not
however, indicate their insubordination or disloyalty. Another noteworthy feature of this subordinate family is that
more than one brother or cousin appears to have been vested with full powers of a ruler at the same time which makes
the chronological arrangement of their regnal years very difficult. There seems to be a custom among these chiefs
to set up inscriptions recording gifts of lands and villages in the names of young princes with all their family titles

without using the word Kumara.

A consolidated genealogical scheme of these Chioda chiefs with the known dates may be shown as follows.
Only the members known upto the Mamillapalli epigraph dated 5.1 100, A.D.1178 are shown with their regnal

periods whereas the remaining members are simply mentioned as we do not know their dates clearly.

KAKATIYAS

Among the Kakatiyas, king Mahadeéva is the earliest member represented in this collection. (No.61) The

Maturu epigraph in the Miryalaguda taluk, records the gift of the village Lemkala Matiiru by that king to the god
g < .

Mabhesvara, the presiding deity at the northern gateway- of Sriparvata, on the full moon day of the month of

Margasira of Pingala in the Saka year 1119, corresponding to A.D.1197, November 26, Wednesday.

Two inscriptional stone pillars in the colléction of the Khajana Building Museum, Golconda, which are
supposed to have been brought from Jalalpuram contain the genealogical deséription of the Cheraku chiefs, who
were ruling the Amarabad region as subordinates under the Kakatiyas. The records are datable to Gapapatidé'va's
reign. One of the two dated éaka 1124, A.D. 1202 (No.62) furnishes the interesting information that an early
member of the family obtained Cheraku-12 from the CHdc_la chief Bhima. When Kakati Rudradéva waged war
against Ch'(Sfla chiefs of Kanduru, it is said, Kata and his three brothers of the Cheraku family rendered military
help to the Kakafiya king, in defeating Udaya ch‘dc_la and séiging his town and obtained in recognition, the region
of Gux_lc.liyap]i(.li, R.a'p-u'(._li, Goftipasuﬁdala, qu_ﬁru and Rupuralu villages. Therefore, it seems that the Chqgaku
chiefs changed their loyalty in -favour of the rising Kdkatiyas. Since then they continued to be trusted subordinates
and generals of the Kakatiyas, ruling the same region of the present Acchampeta and Amarabad taluks of the
Mahbubnagar district. Further, these two records furnish us a detailed genealogical list of these chiefs till
A.D. 1253, the date of the second record.

Of the later members of the Cheraku chiefs Maraya and his son Ganapaya are mentioned in the Palakavidu
inscription (No. 80) dated Saka 1191, A.D.1269. Cheraku Veluri Bollayaraddi is also mentioned in the same record

and his relationship with the other members is not given.

The Kayastha chicf Gangaya ééhir)i is represented, for the first time by three inscriptions in this collection.
The Cherlopalli epigraph (No. 67) which is dated in the cyclic year éubhak_rit corresponding to A.D.1242 is the
earliest of all his records. The second in order is his Kottapalli record (No.70) dated gaka 1173, Virodhikrit,
Vaisakha Amavasya, corresponding to A.D.1251 and this is also earlier than his hitherto known earliest one' of
Durgi, in the Palnad taluk of Guntur District which is dated some months later than this (SII X.No. 334 dated
é. 1173, Vir_()dhik.rit, -Aévayuja $u.13). His third inscription in this collection is the Chityala epigraph datable to
A.D.1253. Inthe Durgi inscription it s said that Gafxgaya-ézﬂ)ig\i wasruling the country beginning from Panumgallu
to Marjavadi, but the stacment was not supported by any corroborative evidence. These three records, discovered
near about Panugallu itself, thus make it clear that Gaﬂgaya-s‘éhigi was really empowered to rule over the vast area
comprising almost the modern Nalgonda, Western parts of the Guntur and Prakasam districts and a major part in
the Cuddapah District. It is also known from the Cherlopalli epigraph that Gahgaya~sihipi was taken into his
military service by Ganapatideva in about A.D.1242. When he entered the service of Manumasiddhi, the Telugu

Choda king of Nellore, as alluded to by Tikkana SBma);éji in his Nirvachanottara-Ramiyana is not known.



The Kottapalli and the Chityala inscriptions give the names of Gaﬁgaya's father and grandfather as Dhasuva

— s

(or Jasuva) and Dhanva respectively. Originally they seem to be the residents of Dwaraka, the abode of Lord Sn
Krishna. Both the inscriptions were set up by Gangaya-sénapati to record the gift of these villages to the god Krishna

of Dw_érakz_l and other deities of the same place.

