23. While the accoustic symbols always
signify some audible sounds the organic symbols
ip many cases signify efforts which produce no
audible spand.

25. Transcription of the organic symbols
following accurately the order of the efforts made
in the phonation automatically records with equal
accuracy the phonation and enables one to
reproduce the efforts at will and thereby the
sounds.

Tl system of symbolisation’ may be
eithér organic or accoustic but the exact timbre
of phones cannot be reproduced by another unless
the moulds of the various parts of the vocal
organs are identical between the person who first’
produced the phoses and the one who tries to
reproduce the same and yet the letter sounds can
be accuratcly identified with the aid of the
orgaric symbols.
