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AUTHOR’S PREFACE.

THIS is the first attempt ever made to express in Sora the
meanings of the words in the English dictionary. Neither
English nor Sora is my mother tongue. I have acquired
some knowledge of literary English through books: but
all that I know of Sora has been learnt directly from the
persons speaking it. Itis nota cultivated language: and
exists only in dialects. The dialect I have studied is that
whieh is current among the rudest tribes living in the in-
accessible hills in the western part of the Parlakimedi Agency
and in the Gunupur falaka. Some words belonging to one
or two other dialects with which I have some acquaintance
are also noted and indicated as such by the abbreviation
‘dial.

I have endeavoured to record the words of the Sora
language as accurately as possible. There is the testimony
of several high officials of the Government for that (see the
Author’s Preface to the Manual). I shall here mention the
remarks of the Hon’ble Mr. G. Bourne, D.Sc., F.R.S., Director
of Public Instruction, Madras : in recommending my
proposals regarding the education of the Savaras to the
Government, he observed:

“The letter shows that he is an enthusiast, a view which
‘was entirely confirmed by my interview with him. He has for
years been spending his own small means and all his spare time
tawards assisting these people ; and has almost ruined his health
over it. His knowledge of the language is probably unique and
iggz)ld not be lost ... . ” (vide G.O. No. 440, Educational,

Mr. N. MacMichael, M.A., ¢.8.I., I.C.S., who was Agent
to the Governor in Ganjam for some years publicly express-
ed his appreciation of my services in the darbar held on
15th September 1913 when he presented to me the sanad
by which the title of RA0 SAHIB was conferred on me by
the Government. He said :

- “ It gives me the greatest pleasure to present this Sanad to
Mr. G. V. Ramamurti in recognition of his great services in the
cause of Education. Services which are not the less great because
they are done unostentatiously.

“ Mr. Ramamurti is well known to us all and, doubtles_s,
many of you have had the good fortune to haye profited by his
teaching or the honour of being associated with him in his work in
the college, and although he has retired from that sphere of
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labour, he has 1ot done so to rest, but rather to devote his
great erudition and energy to the two great causes he has so much
at heart, the establishment of a modern Telugu literature and
his great work on the Savara language and their education. It
is this latter in particular which has gained him the gratitude
and honour of the Government.

“ With singleness of purpose and without thought of reward,
Mr. Ramamurti has worked and laboured in the spirit of pure
philanthropy for the betterment of the Savaras -

“ Many men entertaln noble ideas and deli
them, few carry them into action.
not the ‘talker’ but the ‘doer.” Many years ago, before any
general impetus had been given to the effort for the improve-
ment of the depressed classes, he had realized the unfortunate
condition of the uneducated Savaras, and he quietly and methodi-
cally took the burden as a gift from above and spent his health,
time and money for the Glory of God and the Good of Humanity.
In his hardly earned leisure he set himself to learn their language
and then to gather a few Savara boys, whom he fed and clothed
while he taught and trained them to act as teachers. With his
own money and unassisted by any he opened a pure Savara
school—the first of several others.

“ At the same time he compiled a dictionary and a grammar
of the Savara language and collected legends and much informa-
tion important to anthropologists. His labours have seemed so
valuable that the Government uudertook to print his Savara
works at their own cost and offered an honorarium to the learned
author. That he declined the latter on the ground that his work
was a labour of love and not done for payment is typical of his
great humanity. But the Government, appreciating this, felt
that they could, at any rate, show to others that they valued him
and his work and they have been pleased to bestow this Sanad
which T consider myself honoured

in presenting.”

This is rather a vocabulary than a dictionary : about
eleven thousand words and phrases have been selected for
my purpose from an ordinary English dictionary. My
compilation has, I know, all the defects incidental to the
first attempt and I crave the indulgence of the student.

Foreign words are generally printed in italics. The
Soras who frequent the markets in the plains, the Sora inter-
preters in the Government offices and the law-courts, the
Dombs who live in the neighbourhood of the Soras as well
as thg teachgrs in the Sora schools have adopted words from.
English, Oriya and Telugu to supply the needs of expression.
The ideas at the back of such words as slate, pencil, pen, ink
book, read, write, religion, : f

: Jaith, heaven, hell, God, are, of
course, foreign to the Soras.

In Mr. Ramamurti we have
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carry on the administration of the Agency, have to express
such ideas in Sora when they communicate with them.
In paraphrasing them, I have followed the methods and
-devices which I have obgerved the Soras employing on many
occasions (see the section on “ How the Soras coin words,”
pp. 152-153). Such paraphrastic expressions are generally
put within square brackets. It is possible to improve on
some of them, I have given it up ag an idle attempt to
express in Sora not only the meanings of scientific terms
but also the abstruse notions which ordinary words convey
to learned men. :

Those who have studied the Manual understand the
abbreviations used in this dictionary and can readily find
the Sora expression which they look for. A few directions
are however necessary to facilitate reference.

