(The present work— Zarkesangrala.)*

This 7¢ ar/é(imngrulm, included in the Gaekwad’s Oriental Series, is an
original work by Anandajfidna or Anandagiri, the well-known erudite com-
mentator on Sdnkardchdrya’s Bhéshyas.

Itis a critical examination and a systematic refutation of the Vaideshikal
or the Aulikya system of philosophy—the champion of Hindu Realistic Phi-
losophy; or in ofher words, a logical refutation of the Creationist or Realistic
st%udar.d from the stand-point of the Polyonomic standard; or according to
Sanskrit terminology, of the Atambhavdda from the point of view of the
Vivartavida

Its founder, Kanada,? the Empedocles of India, was a devotee of éiva,3
pupil of Somasarma, and an inhabitant of Prabh4s-Pétan in Kathidvada.*

its Object.—It seems that out of all the systems of philosophy, the
present author chose this patticular one for tefutation, and not Nydya or any
other, because the Vaideshikas are considered to be the greatest logicians, the
chief exponents of the atomic creation of things, and upholders of the reality
of matter. ‘T'lhey have thus been the pioneers of all the dualistic philosophers
( Bhedavddins). In this connection, Anandajiéna himself observes that ¢‘this
effort is to establish, by arguments logical and authotitative, *‘the One without
a Second; 5'* and in the concluding part of the work he afflrms that ‘‘by ap-

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plying the miethods of arguments here propounded in refutation of the Vai-
$eshika philosophy to other systems, the improbability of their theories and
definitions will be manifest.’”?

In the samie strain, Raghunithavarmi in his Zaukikanydyasangraha
declares that ‘‘poor Chéarvakas and others become easily refuted by arguments’
by which the VaiSeshika,—the protagonist of disputants known for his
vigorous, dry aund cold logic,—the upholder of the truth of duality,—is to be
conquered.?”” This is also clear from a remark of Lakshmana Sastri Drivida
in his pteface to the Khandanakhandekhidya to the effect that ¢*by the above
facts itis proved that the idea of soul as propounded by the Naiydyikas
(logicians) is not acceptable to Gautama, but is identical with the Vaiseshika
theory, and therefore Sankaricharya refutes, in his works, the Valseshlka,
setting him up as his opponent.’’3

Somte of the tenets of the Vaifeshikas about topics commion to othet
philosophies ate controverted in several other works, such as Tutvapradipikd
of Chitsukha ete.; but none of them handles them so thoroughly and syste-
metically as the preseut work does, which has in view particularly the esta-
blishment of the falsity of objects (Sec. 3, 4, 69 and 70.)

© Its procedure.—The author of the Zarkasangraha, in his task, gene-
s2ltv follows, from its tenth section dealing with ‘earth’ (‘gf?ﬁ"(), the order of
the subjects in the Paddrthadharmasangroha of Pragastapdda (the standard
work of the Vaieshika Philosophy ), and that in the first chapter of
the Paddrthatativanirpaye of Gangipuri, omitting the section on enumeration
of categories ( simwwiw ), and the section showing similarities and dissimi-
latities ( mrarasawimreor ), and the section about worldly bondage and eman-
cipation ( ®ERTEATFETT ): as these are touched upon in the treatment of
other subjects. He, moreover, includes in his refutations, ‘non-existance’
(stam ) which was held as a seventh categotry by the later Vaideshikas, and
‘disputation’ (3% ) and other subjects specially treated by the Naiyayikas.

Many of the passages in this work, beginning with the words yastw

(g ) and ending with ¢ (i) (e. g. on pp. 28, 65 etc. ) are to be met with .
in the Paddrthativaniraya-vivarane.

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It is one of the maxims of the Nyiya phxlosophy that ‘an object is real
if it can be defined and proved.’? Auauda} fidina, therefore, in order to prove
that there is no real object except Brahman, takes up each and every ‘object’
of the Vaideshikas, first examining its various definitions (which, in one
way, may be said to rest mainly on sense-perception or inference), and then
showing that the defined does not also stand the test of reasoning, In
some cases, he examines the ‘indicative cause’ (sq:®) adduced for re-
cognizing the same, and then proceeds to point out the fallacies in the syllo-
gistic inference advanced to prove it; and then ends by concluding the non-
reality ( st-gzgan) of the object ( a¥g, wgrd ) handled.

The definitions and syllogisms controverted are principally those of his
predecessors—somé of Pragastapida, Udayana, Sridhara etc. and others
from Nyayasdra (chapters first and second, chiefly in sections 42 to 48 of the
present work) , Mdénamanokara and othets,

Its Sub)ect-matter —Aftet offering homage to the Almighty and his
‘preceptor, Anandajfidna commences with declaring the general doctrine of all
the dualistic philosophers, that there ate two main categories—entity and
non-entity (wntat). He then proceeds to the examination of the ‘Lutity’
throngh its possible meanings or definitions, and all its sub-divisions as ex-
pounded by the VaiSeshikas, details of which will be gathered from the contents
given here in Sanskrita,

It niay be noted that, in the course of this, he deals at some length,
_with ‘duality’ ( fe) (pp. 1-4), the origin due to exce.ssive heat ( qrrsiteafyr )
(pp. 61-63), and separatedness resulting from division ({%mnﬂﬁﬂ? (pp-
73-75), as they are consideted to be the special featul:es- .of the Vaideshika
“system; and also with ‘differentia’ ( gumr ) and * division’ (fism ) (pp.
71-75), and ‘distance’ (qramewa) (pp. 75-77), because they are mutually
'related and help in proving the ‘theory of separatedness’ ( ¥zg ), in opposi
hon to the ‘theory of one unit or non-duvality’ ( =1iizaw ).

