This introduction or & o radsd was furnished to the Author of this
work as a certificate by Panambaran, a pupil like himself of the great Rishi
Agastyan. It is said in the above document that this work had been read,
discussed, and approved of before the king Pandyan’s Conclave of Poets,
the Adjudicator being Athancottasan, another School-fellow of Tholeapyan
and disciple of Agastyan. These three personages were Rishis, and seem-to
have been more or less equal in every respect, except in their acquirements
with regard to Tamil literature, in which Agastyan always stands first,
Athancottasan sccond, and Tholeapyan thivd.

§ HISTORY, TRADITION, AND MYTHOLOGY.

T“wsPriepis@psrodsrius,”  Tholcapyam in which Byndrum
is much followed or consulted. By this phrase, commentators infer that

Tholeapyan, in consequence of some disagreement with his Master
( Agastyan, had left him and joined the conclave at Benares, who advised him
to follow the Iiyndra system founded by Indra in Sanscrit. Eyndrum is more
ancient than Panineum, even as the Tholcapyam is more ancient than the
Nunnool; and the more rccent works ave on both cases more read in
modern days. ‘

The cause of disagreement above alluded to, was this :—When, on the .
occasion of Siva’s marriage with: Parvati at Kailas, all the inhabitants of
the t{u’ce worlds were present there fapon invitation, of course Agastyan and
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Tholeapyan. were .also asked, more especially from the fact of their I)éing
‘esteemed celestial Rishis. Now the Himalayas, in which Kailas is only s -
peak, not being able to support the universal concourse of the three worlds,
began to sink down like one of the sides of a balance, while Cape Comorin
became more elevated in proportion, and gradually rose up together with the
Peninsula of Southern India, At this cxisis Siva having grown very uncasy:
applied to Narada Rishi for advice, and he recommended that Agastyan
should be put in possession of the Viswamantrum, that he might go and rest
upon Podigai (a Mountain near Cape Comorin). This was done, and by
the influence of that Mantrum, Agastyan grew so big like another globe,
that the balanee was adjusted, and the marriage-ceremony happily cow-
pleted.

But on Agastyan’s sndden starting from the Iimalayas, he entrusted
his wife to Tholcapyzm, with this injunction, that he was to bring ber fo him
safe after the marriage, and that during the journey they should never walk -
at less than three feet distance from one another, This Tholeapyan failed to
do, for when crossing the Cavery, the current being strong, he helped the
poor woman forward leading her by her hand to the op13051te bank, Tor
this violation of his command, Tholeapyan was cursed by his Teacher to the
effect that he was never to enter Swergham. Being provoked in no small
degree, Tholeapyan re-cursed the foolish Rishi, saying that he too would
never enter Swergham, and that all the works which he had writien in Tamil
would be lost. This circumstance in Hindu Mythology serves to ac-
_ count for the loss of the original works of that great man, and for the pro-
duction byTholeapyan of the following celebrated Treatise of Tamil Grammar
after the Byndra system, in opposition to Agastyan’s work which the Rishi
bad produced in opposition to the generally received opinions of the conclave
of sages at Neimisaranyam near Benares, ‘

§ DIVINE ORIGIN OF THE TAMIL LANGUAGE.

The Sanscrit Language was once withdrawn into heaven from earth by
. the immortals, as'a punishment upon men, and then a Rishi by name Panini
invoked Siva to instruct and inspire the language into himn.  After thousands
of years of austere penance and contemplation, Siva condescended to appear
before Panini, and beat his Tamarakum (a little hand drum} from which
emanated fourteen sounds ; each sound formed 2 sutrum, and communicated
a certain class of letters of the celestial Alphabet. Panini was further
inspired to work out the Grammar of the Language for which he had so
long cntreated The Sutrums run thus:—

