IN “ TeE COMPLETE CROSSWORD REFERENCE BoOK” the Publishers
have endeavoured to present in handy form a collection of words which
will prove invaluable for use in compiling and solving Crossword Puzzles ;

renders it most helpful and interesting for GENERAL REFERENCE
purposes.

The method of using *“ THE COMPLETE CROSSWORD REFERENCE
BooK " requires little, if any, explanation. A combined form of classi-
fication has been ‘adop"Eed: firstly, according to SUBJECTS ; secondly, to
the NUMBER oF LETTERS; and thirdly, to ALPHABETICAL ORDER.

When solving Crossword Puzzles, the number of letters in the '
required word is known, and usually, also, the subject. On turning up
the subject-heading all*relevant words of the required number of letters
will be found ‘there grouped together in alphabetical order.

In the case of the lists of Characters from Authors, in addition to the
foregoing method, the reader will find after each character a reference
number in brackets. These numbers refer to the various works of that
particularsAuthor, a list of which, together with the applicable reference
numbers, will be found beneath the title-heading of the Author.

Readers should hote that the terminations “ ise”’ and *“ ize” are in
numerous cases interchangeable, and that in this book such words are
given with the termination “ ize.”

Apart from the Crossword Puzzle information, there will be found
lists of words dealing with such subjects as Artists, Authors, Composers,
Exploters, Scientists, etc. etc., and the Geographical information (prac-
tically a Gazetteer in itself) provides lists of Towns, Rivers, Mountains,
Bays, etc., with references as to their location.

Finally, a very comprehensive list of SYNONYMS AND ANTONYMS is
provided, placed for easy reference purposes at the end of the book.

was some special word which exactly gave the meaning as no other word could do; and he

would spend hours, when he wrote, in searching for such a word which he styled le mot juste,
the unique expression of the idea in its relation to the rest of the sentence. This is so true
as to give weight to the French proverb : * What is not clear is not French.”

The English language is far richer than the French in Synonyms and Antonyms.
