8ystem of Botanical arrangement; but of this . have not been successfiil ‘enough to
obtain any trace. Their knowledge of arrangement at present seems not: to . go bes -
Yond that which appears by this Catalogue. ~"That they are acquainted wills tlie ap-
parent use of the different parts of a flower is very-true ; but they.de not appea; tahave
applied that knowledge to a distribution by classes or- orders . "

' The flowers of Monoecious plants are distinguished .into lean-mal or useleas-
flower; and Gedi-imal, or fiuit-flower ; and Dicecious plants are divided into Mal-ga]m, p
or flower-tree ; and Gedi-gaha, or fruit-tree.

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Crinum; Puwak, with Areca ; Bowitiya, with Melastoma ; and in many other instances

Generally speaking the Singhalese names of plants indicate some or other of their
qualities ; as Rat-mul, Red-root ; Kiri-wel, Milky-creeper ; Sooriya-kanti, Sun’s-ray’s ;
(for our Sun-flower,) Kotula-mal, Jug-flower, trom the resemblance of the corolla to
a jug; and from Wila, marsh or tank, a large genus of plants that delight to grow in
such situations, | |

It is no slight proof of their accuracy, that to most of the Exotitr-sQecles the word

Rata, (forelgn,) is applied ; so as at once to present their origin to the mind, and pre-
* vent any possible confusion with native plants; and upon the whole it i8) I remarkable
that the native names are surprisingly free from confusion. They seelp' ‘b\y a sort of .
general consent to be nearly invariable, and the name by which a pla;lt is recognised
in the Interior, will (with scarcely any exception,) be recognised by the inhabitants of
the Maritime Provinces.

When a variation does exist, the cause may be almost immediately detected by a
consideration of the turn of the provincial dialect, or rather the dialect of Casts, which
a slight acquaintance with the language and manners of the people will easily elucidate;
and so very prevalent is this similiarity thatonly one remarkable variation from it has
fallen under my notice, the Musse@nda being called by that name in the Coast districls,
‘and in the Interior Wel-but-sarana.

Iu referring to the Index, it should be recollected that the Singhalese use the letters
S. and H. as if they were of the same sound, and .that B. is sometimes put for M. in
their lanéuage. ’
