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INTRODUCTION.

Iq this volume arc presented 962 inscriptions, obtained duiing the field seasons of 1888 and

1894, in the southern, western and northern taluqs of the Mysore District. With the 803 in Part I,

pubhshcd in 1894, the total for tlie District is thus brought up to 1765. The earliest of those included

in this Part II is of the 5th century, or about 450 A.D., and the latest, of 1878. They thus cover a

period of over 1400 years, but there are no representatives of the 6th and 7th centuries. Such of the

inscriptions as can be assigned to specified dynasties or periods may be arranged under the foUowing

heads ;

hence acquired its name, together with its qualities.^ In that family was born a Brahman v.jued

Mayuralarmma, who, along with his guru Virasarmma, went to the city (or capital) of the Pallava

kings {i. e, Kaiichi), with the desire of rapidly completing his studies. There some shaip quarrel arose

in connection with the Pallava horses or stables,2 and he became so enraged that he resolved, though

he was a Brahman, to make himself a Kshattriya for the purpose of revenge. He accordingly, after

practising himself in warUke exercises, overcame the Pallava guards at the frontier aud escaped to the

inaccessible forests at SVlparvvata (in Karnul District, near the junction of tlie Tuugabhadra aud

Krishua rivers.) Here he grew to such power that he levied tribute from the great Bana and other

Burroundmg kings. The Pallavas or kings of KaSchi thereupon led an army against him aud tried in

various ways to put him down, but he swooped upon them Hke a hawk and completely defeated them.

They therefore resolved to make peace with him, and recognizing him as king, invested him with the

sovereignty of a territory extending from the Amara ocean (the Western ocean) to the borders of the

Premara country (Malva). But his coronation-anointing is said to have been received from Shadanana

(the god of War), after he had meditated on Senapati and the Mothers. His son was Kanguvarmma,

whose son was Bhagtratha, whose son was Raghu or Raghuparthiva, whose son was Kakustlia or Ka-

kusthavarmma. The latter was a powerful ruler, and his daughters, it seems to be implied, were

glven in marriage to the Gupta and other kings.3 He caused a large tank to be made at Sthanakun-

dur, in front of the temple where Satakami and other great kings had worshipped. His son was

5'antivarmma, who had this poetical record composed by Kubja. It is not dated but raay be assigned

to not later than the 5th century, and the .Mayurasarmma here represented as the founder of the

dynasty is no doubt the Mayuravarmma of tradition.

From other inscriptions we know that S'antivarmma's son was Mrige^avarmma, aud the earliest in

the present volume (Hs. 18) is no doubt a grant by him, here called sn-vijaya-Sivamrigcsuvarmma.

It is engraved on copper plates, in what are called box-headed characters, the style of writing mostly

found in connection with the Kadambas. On the seal is a lion, the simha-ldiichhana which thcy claim

as their crest. No reference is made to the king's ancestry, but he is invested with the attributes found

in other Kadamba grants. Thus he is described as of vijaya-Vaijayanti, that is Banavasi, the ancient

capital on the Sorab frontier
;

as a Haritiputra, and of the Manavya-gotra ;
and as the dharmma-

mahdrdja of the Kadambas. Tbese titles are in agreement with what we find in the very old Kadamba

This tree is generally identified with the Nauclea cadamha

(Roib), of the natural oi-der Rubiaceoo, whieh bears large

Orange-coloured flowers. Beddome in his Flora Sylvafica

gays,
" Thia handsome treo is common in Bengal, Birma,

and Ceylon, and if I am not mistaken in the speeies, also in

the Wynad and Malahar on river hanks. The wood is yellow,

and used for building and various other purposes. According

to Br. Brandis it is loose-grained but rocommended for

fumiture." The allied N. cordifoUa is stated to he,
—"an

immense tree, tolerably common in most of the forests of the

Madras Presidency, also in Mysore, Bengal, Bombay, Birma

and Ceylon."

With regard to its qualities, wo may take it for granted

that the author of the insoription was not acquainted with

tlie general characteristics of the Naiiclea as thus descrihed

ty Linnceus (quoted for the benefit of botanists) :

after a grant by Haritiputra Satakarnui, The king is also said to be purified by meditation ou Svaiui-

moreover the singular claim,
—also (ound in other Kadamba grants, even the old Prakrit one above

referred to,
—the significance of which it is difficult to understand, that he was "

fuUy versed in the

views he had adopted on the sacred writings."i Tbe date of the grant, as usual with thvise of the

Kadambas, is not given according to any era, but merely as the 7th year of thpi reign, Margga^ira

fiukla lOth. The further praises of the king are of the customary kind. But the Brahman who was

the recipient of the village grauted is of special interest from his being described as a foUower of the

Atharvva-veda, which I am under the impression is of very rare occurrence, both in fact and in

inscriptions. His gotra was Aupagahauisa. There is uothing to show where the village of Kiruhirilli,

the subject of the endowment, was situated, and in tbe exemptions granted there are two not

understood, namely, antashlcaram and panydthdiam,

The principal centre of Kadamba sovereignty was iu the north-west of Mysore, and inscriptions of

their early period will be found in the volumes for Shimoga and Chitaldroog Districts. They lost their

independence on being conquered by tbe Chajukyas in the 6th cenlury ;
but there were branches of

the family ruling in different parts for several centuries later, down to the time of the foundation of

the Vijayanagar empire in the 14th century. Among such local offshoots there appears to have been

a Buccession of Kadambas ruling Bayal-nad, which was partly in Heggadadevankote taluq. It is with

these that the remainder of the Kadamba grants in the present volume are concerned.

BayaWad is given in Ng. 32 as one of the bonndaries of the Hoysala kingdom under Vinayad 'tva,

and in Ng. 98 under Somesvara.^ Hg, 56 speaks of the double Bayal-nad, while in that and sos.ie
' n

other of these inscriptions we find raention of Bira-Bayal-nad aud in Hg- 77 of Chagi-Bayal-nad :
^

these may have been the two divisions. Hg.56, however, also speaks of tlie five Three Hundred of

Bayal-nad, and Ch. 18 seems to refer to the same. Bayal-nad is probably the same as Vayanad,

commonly called Wainad or Wynaad.

Of the Kadamba rulers of Bayal-nad the names occur of Raviyammarasa (Hg. 73), perhaps Ravi-

varmma, in ? 998; Kandavamma, that is Skandavarmma (Hg. 56) in 1079
;
Siva .... (Hg. 80) in

1083 ; Kanthirava, (Hg. 75 and 77) in about 1090
;
Iruvi or Iravi Challamma (Hg. 11 and 79) iu

1107
;
and Mukauna (Hg. 50) in 1133. Their personal title, as distinguished from various mis-

cellaneous epithets, seems to have been mahd-mandaWsvara rajddhirdja, which would indicate princcs

of the royal family, and there is uo appearance of their being subject to any overlord. But in the last

(Hg. 50), the imminence of the Hoysala influence is evident in the meutiou of Dvaravati instead of

Banavasi. Moreover, while Hg. 75 rightly attributes to them the liou seal {singhaldnchhana), Ch. 18

assigns to them the monkey fiag (vdnara-dhvaja), which is correct, but the buU signet {vrishahhi-ldn,-

chhana), which was thc device ofthe Pallavas. In Hg, 73 there is a discrepancy between th(> nninber

and the name of the year. There is little doubt that the number was raeant for 919, but thc ris^hii

side of the middle numeial has been prolonged so as to make it look hke 2. The referenct s show

that tbe inscription belongs to the Gauga period. For Kanthirava no date is actually givcn. As

Hg 116 clearly ^ows that Bayal-nad was under the Gaugas, the Kadamba rule over it was ev;i!eutly

confined to the Chola period.

Perhaps the historical information of greatest intei"est in these inscriptions is the statemont in

Hg. 56 in connection with Puunad, that Kittur waa " the immense great city Kirttipuni, the r(\val

It correspouds'-^ with tho Pouunata mentioned by Ptolemy in the 2nd centuiy, where he

specially states that beryl was found, aud with the Padmad or Hadinad, the Ten Nad country of later

times, which included Yejandur and whose name survives in Hadintiru m Nanjangu^ taluq. Moreover

in the BriliMthailuikosa of Harishena (brought to my notice by Mr. Pathak), written in 931 A.D., it is

8aid that when Bhadrabahu, feeling his end was approaching, sent on the Jain emigrants under

anolher leader, they went to the Punnata vishaya {sahyho^^pi samasto guru-vdkyatali \ daksluud-patha-

dSSiistha-Punndta-vishayam yayau |j ).

Of this ancicnt kingdom of Punnad or Punnata a record was obtained by Mr. R. Sewell iu the

Coimbatore District in a copper phite grant, noticed by me in 1883,3 .^^^ pubhshed by Dr. Flcet in

1889.* Its date is not certain, but it gives the following succession of kings :

The only other inscnpti(>ns I have met with of the Punnata kings

are, strange to say, at

in Deyanhalli tahiq. There are two brpken bits of stone there,

with yery old cliaracters on them, one 01' wbich speaks of the Punndtarasard-magandir Shja .. 5, and

the other, of tbe Punnddan-dla.

As regards th o bciyl, which Ptolcmy specially mentions as obtained thei-e, reference may be made

to an interesting paper publislied by Mr. Walhouse iu 187G,s in which he shows that Padiyur or

Pattiyah, in the Dliarapuram taUiq of the Coimbature District, was a place celebrated for producing the

agua-marbin or beryl, and that the mine tiiere was probablj' worked in tho Roman times, which would

account for so many finds of Roman coins in that District. Some na;tives came uponthe mine in 1798

while digging a well, and kept it a secret for 18 years, during which large profits werc made by the

sale of the gem. A Europeau ph\nter and merchant then obtained a clue, and rented the well in 1819

and 1820, obtainin^ during one year 219G stoaes vaUied at £ 1201. The minc, it is said, thea

beqame exhausted and vvater broke in.

elsewhere it is often blueish or muddy in tint."

Ptolemy was a Uiter writer than Pliny, and thus possessed the most receut information regarding

.the ancient world, so much so that his work on Geography was the great text-book down to the

middle ages. His statement, theretbre, that Pounnata was the source of the beryl uierits spccial

attention. The Coimbatore country was indeed always a part of the Mysore dominions evea down to

the end of last century, but unless it was included in Punnata* the beryl it would appear could

_fe&i"^ll have been coatined only to Pacli;yur.

RttsMrakutas.