RUDRAMADEVI

During the reign of Rudramadevi certain Kannaradéva bearing the title rayasthapandcharya is noticed in
the Alugadapa inscvription. The Masapet epigraph dated A.D.1275 refers to certain Nissamnkavira Bolnayani
MalliKdrjunanayaka, who seems to be identical with Mallikdrjuna-fiayaka son of Bollaya, having the title
Nissamkavira mentioned in one of the Panugallu epigraphs of Kumira Rudradéva's period (Corpus 11- PP.104-5).
In the Chikatimamidi inscription of the year Sarvajit (A.D.1288) Queen Rudramadivi's officer Annaya preggada

is noticed to have made some gift to the god Malnathadeva.

According to the Chandupatla epigraph she is known to have died some time before November A.D. 1289,
for, it records a gift by a servant named Puvvula Mummadimgaru for the attainment ofgivalz;ka, the abode of the
God ,Siva, by the Kakatiya Queen and his master Mallikarjuna Nayanimgaru. This Chandupatla village being
situated in the proximity of Pangallu, the capital town of the Queen's subordinate Nissamka vira Mallikarjuna-
nayaka, the chief mentioned in the two records must have been identical. F urther, the Panugallu record being set
up’by Immadi Mallikarjuna-nayaka making a gift for the merit of his father Nissarka Vira Mallikarjuna on the day
corresponding to 16th May, 1290 A.D. (Corpus II, PP 104-5) six months later than the Chandupatla record. It is
not improbable that MalliKarjuna niyaka of the Chandupatla and Immadi Mallikarjuna's father of the Pangallu

record are one and the same and he was a military general in the service of the Queen.

Again, the Chandupatla epigraph indicates that the Queen Rudramadevi and her military general
Mallikarjunanayaka died almost on the same day before its date. That is 25th November, A.D.1289, Friday. It is
likely that the Queen died along with her general in some military engagement. The Kakatiya armies at that time
were seriously engaged in a war with Ambadsva the Kidyastha Chief who, according to his Tripurantakam
inscription (SIT X-465 dated A.D.1290, September 5) rebelled against the Kakatiya Queen and having defeated
several chiefs and generals of the Kakatiyas declared independence (Sarvan Andhra-mahlpann runa-mukhe jeia
yaso labdhavan). 1t is therefore clear that Ambadsva defeated all the Andhras including the Queen Rudramadevi
in battle field before that date. So it is not improbable that the Queen inspite of her old age, of about 80 years, in
order to rouse inspiration among her warriors and generals took the field in person and met with the fatal end along
with her general and bodyguard Nissarka Mallikarjuna-ridyaka of Panugallu. In fact, Ambadéva's record mentions

certain Mallikarjunapati also among the adversaries who were defeated or killed by him.
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PRATAPARUDRA

The earliest reference to Prafapa Rudra is noticeable in the Palakavidu inscription dated S,aka. 1191,
A.D. 1269, which indicates that he was made prince designate by that time, probably Gapapatid'éva, in A.D.1267,
in order to avoid opposition regarding Rudramadévi's succession to the throne, nominated Pratipa Rudra as Prince
designate. Itisalso likely that Pratdpa Rudra at that time was a grown up prince of about 20 years age and was capable
of assisting his grandmother in the administration. Among the subordinate chiefs of this king Perh,dlikogiuku
Mallinatha, in the inscription of Inkrial in this collection and Palakavidu in the other volume, is a new chief. The
Inkrial epigraph interestingly furnishes the prevailing custom of collecting donations in a village. The chief lefika
named Ellu-rautu, as it seems, sets up the deity of Mallinathadéva after his master and requests the village elders
to make gifts to the god. Accordingly, they make such provision by levying a contribution of one chinnam on each
marturu of wet land in the three neighbouring villages. Instead of approaching his master for this additional levy
on the cultivators, the letnka humbly requests the village elders, which indicates that the subordinate chiefs had
no power to impose additional levies on the villagers. The Palakavidu inscription of the same chief is important,

in that it furnishes the names of certain measures and taxes.

In several inscriptions of this period we come across the term ash_tiidasa—praj’d or eighteen castes which

represents the civic body of the village, which is empowered to look after the village administration.

RECHERLA CHIEF

The Utlapalli inscription (No.66) (A.D.1228) contains the genealogy of four members of the Recherla
chiefs, viz. Bamma, K;fga, Kédma and the donor of the record of Ganapaya whose relationship with the former

members is not known from the extant portion. Some Loki raddi son of Beti raddi is seen.