(i) Polysyllabic words in Sora are generally made up
of prefixes and suffixes added to the principal word or its
stemn or theme or root. To enable the student to under-
stand the structure of such words the component parts are
separated by short hyphens. Longer hyphens are used to
combine words in compounds. Skrefsrud, Hoffmann and
others adopted the same method. It is obvious that a know-
ledge of the structure of a word will enable one to readily
understand its meaning. g

(ii) The place of the word or words to be supplied is
indicated by a dash or dots. ;

Repetition or reduplication iy common in Sora (see
Manual, p. 51 f£.). The vowel in the syllable repeated is
stressed and its quantity and (often) its quality are changed,
especially in the speech of the ruder tribes: e.g.,

dr-=get up ; dr-an—'dei-le=having got up; jum-

 —eat; jum-on—jom-le=having eaten; dul-=wait; dul-

'doil-on—=waiting ; 'denuvl-'do:l-en—=waiting, cf. Eng. excel,
excellence ; Sanskrit ric- ; ri-reca ; muc- ; mu-moca.

Many words in Sora, as in all the other languages like
it, have variants. It is not possible to collect and record all
of them (see p. xiii and p. 9, Manual).

Causgative forms like ab-kajed- and kab-jed-, kaj-jed-
are treated as variants (see p. 145, xxix (3), Manual).

: (iii) Beasts, birds, trees, tools, etc., which are not
known to the Soras, are described in Sora as varieties of
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gimilar objects which are known to them and have names
in their language : e.g.,

eagle, bo 'jatti a'dan-tid =" a kind of kite ”’ ; iddle,
bo je'nab e-god-'go:d-po'deny="“a kind of g—(which the
Soras use).” The words jatti, jonab=a species, variety,
a class, ete.

(iv) The tools used by the men employed by the
Government in building bridges, school-houses and hospitals
in the Sora-country are sometimes given Sora names. These
Sora paraphrases are not all uniform ; they sometimes vary
with the individual. Some such expressions are noted
generally within square brackets as tentative definitions.
It is impossible to collect all of them ; they resemble the
chance-combinations, which,” as Whitney remarks in his
German Grammar (Section 419), ** each speaker or writer (in
Germany) forms as occasion arises and which are mot to
be found explained in any dictionary, however complete.”

(v) The meaning of many form-words and particles in
English is expressed in Sora by means of words which do
not correspond to the English words ; (see can, let, or, too,
ete.), so also the force of prefixes and suffixes (see in-, dis-,
un-, ete.). All such explanations are enclosed in square
brackets.

(vi) Words like @, the, to, for, till are generally left
untranslated in Sora, cf., the partitive article de, (du, des) in
French.

(vii) The meaning of an English word in the affirma-
tive form is sometimes expressed in Sora in the negative
form; and wvice versa the negative in the affirmative (see
untie, dismount, mistake, brave).

(viii) The meaning of adjectives ending in -ous, -ant,
-ble, ete., is best expressed by means of adjectival clauses in
Sora (see sonorous)- )

(ix) Sometimes Sora idiom r
the English adjective be expres
suitable = it suits.

(xi) Words of the masculine gender take the suffix
mar-2n and those of the feminine bo:j-9n.  Adjectives like
‘timid’ and nouns like °thief’ undergo these changes (see
Manual, p. 18 and IIT, iii, 1; ITI, xxv, 1).

(xii) The Sora equivalent to the English verb is not a
word in itself ; it is a root as the Sanskrit gam =°go.” A
short hyphen is added to the root to indicate that something
is to be added to it in order to form a word. In the Anglo-
vernacular dictionaries it is usual to give the infinitive or
the v.n. of the verb in the vernacular. Tt is easy to form
the imperative, singular affirmative by adding -a: to the Sora
root.

(xiii) Sora verbs are classified in three ways in the
Manual and these are indicated by the addition of the
Roman figures within brackets. The firgt class which is
predominant is left unmarked. Some roots belong to more
than one class and that fact is indicated within brackets, as
(1, i), (i, iii), (i, i, iii).

(xiv) Verbs of motion express motion away from the
person speaking and motion towards the person speaking
(see Manual, pp. 30 and 32). !

: (xv) It is not to be assumed that the Sora word given
as an equivalent of the Hnglish word in the dictionary has
all the senses that the latter has in English. Each of them
may be expressed by a different word in Sora. In Sora, as
in every other living language, no two words mean exactly
the same thing. The synonyms in Sora are not to be used
indiseriminately. 3

(xvi) It is to be borne in mind that there is no verb in
Sora corresponding to ‘be’ in English which is copulative
and auxiliary (see be).