The author, in this division, deals more fully with ‘substance’ (z=7)
or more propetly ‘Reality,’ and its principle sub-division Farth or Thermal
matter (3feE), because all the other categories or entities are dependent on
the "¢‘substance’ and their other sub-divisions follow the case of Earth.
On the non-establishment of these two, all others fall to the giound. Sub-
stance or Reality cannot be proved, because it is incapable of being defined.?

After treating thus all the ‘Entities’ ( maugat: ) with their sub-divisions
(pp. 17 to 128), the author proceeds with ‘Non- eutlty (awra[), and its subs,
divisions (pp. 128 to 133).

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The conclusion, Anandaiﬁﬁua always arrives at in the respective sec~
tious, after discussing according to the very rules of reasoning? propounded:
by those who call themselves Logicians, is that no satisfactory definition of
any can be maintained, - or no sound argument can be advanced to support
such a thing, and therefore, all such subjects are unreal—mere effects of
delusion (7 ) or nescience (wfy ) on the part of individuals ( <fyar: ); just
as, a serpant mistaken for rope does not admit of any definition or proof,

B But no delusion takes place in vacuum or without some substratum, and
this substratum, where the world-delusion has taken place owing to partial
ignorance of the true and only thing, is nothiug else but the Self, Brahman,

The author, at this point, enters into an examination of the super-
imposed ( @Afiae }—the seeming world—the aggregate of all objects that
formed the subjects for refutation—whether it is real o1 false, or both real and
false, or something different from the last (p. 133). It cannot be said to be
real (qq-f%—qgm‘qq ), because in a later stage, to the befitted (.STEWRT'\( ), it
appears false without the least shadow of doubt; it cannot be said to be false
also, because it is different from such as never becomes an object of cognition;
and it cannot he both at once on account of contradiction. Hence the super-
imposed is peculiarly different from all these, or is ‘inexplicable’—Androddiye
or Anirvachaniya—as it is technically termed. It (p. 135) does neither mean
that it cannot be defined nor that it can be an object fit for definition (for some
at least have tried it}, but it means that it is indefinable in any way that a
thinker may hit upon, as has been shown throughout the work by argnments,
which can be applied, as required, to other cases not included here or that
may be put forth in future.” One should be careful here that this inexpli-
cability is not predicated as a real property of the super-imposed, because au,
unreal thing can have no quality real, but that it only suggests or conveys the.
sense that the substratum of the super-imposed is the thing real (p. 136).

(The cases of particular delusions, such as that of a serpent in a rope
or of silyer in a mother-o-pearl and other cases of undoubted illusory know-
ledge are instances confirmatory ‘of the above inference and serve for the
itiductive process.)

- Now this supet-imposed must have some cause for ils appearance, But
no real'thing can be the material cause of an nnreal thing. Hence it must
have fq;:_‘its cause an equally unreal thing and such cannot be any other but
the nesc‘i.enf:e or ignorance of the substratum (sifermae ).

. 'This Nescience is impossible in Brahman (the Highest Being), one
may say, as it is omniscient; also impossible in individual souls, because the
Vedéantin holds them non-different from Brahman. Bitt this is 1ot so; ‘for, it
is not possible to deny nescience (absence of true knowledge), because this is

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everywhere evident. This nescience, again, is not independent or self-existing,
for in that case, it would be no nescience. Then, if it is dependent, it can only
be dependent on Brahman, for it is the sole thing; and this Brahman, which
is Oniniscient ( #dg ) according to the Logician, can be called so only through
nescience, which alone can become the means of its (i.e. the Brahman’s) being
connected with other things. As long as this nescience lasts, there is the one
or the other order or system of all things, just as in a dream, :

Every phenomenon can be accounted for by the acceptance of one
nescience in counection with the Brahman. Accordingly there is no neces-
sity to assume a plurality of nescience. Presumptive evidence and law of
parsiniony (wrgam ) are satisfied in the acceptance of nescience as a unity
possessing wonderful potentialities (p. 138). In fact, this unity of nescience
assunies different forms, and therefore, if ifs one form—the dreaming state—
digappears, there is no reason why its another from—the sensuous waking
state—should not disappear. It should he remembered that though the forms
of this one nescience are numerous and outwardly different, they are all one in
nature ( @eq ) (p. 139), in as much as they all are unreal (smqramim). Thus,
one nescience ouly is the root-cause of all different appearances ( SEwhivm )
or different perceptions, all of which crumble down to unreality when the
root-cause nescience disappears or is destroyed by the advent of true know-
ledge ( B ). Even logical arguments proving duality are worthless, for they
are found te be vicious on the attainment of the truth, even in this same state
of mundane affairs (p. 140).