his, says Tradition, is the origin of the Sanscrit language ; and to rival

it, Tamulians too claim divine origin for their tongue. The Tamil Lan-~
guage owes its origin to the disagreement of Agastyan with the College of
Sanserit Scholars at Benares. The Rishi, ever known in the Paranas as an
unyielding and obstinate character, on one occasion carried his opposition
so far as to bring down upon him expulsion from the College, - Enraged at
this treatment; he appeared before Soobramanyan at Kailas, and while en-
treating the god to bestow ~upon him power and ability to create a new
language to rival Sanscrit, and thereby check the pride of the haughty
conclave, the court where they were conversing, was gradually filled by a
very agreeable smell.  Agastyan asked Soobramanyan what this meant, and
was ordered to approach a corner of the Court; and there he found depo-
sited a large bundle sending forth most delicious odour. * s sAn"
Tamil, Tamil, exclaimed the sage. Well that is the language, replied the god
which I delegate you to propagate among the people in the South, so as to
subdue your opponents. The bundle -« Tamil” consisted of some olei books
which the offspring of Siva taught the Rishi, who proceeded at once to the
South of India and composed his works and systems with the assistance of
his twelve disciples. See p. 121. The term gip signifies good, or sweet.
Vide the Nigandu, Thivagarum, and Rottler, undm that word.

§ COMPARATIVE MERITS OF THE THOLCAPYAM
AND THE NUNNOOL.

The Tholeapyam and the Nunnool are in other words no other than the
Eyndrum and the Panineum in principle. The former is treated more upon
the Inductive method. The Nunuool lays down general rules and divides
its subjects orderly into general classes, species and particnlars; the Thol-
capyam gives a few general rules only, and that too, in no regular order.
1t is for the most part one continued string of particulars and individuals,
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and the reabler has the labour either to commit the Sulrums {o memory or
to compare them with others before he can arrive ata definite conclusion,
Pavananti studied the Tholeapyam Eyndrum and the confused heap of the
Agastyam, and must have well digested the whole plan of the Panineum
before he wrote his celebrated Nunnool, which is executed entirely upon.
the Syllogistic or Deductive system. See Stokes’ Edition of Niti Nexi
Vﬂakkum (£ 90 pfaler b i2), Preface, p. VIII. However the Thaleapifime
stands unrivalled in respect of its particular and minute rules on individual
subjects. It is still more unrivalled in its third or last Chapter, the Grammar
of general knowledge (Qur@er@srsd); and. its style and wording are
of great use to all students of ancient Tamil works.

2. yaavSwer, dgastyan, the Disciple of Soobramanyan in the
Tamil language. He was a great Rishi, and a member of the conclave
of Poets and Sages at Benares or Neimisayaniam whose opinions were
in unison with the Eyndra System founded by Indra, the King of
the gods. Agastyan wrote the two works called Gurs 58uwib and 8
»&$8wib in which he dissents from the opinions and principles of the
coticlave. He had twelve disciples, whose names were as follows :—

Modern Scholars in the Mofussil also
belong to one or other of these same six bodies.

He received his Tamil
learning from very eminent Native scholars whose fame for sanctily
and experience in literature has extended even to Madras. Rhe-
nins’ High Tamil acquirements were considerable, and it is on this -
account that-his name is inserted here though he was not himself
an .original anthor like Beschi. Pehaps his profession interfered and
did not leave him much leisure for other oceupations. His Treatise on

gious Tamil publications and particularly the Tamil Version of the
New Testament by him need ne detailed mention. On the day of
his death, when his remains were about to be removed, all his liter-
ary friends, Sivites and Vishnuvites, came to pay their last respects.
The chief among them, Tiruparkeda Nadar (Soiwrps—@si) of
the Tinnevelly ‘College of (Qaelwirsuieon) Nellei Ambalam wrote

Fabricius, like Rhenius, put forth
no high Tamil grammar or secular treatise which entitles him to a

version of the Bible, and a Hymm Book by him known as Jrri s
sty s@an among Natives, and his many sermons require no re-
commendation, The thorough acquaintance with (Os6580) Shen
Tamil possessed by Fabricius even to the length of the minutest Par-
ticles (@mz..er@wrw) and'the shades of meaning 1mphed by their
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use or omission in the matter of expressing doctrinal peculiarities
in the Christian Religion, cannot but be apparent to the most casual
observer ; no Native could have done better, In the Hymn Book
above named, his attempts towards introducing a Medium style into
the Tamil language, and his fluency and command of language where
even lofty ideas and the sublimest sentiments of religionare required
to be expressed, demand special notice. He is known among the
Natives of Southern India as weyfewewi, and in Christian postry
vefesuar or urafear.