Thcre is only one inscription of these kings so far south,2 Hg. 93, but it is of special interest,

as it belongs to the time of the interregnum when the Hashtrakutas Iiad seized and imprisoned the

Ganga king and appointed their own viceroys to administer the Gatiga territories. The first of

whom we have any record is the Kambharasa of this iuscription, who, during the reign of Dharavarsha —^^Jw^lM^
S'rivallabha, was governing the Gangaviidi Ninety-six Thousand. There are two other inscnptions of -

his time, oue at S'ravana Belgola (No. 24) in which he is called Ranavaloka S'r5-Kambaiya, and one

at Manne (Nelamaijgala taluq), dated S'aka 724 (A^._802), in which he is ciiUed S'aucha-Kambha-

Deva, with another name of Raiiavaloka. The SB- inscriptiou says thut he was the son of S'ri

Ballabha, and according to tbe Manue grant he was the elder brother of Prabhutavarsha (iovinda, son

of Dharavarsha. Wiiy he did not succecd to his father's throno does iiot appear. But inscriptions

state that great IipstiUty was excited against Govinda when his father made him Yuvaraja, and tliat

twelve kings united against him, led by Stambha. Stambha in Sanskrit is Kambha in Kannada, aiid

perhaps both indicate the same person, the elder brother whose claims had been thus set aside. But

it is difficult to recoucile this with the Manne grant, where we find him acting under tlie orders of

his younger brothcr, wlio had gaiued the throne.

In any case ho was a prince of the royal faraily and viceroy of the Ninety-six Thousaud country,

or Gangavadi. Under him .... midiyarasa was governing the Tore-nad Five-hundred, when a certain

headman was permitted to exchang;; for others some lands whicli he held.

Tlie other Rashtrakuta viceroy of wliom we know was Chaki Raja, o f the^Kadaba plates published

by me iu 18S3,» who was ruling in S'aka 735 (A.D. 813) and is described as adJiirdja of the onlire

GanKa-mandahi,. .

Ganqas.

The earlicst Ganga inscription in this volume is Hg. 87, of the iime of S'ivainara. It is not

dated, and there were two kings of this name, ono ruling G7fl—713 and tlie other c. 780—814.

There is nothing to indicate to vvliich of these periods it belongs. It records a grant in memory of a

certain Vedirun, on the occ:i,sion of his death, made it is said .iccording to custom (^mriyddi), for

worship {$6hige).

The former, the
Sargur^glates, are assigned to the reign of Konganivarmma dharmma-maha-

rajadhiraja paramesvara S'ripurusha-maharaja, and in another part he is called Prithvi-Kohgani-

maharaja, whose fiist namo was S^ripurusha. He made a grant for feeding twelve Brahmans every
month on the recurrence of the kn-nahshatra or natal star of his bhatdra or chaphiin, who is not named.

A further grant was made to Brahmans by a feudatory chief. The grant was engraved by Kunta-

charyyai aud is all in Kaunada, except at the beginning of the second donation, where the praises of

the liing are introduced in Sanskrit.
TiieJJevarahalJjjplates, Ng. 85, were—next to the Merkara plates,

published by me in 1872,2
—the earliest grant that brought to light the now well-estabUshed, but then

utterly unknown, Ganga dynasty. They were originally published by me in 1873,3 under the name
of the

Nagaman^ala^ates. My version was prepared from some very much reduced and imperfect

photogtaphs, and it was only recently that I saw the orlginals or knew to what place they belonged.

AU who are interested in the subject must be famihar with tlie manner in which Dr. Flect has

declaimed against the Gaiigas and their grants, and against me for attaching any value to them,

especially as he prouounced against them. I have paid little heed to these strictures, feeling sure

that fuller information vvould set matters right. Even now there is nmch more to be published re-

garding the Gangas than has yet appeared iu print. But already facts have proved too strong, and
Dr. Fleet has been compelled to admit the existence of the kiiigs from S'ivamara, in the Bth century,

downwards, and perhaps Mushkara, two generations eariier. The rest will no doubt follow in course

of time. His latest pablication on this matter (so far as I am awaro) is in the Eingraphia Indica,
Vol. HI, wliere he says (p. 159)—

"
My present remarks, of course, cntirciy supersede all that I have

previously written on the subject."

In this article he formulates a number of objectious to the nine grants of which he gives a list.

And first, he complains of bad orthograiAy. But if this is to be a criterion, how many genuine docu-
meuts would not have to be sacriliced ? Next, he condemns them on the ground of pala^ography. The
chief fault he finds is iu the formation of the letter lcha, which he states (p. 162)

"
furnishes a leading

test in dtalhig with southern recx)rds." There is an early form and a later cursive form of tlie letter

and he asserts that the occurrence of the latter in a South Indian document purporting to be older
than a certain period, and specifically the year 804, is fatal to its pretensions and betrays it to be a

forgery. This is I beheve a mistake. Both forms were indiscriminately used from a much earlier

period. In proof of this, reference may be made to tlie ancient inscription s at Mamallapuram. One, on
the Dliarmaraj a Mandapa,^ is inscribed in the

s_ecoiid_of
four archaic alphabets found in use in the

place, which alphabet Dr. Hultzsch assigns to the 6th century,5 and with this Dr. Fleet apparently
agrees.6 Now in the 7th stanza of that iiiscription, towards the end, occurs the word srmuJcha, and
on referring to the only copy of the original which has been published,? we find Jcha is written in what
is called the modern cursive form, which Dr. Fleet says was not used before 804. J^oth forms occur
in the Ganga grants he is reviewing, but instead of seeing in this a clear indication tbat both werc in

siispicious enough in itself." Why ? The point of this objection lies in -^

the iusinuation that all these grants, professing to be ceuturies apart in date, were the handiwork of

one and the same person. It must at once occur to any one that so skilful a forger, as by hypothesis he

must have been, was wofuUy wanting in common sense if he stullified himself by putting his name

plainly at the end of productions he had fabricated, But the fact is that whatever force there ever

was in this objection is cornpletely taken out of it since my discovery of the ancient Kadamba Prakrit

inscription on the pillar at^MaJavaJJi,
whioh we find was aJso engraved by a Visvakamma . It seems

therofore as if the name was hereditary and belonged to a family of court engravers, who perhaps

passod from the service of the Kadambas to that of the Gangas.

A similar reply may be given to the objection that some of the witnesses to grants of dififereut 7

periods appear to be the same. An official designation would very naturally remain unchanged and

be borne in succession by different individuals
;
and so also family names of chiefs or other persons of

local importance, such as would be mentioned araong witnesses.

Next, an objection is raised against my pointiag out that Simhanandi was a priest and not a king. p

The name itself is sufficieut evidence of this. But I am charged (p. 165) with having, on the mention -^

of "a rather obscure passage'' and "in no connection with the Gangas," taken the "rather violent step

of making a purely conjectural alteration of mdhipa into munipa." This is not so. Simhanandi is

expressly stated in several inscriptions to have been the Jain teacher who aided the founders of the

Qanga dynasty of Gangavadi or Mysore in acquiring their dominion. Tliey are said to have met with

him at Ferur, which may be identiticd with the place still distinguished from others of that name as

Ganga-Perur, in the Kadapa District. Moreover, inscriptions at Humcha expressly describe him aS

Oamiii-rdjyavam macfida. Smhanandy-dchdryya—that is, "the acharya Siinhanandi who made the Ganga

kingdom,"
—a statement than which nothing could be more free from obscurity.

Another objection is raised against some of the titles given to the Gaiigas. Among others to one i\

described as Vriddhardja, and as otherwise uuknown. But this is scarcely fair. The title is Kongani- |

vriddha, which is quite a different thing and a perfectly legitimate epithet, cx)usidering that Konguni

or Kofigani was the family name of the ibunder of the line and from hirn of all liis successors.

On emerging from the jungle of objections, the ques'ion very naturally arises, if these grants are

all "spiu-ious,'" though possibly
"
coutaining here and tliere a germ of truth," how is their existence

(and fresh ones have since been discovered) to be accounted for, and what was the object of setting

forth the genealogy they contain ? This question Dr. Fleet also puts to himself, and the answer which

he cousiders

satisfactory" scems to ine the most extraordinary part of the vvhole busincss. He says

There are spots even in the sun, and it is not perhaps difBcult to discover defects in accepted

records were it worth one's while to hunt for thcm. But I fail to see what good end is gained by

such negative criticism, which leaves us, so far as historical information is concerned, just where we

were—that is, in the dark, Here is a series of records professing to give us regarding tliis country

of Mysore the annals of an important period whicb, but for theni, is a blank in the history of the past.

They have been found in all diroctions, at various times and undcr various circumstances. Their

dates and style of execution are different, but not one has been found which contradicts another. So

far from this, each one fi'eshly discovered not only corroborates others but adds fresli details
;
and

these are mostly of a perfectly credible character, such as are capable of verification, and uot the

yague gjneralities or unmeaning extravagances in which forged documents are wout to take reluge.

The names of the kings, too, are gencrally distinctive, aud not sucli as are borne by othcr dynasties

or copied from the puranas : some of them, iu fact,
—Avinita and Durvviuita,

—
2Jri»id facie unlikely

to be names, but vvhich other references show to be truo and not associaled with any sinister raeaning.

A consecutive reasonable narrative is thus presented of the history of tho Ganga dynasty, before

unknown save in name. Of its locat'on there is no possible doubt, for the designation Gaugavadi

itseit' supplies the proof,while the Gangavadikaras, now called Gangadikaras, still formthe principal

sectiou of the agricultural population of the region. Contemporary records of othcr dynasties fit in

perfectly vvitli the history set forth, and thus uphold its general accuracy. To cast aside the niaterials

thathavein rcccnt ycars so opportunely come to light,— there being no others to replace them,—on

account of blemishes that may be detected in spelling or liandwriting, or because the composition is

not always faultlcss and in conformity with good dictionary Sanskrit, would be simply absurd. Dr. Floet

confesses (p. 172) to what is evident enough, the diflficulty he has "
to put himself in tlie frame of

mind from which they can be imagincd to be genuine." It is to be hoped that his repugnance may
be overcorae as tiuie goes on. But it seems usoless to prolong these observations, so vve may return

to the consideratiou of the Dev^rhalli plates.

After a detailed genealogy, corresponding with what has now beeu madc knovvn by many other

plates that have been published since, they record a grant by the Ganga king Prithnvi-Kougani, whose

first namo was SMpurusliaJn S'aka 698 (776 A.D), the 50th year of his reign, when he was residing

at Manyapura. This place I have identified with ^{.afi^i^e ip_NeIamangala taluq, vvhere there aie traces

and traditions of a large city. It vvas probably destroyed by the Cholas, who refer to it among their

conquests as Mannai or Mannai-kattakam. The grant was made on the application of Prithuvi-

Nirggunda-Raja, for a Jaina t^mple called Lokalilaka, which his wife had caused to be erected to the

north of S'ripura. The details given in the Hosur platesl show that S'ripura was near Gudalur, no

doubt the place of that name to the west of the Nilagiris, which is the only one of any importance

known to mc. My- 25 mentions the Kudalur fort.