MUSUNURI KAPAYANAYAKA

Within a decade after the fall of the Kakatiyas, the alien rule of the Bahmanis was opposed by a confederatien
of the local chiefs under the leadership of Prolaya nayaka and his brother Kapayanayak alias Kapanayaka belonging
to the Musuniiri family. The Muslims were initially driven out from the Andhra country. Prlaya ruled for a short
period of about five years and after his death his cousin Kapanayaka became the leader of the confederation. He
could not only consolidate the forces of the local chiefs but also reinforced his strength by the external forces of
Hoysala Ballala, Somadévaraja of Aravidu and Ramanatha, the erstwhile ruler of Karipili and made a concerted
effort in driving away the remaining Muslim generals from Telangana as well. In this confederation, the Velama
Chiefs with their strong holds at Rachakonda, Pillalamarri and Devarakonda also played considerable part.
However, owing to their differences with Kapayanayaka, they lost Pillalamarri to that chief in about Saka 1279,
A.D.1357, the date of his inscription at Pillalamarri. Thus, although they could eliminate the authority of the

Muslim invaders, the internal enemity between the Musuntri chief Kapaya and the Recherla Velama chief Singama
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grew to such gravity that the latter and his sons Anapétaniayaka and Madanayaka attacked Kapayanayaka in a crucial
battle at Jallipalli where Singmanayaka lost his life in 1361 A.D. and Képayaniyaka was still holding Orugallu as
his capital. In a renewed attempt after eight years in 1369 A.D., the Velama chiefs led their armies against amgallu.
Kapayanayaka had necessarily to check the advancement of the Velama armies and both the forces met at a place
called Bhimavaram somewhere near Orugallu. A fearful battle ensued between the two forces in which

Kapayanayaka lost his life and the Velamas captured amgallu.

VELAMA CHIEFS

The Velama brothers became unopposed masters of a considerable part of Telangana, with their nucleus at
Rachakonda, in the Nalgonda district. The forts of Bhuvanagiri, Devarakonda and Piilalamarri in the same district
besides those of Orugallu and Ainavolu in the Warangal district and Amanagallu in the Mahbubnagar district were
some of the important forts of their kingdom. But Anapotanayaka chose Rachakonda as his principal seat and made
it an impenetrable fort. During the reign of Anavota I, the Reddi king Anavéma Reddi of Kondavidu invaded the
Velama territory. The inscriptions at Vadapalli dated 1377 A.D. and Burugugadda of the same time both in the
Nalgonda district indicate that the Velamas lost that part to the Reddis, temporarily. In order to defend the newly
founded kingdom from the attacks of the Reddi king Anavéma of Kondavxdu who was already occupying the region
upto Snsan!am, Anapota posted his brother Maddnayaka at Devarakonda in the southern part of the Nalgonda
district. Since then the descendants of Mada became the occupants of that fort enjoying independent status. The
two branches though separated, for all practical purposes they were united as a single authority in the political
strategies and military undertakings.

Anapota was succeeded by his son Sifiga II or Kumira Singamanedu who ruled the kingdom from 1383 to
1399 A.D. His contemporary at Devarakonda for a long tiine was Pedavedagiri. During their period, the
Vijayanagara king Harihara II invaded Telangana under the leadership of his son Bukkaraya II, but the invasion

was repelled by the combined forces of the Bahamani Sultan and the Velama chiefs.

Kumara Singa was a patron of men of letters and poets. Visvésvara, the author of Chamarkara Chandrika,
awork on Sanskrit rhetorics flourished in his court. In a second attack, in 1397 A.D. the Vijayanagar prince Bukka
II captured the fort of Panugallu in Mahbubnagar district and invaded R’aichakopc_la also but it was foiled by the
Velama chiefs. Kumara died in 1399 A.D. and was succeeded by his eldest son Anapota 11, who ruled for about
twenty years. His valorous deeds are much praised in their family chronicle Velugorivari Var'rzf[iva{i. He is credited
with the retaliation against the Vijayanagara invaders and recapture of the Panugallu fort. Some reputed generals
in the Vijayanagara armies are stated to have been defeated by Anapéta I1. In his last days it seems he had differences
with the Bahmanis of Gulbarga and strengthened his relations with Bukkaraya's son Dévaraya I. Anavota II died