(xvii) In order to express the meaniug of ‘have’ in
English the Soras use daku = ‘be’ with the dative asin
Telugu (see have).

(xviii) What is called gerund in the Munual corres-
ponds in a way to the verbal noun in -ing in English (see
Manual, p. 50, footnote 1).

(xix) The student has to pay special attention to the
use of contracted or abridged” forms of words; they are
generally noted in square brackets (see Manual, pp. 41-45).
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(xx) Cardinal numbers have no corresponding ordinal
forms in Sora (see Manual, p. 23). -

(xxi) The attention of the student is invited to the
peculiarity of using the possessive pronouns along with the
words denoting objects capable of being possessed by some-
one. Hven the situations expressed by the prepositions in
English are spoken of as someone’s. Except the sun, the
moon, the earth, air, water and such other things, all objects
are conceived as ‘mine’ or ours,” ‘thine’ or ‘ yours, ‘ his’
(“her’) or ‘theirs’ Thus ‘father’ is ‘my father’ or thy
father ’ or ‘his father’; af is to be used with ‘me,” or us,’
or ‘thee’ or ‘you’ and so on. It is noted in connexion with
some words that ““ appropriate personal pronouns are to be
used.”

Owing to my ignorance of the technique of modern
lexicography, the work is defective in many ways ; I am
aware that there are many inconsistencies and errors for
which I must apologize but intelligent students who have
studied the Manual of the Sora langnage can easily correct
them.

At the request of some scholars, I have added a table of
symbols.

I am very thankful to the Government Press for the
special care taken in printing this work.

To Rai Bahadur Sri Sarat Chandra Roy, M.A., M.L.C., who
has written the Foreword to this dictionary are due my

Wwarmest thanks. He has introduced me to his friends
among the scholars of the world.

FOREWORD.

Scientific studies of Sora linguistics were long overdue.
Rao Sahib G. V. Ramamurti has now supplied a long-felt
want. The importance of such studies as our author’s can
never be over-estimated.

Certain passages in ancient Sanskrit literature (Atareya
Brahmara, Mahabharata, ete.), would appear to indicate
that the name “ Savara” was probably employed in ancient
Hindu times as a generic appellation for a whole people or
a group of allied tribes. And it may not be unreasonable to
infer that the Sawvara or Sora tribe once formed a most
important—if not the leading—tribe in that group and, as
such, lent its nmame to the whole group, at least in the
writings of alien authors. Further, it may not be improbable
that the ethnic group of the  Savaras” of ancient Sanskrit
literature corresponded more or less with the group now
philologically classed as the “Manda” group. Of the
philology and ethnology of only a few tribes of this group,
. we yet possess reliable accounts. It is nonetoo early, there-
fore, that Rao Sahib G. V. Ramamurti now presents the
scientific world with the results of his valuable researches
on Sora philology and his son, Mr. Sitapati Pantulu, as we
are informed, is bringing out a volume on Sora ethnology.

The talented author has placed students of Indian
philology and ethnology under a heavy debt of gratitude by
his valuable works on Sora philology. The present vol-
ume has followed close upon his valuable work, ** 4 Manual
of Sora Language” (1931) ; and it will be soon followed
up, as we are informed, by its complementary volume,
viz., Sora-English Dictionary. These volumes, as we learn,
are the result of the continuous and devoted labours of
half a lifetime in the hitherto virtually unexplored field
‘of Sora philology. -

Besides their great scientific value, which every philo-
logist and anthropologist will gratefully appreciate, such
works have also a very useful practical value to the admini-
-strator, the educationist, the social worker, and even the
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business man. This has unfortunately been up till now
very inadequately appreciated or acknowledged in this
country. Ttis a matter of gratification, however, to find
that the Government of the Sora country has duly recog-
nized the importance of such works both for the adminis-
trator and the educationist among aboriginal and backward
communities liké the Sora tribe, and have offered some
measure of practical assistance to this pioneer worker in the
field of Sora philology. The Madras Government and the
Political Agent of Ganjam Agency deserve the gratitude of

all philologists for their encouragement and help to the
learned author.

It has long been a standing reproach to Indian scholars
that their contributions relating to the philology and ethno-
logy of primitive tribes have been very meagre and that the
bulk of such literature within the last hundred years or
more consists of the productions not of Indian but of
Western scholars—most of them Government officials and
Chrigtian missionaries. Fortunately, in recent years, a
group of qualified Indian scholars have turned their atten-
tion to this fruitful field of research and have been working
with great devotion to remove the reproach.