To the enlightened then, this dualism is perceptible only as a phantom,
on account of a remnant of nescience ( siferda ) that ends simultaneously
with his life. R

"Phus nescience is one, but is both dependent on the pure-soul, and
makes him the object of its operations. It also belongs to the individual soul
who is not at all different from the pure-intelligence-Soul ( frgrmt ).

The shadow of this unreal nescience makes the pure soul think himself
to be fettered, and himself to be happy at the disappearance of the dark.ne,ss
of ignorance by the light of knowledge; but, in fact, the Vﬁdénta neither
preaches nor asserts plurality of souls (sﬁq{‘ﬁg[.) nor that of nescience,

Thus to the right thinker, on his realising the purport of the ‘‘great
sentence’’'—¢“That thou att,”’ there is not-there was not-and the?'e will not' be
either bondage or emancipation; but to him there is only the Highest Being
which is also the individual soul—the real Self. (p. 141).

This knowledge is (in nature) re-cognition ( wegfsar ) or re-presenta-

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impression ( &wwe ) in the forn: of ¢“T'hat I (am).’’Hete too subjectiveness and
objectiveness are attributed to the Self through usage ( a=ng ) or couveuierice,
though nothing is really a property (v ) of the Self-who is not different or
distinet from Brahman, (the sensuous world being an illusion thereon).

In short, Anandajfisna concludes, one inexpliable Nescience (srra)
is the cause of all seeming differences ( ¥z ), through which, one (Self)-really
free and unconnceted in all ways with any thing—thinks himself to be really
in an opposite condition, until the Nescience (the cause with its effects) is
destroyed by acquiring the true knowldge from the Vedénta. Thus ‘‘absolutely
real”? is neither bondage nor emancipation, (the one or the other notion being
mere error-one thought of as the removed, the other as the remover,~) but it
is only the Self~Bliss dés-covered by the removal of Nescienez with its effects,
and always uniconneéted in the least with any object. This position as proved
here is unrefutable. -

Tarkasangraha then is a polemical work of Metaphysical, Philosophy
rationally inguiring into the fundamental nature of things, and is thus useful
to seekers after truth as well as to those who want to cultivate their powers of
argumentation.

ANANDAINANA OR ANANDAGIRI

The Name Anandagiri.—'l‘hough in some of his verses and in the
colophons gf ail his works, his name is given as Auandajﬁéina, he is popularly
known as Anandagiri, by which name he too designates himself,! Other
authors who quote him do so by the latter name.

He and Janardana the author of Zuwwdilohe same.—As in very
few cases the previous details of the life of an ascetic ( qﬁmaa}:) (as in tﬁe
case of Sarasvatitittha—aunthor of 2 commrentary on the Kdvyaprakdsa) can be
ascertained, the acceptance of the ascetic’s mode of life (=sm ) being comsi-
deted a new birth and so no reference being made to his former life, it is a mat-
ter of satisfaction to be able to gain some information about the author on
this point. R

These facts leave no doubt as to the identity of Anandagiri and JanAr-
dana, ‘This is further supported by a similarity in method of sections,
in arguments (chiefly sections 17 to 37 of Zuttvaloka) and in style of Zattwd-
loka and Tarkasangraha.

Moreover, Kiki in his zéopam'shad-bﬁdysk attributes the authorship
of¢his Zuativdloka directly to Anandagiri* (p. 27b of a Manuscript copy
with me).

Janirdana, therefore, was Anandagiri’s name in his previous stage of
life  (strsm).

Anandagisi was probably a native of Gujarét.—One is further tempted
to identify Janirdana, the author of Zuttvdioke with Pandita Janirdana, who
has written a b4&fya (commentary) called Jandnandanam (FwE=t) on Me-
ghadita (Ms. at Santinatha’s temple, Cambay, copy dated A. D. 1410), and a
Pratanubbdshye (wagneg) (small commentary) on Raghuvanie® (Ms.
fragments with me). He wrote his comment on Meghadiita efter consult-
ing the previous commentaties of Asada(A. D. 1192), Va . .ageva (A.D.

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1163) and Sthiradeva, The peculiarity of these commentaties is that besides
giving explanatious, and occasionally figures of speech and parallel passages,
they are intermingled with the meanings of the text-words in the (old )
Gujarati lauguage also,! These appear to be early literary attemipts of Ananda-
giri, Ju.the fragment of Raghuvaniablhdskya quotations from Rudrata’s
Kéwvydlankéra ouly are met with. Mr. Nandargikar, in his preface to Ragha-
zane (p.23 ) puts this Janirdana before A. D. 1385, ‘The epithet ‘Pandita’
to this Janardana, his (Anandagiri’s) connection with Dvarka (where the
Gujartt was and is the vernacular langnage), and the juxtaposition of dates
etc. do not go against this inference.