The Nirggunda Yuvaraja was named Dundu, aud his prectptor was the iicharya Vimalachandra,

as an outcome ol whose instructious Dui.idu became the Bdna-liula-lmlah, or confoundcr of the

Bana family. The Banas \ve kiiow, from several iuscriptions I have iound in the Kolar District,' to

have beeu a powerful hui,' ot ruiers in the east of Mysore and fidjactnt parts fiom an early period,

The titst Ganga king is snid to have come into coi)flict with the Banas, and the Kadamba outlaw of

the Talguuda inscriptiou icvied tributc, it. is said, from "the great Bana." This name seems to have

b^ea a personal oiie, aud the dynasty to which lie and others belonged was more properly called

MahavaU. The following is a brief summary regarding these kings.

The hne claims as its founder Bali or Maha-Bah, whose son was Bana. From Iiim was descend-

ed Banadhiraja, and after ho and many other kings of the line had passed away, there foUowed—
Nandivarmma or Jayanandivarmma ; Vijayaditya •,

Malladeva Nandivarmma, Jagadekamalla, Vadhu-

vallabha

Bana Vidyadhara ;

Prabhumeru
; Vikramaditya ; Bejeyitta Banarasa or Vijayaditya,

Pugalvippavar-Ganda ;
and Vikramaditya, Vijayabahu. Thcre is a grant by Vadhuvallabha Malladeva

Nandivarmma professing to be of the date 339.2 Grants of other kings^ arc not dated, except one of

Bejeyitta, dating in 909, and the last Vikramaditya claims to have been thc friend of Krishna-Raja,

no doubt the Rashtrakuta king ruhng from 939 to 9G8. In an iuscription of 971 we iind Sambayya,

having all the Mahavali titles, as a governor subordinate to the Pallavas. The Barias probably,

therefore, had then lost their independence, but the name continues to be met with long afterwarda.

Though Dundu is styled Yuvaraja, his father is not mentioned, but his guru's dcscent isgivenfor

several generations. Dundu's son was Parama-Gula, the Prithuvi-Nirggunda-Raja, ou whose sohcit-

ation the grant was mude. In TN. 1 there is a Parama-Kula, no doubt the same, and Arakesari is

mentioned as his son. Parama-Gula's wife, Kandachchi, vvho built the Jina tcmplc that was endowed,

had a Pallava princess for her mother, her father being Maruvarmma of the Sagaia family.

In the passagc describing the actuiil gift, which was that of a village named Ponnalli in the

Nirggunda conntry, it is said to havc been granted mahdrdjadliiraja-parawSsvaru-SYijasahita-cWiSna.

This might of course suggest that the king had the name Jasahita. But therfe ife no suchname known,

and it 8°eems reasonable to read ^"H^a sahita,
"
along with S'rija." In my flrst translation I assum-

-ed that this was the name of the queen. But as there is no sign of the feminine gender, it may sfand

for the prince, the queen's son. The names of the local wilnesses are not filled in, but a space was

left for the purpose. In addition to these, the otficials of the Ninety-six Thousand countiy, i. e.

Gaiigavadi, are appointcd as witnesses. The grant was inscribed by ViSvakarmmacharyya, described

as 'Hhe abode of all learning (or arts), aud skilled in pamting pictures."

The next inscription is the Ganjam plates
, Sr. 160, not datcd, but containing a grant made

with tlie permission of Marasinga Ereyappa, Yuvarfsja of S'ivamara II. A more elaboratc grant of his

is coatained in the Manne plates,* datcd 3'aka 719 (A.D. 797), where he is called only Mnrasimhn,but

is also. as in the present grant, said to havc the surname of Loka-Trinetra. He is tliere described as

Yuvaraja but as in command of tho whole of tho Gaiiga country {amamla-Garnga-manMam anuMsati).

Perhaps his fathcr was a piisoner in the hands of the Rashtrakutas, At any ratc, five years later

we hlve the Rashtrakiita viceroy in power, and we do not know how long before ihat he had been

appointed.

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In the present inscription (ihe Sanskrit of wliich is conupt in several places, aud changes very

Abruptly to Kannada) the epithets usual in the Gaiiga phitcs are given only in the case of the fiist king,

Kongunivarmina. His Buccessors are then merely nanied, without any particulars. The names agree

with those of Ihe usual genealogy, except that the king in othrr grants called Bhuvikrama, with the

surname S'rivallabha, is here called Dugga. It is more likely that this was his real name, the others

beingeomplimentary titles, and we know that there was some such name in the family, as S'ripurusha

had a son Duggamara.

The gift conveycd was the village of Tipperur, to a Brahman named Ponnadiga of the Kausika-

gotra.

It says that when (the

Rashtrakuta king) Goviuda Prabbutavarsha was rcigning supreme, and Rajadityarasa was rcling the

Banavasi country as far as the ocean, Chitravahana, who was ruling Alvakheda and the Six-thousand

disregarded orders, on which Kolli-Pallava-Nolamba directed Nolambaraditya to punish him and a

spirited account is given of the desperatc fight which_^ensued. This KoUi must have been tho same
as the Kolliyarasa of the Ganjam plates. He is not stated to have been in any position of authority
I therefore conclude that Piajaditya was his son, and the same as the Nolambaraditva who was
advised (by his 'r' father, in thc exercise of his paternal authority) to attack Chitravahana and reduce

him to obediencc.'' In the former volume we had in Md. 113 a grant of the time of S'ivamara I

made in 713,on the application of the two dear sons of the Pallava Yuvai aja. I conjectured that after

the crushing defcat the Pallavas had sustained from the Gaiigas under Bhuvikrama, the Gaii"-qg

had taken the fallen Pallava king's grand-children under their protection. They may therefore have

grown up at and remained with the Ganga court as hostages, and weio employed by the Rashtiakutas
who had seized the country.

The next grant is the stone inscription Gu- 94, not dated, which records a grant, in the reign of
Satyavakya-Peimnianani, by Eutarasa . The chio to the king here intc nded is found in Nj. 75 of the
former volume, from which it is evident that he was na^malla, also written Rachamalla and that

The first portion of tlie present plates, down to S'npurusha, corresponds generally with the Devarhajli

plates (Ng. 85). From thatpoint the information is new. Of S'ivamara II, we learn that he gained

a great victory over Ihe army of Vallabha (probably the Rashtrakata king), which was encamped at

Mudugundiir under the command of Rashtrakuta, Chalukya, Haihaya and other chiefs. Muduguudur

may be the place of Ihat name iu Mandya taluq. This display of liostility raay have been the cause

of the king's being again ijnprisoned by the Rashtrakiitas, as we are told he was, after leiug released.

Or it may have led to the restoration of his kingdom and his formal re-instatement on the throne,

For we are told that the diadem was bound ou his brow by Govinda and Nandivarmma, the anointed

kings, respectively, of the Rashtrakuta and Pallava lines.

He was apparently succeeded on the throne by his brother Vijajj^^iJ^, of whom we next have an
lifj

account ;
and then ibllowed Raiamalla, who, as Hari in tho form of the Boar rescued the Earth from

Patala, so rescued his country, which had been for a long time seized by the Rashtrakiitas, tliat race

of lion form {sihgMMra).

As ex-

plained in my Introduction to Inscriptions at S'ravana-Belgola (p. 18), his reign extended from 963

to 974 AD. Wc have here for him Ch. 48 dating in 965, Ch, 9, dating in 971, and Ng*. 51,
giving Angira, which corresponds with 972, as the lOth year of his reign. Ch. 9 would apparently

have supplied some important iiiformation, were not the inscription partially defaced. It evidently re-

fers to some of the same exploits as are described in SB. 38. It first mentions his fightiiig with

Mjaditya, who, from the SB- inscriplion, we leain was the head-jewel of the Chalukyas. It then

refers to a,paniwya situated to the south of Kalbappu. The fomier is a word applied in Coorg to the

royal farms which formed part of tlie king's estatcs. Kalbappu is the old name of Chandragiri at

S 'ravana-Belgola, and it is here desciibed as having great renowu as a place of penance, which is

quite borne out by the interesting records found there that 1 bave published. Some chief, named

Harana Bavmmn, is theu introducecl, aud his son, whose name is gone. Then follow various cxploits

attributed to the Mandalika-Trinctra, (a title a!so givcn to Mnrasimba in SB. 38), namely, his

destruction of tho Nolambas, his bravery in front of Uajiga (probably a Chola), his capture of the

Uchchangi fort which was considered imprcgnable,and his seizure of the royal elephant there. Ng. 51
annouDces that the king had by this time put down all his enemies Ihioughout Gangavadi, and was

living undisturbed at Ra.iavolal in Magali-nad,i ruling his kingdom which vvas designated the S'n-rajya,

a term we find used in the time of S'ripurusha (see TN. 1). His minister was Mabalayya (also

mentioned in TN. 69), wlio granted littuvatta for cortain tanks. This word occuis in many old

iuscriptions, aud seems to be something like the modern dasavanda, which is land granted at one-tcnfh

of the usual rates to a person in consideration of his constructing or repairing a tank. It niay theieforo

mean vatta, a reduction, on the usual rent for hittu, sowing or cultivation.

Marasinilia was succocded by his son R ajamalla or Rachamalla, and the iicxt four inscriptions,

dating i" 07",, 07G, 977 and 982 A.D., belong to his reigu. But only orie of them, Hs. 64,

inentions the kiiig, ainl ii> this he is called Satyavakya Korigunivarmma and Permmanadi.

The statement that she was of the Nolamba-mmsa and the Pallava-A;M7a

makes it evideut that thc Nolambas were a branch of the Pallavas. Ng 67 gives a somewhat droU

account of a sage who was driven by the roaring of tigers to take refuge within a cave. A state-

ment of some interest is the mention of his popularity botli in Nolambavadi "and in this Dadigayadi,"

which therefore must have been the name of some district to pthe _north of the Nagamangala taluq.

Dadiga was the brother of Madhava, thei first Kongunivarmma, and progenitor of the Gangas.

Gu. 79 mentions Kola-nellur as the village of the donee's father. A villago of apparently the same

name occurs both iu the copper-plate grant of the Kadiimba king Krishnavarmma frora Bannahalji

(Chikraagiijur taluq) and in the stone inscription of Mahavali Banarasa at Gulganpode (S'rinivaspur

taluq).

Chalukyas.