in 1421 A.D. His contemporary rulers at Devarakonda were Kumara Madanayaka and Rimachandranayaka, the
sons of Peda Védagiri.
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Anavota IT was succeeded by his younger brother Madanédu who ruled R-échakogc'ia for about ten years and
was succeeded by Anavota's son Singamanayaka IIT generally called Mummadi Singa. Like his grandfather Singa
I1, he too was a reputed scholar and patron of men of letters. He also possessed the title Sarvafria like his grandfather.
His contemporaries in the Devarakonda branch were Lingamanédu and Kumara V&dagiri, the sons of Kumara
Midinayaka II. Mummadi Singa had a long rule of 45 years, 1430-1475 A.D. Kumara Védagiri of Devarakonda,
according to Velugotivari vamsavali, slew in a battle Macha reddi, the brother of Peda Kémati Vémiareddi of
Kondavidu. But within a short period Peda Komati retaliated against the Velama kingdom and killed Kumara
Vedagiri in a renewed attack. The elder brother Liﬁgaman&ju is praised at length describing his victories on
different occasions. Singa Il of R?ichakox_lr:la and Lir'lgaman-éc'lu of ngarakOQ(}a were often changing their political
leanings with the Bahmani Sultans for sometime, with the Vijayanagara rulers for sometime and the rising Kalinga
king Kapilésvara Gajapati for sometime and utlimately lost their individuality in the first half of the fifteenth
century. Kapilésvara could easily ride over them and occupy the Velama forts of 6rugallu and Richakoqd.a, but
within a short period the entire Velama Kingdom was conquered by the Bahmani Sultan Alaud-Din-Shah who drove
away the Kalinga generals from Telangana and posted his brother Mahamud Khan as Governor at brugal]u. In the
next phase Humayun Shah, son and successor of Ala-Ud-Din raided the territory of the Velama chiefs, particularly
on Devarakonda. But before the Muslim armies could reach there, the Velama chiefs appealed to Kapilgsvara for
help who readily despatched large contingents of army to Telangana under the leadership of his son Hamvira in
about 1460 A.D. The Muslim governor at 6mgallu and other invading generals were routed and Telangana was
brought under the Velama chiefs, but at the mercy of the Gajapati forces. After the death of Kapi]é's"vara Gajapati,
that is 1468 A.D. Muhmad Shah IT again invaded over Telangana and captured all the forts which were undcf the
Velama chiefs. By about 1475-6, the entire Telangana formed part of the Bahmani kingdom. The Velama Chiefs

had to leave Telangana and seek new venues in the Vijayanagara Kingdom.

The Velamas were valorous warriors and created a distinct place for the district of Nalgonda in the history
of Medieval Andhradésa. Besides, they earned a name as lovers of scholastic achievements and patrons of men of
letters. Peda Singa alias Sarvajna Sihgabhiipala II is credited to be the author of Rasarnava Sudhakara, a Sanskrit
work on rhetorics, one of the standard works on the subject. His grandson, Singabhlipala ITI was also credited with
the title Sarvajna. His uncle Madanayaka one of the five sons of Singa II was a devotee of Rama. He constructed
atempleto the god gr'i.Ralhgarfétha in Sritan gapura. He was a scholar and wrote a commentary on Ramayana known
as Raghaviya which he dedicated to Sri Rama as described by his wife Nagambika in her inscription set up on a
tank near Rachakonda dated S.1351, (1439 A.D.).

Among
his several sons, prince Jagaddeva was repuled as valotous as Hanumanin burning the towns of the enemy
kings. The Chalukya emperor is said to have received him with affection. Jagaddeva is said to have led
an expedition to the South where he defeated the king Ballala and gained victory over the Andhras.

While the Clﬁ_!ukya king Tribhuvanamalla was ruling from Kalyinapura, his subordinate
(padapadmopayivin) Kumara MalﬁmandalEs’vara Jagaddcva, withthe pcrmission of his master made the
gifts to the god Jagaddcvanarayanadcva consccrated by him, for the anga-ranga-bliogas, renovauon
and feeding the ascetics and pupils. The gifis include, part of the income due {rom the former Appccvam

Gamga-
sénapati is said to have granted the village Chittalu to the god Krishna of Dvaraka, for the prosperity of
his Kingdom. Although the record states that Gangaya's great grandfather was Dhanva, it mentions the
latter's son to be Dhasuva who was the father of Gangaya. Thus we find the names of Gangaya's father
and grandfalher only as in the Kottapalli inscription.

His wifc was Mallamba and to them were born four sons named Ganapati, Visvanatha,
Keta and Immadi Visv anatha all noted for their valour and other worthy qualmcs The inscripiion records
the construction of three S;va temples Bolidsvara, Mallcsvara and Ganapcsvara and cndowments of lands
and viliages to the same by Immadi V iSvanatha, He eranted the village Surcpalli as agrahara 1o certain
szhnudevarya and also some bhdI‘Cb in the wllagcs of Tumkumta Kirapaka and Rajavrolu to the gods
Brahmgsvara (of Alampur) and Mallikarjuna of Snparvata

The same chief gave
some more lands at Amaravuramu (Amararam or Amaribad) and Ganapavuram. A gift of some lands to
Chennakésavadéva was also made by Kesavadeva. Some monetary gifts are also stated to have beenmade
by the mahdjanas of Palakawdu at the ratc of mddabadi addugu for each marutur of th<:1r vritti lands.
The Karmpiis, all the prajas, and the ayagamdru gave the giftatthe rate of madabadz visa per mada
on the entire pahimdi (or cash) of Racha-siddhaya. The bantus had to pay at the rate of one chinna per
mada. The Mahajanas, Kanpus, Kyagdnifiru and bantus of Maltapalli village also had to give at the same
rate o the god.

It is to be noted that the name of Pratiparudra is mentioned in this record of A.D. 1269,
probably as prince designate.