Anandajfitna—an Achérya of the Dvarka-pitha (gremds).-—The
chronological lists of the spiritual heads of the several morasteries said to be
established by Sti Sankaricharya are, on mauny grouads, cousidered to be
spurious, and new historical matter coming into light supports it. The
names of Anandajiiina, Suddhananda and Anubhfitisvarfipa (supposed to be
connected with DvarkA—see below), are not to be found in any of the lsts.

Now, Anandagiti in his works generally bows to Vishnu ( g&dyww),
and in some places (see Mindikyabhdshyatikd v.1in the beginning and the
end) to his particular incarnation ( s@aw ) of Kiishya, but in this work, goes
to the lengh of specifying him as ‘the Lord of Dvarka ( gwavdta p. 1 and 142)
and gromfan® (p. 142). This is very significant, and doubtlessly shows that
‘Auandajfidna was ouce the Achirya of the Dvarkapitha. The word ‘Bhagvat’
(wmag ) (the worshipful) prefixed to his name may be also indicative of
the same., Again, at the end of his Sdstraprakdiihd, he declates:—

PrrrarEaT(erY) Seitne | Staint syeTmRETEt SR 0 2 0

This verse may mean ‘I composed the said exposition of Suredvara’s
speech having followed the path or gained the rank ( gzt ) of the worshipful
Viévanubhava.”

Now, if we take the first meaning of the word (padazs} i e. footpath, it
is to be observed that there is yet no trace of a commentary on Briiads-
mﬂyaka-MéAjkyaadrtiJm of Sutedvara, previous to that of Anandajﬁéna. There
is ome by Anandapirna (called Nydyakalpalotikd) on the same, but it
appears that he flourished some-what later than Anandajﬁéna, and he cannot
be said in any way to be the same with ViévAnubhava. On the other hand
one smay try to identify Viépvanubhava with Visveveda (the author of a com:
mentary on Sankshepaddrika), but he is not kaown to have written anything
on the Vdridka. e

. For this reason, there is no alternative but to accept the second interpres
tation i. e, *having attained the rank of the revered Viévanubhava'. Visvanne'

(Lles et Rl o i A e fie g Al 97 e o
uF gulaw SEEAAR oh, (Deser, Rep. III p. 825)
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bhava may be safely taken to be Viévarapa, which is another name of
Mandanamiéra or Sutesvara, and by which name he is often quoted by Vidya-
ranya in his Viearapaprameyasan graka and Taittiriyadipiké; and Visvaripa
is said to be the first Acharya of the Saradapitha at Dvarkd in Matjdmndya
and Mathetivritia.

It may also be inferred from the large numbet of his works, that he might
have enjoyed a loug life.

His preceptors (Gurus).—In Zaitvélota, he describes himself as the
pupil of Anubhatisvariipachérya,® and in his other works as the pupil of Sud-
dhénanda. No contradiction is to be seen in this, for it is well-known that a
person may have different teachers in different subjects, for instance, Jagan-
nAtha Panditardjd in his Rasegangddhare mentions about four. But in the case
of ‘Sannyésins’ and “T'Antrikas’ they have generally two, one ‘Vidydguruw’
(feacher of various branches of knowledge) and the other ‘Dikshiguru’ or
‘Mantragurw’ (Spiritual preceptor, one who initiates him). In these cases,
mention of the ‘Dikshiguru’ is always made. Thus the famous Anubhdti-
svarlipachdrya seems to be Anandagiri’s (Jandrdana’s) _‘Vidyﬁgurﬁ,’ anp
Suddhinanda his ‘Dikshiguru’.

(1) Anubhatisvaritpachirya ( sizgfieaemany ).—He isnot *‘a man about
whom we know nothing.” He is famous as the author of Sdrasvataprakriyd
(Grammar). His other works are known to be (2) Gandapddiya( Mandikya
kdrikd)bhébshya—tikd (a copy of which exists at Tekkematha at Trichur in the
Cochin state), (3) Nydyamakaranda-sangrala (a commentary on the Nydya-
snakarandz of Anandabodha) (‘a copy of it at the same place), and 4) a
commentary called Chandrikd on the Nyéyadipdoall of Anandabodha (Dec.
Col. Ms. No. 766 of 1891-95), and (5) Nebandha (a commentary on the
DPrémanamélé of Anandabodha (Ms. No. 1915 in the Raghundtha Temple
Library-Kasmira).

It v}r\ill be seen from this, that he has commented on all the kuown
works of Auandabodha. Asat the end of his Sarasvataprakriyé and in his
Chandriki, he invokes the favour of God Hayagtiva, a deity worshipped in
the Southern Iudia only, it appears that he was a native of the South; but
from the fact that Janirdana was his pupil, and that the study of his Sdrasa-
vataprakriyd has prevailed specially in Gujarit from a very old time, it is
very probable that for some reason he had come to live in Gujardta-—Kathia-
vhde, pethaps at Dvarks, and that he thus gave an impetus to the study of
higher Ny#ya and Veddnta in those parts.