There is only oae isolated inscription under this head, Hs. 50, and it is a viragal. It is dated

S'aka 919 (A .D. 997) ,
described as "the beginning of the reign of Pampa-Devi, daughter of Chalukya-

Perramanadi-Deva.'' la this year the Chalukya king Tailapa died, and was succecded by his son

Satyasrava, who (according to Dr. Fleet)' had a daughter, married to Iriva Nolambadhiraja. She

may have been the Pampa-Devi of the present inscription, but there is nothing to show whether she

had a husbaud at this tirae
,
nor where her kingdora was, over which she now began to r-Mgn. Most

naturally it may be locatcd in Hunsur taluq, in the neighbourhood of Bcttadapura, wheie the inscription

was found. If the above identification of the princess ehould not be correct, I can only conjecture

that she may have been the widow of a Ganga king, as this part of the c.ountry was included in

Gangavadi and was certainly no part of Nolambavadi.

The first of our inscriptions here, Yd, 31, is not dated, but as it consists of praises of some one

who was engaged in the war by which "
all the Gauga line were thrust_out aud rendered povverless", it

evidently bolongs to about the time of the Chola conquest of Talakad. Tiieu follows Kp. 16, dated

in S'aka 934 (-\,D. 1012), also in the reign of Rajaraja, recording some cattle-raid.

The next seven inscriptions are of the time of Rajendra-Chola. Hs, 10 and 11 bring us to

his 9th year and contain some curious details regarding local fights and the justice administered by

the king's represeutativc in tho nad. Death was the punishment for murder, while the dwelling placa

of a chicf na:ned Sovi-Nayaka who had kept possession of a dog that did not beloiig to him, was bumt

down, and 50 golden images, which he had, were seized and sent to the king. Hg, 16 is of tha same

yeai', and records the rebuikling of a ruiued tomple at Belatur by tiie chief of Nugu-nad. The

king has tho title Mudigonda. Hg. 7 is of his 20th year, and spenks of him as the cnptnrer of

Ganga, Kadara .and tlie Eastcountry. and calls liim Parakesaribrahma, for Parakesarivarma. Hg. 17
of the 22nd year, rep^ats these conquests and gives the title correctly. It is not complete, but is

hilcd with th,; (jitasj-royal ironical epithets assnraed l)y the Vira-Banaiiji-dharmma, or merchantclass

iu grants made by tlieui.

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Rajaraja thus cleserve to be placed among the greatest coiiquerors that have appcared in the south,

and they reversed iho usiinl line of couquest, which was from the north. Hg. 18 is of the king's 6th

yoar and is :in affccliug idyl, beautiful from its simplicity and pathos. It is a memorial of the

Nugu-nad chi-efs daughter, whose young husbaud, being a powerful wrestler, had the misfortune,

presuraably iu :i matcli, to kill liis o) ponent, appareutly some relative of the king. For this he was

marched otV to TalekAd aiidput to de;ith (thc punishment inflicted, as above pointed out, for murder).

On hearing of his fate, ibe wifo immediately resolved to commit herself to the flames, which was

evideutly due to a high seuse of duty and honour, and shows that the rite of saii was in general

observance. Her parents and friends bcsought her in vaia to forego her purpose, and mournfully

record her heroic conduct. The author of the composition was Malla,

There is a break in thc Changalva inscriptions between 1186 and 1.500, an interval due to their

conqaest by the Hoysalas (see Ng. 76), bnt two kings appear in power in the reign of Somesvara-

The origin of the line is attributed in Hs. 63, which is in Sanskrit verse and dated in 1 502, to a

king named Chaugalva, who was of the Lunar race and belonged to Dvaravati, the seat of the Yadu-

varaSa (Hs, 24). He by victory seized for himself the titles of king Bijjala. This must be

meant for the Kalachurya who supplanted the Chahikyas and reigned at Kalyani from 1 1 56 to 1 1 67,

in whose time the Lifigayit faith was established by Basava. The Chnngsilvas wer<! evideiitly devoted

adherents of the S'aiva faith in the latter period of their power. But inasmuch as we have Changalva

inscriptions of nearly a century earlier, and the kings bore the cognomens of Rnjendra-Chola and

Kulottunga-Chola, this Changalva seems to be an imaginary person. The Hanasoge inscriptions

(Yd. 22 to 28), moreover, show that the early Changalvas werc Jains .

It is in connection with Panasoge or HanasQge that we first meet with them, whatever

their origin may have been, and the statemenls in the iuscriptions on the ruined basadis there are

of a remarkable and fabulous uature. Yd. 25 and 28 attribute the northern channel at the place to

Rama, the destroyer of Ravana, and describe it as an endowment originally granted by S'aka and Vikra-

maditya! More devoutly it is ascribed to Paramesvata, and is brouglit within liistorical times by

saying that the grant was repeated by Marasimha-Deva, uo doubl the Gaiiga king who ruled

from 963 to 974.

Four basadis were assigned to gurns of the

Hottage, that is, Pustaka-gachcha, of the Desiga-gana and Mula-sangha, aud the gurus were author-

ized to drive out any one not belongiug to their congregation. We are also told that the same comnmn-

ity were the heads of the basadis at Tala-Kayeri. the sourcc of the Kaveri river, in Coorg. Various

names of gurus are mentioned, together with their spiritual descent, The restoration of these

several buildings and grants is attributed to Rajendra-Chola-Nanni-Changalva-Deva. Tho conquest

of Yedatore wc know was effected by Rajendra-Chola, and it is evident that the Changalvas were

then brought under the dominion of the Cholas, who, in accordance with their usual poh'cy, imposed

their names on the conquered cliiefs.

The name hero evideutly refers to one of these. Alvakheda was the territory of the Alvas. We

have already had o.casion iu the prvvious section to describe who the Alvas were, aud thcir teirltory

evidtntly includcd some pavt of South Kauara. Bavabad vve have also seen was partly in Heggada-

devankote tahiq. But in more recent times it vvas called Bayinad (Hg, 1 and 78) and Biiyanad

(Hg, 1, 74, 59, 40\ that is, Vayannd, the modern name of Waiuad in the Malabar District.

Talekad vvas the old Ganga capital on the Kaveri in the south-east of Mysore District, at this time in

possession of the Cliolas. It probahly here stauds for a whole prov-nce, embiacingall the old

(3anga t^rritory to the south aud east which had been overran and occupied by the Cholas. Savimale

was a hill somcwhere to the north and has not been identified. It is again mentioncd as the northcrn

boundary of the. Hoysala kingdom at a later perio:!, and has been supposecl, from the similarity of

name, to be conuected with Sivanur in Dharwar, but tliere is no proof of this. Vinayatlitya's vvife

was Keleyabbe.

Ercyangii, who vvas their son, is described as the right hand of tlie Chalukya emperor, aud

(Ng. 30) ^'5 havin? captured Dhara, the capital of Mulava. He died before bis father, and tliough

Yuvaraja, uever came tn the throne. Ilis wife was Echali-Devi. Regarding his three sons,

Dan.lanayaka, whoiu sl;e iirotected as if her younger brother, and promoted his marriage with Dekave-

dandanayakiti, who niay liave beon lior sister, giving him at the eame timc the lordship of Sindagere.

This was iu 1045. When Ballalu had come to the throne and was ruling in Beluhurii or Belur,

thoro was a Mariyaiie of tiie s jcoikI geueration, whose wife was Chamave, and thev had three daught-

ers— Padumala-Devi, Ciiainala-Devi, and Boppa-Devi, so highly accomphshed, and skilled (it says)

iu science, siiigiug uud daacing, that they were worthy to grace the capitals of thri.'e separate kings

These threc girls Ballala wedded on the same day in one pavilion in 1 1 03, agaiu confirming their

father in tlie lordship of Sindagere,
" as the wages for their wet-nursing." This is all we know of

Ballala I, and it is not much to his credit. He died in the foUowing year and was succeeded by his

vigorous brothcr Bitti-Deva, afterwards knowu as Vishnux^:d4b^na. The other^brother, Udayaditya

died in 112 3. Vishnu appointed Mariyane as a commander in his army, and with him was associated

his brother Bharata, as rainister and treasurer. The lattcr named his son Bitti-Deva, and presenting

a m2ar of 1000 hoii, received the lordship of other villages.

The conquests of Vishnuvarddhana (vvhose namc appcars in Hs- 143 in its Prakrit form of

Vinnuvadfla) greatly extended tho Hoy.sala kingdom, and are given with a variety ofdefails. His

cauturo of 'ralakad and ejection of the Cholas from Mysore took placo in 1116 . For Yd. 6, dated

Ch- 98 tepresents the king as having Ihe Gangavadi Ninety-si.\ Thcusand as far as Koiigu under his

sole unibrelia, and Hs-3 says he was ruling the kingdom of the world "bcginning from the Htddore,"
a terni which means "the big river," and is generally understood of the Kiishna. Among his miuistcrs

were Mariyane and Eharata, before mentioncd, who presented a nazar of 500 lion and were cocfiimed

in the lordship of Sindagere and the other places they had received in the previous reign. Narasimha's

wife was Echala-Devi, and their son was Ballaja, oue of the most distinguished of the Hoysalas.

From Yl. 56 we Icarn that Talakad containcd seven towns and five t(mples, and was still known by

the name of Rajarajapura givcn to it by the Cholas.

BallalaiU succeeded his fathcr, and in' histinio the Hoysala power was subvericd by the

Muhammadans. Ile is called (in Gu. 58 and 69) thc Pallava sun and the PallavaTrinetra. Also,

in addition to rcceiving the usual Hoysala titks, he is stylcd sun of the south, (inperor cf the south,

and worshipper of the divine lotus fcet of Visvesvara. It might frcm tlie formor be supposcd that his

mothcr was a Pallava princess. But these cpithets do not occur till 1316 and 1317, aftor Dorasamu-

dra had bccn sacked hy the army of Kafur, and when he is said to have been ruling the kingdom in

o^iparcnf peace (80 I translate san(/;fl-sMA7ia(?/fi!). Ihty Iherefore peihaps indicate that he fell back

upon the Tamil disTJcts which had been ruled by his uncle Pamanatba and lookcd for a rcvival of

power in the old Pallava country to the east and south of Mysore, where he went to live. According

to tradition the king retiied at first to Tondanur (Tonnur ncar Seringapatam), but I am noi aware

that there is any distinct proof of this. In 1321 we find him (Gu, 69) living at Arunasamudra,

which may possibly be in that neighbourhocd. Ncxt year (Kp. 44) he paid a visit to the dam cn

the Kaveri at Haribarapuia in Krishnarajpet taluq, peihaps as a farewell, and then took up his

abode at Urniamale (Tiruvanuamalai or Trinomalee, in South Arcot). There arc many inscriptions

which describe him as residing at this latter place.

The great minieter Perumala, of his father's time, continued under him when his reign began,

and in Gu.