Sdrasvati-prakriyi ( mrcadtafkar) is a wratdon the Saraspatim!ras
(on grammar), of which, it is very probable that the author was Anunbhfti-

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svatfipa hitiself. The tradition is, that in the course of a debate, he being old
and his teeth fallen off, he pronounced punbshz (gxx) (locative plural of
the wotd pumdn), instead, of the correct form punussi (358 ). He was
thereupon challenged, and he gave as his authority the Sarasvatisutras. He
was asked to produce the work, which he did next day, composing it in one
night, This was an intellectual feat, not unconunon in India; as for example
Veukata-nitha (A. D, 1300), the famous Ramdinuja author, composed his
Fdduki-sakasra (poem) in one night.

The truth of the above tradition is supported by the fact that a special
Siitra is there in the Sdrasvala to form the form punksizt (in the sense of
Paramatma-the supreme soul), which form is not to be found in any other
grammar, (p. 103) of the edition with Chandrakirti’s com.)

Its authorship etc.—It does not seem strange then, that under the
cirewmnstances, Anubhfitisvaripa attributed the authorship to a deity, though
he was really the author of the Siitras and afterwards of its zratfi. It is easy
to understand that to comceal his authorship he purposely omitted many
things in the Siéras and supplied them by Vdrtikas in his orditi, He wrote the
orits (brief notes) 2 to make the “rules for formation and inflection of words
(k) as laid down in the Swrasvati-sitras (e ) easy to be understood
( ®Z ); or to annotate them in the very order as they (the Sttras) stand (as
g isexplained to mean qewmgaft by Anandajiidna (in his Chidnd. Bhd. Tihd) ;
and he did not- “‘re-arrange (?) the whole matter’’ as Dr. Belvalkar interprets
the words. Thus, also, Dr. Belvelkar’s view that ‘‘the Mahomedan rule of
India is to be credited with having produced the demand which eventually led

to the rise”’ (Systems of Grammar p. 93) of this school of grammar seems to
be far-fetched,

It may be that Anubhttisvariipa was in some way counected with the
ééradi-matha at Dvarkd as hinted before, and Sarada being a synonym of
Sarasvat! the Sutras were named after that deity.

_ Narendranagari or Narendrapuri ( sezqnd ).—He was one of the
pupdiof Anubhdtisvartipa, and seems to have written (1) a commentary ont
the' Sdrasvatapralrivd or some kind of work connected with the system as can

(see Sarvadarianasangrake’ (Anandd. Ed. p. 169), where his name is givén
as Narendragiri probably through a mistake on the part of the copyists),

One of Narendranagari's pupils was the author of Sdrasvatamandana
( enGAgvET-a commentary on the Séraszale) (an incomplete Ms, at .éan‘ti-
nétha’s Temple, Cambay), composed at Mitripura (probably Maitar in
Gujarit). He eulogises Narendranagarf very highly for his learu{ng in several
branches of knowledge (verses 3—~4-5). In the foutth verse is mentoined the
name Bhatta Tungéira, who seems not to be a separate person (cf, the case of
Satyaprabodha in the note), but an epithet or popular name of Narendrapuri
(Pet. Rep. III pp. »204-205).

His another pupil was Prajudninanda ( saw= ), the author of 7us-
twaprakdsikd, a learned commentary on the 77 wttvdloka of Anandajﬁz‘ma. Init
he bows to Anyibhatisvarfipa in the third verse (evidently as his grand-preceptof
or ‘Paramaguruy’, and in the fourth and in the seventh to Narendranagari.

All this goes to prove doubtlessly that Anubhfitisvaripa and Narendra-
nagari were different persous.

(2) Suddhananda ( sgzwez ).—He was the spiritual master of Ananda-
jidna, and is always spoken of with great reverence by him, but nothing more
is known about him.? He is not to be confused with Suddhananda, one or
the teachers.of Svayamprakasa the author of Advaitamakarada-tikd and other
works, who flourished later on about A.D. 1650,

Anandagiti’s pupils.—One of them is (1) Akhanddnanda ( sfwerez ),
the author of 7ativadipana ( 4@d9q ), a famous commentary on the Panchq-
pédikdvivarana of Prakisitman.

Akhandananda in the third verse of the above work mentions §ri
Eodhapnthvxdham (lit. nrountain of knowledge), which, like Anandagaila for
Anandagiti, seems to be a substitution for Jiduagiri, here the author taking
up the latter half of the full name Ananda-jfidgna, according to the maxim of
naming a thing by its patt instead of the whole ( AFFITULT=1T ).

The name Akhandanubhfiti, given in the colophon as jthat of the pre-
ceptor of Akhandananda, is that of his Dikskd-gure (as explained before.)

Gangipuri flourished after the author of the Nyédyalilivali (some-
where between A. D. 984 and 1078) according to Ananda]uana, and before
Anandabodhichérya (before A, D. 1200) according to Chitsukha.

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This work is in three chapters consisting of Kdrikds and Vriiti, the
first of which, giving an epitome of the Vaieshika philosophy is called “Tarka-
viveka’, and the last giving that of the Vedanta philosophy is called
‘Siddhintaviveka.’