He set up the god Gopi-

n&tha in Gdvarddhana-giri, now called the Gopalasvarni hill, in the south-west of Gundlupet taluq.

Some villages which the king had given him he also bestowed upon a temple of the same god ia Tera-

kanambi. He was foUowed in his government by his son Ketaya-Dannayaka (Gu. 69).

The king seems to have had a preceptor in the raja-guru Sarvvajfia-Vishnu-Bhattarya

(Kp- 44), whose son Harihara-Bhattopadhyaya named his son after the king, and received (Kp- 43)
a grant of some lauds. On the occasion of the king's paying his visit to the dam and channel

at Hariharapura (Kp. 44), perhaps as a farewell to his guru and to Mysore, he took his repast

there, and confirmed by a copper sasana to Harihara-Bhattopadhaya and the 126 Brahmans

oithat Vishnuvarddhana-Harihaiapura the chiof taxes and the customs-dues of the nad, on condition

of their carrying out the annual repairs.

Hoysala line lle is callcd
Hampe-Vo(^eya r, and is perhaps the Vira-Virupaksha-Ballala said to have

becn crowned in 1343. But by this time tlie Vijayanagar empire had been founded and the

lloysala power was at an end.

The earliest of tlie Vijayanagar inscriptious iu Ihis volume is Hs. 114, whicli is a viraJcal to

the memory of some follower» who fell in the service of IIari\ apj^ia-Odcyar (I). He is the first king

of the line, and isalso called Harihara (I).
In Ch. 64 wc are told that Sangama (the founder of

the line) and Kamayi had five sons—Hariyapa, Kampana, Bukka, Muddapa and Marapa. Of ihese,

Bukka (I)
was the second king of Vijayanagar. Of his time are Ch- 117, Ng. 61, Ch- 113.

He had the titles mahd-maiHlalesvara, ari-ruija^vibhdda, hldsTiege-tajipuva-rdyara-ganda, and in the

last is a\so caWed jMrva-jmschima-samudrddhUvara. He had a minister named Basavayya-Dannayai»

ka, the treasury of whose right hand {halada-kayya-hhanddra), Ganapatima, was ruling the Hoysala

country to thc south of the Kaveri . The grants recorded are for the god Anile^vara of Haradan-

haUi, who seems to have been of great importance in that region, Yd. 46 says that Bukka was an

mcarnation of Achyuta, born to free the world from tbe Mlefichchas. He, wiih the assistance of

Vidyatirtha-muni (otherwise known as Vidy&ranya), becarae very great. He drove out the enemies
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from a hundred royal cities, counting from Dorasanuulra, and rulecl over au erapirc perfect ia its seven

p.rls>. Then fuUow five grants (Gu. 46, YL 64. Ch. 97, Gu. 32 und 34) of the t.rae of

Bukka's son, rhikka-Kampauna-Vod -ya'-.
^vlio uu.st luive bceu a govcruor, undcr his father, ovcr tho

fiouth ofMysoro." Yl- 64 is a rccord of grants for the god Vaidyanatiia oF Mamballi, which is

dcscribed here and clsewhcre as thd bathing place of Ilarihara {Uunhara-ndlhaua majjara), whether

god or king is not dear. Gu- 32 and 34 make provisiou for_dancing girls for tlie gud Kamanatha.

In the fornicr, 30 (jaihjuija
a ycar bnd to be raiscd for thc purposc, aud the Brahmans Itvicd ihis at

the rate of 1 haija per iloiigh ou the S'udras, and 1 haija per fami ly of labourers for hire,and under-

look to pay the amouut iu threc instalmenfs. lu Gu- 34 the graut is made by the Pauchala s,

liere called Vira-Pauchalas. The ironical titles generally assumed by tliis dass in their inscriptions

are "ivcu iu grcat dctail, aud somc of theni arc rather amusing A giil namcd Ketavve was dedic-

ftted to the templr! as a daucing girl, aud spccial provision was madc for hcr snpport.

With Yd..46 we come to the rcign of HardiaiTi (II), also calitd (Ch. 64) Hariyapp-Odtyar,

who was the sou that succeedid Bukka-Eaya. It applies a number of "epithets to the king, who has

the titles mahurujddhiruja, rdja-paramekara, and records the graut of au agrahara. Ch. 64 says

that his minister was Kampa, uuder whose orders Ballapa, sou cf SaugauK.,-Kaja, was govcruii.g

Hadinad. Tlicse must have becn membcrs of tbe royal family. lu Ch. 114 we have Magappa-

Dannayaka as luinistcr, with Acbanna-Vodeyar as thc treasury of his rigbt hand (sce above),

governing the Iloysala country. Kp. 21 aud 22 ccntain a list of taxes assigucd for a temple.

I)eva-Raya-maharaya's inscriptions begin wilh Ch- 24, and he is also called Deva-Raja-

lu Hg. 1 W8 have Bukka-Haya as the king, aud he must be a Bukka-Kaya II[ or Deva-Ruya 11,

just as Deva-liaya 1 was Bukka-Raya II (see Introductiou to Part I, p. 22). Kampana-Gavurla, tlie

or Baya-nad, subordinate to the grdat miuister Bayichaya-Dandanatha, makes

the graut of a village for Ihe image of Gummata-nalha of 15clagula. In Ch. 118 the king is callcd

Deva-Raya-Odeyar, and Hariyappa-Dannayaka was apparently a governor In Ch. 105 aud 195
we have the niahd-mandahsvara vira-Parvvati-Rayar-Odeyai-, who was the son of Vijaya-llaya-

mahaniya (the former king), ruling the Terakauambi kingdom. There is au account of his hunting
a boar on his horse calleJ Parvvatinatha. Ch. 145 relates how the ngent of a holy mau at

S'riparvvata macle a grant for fhe Soman.atha of Maleyiir.

Of Mallikarjuoa-Raya's reign we have Hs- 96 and Ng. 91, which contain nothing of sprcial

importance. lu Ng. 78 Melugote, though called the carthly Vaikuntha, is also called the Varddha-

SaplSnga,—the king, minister, ally, teriitoiy, fortress, Ireasury, and army.
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Hg. 59, at the recjuest of Tipparasa of Sivauasamuclra,
—to whom they had shown the copper sasana

of their agrahara. namely Sagare, the chaUirvedi-mangala of Baya-nad,
—he rencwed the grant to

them.

Gu. 67 brings us to the reign of Narasiinha, the son of Narasaniia, Jounder of ihe
second,

dy^iasty. In the course of making the gieat gilts, while bestowing the })iaMbhuta-gha{a, he made £>

gmrtt to Raiiganatha-Bhatta, in the kingdom (apparently Teraka^ambi) of Chikka-Raya-Vodeyivr, spn

of pepanna-Vodeyar, who is described as celebrated for aport with elephants and deer, and imperial

lord (chahrSsvara) of Penugonda. He was evidently one of the Ummattur chiefs. A list is given of

the numerous taxes which formed the revenue of the village granted.

Krisbaa-Raya-maharaya comes into view with Ng. 4, which records a grant for the god of the

immemoiial agrahara Vira-Ballala-chaturveda-Bhatta-ratuakara, which was Nagamangala. From

Gu. 3 we learn that he gave the Terakanam
bi^ country

to SaluYa^Goym^da^Raja as an estate ior his

office of Nayak. The Ummattur chiefs would therefore appear to have now lost it In Ng. 81 ihe

descent of the king is traced to Sangama, but all the intermediate steps are omitted, and what are

given are wrong : Krishna-Raya's father Nrisiniha is represented as the son of Sangam^, His wife.is

called Gauri, and Krishna is said to have been their first son.

A more accurate account of the origin of this second dynasty is contained in Gu- SQi which was

composed by Sabhapati. In the line of Turvasu, descended in the Lunar race, arose
Tir^ma-bhi^pati,

famed among tho> Tuluva kiugs ;
whosa wife was Devaki, His son was Isvara, who^e wife \va8

Bukkania. Tlieir son was Narasa, who is credited with various exploits. Da.mraing, up the Kaveii

while in flood, he crossed over, and capturing his enemy (not named) alive, seized his kingdom and

took possession of S'iirangapattana or Seringapatam. So far as I can tell, it seems to have belonged,

at this time to one of the chiefs of Nagamangala. The inscription goes on to say that Narasa con-

quered Chera, Chola and Pandya, the king of Madhura, the valiant Turusbka, with the Gajapati and

othcr kings, and imposed his commands on all kings from Gariga to Lanka and from the east to the

west. From Tippaji and Nagala-Devi, respectively, he had the sons Narasimha aud Krishna-Raja. The

'former made many gifts at the holy places named, extending from Gokarnaand S'risaila to Ramesvara.

He was succeeded by Krishna-Raya, who also made similar gifts, and was served by the kiugs of Anga,

Van^a Kalihga and other countries. He made a grant of a village in the Terakanambi kingdom.

Undi r him a number of grants were also made by Kathari-Sajuva Krishna-Raya-Nayaka (Hs. 48

Hfi. 78 ^^'-^ 40). In tbe first of these he is called the agent for the afifairs of Krishna-Raya-maha-

raya ;
in the second he is given supreme titles ;

and in the last is described as the right hand to

Krishna-Deva-maharaya. From Hg. 84 it seems that he had a son Mallarasa. Gu- 8 records

tho visit of Krishua-Raya's great minister, whose name is effac«d, to Terakanambi, on which occasion

he imposed a contribution of 2 hana for every village and hamlet to provide for the car-festival of the

god Alvar. We next come to a^eries of grants by t=aluva-G6vinda-Raja (Gu. 1, 35, Ch- 99, 111),

in the third nf which he is called tbe miiiister.