Some notable authors quoted by him,—(1) W%, Bhartriprapaiicha
is known by nante only upto this time, but according to Anandajiidna heis the
author of (1) a bkdshya on Kétlopanishad (Ka. Bhi. Tiké p. 2) and also
(2) of oue on the Brihaddranyakopanishad (according to the Madhyandina
recension) (Bri. Bhd. Tikd p. 2). He is referred to in the text of the Brika-
ddranyaka-Vériika by Sutesvara (pp. 666, 671, 1789, 1843), and Anandagii
quotes directly from him (pp. 1728, 1879).

Though §aukar§.ch:-‘1rya styles his commentaries on Kazha and Brikedd-
ranyaka, vrittds, yet as they are really bhdskyas, it appears that in old times
Both the words were interchangeable, So the Vrittikara whose views Sankara
controvertséin his Sisralhdshya may be this Bhartriprapaficha, assimilar views
are generally refuted in Br.. Bhdshya. Upavarsha was the Vrittikdra, whom,
it is believed, Sankara follows, just as R4manuja is believed to follow Bodha-
yana. Some seem to have confounded Bhartriprapaiicha with Bhartrihari.

Bhartripraparicha is the Teacher ( stram ) who is generally referred to in
Vedanta works as ‘Karmasamuchchayavad’ (F¥ag=amarl), and on account of
his throwing ‘knowledge’ into the back-ground in his theory, he is styled ironi-
cally ‘Aupanishadammanya’ ( sffyeisneg ) by Saunkara (Bri. Bhdshya p. 309),
and ‘Sampradiyavid’ ( vz ) and ‘Brahmavadi’ (=smrdt) by Sureévara.
His whole philosophy is a mixture of Veddnta, Sinkhya and Nyaya.

T'he principles of his system as can be gathered from the above mentioned
references seemt to be that the whole world is made up of three groups ( @fdr )-
(1) the Highest Being ( g ), (2) the cotporeal and incorporeal ( TatEs )
and (3) the individual souls ( sftav: ) who are the doers, and enjoyers of the
fruits of their deeds. These souls consist of knowledge (fimi), deeds ( eﬁﬁ )
and impressions ( gimgr-gemrg). The individual soul, according to him, isa
patt ( wH3w ) of the Highest Soul ( wonat), and is §uch on account 'of ne-
science ( sifimy ) which is manifested fromIt, and udef.ying?Jr a part of It lives in
the inner-organ ( AT ) as & quality (9d ) of it which is not soul ( e )
As an instance of it { seRRoeyFimAEw ), be cites the case of saltish land
( sway) as related to the earth ( gféeft). )

. In consequence of his holding that emancipation can be obta.med by the
conjunct operation of deeds and knowledge ( wisAag<ITE ), he is forced to
acknowledge a middle state ( sraCREeN OF W19aH ) bef::re obtainjng hnal re-
demption ( #yy )-a stage in which le approaches I’I‘ll‘l.lyugal‘bhu (the Lord
having creative power,) aud there he becomes not a hberat?_d one (g_af ), 'but
only one facing towards the Highest Being ( qorantfima ). Like the Valsesl-u!zas
ke helieves that desire (amm) aud impressions of the past (Fmer) are residing
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in the soul (strmfa ), and also that the Soul ( srreqy ) is differentiated (mew)
by difference of qualities ( i3z ) and by difference of stand-points ( Iz ),
but not by any limitation ( zqrfy) as the followers of Sankara hold.

As regards Brahaman; he holds It to be one (wwmm), but both dual
and unon-dual (%a%aﬁqw) as in the case of the ocean and its waves
( mmzargeary ); and thus there bejug a kind of duality, Bhattriprapaiicha
asserts the logical necessity ( ¥™re7 ) of the ceremonial portion of the Vedas
(w0 ). ‘Thus he is led to atgue the reality (&A@ ) of the cause and its
effects and to refute pure non-dualism.

It will be seent from the above outline that Sdukara was not the first to
sntroduce the element of ‘nescience’ ( ) in the Vedanta, and that some
patts of the theory of Bhartriprapaficha and some of his ardumeuts are resorted
to by Ramannja, Vallabha and others,

(2) sRera.-—Dravidachitya, according to Auaudajuaua, also preceed-
ed Sdukardcharya, and has written a Bldshya on the C/z]/.mzdggya Upanishad
(larger than that of Sankara, which is contrasted with the former by the word
‘§n1ali’ (wem ) and (2) one on the Brifiadirapyaka Upnishad, Hels called
‘Agamavid’ (Méndil. Bluiskya 11 32) and ‘Sampradfyavid’ (both meaning—one
well-versed in traditional knowledge—) in auother place, but not ironically as
in the case of Bhartriprapaiicha, and his views are not controverted in auy
place. He is said in the Bri, Pirtita (p. 970) to be the originator of the story
of ta King’s son reared by Lunters’ (sqTHEENETRIAGTIRFR ) to ehplam the
gist of the Great Sentemce—Zativamasi (That thou art), occuring in the
Chlidndogye Upanishad.,

From all this, it can be inferred that Saukarichirya did not propouud
quite new views out of his own fancy (=l ), but had a series of previous
preceptors ( &ugiy ), such as Dravidicharya and Gandapida, whom he followed.