With Gu. 17 we pass to the reign of A,c.hjyta-Raya. Kp. 11, cont^ins the same genealogy as

Gu- 30 above, and adds that Achyuta was Krishna-Raya's younger brother (anujanmd). As we shall

see further on, he was the son of a different mother—Obambika. The kings of Anga, Kajinga, Vaiiga

and others continually wished him victory and long Hfe. He made a grant of a village to a Brahman,

along wilh the sapta-sdqara-ddna, whatever theee were. Ch- 196 gives us Kudagalur.as the old

pame of Tecaka^ambi. Yd- 48 and 47 describe Mirle as the aouthern Ayyavole. Thc original

place of that name, now called Aihole, is a great centre of trade in the Kaladgi distuict. ;,,' i,,,>;).
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Siiduiiva-Raya-s inscriptions begin with Gu- 54. In Ng. 58, wlich was composed by Sabhapati,

we are'giveii a clcar account of who he was, which has been involvcd in scine cbscuiity owing to the

various ways iti whicli he is referred to. We are here told that Narasa'8 (third) wife Obambika bore

him two soDS—Uaiiga-kshitindra aiid Achyuta-Deva-Ilaya, The latler we kiiow succeeded his half-

brolher Krishna-Raya on the throne. From the prcsent inscription we learn that after the death of

Achyuta, his son Vciikata-Deva-Raya next came to the throne, but owing to the misfortuue of the

people hc soon died. Then Sadasiva-maharaya, son of Timmamba and Ranga-kshitindra, was anointed

to thc throne by Ruma, ruler of the groat Karpata kingdom and husband of Sadasiva's sister, and by

the chief ministers. Sadasiva was thus the nephew of Acbyuta-Raya and brother-in-Iaw ol the great

niinistcr Raina-Haja. Of Sadasiva-Raya it is said that he suhdued all his enemies in Suragiri, and

brought the whole land Irom Setu to Himadri into subjection to his comniands, whilc the Kamboja,

Bhoja, Kalinga, Karahata aud other kings acted as scrvants for liis femr.le apartments. In Ng. 26
and Yl. 29 we havc a Jagad^kara^-Vodeyar montioned, who was a chief of Hadinad. The latter

records a grant to Chamarasa-Vodeyar, by the ? Divan-Vodeyar of the great [ ? Hadi]nad country, to

compensate him for his fa.her having been unjustly put to death by Sanjara-Khan. No more parti-

culars are given.

Yl- 16 is of the tirae of Tirumala-Raya-mahaiaya, and Gu. 21 and Yd. 59 brine us to the

reign of S'ri-Ranga-Rnya,
who was rulingin Penugcnda. The lattcris agrantby VenkatajjfiacNii^rjika,

called the lord of Maninag;ipura. This showshim to bc one of the chicfs of Balam or Manjarabad, but

I bave been unable to idcnt'fy Mnninagapura. It appcars to be a place in the Cential Provinces. The

list of exemptions made with this graut is instructive. Yl. 2, of about Ihe same time, is a curious

record of a dispute between barbers and washermen on the one hand and potters on the other, the

forniEr denying to the latter the right of paring Ihe toe-nails and wearing an uppcr cloth (in the case

of the bride and bridegroom at wcddiiigs must be understood). The potters gaincd the victory by

Submitting to thc ordcal of dipping their hands in boiling ghi bclore the gfd oi the Haiadanahalli

temple, and were consequently allowed the privilege.

V^enkaiapati-Rajas inscriptions begin with Ch. 30. I" Ch. 62 hc is described as the son

of Yeia-Timina-Hajayya. Ch. 82 is a giant to provide danciiig girls for the temple at Aiakothara.

In Hs- 36 some curious invocationsaie nuntioncd al the liinecf niaking ihe eii nt, which wasone by
Tirumala Rajaja, nodoubt the viccroy at Scringapalam. Ch- lS4iind Gu. 40 and 13 are granls
by the same.

Wilh Yd. 34 we have a grant of the time of Rama^J^a-mahaiaya. Kp. 79 and 80 are
Telu^j grants

and thc dales cannol be correct, as Rama-Deva-Raya is rcpKStiitcd to be the chief ruler

seated on the throne in Penugonda. The grants are by hnmadisABJUJSa-^Raya, £oii of
Aiikusa-Raya'

and grandson of RnnlPedda^ia-ajaeja-Jaya. The latter was fhc chief of ( hannaratna (Fangalore'

District), who for his gallant defence of PenugoTida agsinst the Mul r.mmadans in 1597 was rcwarded
by S'ii-Raiiga-Raya, his fathcr-in-Iaw, with Nagamarigala and other terrilorics in Mysore. The reign of
Venkatonati-Rava II is reprefentcd by Gu. lO and 49, where "Ihe grcat rulcr cf Maisiir" appears—
Narasa.Raja, commonly known as

Kant^hirava^arasa-RAja. In Yd- 5 we advance to llie reign of
SVl-Riniga-Raya H, to .whom Narafa-Raja of Mahisur is dcscribed as the right hand. Gu. 64
and 65 are of tl.c time of a still ktcr reign, that of Veiikatapnili-Rnya III, vhei. Deva-Raja-Wodeyar
was on thc throne of Maisiir. It is singular that airtlie" grants' refcircd to in Ihis paragraph
acknowledging the Vijayanagar supremacy, are subsequent, tlie latest hy not l-ss than 58 ycaro to the
dtae whcn Raja-Wod-^yar of Maisur had custcd the Viccroy and taken possession of Seringapatam
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Ummnttuf.

Various principalities oxisteJ in tlie south of Mysore during the time of the Vjjayanagar

«mpire, which were moie or less independent, Among these was one associatecl with Uinniattur in

the Chamarajnagar taluq. From the inscriptions in this and Iha formcr vohimo tha foUowing

genealogy may be made out :

Their famiiy god was Some^vara. on the island of S'ivanasamudram, at the Falls of the Kaveri.

Their titles (see Gu- 2, 9 and 11), which included some that are commonly adopted by tlio

goldsmiths, were—mah'i-mandalSs'vara, javddi-Mldhala (shouting for civet, or, exulting iu musk),

pSsdli-Hamma (Hanuman in
artifice), arasdhha-sunegdra (slaughterer iu war with kings), (jhSnanlca-

chakrcs'vara (emperor of the dagger), gaja-hSnteMra (hunter of elephants). Ch. 10* seenis to add

" lord of Saurashtra-pura," and Gu- 67 " chakresvara of Penugonda," no doubt a complimentary

title. They call theraselves masters of the Hoysaja-rajya, and evidently ruled for a time over the

former Terakanambi kingdom.' Grigg also says
— " These (Ummalliir) chiefs undoubtedly for a

long period exercised rule over the Nilagiris, and in their adversity found a refuge here, and for .

a time, perhaps, preserved their partial independence in the Malekota fort near Kalhatti . ..

Mr. .Vletz mentions that there are still living near Malekota, Redar (huutsmen) whose ancestois

were in the service of the Ummattur Raja as tax-gatherers, and hence are still cordially hated by

the Badagas."! There was a strong feeling of enmity between the Mysore Rajas and the Ummattur

Rajas. This was shared by the house of Kalale , which, as Wilks says, the Ummattur chief had on

one occasion nearly exterminated by a treacherous Tnassacre of ali its members, when one infant

escaped. The latter grew up to restore the fortunes of his line, and a common interest, no less thau

relationship, formed a bond of union by which the Kalale chiefs became the Dalavnyis of the Mysore

State. Tirumala^Raja, the decrepit viceroy at Seringapatam, had intended, it appears, to bequeath

his power to the Ummattur chief, who was related to him, but Raja-Wocleyar of Mysore was too

powerful to be set aside, and took possession in 1610. We are told in TN. 62 tliat Venkatapati-

Deva-maharaya actually granted Ummattur to him as an heroditary cstnte in 1C12, as well as

Seringapatam. Accordingly, in 1613 lie subdued Umroattur, and annexcd its pnssossions to Mysore

The placc itsolf is now one of the endowments of the Chamarajesvara temple at Chatrar*vinagar.

The Ummattur inscriptions in this volume are all grants for S'aiva, Kiathas or temple-<. One of *^ , ,^ ^(^U ^-

them, however, (Ch. 108), contains a statement which deserves notice. It records tho repair and

According to Yi- 1, JWandur^was founded for their capital, and an elaborato account is given

of ils origin and situation. No special titles are attached to them, but thcy are simply called the kings
of Padinad, or rulei s of the Ten Nads {Padhwlrlugahm). What is probably the first of their inscriptions

(Yl. 27) rek^tts how Raja-Nayaka had two breaclies in tlio Honnu-hole dani repaired by the cartmen

of thc Naudiyahi countrv. Bacharasayya (Ch. 74) le-established Ihe fair at Naguvalli, , and

(Ch- 38) perniittod substantial residents in neighbouring villages to cultivate ricc-lands in Hoiiganur,
on coudition of thcir obtaining iijhiffa from the mdsamJcdra, pdrajMtyagdra, gauda and smahova. Of

these officials, tho fiist appears to bo thc mouthly manager (soe above, p. 23), the second corjesponds

vrith tho amildar of the present day, thc third is tlie patel, aud the hist the shanbhog. Rama-Raja-

Nayaka and Tiiuinala-Raja-Nayaka, vvc learnedfrom Nj- 141, named tliemselves after the Vijaya-

nagar ministers.

Tlie fullest account of these Padinad kings is coutaiued in Yl- 1, which also dcscribes the

foundation of the Gaurisvara temple at Yejaiidar and the endowments granted to it by successive kings.

The name Hadinad nOw only survives in that of the village called Hadinaru, in _NaSjangud taluq, the

scene of the first step to power of the Mysore royal family, Yelandur was givcn as a jagir to the

Dewan Purnaiya iu 1807, in recognition of his eminent serviccs, and is now held by his descendants.

Mijsore,

The origia of the Mysore dynasty is relatod principally in Yd. 54, in Ch. 92, an inscriptioa

composed by Tirumalayaryya, the celebrated scholar, and minister to Chikka-Deva-Raja, and in

Yd. 17, 18 and 58. The first two are dated in 1666 and 1675, aud are thus earlier than either

of those from which the genealogy was deduced in the former volume. But the accouut is much the

same.

Aftcr describing, as usual, the descent of Yadu from Vishiia aad Brahma, through Cbandra, the

progenitor of the SSma-vamsa or Lunar race,
—the Yadavas, we are told, were permanently settled ia

Ch- 42 is a grant hy Kanthirava-Navasa-Raja for the periormance of various ceremonies

at Kasi, or Benares, and at Prayaga. as specificd, iucluding thc fecding of 100 Brahmans daily at

the formcrphicc. In Yd- 53 aud 54 we have i\ccounts of the estabHshment of an agrahara at

Blierya and its 12 liamlets. This is called in the first grant a Onc Thousaud place, which is explained

in the secoud by saying that it yielded 1000 nishlcas. Aquotalion I made irom au old Rcport in my
Gazelt:er of Mysore (I. 467) gives a similav exphinatiou of thesc nuiucrioal terms, whicli arc applied

to most ot the provinccs that made up tho present Mysore countiy, and others beyond.

He also made many gifts in the

hcly bathing phtces of Prayaga (AUahabad), Gaya, Ramasetu (Ramesvaram), the Gautami (Godavari),

in Venkatadri (Tirupati), and the city of Rangadhaman (Srirangam). Dividing his kingdom into four

parts, he gave the first to the Brahmans, the second to the gods, the third to charity, and reservedthe

fourth for his own use.