Dramidacharya ( zfermd ) referred to in works of the Réaminnja system
appears to be a different person, and to have written sonie work based on the
Panchardtra System and in the Dravidi language. He is probably Sathakopa,
known as Bakuldbharana, one of the Alvirs, and author of the Dramida-san/iitd.

(3) wpwwrl.—Bhatta Bhaskara is referred to in Isid. Bhd. 73ké
(p. 11) and Mund. Bhd. Tékd. (p. 38) and in Tuttodloka.

He is a commentator on the Brakmasfiiras and seems to have fourished
after Sankara, about A. D.1000. He is known as ‘Bhedabhedavady’ (araEadt )
for his main doctrine was to assect that the nature of the relation between
cause and its effects is both of difference and non-difference (¥am¥:), and
that such a relation exists between Brahman-the supreme cause and its effect
the wotld. He seems to have modified the system of Bhartriprapaiicha to some
extent, and to have given a basis to VallabhachArya ( A. D, 1500 ) for his

system.
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He also modified Bharttiprapaficha’s ( ew@g=aqag) doctrine of ‘con-
junctness’ of deeds (%) and knowledge (¥ ) to that of ‘orderly -conjunct-
ness’ (EHEETAR ) i.e. first deeds and then knowledge,—both, one after
another, are the cause of final liberation.

) He also advocated a kind of asceticism ( fizReesama ) in which the daily
rituals and the sacred thread (3wdi®) (the ensignia belonging to the men of
the first three castes, ou their being called to the study of the Vedas) are not
dispensed with. This is accepted in the Rmanuja sect as the true Szunydsa.

(4) wzwwg.—Bhatta Sambhu is referred to in Zuitwdloka on the topic
of ‘authenticity of knowledge’ ( Fmwwey ), where Auandajﬁéna hints that
Sambhu has not properly understood the purport of Mimdnsédhdskya and

. From a quotation in the Chétsukkitikd (p. 71) it appears that he has
written a grgat work in the course of which ke has quoted, from the original
works of the éﬁuyavﬁdi Banddhas, authorities to show that they predicate the
negation of any positive esse ( ¥¥qar) not only of the outward things, but of
their inner cognition too.

He may be the same mentioned as a logician ( & ) in the Pradidvaba~

$arngadhara has also written (2) a brief commentary on Saptapadiriki
(Ms. date A. D. 1485) (Bil. Guj. Cat.), which in its turn is commented upon
by Krishnabhatta Pattavardhana by a work named Padérthackandrikévilisa
(Bent. Sk, Col.)

He seems to have flourished about A. D. 1450, as the latest author he
quotes is Vadindra (about A. D. 1325). As very little is known about some
of the authors he quotes, it would not be out of place to throw some light on
them.

Fgg or aw.~—His full name is Mahaddeva VAdindra, and his
honorific titles, by any one of which also he is sometimes named, are Nyiyé-
chérya, Paramapandita, Sarvajiia, and Bhatta, He seems to have flourished
about A. D. 1325, as his pupil Righava has wtitten a commentary on the
Nyéyasira of Bhisarvajiial in the year A. D. 1352, There is some doubt about
the exactness of this date as the verse giving it can be interpreted in a dif-
fereut way (giving the year A, D. 1252); but the point can be settled by the
fact that Jayasinha Sati (who has also written a commentary on the same
work (about A. D. 1366) is described by his pupil Nayachandra Sfiri (in his
Hummira Kdzya) to have defeated® in a debate Saranga who was a great
logician; and so this Saranga can be safely identified with the father of
Raghava.

V:é.dindra’was a pupil of Vogiévara alias éankara, and he therefore
styles himself Sankarakifikara (wgefige) by which name he is quoted in

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Sarvadarianasangrakha. (Auand. Ed. p. 98.) He was perhaps a Paupata, as is
the cage with the old Naiyfyikas e,g. Uddyotakara, Bhésarvajiia, Vyomagiva
(who is elaborately praised for his asceticism and learnjug in an inscription on
a well at Naroda (Ranoda) in the Gwalior State (Ep. Ind. I. pp. 354-361).
(Unfortunately the inscription is undated.) His works show him to be a great
logician, and is vety often referred to in Chitsurkitiha, but no trace of him is
found in either Chitsukha’s or Anandagiti’s work.