Ng- 43 gives us the name of oue of thc Jain gtuus o£S'ni:)':n.w-BLdspla, who claims to bu loid of

the throucs of Dilli (ndhi), Kdlapr.ra (in Ihe Sjuth Mahratta couiitry), Jina-KaOclii (a part of Coiijc-

verani). and Pcnugonda (;n Anantapur l'istrict^\ Hg- 24 lecords the lestoralion of a ruined tcmple,

but is spccially noticcable because the opcning verse is that oi Kalidasa's poem Iiaglwiams'a.

In Yd. 58 is first an acccunt of the Mysorc kings, alrcady uoticed above, and thcn of the kiugs

of Kalal--, which wiU bj made use of further on. Tho grant made was an agiahara called NaSja-

rajasanuulia, ;.t Kannamb ";di, containing 120 shares. With cach house, we aie told, were givcn a

mattress, a bolster and a cot, with blankets of various colours

In Ch. 56 Mangala is callcd a Six-thousand country. Nj. 267 and 268 are wha». are called

I)hd.-,hd-pafra. Thcy are agrecments entcred into ^vjthjlic Kalalc chicfs. and will bc more particularly

noticed undcr that hcad. Kp. 18 to 20 are of intcrest, as they record the grant of the village of

Chattainagerc to Haidar Ali for 219 pagodas, in order that he might present it to the tomb of Sular

Masiid Khadri at Tonniir, to provide for feeding the poor. Ch. 81 records a similar salc of villages

to Jayauti-Ramabhatti, a residcnt of Kasi, for some work of mcrit he wantcd to perform.

The account of tho Mysore kings given in Yd- l7 and 18 has becn already noliccd above. Of

Raja-iirpagrani, that is, Haja-Wocleyar. it is said that he speedily subdued Tirumala-Raja (the Vijaya-

nagar viceroy at Seringapatam) and of
I^apthii^va-Narasa-Ra^^ i"t is said that, being possessed of

wealth in gold, he coined it into the pa)ias called Kanthirava. The refcrcnce is to the coins called

Kantl.iraya liana (the Canjterojj^^jiigjns of the English treaties), which were first minted by him.

Ng- 7 and Yl. 63 are farther deeds of sale. In the former case 622 Kanthlraya varaha were paid
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for a vlllage, wliicli represente^l apparontly ten years gross revenue, according to the accounts of the

shanbhog of the Vicharada-chavadi. lu tho latter case rice-lands were sold for 4267 varaha 5 hana.

Yl. 4 is au agreement entered into by all the Brahmans, officials, reprcsentativesof the 18 castcs and

the 101 families, together with the mcrchants, to pay an addilion to tlio laiid tax and othcr \aX

payable by them, iu ordor to provide lor thc sorvice of the godBasavesvara, ihc cndowmcnts ibrmerly

made for that purpose having beeu appropriated to thc palace.

Sr. 159 is a Persiau inscriptiou by Tipu Sult an on tlic Elephant Gatc of the fort of Siringa-

patam. The date shows that it was put up on the new works erccted iu tlic period bctween the

retirement of Lord Cornwallis from before the fortress in 1791 and the surrcnder to him in 179'2.

It makes a great parade of astrological lore.

Ch- 146 and 150 are memorials of Bhattakalanka-Deva, who was the Jain guru at Maleyur,

and died at Kanaka-giri , the hill there. This title is said to have been hcreditaiy, and was that of

the great grammariau, the author iu 1604 of the Kanidtahi-S'uhddnusdsanu^, the standard work oa

the grammar of the lauguage, composed in Sanskrit sutnis on the model of Panini, witb cxhaustive

commentaries emulating the Mahdhhdshya of Pataiijali.

The two inscriptions Hg. 5 anJ 19 record grants to Venkata-Subbaiya, court professor of the

vine. They have a raelancholy interest, as this individual is supposed to have been a principal instru-

meut in leadiug the former Maharaja on the dowuward course which eventually resulted in the loss of

his power. Kp. 25 contains a curious naiative of 1818 . There was an epidemic of small-pox and

cholera, and the people were dying all around, when, in order to remove these dreadful calamities, the

goddesses Mahalakshmi of Kollapura and Mahakali of Ujani became incarnate in NaSjamma, a virgin ,/

01 Kannambadi, a Gauda girl of the fourth or Sudra caste. The names of her father and mother,

grandfather aud great-grandfather are all duly giveu. Through the miraculous powers of heahng

with which shti was endoweJ, these diseases and ollier troubles were at once cured wherever slie went
;

and with the thank-offerings made to her throughout the country, Naiijaiya, who must have been lier

mana^er or agent, had a new teniple crected at Kaiuiambadi to the goddesses above named. In

Kp. 24 we have a further notice of ihis girl 16 yearsluter, when, with Timma, perhaps a brothor or

husbmd, she had the rahga-raaiilapa rebuilt.

Cll. 86 is a record of the IbunJatiou of Chamarajanagar and the establishment of the Chamaraj-

esvara teinple iu 1828 by Krishna-Ra^a-Wodeyar,
iu niemory of his father Chama-Baja-Wodeyar

aud liis mothor Kempa-Naiijamamba. A tos/i/c or aanual allowance was grantcd for the temple of

4900 Kaiithtrd-ja v^iraha aud 4 /uw, to provido whicb 13 villages were assigned, any surplus de-

rived from the villages in cxcess of that amount to be cxpended iu jewels and vessels for the god

aud in repairs of tlie timiplo. Statuettes of the Raja aud of threo wives were at the same time sct up

in the templo. Ch. 87 to 90 are records of other shriucs there, dedicated by royal hidies in 1851

to 1853.

In "RfS. 51 is a story of how in 1829 a wild elephant c.uno so near into Mysore as the Dala-

vayi-kere and then escaped to tbe forost. Tha son of ihe Amildar of Hcggadadevankote, evidently a

Jain accordiug to ordor iiad it shot aiid brought to tlio pivsenco, nnd was rewarded witb a grant of

land.

Ch- 154 relUcs tbat Dijvachandra cnused the gontalo.^^y of the fathers to be written. It seems

not unlikely Ihat tb:s wns tho author of the Jidmalcallidvaldya and BdjavaMlcathe . Ng- 99 is an

inscription on a mstal cup, stating thit it w.is given to the liohL-r, who was tho son of a trader

and destitute, as autlioriiy to recaive contributions froni the traders of the 56 couutries.

Bcribed as being like the lips to Nanja-Raja and Deva-RAja. He establishcd thc agrahaia cf Nnujaiaja-

samudra at Katmamba(3i, which the king bestowcd wilh siich liberal gifts, as previously deFciibcd.

The younger NaSja-RSja, brother of Deva-Eaja, was Eurnamed Karachuri. In this volume we

have grants by him in Nj. 200 to 265 and Yd- 32. The formcr consists of 66 metal images for

processional purposes, presented by him to the Naiijangii(i temple, rcprcscnting as many S'aiva dcvotees

or saints, whose effigies in stonc, probably belonging to tlie Chola period, were already thcre. They are

imaces of tlie tini-tlondar ot S'aiva sair.ts celebrated in tlie Tamil rcriya- Fnrdi:am. This work, by

S'ekkilar or S'ekk;rar, was composed in the lljh nentury, in the reign of the Choja king Anapaya or

Kulottafiga Ch61a,i but of the persons dcscribed in it some liyed long bcfore. Thus, Siruttonda-

na^an^r and Tiruijanasambandar lived before the 7th century.^ The latter, as well as tho two other

authors of the DSvdram hymns, namely, Tirunavukkaraiyar or Appar, nnd Nambi-Aiuranar or Sundara-

m&rti, are included among the 63 saints. Also a Chola king namcd Kochchcngannan or S'cngaii3 (red

eyed), who belonged perhaps to tho 8th century.

A Kannacla work named S'arana-lMmrita issaid to contain an account of these devotees, and they
are also includcd in the

Ile had a bamboo pipe mnde according to the dircctions of the

Gandharva Veda, and would sing, to the accompaniment of the seven notes of tho gamut, the fivc sacred

lettrrs. One day in the rainy season as he was going along with his servants for this purpose, with

his stick in one hand and his bamboo pipe in the other, he came near a lonim tree, that bent

down with the weight of its bunches of flowers as long as a garland, and which seemed to him

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to resemble Siva with liis plaited locks of hair. Whcn he saw it he slood still
;

aiid with his

niind full of lovo began to play the Namasivayi^, according to the directions of the treatiscs on music:

Theso delightful sounds cntercd the ears of nien and animals, as sweet as celcstial honey nnxed with

ambrosia. The lierds of cows came near him and stood motionkss, forgettii.g to graze ;
and the

calves, when they hoi>rd the mnsic, forsot lo drink the millc of their dams. The buUocks, the deer

and other b-asts of tlie forest, came near, witli liair erect with joy. Thc pcacocks came and forgot

to strut and spread their tails ; so also many othcr kinds of birds, atlractul by the music, drew near

and stond entranced. All thc herasmcn stood motionlcss, listening to thc sweet me!ody, as if they

had forgotten their work. Celestial singers and choristers, dcmi-gods and gods, charmed with the

music, approach>.d tho placc in their self-nioving choriots. The animals which we;-e enemies to one

auother were s ) aTocted with the music, that scrpenls fell without fear on peacocks, hcns and

elephants came together, and deer stood by the side of tigers •,

even the branclies of trees were motion-

less. Thus both the animaland vegetable creations were dehghted with thc music of Anaya-Nnyanar.

Parama-Siva, who knows tlie ical piety of liis devotees, hearing tiic mnsic, made his appcarance on

his bull in tlie sky wilh his wife Parvali, and said, 'My beloved disciple, conie to me just as you are

from this place, that my attendants may hear your sweet music' So Anaya-Nayanar foHowed 8'iva

to Kailasam, pUiying his pipe by his side.

Other specimcns are quoted below from Mr. Taylor,- who says
"

I have loakcd over the whole,

but have found nothiug of more conseqiience, except the proceetlings of Sampantar in impaling the

Samanas, aud the bcatification of the wife of Kima faiulya for leaving tlic Jaina crcdcnce and build-

ing a S'aiva fauo at Madura.''

Meporul-Nayanar, a king or chief of Ihe Lada country, long wagcd war, unsucccssfully, with a

Bauddha-raja : at length lie took advice frora Saiva votaries ; and, at their suggestion, disguised

bimself as a S'aiva ascetic, and with a Tambiran, went to the palace of thc Bauddha king with a book

in his haud. The king came out to meet hira, and asked him what he wanted, to which the reply was

that he caine to teach him the contents of the hook, and that if allowed to enter inside the ^ialace,

ho would do so. Lcave was grantcd, and, putting the book into tlie iiaiids of the king, he told liim to

read ; whi!e tlie hittcr was doing so, tiie disguised chief took out a knife, and cut the king's tbroat.