His known works are (1) Rasasdra, a commentary on Gunakirandvali
(Ms. Ben. Sk. Col.) and (2) Makdzidydvidambana® (waiferieaw ), referred
to by the name Dasaslotividambana in the Lakshndvali-tikd (p. 6). As re-
gards the name Dasadlokividambana, it may be mentioned that Dafaslors
(==Y ) is a work in ten verses etibodying sixteen syllogisms., The colophon
of a manuscript of this runs: It SETERETETTTEREAETREGS T |

The aathor of this Dafaslohi (Skodasodéharana) is Kulirka Pandita
(zom: aftzq )® as Bhuvanusundara informs. Kulirks Pandita is referred to in
Chitsukhi-iihé (p. 304), and he may bg also the writer of the v72#7 on the said
ten verses. It may be observed here that Kulirka Pandita does not seem to be
a proper name but originally an epithetical name-Panditakularka (i.e. the Sun
in the assemblage of learned men), mistaken for a proper name by separating
the first word Pandita and transposing it,

Bhuvanasundara (gamssx) (about A. D.1425) was a Jaina. His
works are: (1). Mahdvidydvidambana-tikd and (2) {Wa.kém‘a’yélaghuwz'ﬁz:
tippapal or Sodasoddharana-vydkhydnam. It may })e incidentally remarked
here that, in this latter work, Bhuvanasundara mentions at one Flace ‘Gaur-
jarl lipi’ (itert Bf%), from which it can be inferred that the Gujarti characters
had assumed a different shape from the Devanigarh before A. D. 1400.

A. D. 1650) bases his commentary Laghusangraka on the Brikaddranyaka-
vdrtika-séra of Vidylranya, on Anandagiri’s commentary on the Vdrtika.

Anandagiri’s date.—From Anandagiri’s identity with Janirdana esta-
blished above, and other data (given above), it becomes easy to attive at his
approximate date,

A manuscript of Prajisninanda’s commentary on the Zattwdlolkd (at Santi-
nétha’s temple at Cambay) is dated A.D. 1376 (Pet. Rep. I11 . 208). Allowing
some years for the real date of the composition of the commentary, and some
more for that of the original text of Za#fodloka, the latest date for its authdr
Anandagiri may be fixed as A. D. 1320. 3

On the other hand, Vidylranya's Vivaraga-prameya-sangraha evidently
seems to be written after the I%Z.~fatfva-dipana of Anandagiri’s pupil. For,
the use of the word ‘prameyam’ ( wirqw ) in the latter work does not refer to
Vidy4ranya’s work but bears the same sense as the word dstheyam (EITH )
or siddkam ( @R ) vety often met with in the present work bears; and in
other respects too the V%, pra. sangraka seems to have drawn from Za#fve-
dipana. ‘This circumstance also strengthens the conclusion that Anandagiri
flourished before Vidyéranya (A. D. 1331-1387).

Again, as Avandagiti referes to Khandurna in Tuitt. bhé. tippaga (p. 49
Guj. Pr. Ed.) whose author Sriharsha® flourished (about A, D. 1187) in the
latter half of the twelith century, and as Anubhfitisvarfipa author of Sdrasazata
‘grammar and the teacher of Anandagiti was probably a contemporary of Bopa-
deva (A. D. 1260), if not earlier, it is safe to conclude that Anandagiri flouri-
shed at the latest in the latter half of the 13th century.? -

{The Manuscript.)

This edition of Zurkasangrakea is based on a single manusctipt
existing in Vadi-Par§vanitha’s Bhand4ra at Pitana. It consists of thirty leaves,
wiitten generally in the priskiha-matrd style. Each side of it comtains 21
lines, and each line about 85 letters. It has, on each side, margin of about
one inch marked out by a line in the red ink which sometimes obliterates the
last letter in the lines. Each marginal space has, on both sides, about the
middle, circles made in red, those on the right containing the running number
of leaves (of works copied one after another) in black ink—in the present
case from 1042-1071, while its right corner is marked with the number of the
leaf of the presenf particular work. It begins with the words: ¥ 7w a@)¥m
and is evidently copied by a Jaina sctibe, probably in the fifteenth century.

.

In it one can meet with examples of mistakes committed by seribes,
such as iute;:change of anusvdra and mdtrd, mistaking a marginal note in
the original copy for a part of the text (p. 130), introduction in a wrong place
of a textual addition inthe margin (very rarely), omission to write numbers
on letters transposed (rarely), and omissions and additions of Karnas (Ké4nds),
letters duplicated but undeleted, letters of the original dropped thinking them
to be tepetitions, and vertical-line-punctuations in wrong places. Some of the
letters are always confounding or interchangable, such as, & written for
a,ﬁiorﬁ, gforgord, ﬂ‘oriﬁfor'a',ﬁ for B, 3forsand =9, Efor 8,7 for® and @
for 7, = for 7, q for T, A for W, & for I, &7 for &, A for A, Ffor & ete.l

"The editor has, under these difficulties, tried to make this edition as
correct as best he can, by consulting cor’responding portions in Zattvapra-
dipiké of Chitsukha, Nydyamuktidvals of Sirngadhara, Padéﬁhadﬁarmmang-
raka, and other works to settle the doubtful or incorrect readings of the
manuscript.

In this edition, the letters or words that appeared to have inadvertently
fallen off in the original manuscript are matked in paranthesis, and when a
different reading" is suggested itis sometimes marked with a note of inter~
rogation. The punctuations have not been uniform and in some pla.tces. were
found inadequate to couvey the proper sense perfectly. 'The asterics in .thg
printed text show lacunce, though not marked as such. in the manfj,scnpt.
It remains to be added that the work being very difficult, the editor has