An alarm arosi: in tiie palacc ;
and tbe Liida chief prevailcd on tiie wardcr of the palace to allow the

Tambiran tp cscaps out of tlio bounds of tlie country, before he should lose his own life. The god

is represenled as bsing pleased at this affair
; and, appearing on his bullock-veliiclo, gavo tokens

of favour, and beatitudc to the said Meporul-Nayanar.

Amarniti-Nayai i ar, a Viilsya (merchant) inliabitant of Parliiyarai, was accustomed to give presents

of sm.iU clotlis, a part of thc drcss of Tamlnrans, or ascetics. One day the god, to try hini, came

disguised as a Tanibiran, and asked for a clolh, which was given. The god put it down, asked tho

the mcrchaiit lo take care of it, and said he was going to perform pui:i, and would ri tnrn. On

coming bac.k, aiid asking for the cinth, it was not to be found
; wliereupon tlie ascetic showed niiother,

and asked for one Hke that, which was promised : but tliis cloth, on trial, proved so heavy, tliat all

the goods in the merchanfs shop conld not wcigh it down. At lcngtli, liimself, his wipj, nnd children,

all were put into the scalo
;
and then tlie god waspleased, and showcd him favour.

Ycnadi-Nayftnar of the Iilia tribe lived in Ycyiuiir, in tiio Chola country. Ho taught the art of

fencing to all who came to learn
;
and v^lieu iie saw any one vvcaring vibliiiti, or sacred aslies, he

always paid to him homnge. An opponcnt in the fencing art, in constqucnce of a dispute about their

skill, came daily, and contcsted witli Yenadi
;
Ijut was ah.vays woisted. ^t lenglh, liaving recourse

'Co*. Rai«. Or. 3/«., III. 457, 458. .
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to stratagem, he put vibMti ou his iorehcad. Yenadi, seeiiig this mark, determined tbat it would

be better to sacrifice his own lile, than to contend with such a oue
;
and when he saw his adversary'8

svvord ready to stnke, ha stretclicd out his neclc, aud received a deep wound, of which he died, The

god was pleased at ihis act, and gave toJiens of favour.

I^annappar, a vedaa (forester) of Udupur, was a devotee of S'iva. lu the inistaken exercise of his

devoteeism, he plucked flowers and leaves, and put them first ou his own htad, in order to carry

them for an offering ;
remains of savory flesh-meat of which he had partaken, he put into a plate, or

cup of leaves, and carried this in his hand
;
and when, in pcrforming the homage, he was removing

the flowers &c. of the former day, he pushed them aside with his ieet, which had shoes on tbem
;
and

for cleausing tho imagi->, made use, instead of water, of his own spittle. He afterwards offered the

flesh-meat, which the god ate up ;
and then, to try the zeal of the votary, appeared as if wounded

in one eye. Kaunappar, seeing this wound, plucked out one of his own cyes ;
and the god beiug satis- .

fied, returned him his eye, and gava him beatification.

The Bhdshd-palra and namUge-nirupa of Krishna-Raja-Wodeyar to the Kalale chiefs, represented

by Nimja-Rajaiya-mavaji, (Nj. 267 and 268) are of sorae intetest historically, and speak for

themselves, though I have liad to depend ou manscript versions and could not obtain access to the

origiuals. In the translation of tho first, iu place of "
firmly deciding that the maintenance of our

own opiuiou shoiild not be considered thc chief obiect
"
we may read "

firmly dcciding that the main-

tenanc^ of peace was the chiet object
"

: also, in enumerating the forces in the second, a mistake has

been made in tbe number of janjals and guns. It should be " 106 janjala, and 10 guus (pirangi),

with |)arangj.(Europeans), MpSr (kafirs), karegara and others."

Architectnre.

A few of the moreintcresting specimens of architecture in the tahiqs incliided in this volume

may heve be noticed.

Of the Clialukyau sty le, tbe Brahmesvara temple at Kikkeri in the Krishnarajpet taluq is a

specimen deserving of notice. It is of the early Hoysala period, and was erected (see Kp. 53) in

the reign cf Narnsimha I , in 1 171. It is in the usual ornate style of such temples, but has some dis-

tinctive features. At the entrance is an elegant open gallery on each side, with a porch supported on

fluted columns. The sides of the temple are convex viewed from the outside, and bulge out so as to

widen tbe iuterior dimensicns beyond the base. Another feature, and one which adds considerably to

the effect, is the deep indentation of the horizontal courses in the basement, and the knife cdge to

which the cornices have been brought.

The Panchalinge^vara temple at Govindanhalli . in the same taluq, must also have beeu a very fine

building. It consists of five large chapels in a row, forminj a building 96 feet by 42 feet outsida

measurement, with a grand nave clear from end to end. A fine inscription in Sanskrit (Kp. 63)
shows that it was established in 1237, in the reign of the Hoysala king Somesvara-Deva. The en-

trance is at the second and third temples, with a porch iu front, containing a Nandi.

At Agrahara-Bachahall i in the same tahiq is the Hunasesvara temple, to the south of which are

three tall pillars with flat capitals, each bearing tho figure of an elephant, about 3 feet long, with a

figure of Garuda asthe mahout, and threo or four people riding on each. These pillars are of the

lotbcentury, and evideqtly illustrate the curious inscriptions Kp. 9 and 10 which are engraved

at their bases.

The Lakshmi-Narayana temple at Hosa Holalu in the same talnq was o rgirally a very or^

nate Chalukyan building, but is greatly ruined, Somo repairs in modern style have been made

in front,

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Thc piimacle of a ruined teniple in the fort o f Belia.r. in Nagamangala taluq, shows exactly what

tho finial ornamcnt of this styla of teniple was, which Fergusson, from its appearance in photographs,

mistook for a lantern, and though unable to account for so incongruous a feature, introduced it into

hispicturo of the Halebid templc restored.i The crowning ornament is really a kalasa
,
or sacrificial

vase, such as is used at the final consecration ceremonies, round the rim of which is tied a cloth in

narrow folds and kuotted into a bunch at each of the four cardinal points. In later ornamcntation

thecloth was replaced by wreaths of leaves and flowcrs, with a cluster or bouquet at the four points ;

the sprays and flowera depending from which went down as far as the foot of the vase, and thus pro-

dttced the appearance which in the pictures suggested a lantern.

The principal buildings of the Dravidian slyle were erected in Teiakanambi, Gundlupet taluq,

and that neighbourhood, during tho time of the Vijayanagar kings. The ruins of an old EameSvara

temple at Narasimangalam in the Chamarajnagar taluq show that it was a very massive building of

black stone.
"

Tlie linga and pillars are of unusual diameter. There is a fine seated figure of Para§u-

Rama, larger than life, on oue side within, and a proportionate GaneSa on the opposite side. But

the whole place has been purposely destroyed, aud mulilated images are lying about all around. A
viraana S'3ems to have been put on to the temple in later times, on which were stucco figures, life-size, of

celcstial nymphs &c., iu various attitudcs, and it must have presented a ralher lively appearance.

The remains of the temples at Terakanambi show that they were of very large dimensions, but there

was much stucco ornamentation in the interior. Four sides of a stone pillar in the Hanumanta

raantapa have been selected for illustration. It was built in 1640 (see Gu. 10)
A

. At Hale Alur, Chamarajnagar taluq, is a deserted Arkesvara temple, the materiais of which have

V.Ubeeu put together in subsequent times from old ruins. Out of four pillars, three are elaborately

carved and one is plain. Probably there were four carved pillars originally. The illustrations will

show the charactar of tho sculpture, wBich produces a general rich effect.

Another illustration is that of a pillar from the Paravasa-Deva temple near Gundlupet, erccted

by Chikka-Deva-Raja of Mysore, in memory of his father, in the 1 7th century,

Hitt. o/ Ind. and K\ist. krch. p. 400.

To tlie south of Sumeru is the Karnata country, through which flows the Kaveri, clothed with

woods on both bauks. There is the cily of S'riraugesa, washed by its waves, aud the king there seated

on a secure throne was Deva-Raja-uripa. Inorder that his gifts might be perpetuated for a long time,

he resolved to have a copper Sasana prepared, signed by his own hand, and containing verses relating

to the history of his line.

the Cholas with all their forces sailed away to the islands

the Keralas,

losing their wits, toOk poison ;
the Haivas had all their efiforts defeated by the gods ;

the Konkanas

lost heart ;
the Hunas sought only to save thair lives

;
the Habbusikas were pierced all over, aud with

their (gaping) wounds looked like the butea fronchsa when in blossom. The Latas wcre i-educed to

wander in forests
;
the Gurjaras were paralyscd with the sound of drums

;
the ? Ranas obtained

;iirvana ;
the Kurus, Maravas, Mudgalas and Jangalas, the Aiigas, Vaiigas, Kalingas, the Magadha

king, with the kiug of Madlmra and othors threw themselves at his feet. These exclamations (here

foUow various Mahratti and Hindustani cxpressions) were heard on all sides irom those who fell in

his wars.

(After more praises) all the gifts described in the Hemadri and other works liad he made. In

every village hc establishcd cliatras for distribution of food, provided for daily festivals in the temples,

aiid bestowed numberlcss villages as donations. In the holy bathing places of Prayaga, Gaya, Rama-

setu, and the banks of the Gautami (or G6:lavari), in Venkatadri (Tirupati), aud the city of Ranga-

dhaman (S'rirangam), had he made many gifts. Dividing_hisJkingdomJnto four parts, he gave the

first to tho Brahmans, the second to tlie gods, the thirJ to
chajitj,

and reserved the fourth for his

own use.

(After the date, and praises of the Brahman douees, says) in ordcr to form an agrahara called

aft-r his own nam?, ho mada, as an offerlng to Krishna, a grant of the villagc of Bheriya, together
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with 12 hamlets (naracd) belonging to it, in the neighbourhood of Nrisimha-nagara (Hole-Narsipur),

in the Ho^^saJar-nad country, acquired by the force of his own arm. To this village of Bheriya, yielding

altogether 1,000 nishJcas, aud filled with tuuks and gardens, he gave the nanie of Devarajapura, and

divided it into 92 shares. .*

And for the residenca of the Brahiuans he granted a slte on the north bank of the Kaveri, at

Manikarnika, east from (the temple of) Nrisimha, south of tlie Lokapavani, aud west from Veiikat-

a-dri (Karighatta); and establishing tliis place in the name of S'iva or Yisvesa, he had 92 houses built

there, 50 feet wide and 100 fcet long, aud with the usual ceremonies gave, to each of the Brahmans

separately, one, fiUed with supplies foi- a year, together with jewels and cloths, and a cow in milk,

with its calf. And in order to inforin future kings of this grant he hai it engraved in a sasana accord-

iug to ths prescribed rules.
