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FOREWORD

This work on the “Kannada inscriptions of Andhra Pradesh” is the
third volume being brought out by the Department of Archaeology, Govern-
ment of Andhra Pradesh, the first two being “Piklihal Excavations” by
Dr. F.R. Allchin, and “Glimpses of Buddhism” by me.

The inscriptions referred to in this volume occur mainly in the Telen-
gana districts of Andhra Pradesh, though some of them are also found in
other districts that have, after the re-organisation of States, been transferred
to Karnataka. The work on these inscriptions was taken on hand by my
predecessor Dr. P. Sreenivasachar and they have been printed by him several
years ago in loose sheets. However, for various reasons, it has not been
possible for him to bring them out in a book form, and it was left to me, to
collect all of them and to present this volume to the public,

Since only the texts in Kannada had been prepared by my predeces-
sor, the book would obviously have been of no advantage to the general
public, and to many scholars, without some kind of English rendering of the
texts,

I requested Prof. P. B. Desai, M. A.. Reader in Ancient Indian culture,
Karnatak University, Dharwar to kindly undertake the work of writing the
English introduction bearing on the texts. The time that was given to him
was very short, and he was also not keeping good health, but his love of the
subject was so great, that he responded to my request with alacrity, and if
the book is being published, it is mainly because of his zeal and interest in
the matter. My heart felt thanks are due to him, not only on behalf of the
Department of Archaeology, but also on behalf of all the scholars and
students who will benefit by this volume.

Our thanks are also due to all the staff of the Sadhana Printers who
have printed all the Kannada portions several years ago and who have also
printed the English portion now in a very short time.

No. I.
Gb. I. Nagai.

This inscription is of the time of the Western Chzlukya king Vikramzdityaz
VI and is dated the Chglukya - Vikrama year 17, Angira, Vais'zkha parpima,
Sunday, lunar eclipse. This date corresponds to A. D. 1092, April 24, The
weekday, however, was Saturday.

" Tt registers a gift of income derived from cess on specified marketable
goods for the worship and offerings of the deity Lakshmagnes'vara by the local
residents and the itinerant traders in the presence of the four hundred Mahzjanas
and the merchant community of Nzgavgvi, with the approval of Dapdangyaka
Kzlimarasa holding the designations, Great Minister, Chief Secretary, Officer for
peace and war of the Kannada country and bearing the distinguished title,
Upholder of the Chzlukya Kingdom.

No. 2.
Gb. 2. Nagai.

This epigraph refers itself to the reign of the Western Chzlukya king
Semes'vara I, bearing the titles Trailgkyamalla and Ahavamalla, It is dated
S'aka 980, ViJambi, Pushya su. 4, Thureday, Uttarayana-samkramaypa. The
said Samkramapa occurred on A. D. 1058, December 24, when the tithi was
Pushya su. 7.

It registers a sumptuous endowment of land for the educational institution
called Ghatikasthzna, founded in the agrahara of Nagavavi by Madhuvaparasa
holding the designations, Officer in charge of Peace and War of Karnzsaka and
Mightily Formidable Commander of the Forces. The gift was made after
purchasing it from the king when he was camping at Ko/ur, the Chief town of
Kandzru Nzdu, and also from his feudatory Ayyarasa of Ahihaya family.

The object of the endowment was to provide food and clothing to two
hundred- students studying the Vedas, fifty students studying the S'astras, six
teachers teaching these subjects, three teachers expounding the philosophy of
Kumgrila Bhatta, grammar and Prabhgkara and six librarians; and also for the
worship, offerings, etc., of the deity Traipurusha. Further gifts of land were
made. severally to the teacher specialised in the subject of Bhatta philosophy and
others.

The inscription describes the rulers of the Chzlukya dynasty and the
ancestors of the donor Madhuszdana who had distinguished himself by his
manifold attainments and by playing a notable role in the affairs of the state.«

Nos. 3-5.
Gb. 3. Nagai.
I

The first part of this composite and imperfect record refers itself to the
reign of the Western Chglukya king Trailpkyamalla Somes'vara I. It is dated
S'aka 984, S'obhak rit, Pushya ba. 6, Tuesday, Uttaragyapa-sasnkranti. This date
regularly corresponds to A.D. 1062, December 24, The correct name of the cyclic
year should be S'ubhakrit.

It registers gifts of land and housesite for the benefit of the god
Madhuszdana whose shrine was erected in the heart of the town of Nagavavi by
the commander in chief Madhuvaparasa of the Vgpasa family, holding among
others the designation of Great Minister. The gift property was purchased witk
all its titles by the donor from Mahzmanda/es'vara Chau#tingyeha of the Ahihaya
family and his overlord the Chzlukya king.

The inscription describes the ancestry of the chief Chautfinzyeha and
states that Somas'vara I was in his military camp at Benne on the specified date.

I

This second part of the epigraph refers itself to the reign of the Western
Chglukya king Tribhuvanamalla Vikramzditya VI from Kalyzpapura, It is
dated the Chzlukya-Vikrama year 10, Krsdhana, Bhzdrapada parpimaz, Sunday,
lunar eclipse. This date corresponds to A.D. 1085, September 6, when there
occurred a lunar eclipse. The week-day, however, was Saturday.

It registers a gift in favour of the god Madhuszdana in the agrahara of
Nagavavi by the commander in chief Kazjiyarasa, son of the general Madhuva of

the Vzpasa family, holding the designation, the Great Lord of Peace and War of
the Kannada Country, among others.

This fragmentary record (pp. 9- -10) printed in continuation of the above
seems to have heen part of another epigraph whose text is not fully available.

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The inscription is of the time of the Western Chgzlukya king- Tribhuvana:
malla Vikramaditya VI (A. D. 1076-1126), ruling from Kalygpa. With the
approval of this king, his feudatory Mahgmanda/es'vara Lokarasa of the Ahihaya
family was governing the areas of A ralu-Three-Hundred and Mi riti-Three-
Hundred.

It registers a series of grants in land, house-site, etc., for various services
in the temples at Nggavavi and for the maintenance of the members of the
religious establishments, made by the above chief.«

Nos. 6-7.
Gb. 4. Nagai.

This damaged and partly worn-out inscription engraved on three faces of a
pilla,r,__ belongs to the reigns of two kings with different dates. Hence it would be
proper to treat it as two separate records and review its contents as follows :—

I

This record refers itself to the reign of the Western Chzlukya king
Tribhu_vana,r'nalla» Vikramzditya VI, who seems to have been camping nearabout
thé temiple of Harihara on the Tungabhadrz. It mentions the Chzlukya-Vikrama
year 18, Stimukha, Chaitra parpimz, Thursday, Vishu-Sankranti. This date may
be equated with A, D. 1093, March 15.--The Week-day, however, was Tuesday
and the said Sankrgnti occurred a few days later.

It registers a gift of land for the worship, offerings and other services of
the god Siddhes'vara of the agrahara of Nzagavavi by the king's feudatory
Mahzmandales vara Anemarasa of the Ahihaya family, his wife and subordinate
‘officers.. Anemarasa was holding the areas of A ralu-Three-Hundred and Mi rita-
Three-Hundred as his fief. '

The earlier portion of the epigraph describes the genealogy of the Chzlukysa
rulers. This is followed by the passages devoted to the praise of the commander
in chief Kzlidzsa and the officer Hergade Chzvundamayya.

Other gifts to the above deity made by the four hundred Mahzjanas of
Nazgavavi and the senior commander in chief Madhuvarasa are also recorded.

This record is of the time of the Western Chzlukya king Jagadekamalla
I and cites the date, his regnal year 11, Vibhava, Pushya su. 13, Friday,

Uttargyapa-sankramapa. This corresponds to A. D. 1148, December 25, the
week-day, however, being Saturday.

It registers a gift of income from tolls for some construction in the temple
of Siddhes'vara by the headman and all the Mahgjanas of the agrahgra of
Nagavavi.»

No. 8.
Gb. 5. Vankasamudram.

This damaged inscription refers itself to the reign of the Western
Chzlukya king Bhulokamalla Sgmes'vara III from Kalygpapura. It is dated the
king’s regnal year 11, Naja, Chaitra su. 1, Monday, Uttargyana-saskramaga.
The date is irregular. The said #ithi in the corresponding cyclic year occurred on

A, D. 1136, March 5, which was Thursday. The citation of Sapkramapa is
evidently an error.

It registers wholesale gift of the village Me/ikunde for the worship,
offerings, etc., of the god Kedarzs'vara of Vaskasamudra included in Ujiigavo/al,
the Chief town of Kallake/agu - Five - Hundred, by the maternal uncle
Mahzmapdales'vara Barmarasa at the instance of prince Vira Permzdi who is
qualified by a series of distinguished epithets.

No. 9.
Hd. 1. Patancheru.

This epigraph belongs to the reign of the Western Chgzlukya king
Bhzlokamalla Sgmes'vara III. Tt states that according to the oral instructions of
the king, his officer Paszyita (Master of Robes) Bammapayya granted the
privilege of collecting a measure of grain (Kolaga-daya) in the locality
Chintzmagpi-pura of Poytajagere to the astrologer Nanneya Bhatta. The grant
was made on Phzlgupa su. 7, Sunday, in the Chzlukya-Vikrama year 51,
Pargbhava, on the occasion of the king’s coronation; and this was in recognition
of the donee’s service, who had calculated the auspicious date for the king's
expedition on Karttika su, 9, Thursday, of the same year. '

o It is gathered from the foregoing details that Sgmes'vara III proceeded on
a military expedition on the latter date and that subsequently he was coronated on

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the former. The: first of the above dates in Karttika corresponds to A. D. 1126,
October 26, the week-day being Tuesday. The second date in Phulguna regularly

corresponds to A, D, 1127, February 20. On this date took place the coronation
of Somes'vara II1.

This record establishes the identity of modern Pafancheru with the early
Chglukya capital Potfalake re.

No. 10.
Kn. 5. Lemulavada.

This inscription is dated S'aka 1031 (current), Sarvadhari, Vais'gkha su.
14, Sunday. This date regularly corresponds to A. D, 1108, April 26. It registers
a gift of land for the offerings to the god Harikés'vara and for feeding the

asceties. The gift was entrusted into the hands of Brahmesvara Papdita of
Simha Parige.

The donor was Mahamagpdalesvara Jagaddevarasa, a prince of the
Paramara dynasty of Majava.»

No. II.
Kn. 6. Lemulavada.

This inseription refers itself to the reign of the Western Chzlukya king
Tribhuvanamalla Vikramaditya V1. It cites the date Chilukya-Vikrama Kgzla 29,
Vyaya Vaisgkha su. 5, Monday. This corresponds to A. D. 1106, April 10, the
week-day being Tuesday.

_ It registers a gift of flower-garden for offerings to the god Harikes'vara
by Prince Sgmes'vara with the approval of the king. Mention is made of the

agrahara Lembavadi situated in Vepisule Seventy, forming part of Sabbi-
Thousand.

No. 12.
Kn. 7. Lemulavada.

This inscription refers itself to the reign of the Western Chzlukya king
Tribbuvanamalla Vikramaditya VI. It is dated the Chglukya-Vikrama Kala

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(8], Rudhiradgzri, Uttarayana Sankranti, In the said cyclic year the Sankranti
occurred on A. D. 1083, December 25.

The epigraph introduces with a siring of titles and epithets the king’s feuda-
tory Mahzmandalesvara Rajaditya who was governing the areas of I‘{.osava}lay-
One and a quarl;e.r lakh and Chabbijoyi-Seventy-one Thousand from his capital
Lembu /avade. Among his exploits are mentioned his victories over the Chofas.

It registers a gift of land along with a village made by this chief in favour
of the shrine of the god Rjadityes' vara erected by him in his capital.

No. 3.

Kn. 8. Lemulavada.

The epigraph is of the time of the king Arikesarin IT of the Chalukya
family ruling in the Lemulavida region in the ninth century. It cites no specific
date.

It registers a gift of land at Lembu/avaaka for maintaining a fegdi_ng
house for the pilgrims visiting the temple of the Sun-god, made by Arikesarin a
the request of Peddana; son of the king’s officer.

The record recounts the genealogy of the donor from his early ancestor
Yuddhamalla Vinayzditya. This Arikesarin II was the patron of the great
Kannaga poet Pampa, author of Vikramarjunavijaya. s

No. 14.
Mn. 39. Alavanipalli.

This inscription refers itself to the reign of the Western Chzlukya king
Tribhuvanamalla Vikramzditya VI. Tt is dated the Chulukya-Vikrama Year: [33],
Vikriti, Karttika purpimg, Sunday, lunar eclipse. This date corresponds  to
A. D. 1110, October 29, the week-day being Saturday. .

The record introduces the king’s son, Mahamandales'vara Yuvargia
Tailapadeva, who was governing' Kandgr-Thousand. It describes certain
municipal regulations pertaining to the capital town of Ko/nr, formulated by this
prince with the consent of the principal residents of the place and others,

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No. 15.
Mn. 40, Avancha.

This inscription refers itself to the reign of the Western Chzlukya king
Tribhuvanamalla Vikramaditya VI from Jayantipura. It is dated the Chzlukya-
Vikrama Kgla 36, Vijaya, Sravapa su. 13, Sunday. This date corresponds to
A. D. 1113, July 28, the week-day being Monday.

It describes the exploits of the king’s son, Mahgmanda/es'vara Kumara
Tailapadeva and mentions certain regulations against social evils formulated by

him, pertaining to the capital town of Avanche at the request of the principal
residents of the place.

No. 16.
Mn 41. Bothapur.

This inscription refers itself to the reign of the Western Chzlukya king
Tribhuvanamalla Vikramgditya VI from Jayantipura, It is dated the Chglukya-
Vikrama year 46, Plava, Sravapa amagvasya, Sunday. This date regularly
corresponds to A. D. 1121, August 14..

It recounts the achievements of Mahamanda/es'vara Kumgra Tailapadeva,
the king’s son by Chandaladevs, and states that he was ruling the province from
Ko/zr in the company of his queen Lakshmadevi, sons Permadi and Bikkideva.

It registers gift of the village Badambzdu situated in Kandzr-Thousand
for the worship, offerings, etc. of the god Ramaés'vara of Nekkonde by the.prince.

No. 17.

Mn. 42. Gangapuram.

This inscription is of the time of the Western Chizlukya king Vikramaditya
VI and is dated the Chalukya-Vikrama year 28, Durmukhi, Pushya ba. 8,
Thursday, Uttaragyana-Saskramapa. Excepting the Sainkvamana which occurred
1’o.ur days earlier, the other details of the date correspond to A. D. 1116,
December, 28.

It registers gift of income derived from tolls for the worship, offerings, etc.
of the god Sales'vara by the Seftikaras and the community of traders.

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No. 18.

Mn. 43. Gangapuram.

This inscription belongs to the time of the Western Chalukya king
Jagadekamalla T and is dated his 4th regnal year, Durmati, Margas'ira ba.
amavasya, Sunday. This date regularly corresponds to A, D. 1141, November 30.

It registers various gifts to the gods, Sggaresvara and Kesava, by the
diseiples of Salladevasvami, the Sathanapati of the new settlement of Kaq’ur, and
other merchants whose names are specified.

No. 19.
Mn. 44. Gangapuram,

This damaged and fragmentary Inscription contains verses in praise of
Ganesa and other deities. It purports to describe a royal family, possibly
Chzlukya. The details are lost.

No. 20.
Mn. 45. Gangapuram.

This inscriptioﬁ refers itself to the reign of the Western Chzlukya king
Tribhuvanamalla Vikramaditya VI from Kalyapapura. It is dated the Chglukya
Vikrama year 16, Prajapati, Pushya s'u. [13], Thursday, Uttarazyana-sankranti.
This date corresponds to A. D. 1091, December 25. The tithi Wwas su, 12, .61.

It registers a -gift of land as Jyotirvritti (astrological endowment) to
Aditya Bhattopadhyazya and Viddaga Bhatfa, well-versed in astrology, by the
royal preceptor Sakalaprakzsa, Bhattaraka for the prosperity of the emperor.

No. 2I.

Mn. 46 Gangapuram.

This inscription refers itself to the reign of the Western Chzlukya king
'E‘ribhuvanamalla Vikramgditya VI, It is dated the Chzlukya-Vikrama year 22,
Is'vara, Jyeshtha su. 13, Sunday. This date corresponds to A. D. 1097, May 26,
the week-day being Tuesday. It metions another date, year 42, Hema Jambi,
Paushya su., 15, Monday, lunar eclipse, This date regularly correspdnds to
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A, D. 1117, December 10. The signiﬁcancé of two dates is not clear. Some
matter appears to have been lost after the first date.

It registers a gift of land and oilmill to the god Bhgmes'vara by
Mahzapradhana Mahes'vara Dandanzyaka.

No. 22.

Mn. 47. Gangapuram.

This inscription refers itself to the reign of the Western Chgzlukya king
Jagadekamalla II from Kalyzpapura. It is dated the sixth regnal year of the
king, Rudhiradgari, Stavana su. parpimia, Wednesday, lunar eclipse, Saikramaga.
This date regularly corresponds to A. D. 1143, July 28, the Sankramapa being
Karkataka.

‘ It registers gift of income derived from tolls to the god Pojjis'vara (® by
the five hundred representatives of the Nznadesi trading community. Ngagarasi
Papdita received the gift,

No. 23.

Mn. 48. Gangapuram.

This inscription is of the time of the Western Chzlukya king
Jagadekamalla II. It is dated the king’s regnal vear [117, Vibhava, Bhzdrapada ba.
13, Sunday. This date regularly corresponds to A. D, 1148, September 12.

It registers gift of one haga for the Pavitra ceremony of the god
Sagares'vara and another for the loin cloth of Rudrasakti Papdita by -Kesava
Segti with the approval of the mercantile community.

No. 24,
Mn. 49. Gangapuram.

This inscription refers itself to the reign of the Western Chalukya king
Bhylokamalla Sgmesvara III. It is dated the king’s regnal year 9, Ananda,
Jyeshtha s'u. 15, Friday. This date regularly corresponds to A. D. 1134, June 8.
The month was Nija Jyeshtha.
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It registers gift of a share of the income derived fromthe Vaddarevu/e.
and Hejjuska taxes for burning a perpetual lamp .and incense to the god:
Katteya Somangtha, in the presence of J aya“nanda Bhaita, ‘.the general of
Tai.l.apadéva, Bavvarasa, the toll officer of Kandzr Nadu, other officials :jnd the
members of the mercantile community. The gift was received by the teacher:
Kartavadi.

No. 25.
Mn. 50. Gangapuram.

This inscription appears to belong to the time of the Western Chalukya
king Trai/okyamalla Somes'vara I (A, D. 1042-68). Tt bears no date.

It speaks of the construction of a tank and the shrine of Bhimes'vara by
Chagvapayya, brother-in-law of Sahavasi Bhimagnayya holding the designations,
Great Minister, Officer in charge of Home Affairs and Commander of Forces.
Grants of land made to the deity are mentioned.

The latter part of the epigraph refers to the construction of a temple by
Mallahapni Dgvi, who was a devotee of the god Bhimeés'vara. This lady was
daughter of Vaskarasa Chg/amaharaja and Padamaladevs. Padmaladevi was born
of Mahzmanda/esvara Nilakapthadeva of the lineage of Ayyapa and his queen
Mahgdevs.

No 26.

Mn. 51. Gangapuram,

“This inscription is of ‘the time of the Western -Chalukya king Vikea:
maditya VI. It is dated the Chglukya-Vikrama year 3, Prajgpati, As'vija ba. 5,
Tuesday. This date is irregular. The cyclic year Prajupati coincided with the
Chzlukya-Vikrama year 16, and it was Sunday on the said tithi. The approxi-
mate equivalent of the date would bhe A. D. 1091, October 5.

It registers gift of income. derived from specified tolls to the Pura
(locality or temple) of god Kegava by Devarasa and others in the presence of the
offieer Rzjzdhyaksha Kavana Hergade and all the members

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No. 27.
Mn. 52. Gangapuram.

This inscription in verse praises the eminence of spiritual krowledge
attained through contemplation by the ascetic Chudamani presiding ever the
religious establishment of Mnzmbara,

No. 28.
Mn. 53. Kandur.

This damaged and Wworn-out inscription mentions Kandgmr and god
Rames'vara. The date of portion is not traceable.

No. 29.
Mn. 24. Kuruvagatta.

This inscription bears no date: It states that Gvindavallabha was son of
Kalivallabha of the Rashfrakyfa family. The former’s friend and an abode of
prowess was the son of Vinayﬁdityn of the Chgalukya family. This warrior is
sait. to-have distinguished himself hy adventurous exploits in numerous battles.

... Kalivallabha was a title of Dhruva (730-92) of the Malkhed family of the
Rdshérakutas, whose son was Govinda IIT (792-814).

No. 30.
Mn. 55. Minambaram.

This inseription refers to the reign of Kannara who might be Rashirakata
Krishna TIT (939-67). It mentions the ascetic Agastya Guravar of the
Kiz/amukha school, a rigorous observer of vows.

No. 3l
‘Mn. 56. Nasrullabad.

) Tﬁis’nﬁ.;iti]aized_'l'e001'd contains reference to a temple,
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No. 32.
Mn. 57. Nekhonda,

This inscription refers itself to the reign of the Western Chalukya king
Tribhuvanamalla Vikramaditya VI from Jayantipura. It is dated the Chgzlukya-
Vikrama year 46, Plava, Sruvapa amgvgsya, Sunday. This -date regularly:
corresponds to A. D, 1121, August 14.

In the course of the piasasti it recounts the achievements of
Mahgmandales'vara Kumara Tailevadeva, the king's son by Chandaladevi, and
states th;;.t:. he was ruling the territory from his capital Ko/#r in the company of
his queen Lakshmgdev: and sons Permzadideva and Bikkideva.

It registers gift of the village Brdupura situated ‘in Kandzr-Seventy,
included in the tract of Kandmur-Thousand for worship and offerings of the god
Rames'vara of Nekkoydi and for feeding the ascetics and servants of the religious
establishment, by the prince.

No. 33.
Mn. 58. Pudur.

This inscription refers itself to the reign of the Western Chzalukya king
Tribhuvanamalla Vikramaditya VI from Kalyapapura, Tt is dated the Chzlukya-
Vikrama year [11], Prabhava, Paushya amavasys, Sunday, Uttarayana-
Sankrznti. This date is irregular. In the said cyclic year thé. Sankxfziﬁti
occurred on Pausha ba. 13, Saturday, corresponding to A. D. 1087, December 25.

It introduces the king’s feudatory Mahamagdales'vara Hallavarasa of
Pupdnr, who was Jaina by persuation and assumed the characteristic titles,
Master of the throne of Ayadhyz and Lord of Kembukundzrpura, This chief made
gifts of land, gradens, house-sites, etc. to the Pallava Jinglaya of Dravila Sazgha
by laving the feet of his preceptor Kanakasena Bhattaraka.

No. 34,
Mn. 59. Tadikonda.

This inscription refers itself to the reign of the Western Chzlukya king
Bhzlokamalla Spmes'vara III. It ig dated the king's regnal year 3, Kilaka,
Karttika purpimg. This date corresponds to A. D, 1128, November 8, the
week-day being Thursday, not mentioned in the record.
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It registers a gift of land: by -Nzgeya Ngyaka for burning a lamp and
offerings to the god Kesava installed by Madhavadeva of Pallayz rike.

No. 35.
Mn. 60. Ujjili.

This inscription belongs to the reign of the Western Chzlukya king
Spmasvara IV. Itis dated Saka 1089, Pargbhava, Pushya su. 13, Thursday,
Uttargyapa-Saskranti. The said Saka year must be a mistake for 1108. In this
year corresponding to A. D. 1186, the Sankrgnti occurred on December 25,
Thursde_xy. The tithi su. 13, however, commencgd after 14 on that day.

It registers gift of the income derived from the tax Vaddaravula and a
tank with the adjoining land for the offerings and worship, etc. of the god in the
Jaina temple, called Baddi Jinglaya, situated in the fort of Ujjivolal, the capital
of Kallakelagu Nzdu. The gift was made after laving the feet of Indrasena
Papndita, the priest of the temple, by Bhagnudeva, the army officer of the same
Nadu with the concurrence of Saudhare Kes'avayya of the region.

No. 36.
Mn. 6l. Ujjili.

 This damaged inscription refers itself to the reign of a Western Chalukya
king ruling from the capital Kalygpapura. The king's name is lost. It is dated
Saka 888, Prabhava, Margasira su. 5, Thursday, Uttargyapa-sankranti. The
S'aka year, as it appears, must be an error. The other details of ‘the date also are
beyond verification. The epigraph may be ascribed roughly to the 11-12th
century.

A It registers gifts of land and flower-garden for worship and offerings in
the temple of the god Chenna Pars'va, called Baddi Jinzglaya, for its repairs and
for feeding the visiting ascetics, male and female. The temple which belonged
to Dravi/a Sangha, Sena gapa and Kaurzr gachchha, was situated in the fidht of
Uijjivolal, the capital of the region Kallake/agu-Five-hundred. The gift was
entrusted into the hands of the priest of the temple, Indrasena Pandita, disciple of
Vadirgja, in the lineage of the illustrious Vadirgzja. Other gifts by the local
mercantile community were also made to the deity.
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No 37.
Mn 62. Ujjili.
This mutilated inscription seems to belong to the reign of the Western

Chzlukya king Jagadekamalla II (A. D. 1138-50). It introduces a distinguished
feudatory chief. Other details are lost.

No. 38.
Mn. 63. Varadhmanpuram.

This inscription refers itself to the reign of the Kgkatiya king-Gapnapati
from the capital Orusizgallu. It is dated Saka 1150, Sarvadhari, Magha ba. 12,
Thursday. This date corresponds to'A. D. 1229, January 16, the week-day being
Tuesday.

It introduces the king's feudatory Gapapayya, son of Gonepusti Reddi,
who was governing Kandzr Nadu from the capital Vardhamgnapura.

The epigraph next speaks of Demiseffi and Vaidisefti -of the town
Kartingrgyapapura Tumbu/a, Who constructed the shrines of Sakalesvara and
other gods and made gift of a tank for their worship and offerings. Several gifts _
such as income derived from cess on saleable articles, tolls, etc. were also made
by the commurnity of merchants and others.

The supplement dated A. D. 1235 mentions a grant to the god
Gava res'vara for the merit of Gapapatideva Mahgrzja.

No. 39.
Md. 3. Alladurgam.

This inscription refers itself to the reign of the Western Chzlukya king
Tribhuvanamalla Vikramzditya VI. It is dated the Chzlukya-Vikrama year 9,

Raktzkshi, Asvayuja su. 9, Wednesday. This date regularly corresponds to
A. D. 1084, September 11.

It registers a gift of wet land for feeding the ascetics in the Kirtivijzsa

S'anti-jinzlaya by the king's subordinate, Mahzmandalesvara Ahavamalla
Permanadi. Kamaladeva Siddhznti received the gift.

No. 40.
Md. 4. Dakur.

This inscription is of the reign of the Woestern Cl‘.‘dlukya: king
Trai/okyamalla Taila III. It cites the date Saka 10 [78], the king's regnal
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year 2, Angira, Bhadrapada su. 3, Monday. The said Saka year is a mistake-
for 1074, The date may thus be equated to A. D. 1152, August 5, the week-day '
being Tuesday.

It registers a gift to the god Bijjes'vara of Dakzr by Mahzmandalesvara
Soma Permgzdi. Subsequently on the occasion of Uttargyapa-sankrgnti in
the same year (December 25) gifts of land, house-site, oil-mill, etc. were made to
the god Mayi/es'vara for worship, offerings, celebrating the Chaitra-Pavitra
festivals, and for repairs to the temple by the local officials.

No. 4l.
Md. 6. Korapolu.
This inscription is of the time of the Waestern Chglukya king

Trai/okyamalla who may be Taila III (A. D. 1151-63). It registers gifts of land
for the upkeep of tanks by Mahamapndales vara Pampa Perumgnadi.

No. 42.
Md. 5. Korapolu.

This inscription refers itself to the reign of the Western Chzlukya king
Ahavamalla Taila II. It is dated Saka 895, Stimukha, Vaisgkha su. 5,
Thursday. This date regularly corresponds to A. D. 973, April 10, This is an
early record of the king’s reign.

At this time the king’s feudatory Mahgmandales'vara Sema Permudi was,
in the accompaniment with his wife Lakshmibarasi, ruling the tract from the
capital Ko rapz /a, situated in Kgsavu/-Seventy. The charter records a series of
land-grants for the benefit of the temple of Bibbes vara, constructed by the chief’s
father Bibbarasa, on the occasion of the god's installation.

No. 43
Ng. 41. Burugugadda.
This damaged and fragmentary inscription refers itself to the reign of the

Western Chzlukya king Tribhuvanamalla Vikramaditya VI (A. D. 1076-1126).
The date portion is lost. )

It introduces the king's commander of the army, Dapdangyaka
Anantapz/ayya holding among others the designations, Great Minister and
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Officer in charge of Home Affairs, Whe was ruling the province of Vengi ‘Twelve:
Thousand and -another region whose name .is -lost. This is-followed: by 'théi:
description of the exploits of the general Govindarasa. The remaining pertion-of-
the epigraph gives an account of Ggvindarasa’s family, narrating the achieve-
ments of some of its members. h

No. 44
Ng. 42. Gudur.

This inscription refers itself to the reign of the Western Chzlukya king
Tribhuvanamalla Vikramzditya VI from Jayantipura. It is dated the Chglukya-
Vikrama year 49, Krpdhi, Pushya ba. 1,  Wednesday, Uttarzyana-sankraznti.
Excepting the tithi which was ba, 2, the other details of the date correspond to
A. D. 1124, December 24. '

It introduces with a prasasti the king's subordinate: Mahamandales'vara
Prince Sgmes'vara bearing the significant epithet Chzlukya Ganga-permadi. This
prince is described as having put to flight the Cho/a king and set fire to the three
cities of the three Kalingas. A subordinate officer of Prince Somesvara was
Dapndangyaka Savipayya holding charge of the region Ko//ipake-Two-Thousand.

The epigraph registers gift of the village Bammarige included in the
division of Velpugopde-Twenty—four to the god Mallesvara of Gumudzr by
Prince Semes'vara at the request of Sgvipayya.+

No. 45.
Ng. 43. Kolanupaka.

This is a unique record. It is engraved on the four faces of a pillar which
is described in one place as Mgnastambha (pillar of eminence) according to
Jaina terminology, Kirtistambha (pillar of fame) of the general Svgmideva in
another and Jayastambha (pillar of victory) of prince Somes'vara elsewhere. It is
likely that originally it was set up as a Jaina monument and subsequently,
though not much removed from point of time, it was utilised for commemorating
the outstanding achievements of the two renowned dignitaries. The entire
record appears to belong to the reign of the Western Chzlukya king Tribhuvana-
rhalla Vikramgditya VI.. It extols prince Somes'vara who shortly after became
the Chzlukya sovereign known as Bhzlokamalla Sgmesvara III. A mighty
g(_eneral of Somes'vara was Svgmideva or Sgyimayya Dapdanayaka.

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The inscription on the first face commences by stating that the pillar was
the pillar of fame of Svgmideva set up in the site called AmbaratiJaka. It is
dated the Chzlukya-Vikrama year 50, Vis'vavasu, Chaitra ba. 3, Monday,
Uttargyana-Sankrgnti. The Sankrgnti was Mesha and not Uttarayapa. Except
for the week-day which was Tuesday, the other details of the date correspond to
A, D. 1125, March 24.

It registers gift of the village Panupura to the goddess Ambikz of the
locality Ambarati/aka, situated in his capital Ko}Jipzke by Mahzmapndalesvara
Chzlukya Gasnga-permadi Kumgra Spmes'vara, at the request of Szyimayya,
army-commander of Ko//ipzke-Two-Thousand. The goddess Ambikz must be the
Sasanadevatz of the Jaina Tzrthankara Nemingtha.

The epigraph on the second face contains the eulogy of the general
Svamideva. In the concluding portion it states that the pillar of victory was
planted by the king’s son Sgmes'vara who by his prowess worsted the lord of
Trikaliszga on the battle-field, overran his territory and captured his fierce
elephants.

The inscription on the third face invokes the grace of the Yakshiznz, i.e.,
Ambikz, upon her devotees. This is followed by the mention of the reign of
Vikramgzditya VI. Next comes the praise of Prince Sgmes'vara and his general
Svamideva.

The inscription on the fourth face contains an account of the preceptors of
Kapur gaga. It states that the Mgnastambha was caused to be erected in the
shrine of the goddess Ambikz by Pergade Kesiraja, officer in charge of the
religious establishment, who was himself a devout Jaina.

This and other inscriptions from Kolanupgka establish the identity of the
place with Ko//ipzke, one of the early capitals of the Western Chzlukyas.«

No. 46.
Ng. 44. Kolanupaka.

This inscription refers itself to the reign of the Western Chzlukya king
Tribhuvanamalla Vikramzditya VI from Kalyapapura. Itis dated the Chzlukya-
Vikrama year 31, Sarvajit, Pushya su. 9, Wednesday, Uttargyana-sankrgnti.
This date regularly corresponds to A, D. 1107, December 25.

It registers gift of income derived from certain specified taxes to the god
Jagadeva Narayana of the capital Ko/liyapake by the king’s officer, the great

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commander of the army, Anantapzla Dapdanagyaka, holding the designations,
Lord of the Great Feudatories, Great Minister and others.«

No. 47.
Ng. 45. Kolanupaka.

This lengthy inscription in Sanskrit verse describes the Paramgzra rulers of
Mgzlava whose primeval ancestor was born in the sacrificial fire of the sage
Vasishtha near the Arbuda mountain. A later king of this family was Udayzditya
Wwhose son was Jagaddeva. This prince endeared himself to the great Chzlukya
emperor Tribhuvanamalla Vikramgditya VI who treated him as his own son.
While Jagaddeva was governing the province as Mahamandalesvara, the king’s
general Spmala Dandanzyaka holding the designations, Great Minister and High
Officer in charge of Peace and War, constructed the temple of Jagaddeva
Narayapa in his capital Kollipzka for the prosperity of the kingdom.

The epigraph is dated the Chgzlukya Vikrama year 209, Tarapa, Chaitra
parpima, Sunday, lunar eclipse. This date regularly corresponds to A, D, 1104,
March 13. On this day Jagaddeva granted with the king’s approval the village
Piriya Pemba riti for worship and offerings, etc. in the above temple. s«

No. 48.
Ng. 46. Kolanupaka.
This damaged inscription refers itself to the reign of the Western

Chglukya king Tribhuvanamalla Vikramzditya VI. The details of the date are
missing.

It introduces the king’s feudatory Mahgmapdales'vara Kondaya
Cha/adevamaharaja, of the solar race and Karikzla’s lineage, lord of the foremost
town of Ko/zr, who was ruling the province of the Ko/ lipake-Seven-Thousand.

The epigraph records a gift to the god Vishzu by this chief,

Tribhuvanamalla Vikramgditya VI. It is dated the Chzlukya-Vikrama year 13,
Vibhava, Uttarayana-sankramaga. The said Sankramaga of the specified year
occurred on A, D. 1088, December 24.

The epigraph introduces the king’s feudatory Mahamapndales'vara
Tondarasa Cha/z-mahzraja of Kandzr, of the solar race and Karikgla's lineage
lord of the foremost town of Kodzmr, who was ruling the province of Ko//ipgke-
Seven-Thousand.

It records a gift of land and other gifts to the god Uttares'vara by this
chief and other officials. The gift was received by Ramesvara Pagdita of the
Kazlamukha lineage.

No. 51.
Ng. 49. Kolanupaka.
This damaged inscription refers itself to the reign of the Western
Chzlukya king Jagadekamalla II (A. D. 1138-51). It vecords a gift by the

king’s subordinate Manevergade (officer in charge of home affairs), Nannapayya.
It mentions Kolipgke. The other details are lost.

No. 52.-
Ng. 50. Kolanupaka.
This inscription is of the time of the Western Chgzlukya king Jagadzka-
malla I, It cites the date S'aka 955, Angira, Paushya amavasya, Monday, solar

eclipse. The details of this date correspond to A, D. 1033, January 4, the week-
day being Thursday.

It records grant of the village Gadicherumula, situated in Ko//ipgke-
Seven-Thousand, to the deity Nanni Kgmiyavve.
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No. 53.
Ng. 51. Panugallu.

This damaged and fragmentary inscription refers itself to the reign of the
Western Chglukya king Tribhuvanamalla Vikramgzditya VI (A. D. 1076-1126)
from Kalyznapura. The date portion citing the details of the Chz/ukya-Vikrama
year is imperfectly preserved and not verifiable.

It describes a subordinate officer, a Mahamanda/es'vara (name lost), who is
said to have secured his office from the king's son prince Tailapadezva. Mention
is made of certain religious transactions and Gokarpa with Brahmapuri.

No. 54.
Mb. 2. Bodhan.

This inscription refers itself to the reign of the Western Chzlukya king
Trai/okyamalla Somes'vara I. It is dated S'aka 978, Durmukhi, Jyeshtha su. 13,
Thursday. This date corresponds to A. D. 1056, May 29, the week-day being
Wednesday,

It states that the king’s officer Pergade Jogapayya renovated the temple
of Indrangrzyapa which was originally constructed by the Razshsrakzfa king

Ipdravallabha, in the capital Bodana and which had gone to ruin in course of
time. This officer installed the image of Vishpu and set up a pillar of Garuda

therein. He also made several gifts, such as house-sites, oil mills and a flower
garden for various services in the temple.

The epigraph extols the distinguished services of the officer J ogaparya
who contributed to the splendour of Bsdana by his constructions.

The above reference to Bodana as capital does not necessarily mean that it
was for some time a capital of the Rashtrakzta empire. As seen from a number

of records in this collection, the expression rz jadhan; connotes chief town of the
region. *

Mrpla-sangha, Desiyrgana, Pustaka—gachcliha and Ingajes'vara-ba/i.

The epigraph which contains no date, may be assigned to the 12th
century.**

No. 66.
Rc. 12. Kukkanur.

This inscription refers itself to the reign of king Raya-Murari Sovideva,
son of Bijjaja of the Kalachwri dynasty, from his residence at Modenzr. It is
dated S'aka 1090, Vik riti, Karttika su. 12, Friday. Saka 1090 is a mistake for
1092. With this correction, the details of the date correspond to A. D. 1170,
October 23.

This epigraph gives a brief genealogical account of the Kalachuri dynasty
and introduces several local officials, foremost among whom was Tejirzja, the
commander of the army, governing the area of Belvala Nadu. This general
performed the great ceremonial worship of Svayambhu-Prasanna-Mallikarjuna of
Kukkanzr with the ablution of one thousand jars of milk to mark the completion
of the ritual of bathing the deity with oné hundred thousand jars of water. On
this occasion he made an endowment of the village Hadalage re to the god with
the king’s approval.

Vyatspata. This date may be equated to A. D, 1088, January 27. The tithi su. 3
in the said lunar month actually occurred on Sunday. The mention of Akshaya-
tritzyz appears to be a mistake; for this is usually specified on Vaisakha su. 3.
The expression Sankranti-Vyatipata seems to denote the sanctity of the occasion
in a general way having no particular significance.

The epigraph states that the Brghmagna Spihesvara of Kgmakagyana gotra
made an endowment of land owned by him as paternal estate to the god
Somes'vara whose temple was erected by him at Pulige or Vyaghra-grama. This
village had been previously received as a maintenance-gift from the Chglukya
emperor Trai/okyamalla Somes'vara I by the donor's father Aditya-bhatta, alias
Chauvedi-bhatta who had therein dug out an irrigation canal from the river

This inscription refers itself to the reign of the Western Cha/ukya king
Tribhuvanamalla Vikramzditya VI. Tt is dated the Chaukya-Vikrama year 42,
Hemalambi, Paushya ba. 15, Monday, Uttargyapa-sankranti, This date
corresponds to A. D. 1117, December 25, the week-day being Tuesday. On
Monday the tithi ba, 14 ended at .03, after which commenced amgvasy.

It introduces the king's fendatory Mah@magpda/esvara Prola, son of Beta,
lord of the foremost town of Anmakundz and ruler of Sabbi-Thousand, who
belonged to the Kzkati family. Melama, wife of Pergade Beta, a counsellor of
Prola, constructed a Jaina temple named Kadalalzya Basadi on the top of the

Anmakoyda hill and bestowed a gift of wet land for the conduct of Wworship and

This inscription refers itself to the reign of the Western Chglukya king
Tribhuvanamalla Vikramgditya VI. It is dated the Chz/ukya-Vikrama year, 29,
Tarapa, Uttargyana-sankrznti, This date corresponds to A.D. 1104, December 24,
when the said Sankrgnti occurred.

It introduces the king’s feudatory Mapndalika Duggarasa, lord of Natavati
region. The epigraph records gifts of wet land by this chief and his wife
Muppamgz to the temple of Muppes'vara constructed by her.

No. 71.
Wg. 18. Khajipet.

This damaged inscription refers to the rule of the Rashfrakzmfa king
Ampghavarsha. Excepting the cyclic year Nandana, the details of the date are not
precisely available. As this year may be equated to A, D. 932-33, the king
might be Amaghavarsha III.

Tt introduces the king’s feudatory Satyzsraya Bhimarasa, possibly of the
Chzlukya family, bearing the title Mahzsgmantzdhipati. The epigraph records
a series of awards in money to the local officials and also lays down certain fines
for specified offences.

This damaged inscription refers itself to the reign of the Western
Chzlukya king Tribhuvanamalla Vikramgditya. VI (A. D. 1076-1126). The
details of the date are not fully preserved.

It introduces the king’s feudatory Mahzmagndales'vara Betarasa, son of
Polarasa, of the Kgkatzya family. It states that the pillar bearing the epigraph
was set up on the occasion of the installation of the god Varupa. The charter
seems to lay down certain regulations for the collection of cess on guantities of
water supplied from the tank for irrigating the lands.

This inscription refers itself to the reign of the Western ChzJukya king
Tribhuvanamalla Vikramazditya VI. It is dated the Chgz/ukya-Vikrama year 7,
Dundubhi, Pushya su. 5, Sunday, Uttarzyana-sankrgnti. Except for the tithi
which was su. 3, the details of this date correspond to A. D. 1082, December 25.

The epigraph introduces the king’s son Yuvarzja Mallikgrjuna who was
governing the province of Alande-Thousand. His subordinate and Pergade of the
province was Dandangyaka Ngcharasa, son of the general Kzlidgsa.

It registers a gift of income derived from specified tolls and levies to the
god Svayasmbhu Spmesvara of Alandzpura, made by the king at the request of
his queen Chandaladevi. The gift was received by Sures'vara Papdita, the priest
of the temple.

Further gifts to the same deity made by Yuvargja Mallikgrjuna, Prince
Somesvara and others are also recorded,*

No. 74.
2. Harsur.

This damaged inscription is of the time of the Kalachuri ruler Rzya-
Murzri Spmes'vara (A. D. 1167-76), son of Bijjaja. It traces the genealogy of
the family from its early ancestor Uchita of the lunar lineage. King Spmes'vara's
general and counsellor was Mgdhava of Vasishtha gotra. He constructed a
beautiful temple dedicated to the god Vishpu, The rest of the inscription, possi-
bly containing the details of date and other information, is broken and lost.**

No. 75.
- 3. Sedam.

This inscription refers itself to the reign of the Western Chglukya king
Tribhuvanamalla Vikramzditya VI from Jayantspura. It is dated the Chzlukya-
Vikrama year 48, Sobhakrit, Mzgha su. 10, Monday. This date regularly
corresponds to A. D. 1124, January 28.

Further, it states that fthe eminent three hundred Mahgjanas of thg
agrahara Sedimba constructed a temple for Szntingtha Tirthankara which was
named Brahma-jinzglaya, and made gifts for the worship and other rituals of the
deity.*

4. Sedam.

This inscription refers itself to the reign of the Western Chrzlukya‘king".
Bhzlokamalla Sgmes'vara III. (A, D. 1126-38). It gives the genealogy of thg{
later Chzlukya family, but cites no date. Tt extols the Jaina t_ea,cher Prabhg-
chandra Traividya Bhatfgraka who was a distinguished scholar and successful
disputant and the chief Barmadeva who played a leading part in the foundation
of the temple of S'antinatha. Praise is also bestowed upon the strong citadel of
Sedimba and its three hundred heroic governors, the Mahzjanas. See No. 75
above,xs o

No. 77.
5. Daultabad.

This inscription is of the reign of Jagadgkamalla J ayasimha II, who
belonged to the later line of the Western Chzlukya family. It gives a genealogical
description of the dynasty in the usual fashion, commencing with Jayasimha, an
early ancestor of the line of kings who ruled at Bzdzmi. It is dated S'aka 938,
Pinga/a, Jyeshtha parpimz, Monday, lunar eclipse. The Saka year cited is a
mistake for 939. The other details of the date correspond to A, D, 1017,
May 13.

The epigraph registers the gift of the village Nakaregummaluy, situated in
the province of Savvi, to Purghita Dﬁs’é-dvedi-bhagga of Lohita gotra by the king
who exempted it from all taxes and levies, At this time the king was in his
military camp at Pulugubhuﬁzkeresagq,avida on the northern bank of the Bhzmara-
thg river, in the district of Arralzru-Three-Hundred. « 44

‘This inscription of the time of king Prataparudra II of the Kzkatzya
dynasty... It is dated Saka 1216, Jaya, Margasira su. 7, [Thursday,]. This
date corresponds to A. D. 1294, November 25.

; - A commander of the Kakatiya forces and the right hand of Pratzparudra
was -Gona-gannayaraddi who was governing the country from his capital
Vardhamgnapura. He was lord of the foremost town Kugdupulgripura and
belonged to Manuma-kula. In the course of his lengthy pras'asti comprising a
string of epithets are described a series of heroic exploits, such as his subjugation
of the Lata -and Cho/a princes, destruction of Maili of Kosagi, Uppula Soma,
Pandi Bhupzla, ‘Kacheya-ngyaka of Medipali and suppression of Beda
Cheluki-nzyaka.

Viihala;nzztha, guardian of the territory of the above ruler, occupied the
town of Rachgru after capturing the forts of Adavani, TumBu]a, Manuva
‘Manvi) and Hgluva, While this chief was governing the region from this town,
he constructed the fort of Raichzr with stone for the safety of the subjects.

No. 79.
7. Kalyani.

This inscription refers itself to the reign of Mahgrzjadhiraja Sultan
Muhammad Tughlug. 1t is dated Saka 1248, Kshaya, Karttika s'u. 15, Monday.
This date regularly corresponds to A. D. 1326, November 10.

At this time the Sultan’s governor Mahzpradhzna Mallika Kzmadina was
holding full authority over the province of Mahgarashira. This officer is identical
with Qivamuddin Qutlugh Khan.

The epigraph describes the reinstallation of the S'ivalinga called
Madhukes'vara and resumption of ceremonial worship in the temple through the
efforts of the Karpgfa residents of Kalyzma. The temple had been seriously
damaged during the disturbances following the rebellion of Bzhabadznu, i.e.
Bahauddin Gurshasp.

The record falling in the second year of Sultan Muhammad’s reign,
furnishes the earliest epigraphic evidence of his rule in this area,

It registers gift of income from Vaddargvu/a tax in the four regions to
the god Brahmes'vara of Ajampar, adorning the western entrance of Sriparvata,
by Dapdanayaka Narapamayya, officer in charge of Vaddaravul/a. The gift was
received by Mahgsthgnzdhipati (superintendent of the great religious establish-
ment) Brahmargsi Bhaffaraka.

9. Alampur.

This inscription is not dated. It registers a gift for burning a perpetual
lamp to the god Brahmes'vara of Alampzru by Dandaisgni, wife of Szmanta
Mayilayya.

No. 82.
10. Alampur,

This inseription bears no date. It registers a gift of land for the feeding
house of the Kz/amukha ascetics in the monastery of Siddha Somesvara of
Alampzr by the chief Irugaga Chola-mahzrzja.

No. 83,
11. Alampur.

This inscription commences with a description of the god Brahmes'vara,

the sole lord of the universe, renowned through his manifestation in the excellent
Hataspura.

Next it refers itself to the reign of the Western Chz/ukya king Trai/okya-
malla Sgmes'vara I, Tt is dated Saka 989, Plavanga, Uttarzyaga-sankranti. In
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the said year the Sankrazuti occurred on Pausha ba, 2, Tuesday, corresponding
to A. D, 1067, December 25.

It introduces the king's feudatory Mahzmapdalesvara Chiddaga Chola-
Mahgzraja who was governing the tract of Ayaje-Three-Hundred. The eplgraph
records a gift of gold income to the god Brahmes'vara of AJampar, adorning the
western entrance of Stiparvata, by Kosanaya, the Saudhore of the tract and other
officials. The gift was received by Mahgsthgnzdhipati Brahmargsi Bhagaraka of
the religious establishment.

No. 84.

The epigraph commences with an allusion to the. sway of Pancharasi
Bhataraka, Mahgsthgnzdhipati of the god Brahmesvara, the sole lord of the
universe, renowned through his manifestation in the excellent Hatazspura.

The inscription next mentions the reign of the Western Chz/ukya king
TraiJokyamalla Sgmesvara I. It cites the date Saka [973], Khara, Karttika
parpimz, Monday, which may be equated to A. D, 1051, October 22, the week-
day being Tuesday. It seems to register a gift by the attendants of Panchargsi,
The details are lost on account of the damaged condition of the record.

It introduces with a string ob epithets the king's feudatory, Mahgz-
mandalesvara Malla-mahgraja of the Vaidumba family, lord of the foremost
town of Kalukade who was administering the district of Ayaje-Three-Hundred,
The charter seems to register the gift of a village to Mahgsthgnzdhipati
Brahmargsi Bhatfaraka for the benefit of the god Brahmes'vara of AJampzr. The
epigraph being damaged, some defails are lost.

15. Alampur.

After the invocation to the god Brahmes'vara as usual, the inscription
refers itself to the reign of the Western Chgluka king Tribhuvanamalla
Vikramzditya VI from Jayantipura, It is dated the Chgzlukya-Vikrama year 32,
Sarvajit, Uttarzyapa-sankrgnti.

3, Monday,
Uttarzyana-sankrgnti., The said Sankvgnti in the specified year occurred on
A:D. 1078, December 25, one day later than the details cited.

The epigraph introduces the king’s feudatory Mahzmagdales vara Malia-
mahzrzja of the Vaidumba family, lord of the foremost town of Kalkade;, who
Was governing the tract of Ayaje-Three-Hundred. It registers an endowment to
Somes'vara-rgsi Bhaffaraka, Mahzsthanagdhipati of the religious foundation, for
the benefit of the god Brahmes'vara of AJampar.

No. 89.
7. -Atampur.

This inscription refers itself to the reign of the Vijayanagara king
Vira-Krishparaya and cites the date Saka 1443, Vrisha, Ashadha su. 12. This
carresponds - to A. D. 1521, January 16, the week-day being Sunday, not
mentioned in the record. '

The epigraph records the endowment of two villages, Chennunipzdi and
Velazizpadu, to the god Brahmesvara of Alasmpar by Gauradagayasmkara
Narapayya of Harita gotra for the religious merit of the king., The gift was
made at the instance of Gauradanayaskara Basavapayya who was invested with
the authority of Amaradapdanzyaka over A Jashpuru-sime by Vira Kyishpargya
after the latter’s subjugation of Rachmru as'a result of his successful military
campaign in the north.

The god Brahmes'vara, also called Bzla-Brahmes'vara, is described in this
record as having manifested himself in the excellent Ajampzr. This statement
establishes the identity of Hataszpura of other records with Ajampzr. This place
is mentioned as Dakshipa Varapzsi and Kgsi-kshetra on the bank of the
Tungabhadrz,

Allusion to the subjugation of Raichzr by Kyishpadevargya in this record
is interesting.

No. 90.
18. Alampur.

This damaged inscription refers itself to the reign of the Western
Chglukya king Tribhuvanamalla Vikramzditya VI. The worn-out date portion
mentions Chz/ukya-Vikrama year (lost), Dundubhi, As'vija and Monday. The
approximate equivalent of the date would be A, D. 1082, September-October. It
registers a gift probably to the god Brahmes'vara by Pergade Mallapayya.

Df .the sun-god .in -the temple of Uttaresvara for the prosperity of the king

Rﬂshtrakuta rulers of Ma/Jkbed, bearing the name Govinda.. This was probably
Govinda III (A.D. 792-814).

This inscription is damaged. It seems to register the gift of a.garden to
two deities in the temple of Brahmes'vara. It m‘entions: Rayidevarzju, son of
Mahgmanda/es vara Khanayadeva-mahargja. Other details are lost.

No. 98.
26. Alampur:

The inscription is dated Saka 976, Jaya, Phzlguna su. 5, Saturday. This
date regularly corresponds to A. D. 1055, February 4. It records a gift of land
made by Spmes varargsi Bhattaraka, Mahgsthanzdhipati of the god Brahmes'vara,
and attendants cf the establishment of Panchargsi to Kasigannz Boja.

27. Alampur.

This inscription cites first year in the reign of the king Dhzravarsha.
This might be the Rashfrakzta ruler Nirupama Dhruva (A. D, 780-92) of the
Majkhed branch. His first regnal year may be approximately equated to

The epigraph seems to describe the arrangements made by Balavarmarasa
for the conduct of religious functions at Alampzr. Mention is made of feeding
one thousand persons on the festival of Mahgnavami,

No. 100.
28. Alampur.

This inscription refers itself to the reign of the Western Chglukya king
Tribhuvanamalla. It is dated S'aka 1075, Prajapati, Ashagha su. 11, Monday,
Tke S'aka year cited must be a mistake for 1073. In the cyclic year Prajapati,
the said tithi occurred on A, D, 1151, June 26, the week-day being Tuesday.
Tribhuvanamalla was the familiar title of Vikramaditya VI; but he does not
seem fo have been meant here, Unless it is a clerical error, the other possibilities
would be to treat this title as referring to either Jagadekamalla IT (A. D. 1138-51)
or his son Taila IIT (A. D. 1151-62).

The epigraph registers a gift of land to the god Mgzdhava, made by
Chgkama, wife of Nagadevg-ngyaka holding the office of door-keeper of
Mahamaypdaes vara Hallavarasa.

This record seems to narrate some event relating to the miraculous power
of the god Brahmes'vara Bha#gra.

This damaged inscription is dated Saka 1277, Vijaya, Jyeshtha s'u. 5,
Wednesday. The cyclic year Vijaya coincided with S'aka 1275. The other
details of the date correspond to A.D. 1353, May 8. The record seems to speak
of some construction by a counsellor of a feudatory chief holding the titles,
Mahzgmapdales'vara and Mahzrgja. Other details are lost.

No. 104.
32. Alampur.

This inscription is of the time of the Kalachuri king Ahavamalla, son of
Bijjaja. It cites the date, his 4th regnal year, Mggha su. 5, Monday. This date
regularly corresponds to A. D. 1182, January 11.

It states that the representatives of the trading corporation of Ayyavale-
Five-Hundred, Ubhaya-Ngnzdesis, Mummuridandas of Thirty-six Bidus,
Kannada-Four-Thousand and the chief men of the business centres like Tumbula,
Gobbzr, Maddzr and AJampgr, assembled in a conference and made the gift of
income derived from folls on various transactions to the god Gavaresvara.
Kes'ava-rgsi, Sthgnapati of the temple received the gift.

No. 105.
33. Alampur.

This inscription refers itself to the reign of the Western Chzlukya king
Tribhuvanamalla Vikramzditya VI. It is dated the Chz]ukya-Vikrama year 10,
Kradhana, Adhika-Ashzdha shu. 5, Sunday. This date corresponds to A. D. 1085,
May 31, the week-day being Saturday.

It seems to record a gift of land in the presence of the merchant com-
munity of Brahmapuri and Pancharasi to Pergade Mallimayya in connection
with the death of a person who was killed in a scuffle. It mentions Chgturjagtaka
ascetics and Sevargsi Bhatfgraka, Mahgsthanzdhipati of the god Brahmes vara.
Some details are not clear,
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No. 106.
34. Alampur.

This inscription cites no specific date, save the cyclic year Pramgdi. It
states that Chzkama, daughter of Bammeya-ngyaka, the Ta/ari (watchman) of
the god Brahmes'vara bestowed fresh ornaments of gold, for replacing the old
worn-out ones, to the god Chenna-Mgdhava of Brahmapurigeri.

No. 107.
35. Alampur.

This damaged charter is of the time of king Vijayzditya who belonged to
the earlier branch of the Western Chglukya family. It is dated S'aka 626, the
king’s regnal year [18?], Vais'gkha su, 13. This may be approximately equated
to A, D. 704. The epigraph cites the familiar pras'asti of the Chzlukya rulers of
Badzmi and gives the genealogical succession of the family from Pulakes'in 1.

The inscription states that the enclosure in cuestion was set up at the

3, Tuesday, Uttarzyapa-
sankrgnti. This date corresponds to A, D, 1101, December 24. On this day the
said ithi commenced at '08.

It records an endowment, probably of land, to the god Brahmes'vara of
Hataspura, adorning the Western entrance of Stiparvata, by the senior queen
Abhinava-Pgrvat; Mannzdevi. The descriptive passage, connoting ‘one who
worshipped the feet of the illustrious Vamadevacharya' and ‘the overlord of the

The epigraph records the endowment of the village S'arangapura to the
head of the religious establishment of Saranges'vara-matha, viz. Peddakuppa-
sakanthadeva by Peda Kgchappodeya at the command of the king., The gift
estate was purchased earlier with the approval of Kadalz-Bhikshzv ritti-Ayyan-
garu, the pontiff of the Strzsaila throne, by crediting 500 varghas into the
treasury of the god Mallikzrjuna.

One is to the matha of the
god Nagaresvara, entrusted into the hands of the pontiff Kuppasakante
Slivalingadeva, disciple of Paffada Pramathes'vara, seated on the throne of
Basavappa’s house at Srigiri, in the assembly of the great Gagas, following the
supreme Virasaiva tenets. Another is for the benefit of their tutelary god by the
community of merchants belonging to the lineage of Kubera.

The charter commences Wwith an invocation to the god Mallikgrjuna of
Srigivi and avers that Papditaradhya is the Guru and Shagdakshari is the Mantra
(mystic incantation).
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No. 113.
41. Alampur.

The inscription is dated S'aka 976, Jaya, Phzlguna s'u: 5, Satur_day. This
date regularly corresponds to A. D. 1055, February 4. It registers a glft _of land
to Kasi[gannz?] Bhoja by Somes'vara-rasi Bhatfaraka, Ma.hﬁsthﬁnddl'ilp'atl of the
god Brahmes'vara and the attendants of the establishment of Panchargsi.*

No. 114,
42. Alampur.

This inscription refers itself to the reign of the Western Chﬁlukya king
Trai/okyamalla Sgmes'vara I from Kalyapa. It is dated Saka 98[2], Sarvari,
z_lsh'adha su. 1, Thursday. This date corresponds to A.D. 1060, June 2, the
week-day being Friday.

It registers endowments of land to Tribhuvanasakti Papdita of
Papavingsa for the education of ascetics, made by Pergade Davapayya on the
occasion of the Pavitrgrghaza ceremony.

No. II5.
43. Amidelpadu.

This inscription belongs to the reign of Vikramgzditya I of the Western
Chgzlukya family of Bzdami. Commencing with the usual Chzlukya prasasti, it
describes the achievements of the king who restored the Chzlukya sovereignty
eclipsed by the enemies. It is dated his fifth regnal year, Vaisgkha purpima,

when the king was camping at Ma r rava. This date may be equated to A.D. 660,
April 30.

The epigraph records the endowment of the village Ipa rusikal situated in
the tract of Vasmguravadi, as gurudakshina to the teacher Sudgrs'anzcharya by
the king for his initiation into Sivamapdala. The donee in turn bestowed the
gift upon several Brghmaynas whose names are specified.x

No. ll6. :
44. Pallepadu.

This inscription describing as usual the genealogy of the Chzlukya family
of Bzdzmi, belongs to the reign of Vinayzditya. It is dated S'aka 604, the king’s
second regnal year, Vaiggkha parpimz, when the king was in his military camp
at Bznuzigal. This date may be approximately equated to A. D. 682.

It records endowment of the village Pageya/ on the southern bank of the
river Kpishpabeppaz to Mazdhava Svami of Bharadvzja gotra, who was well

versed in the study of the Vedas. The gift was made at the request of Svami
Sivargja.

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No. 53.
Ng. 51. Panugallu.

This damaged and fragmentary inscription refers itself to the reign of the
Western Chzlukya king Tribhuvanamalla Vikramzditya VI (A. D. 1076-1126)
from Kalyzpapura. The date portion citing the details of the Cha Jukya-Vikrama
year is imperfectly preserved and not verifiable.

Tt describes a subordinate officer, a Mahzmandales'vara (name lost), who is
said to have secured his office from the king’s son prince Tailapadeva. Mention
is made of certain religious transactions and Gokarga with Brahmapuri.

No. 54.
Nb. 2. Bodhan.

This inscription refers itself to the reign of the Western Chzlukya king
TraiJokyamalla Spmes'vara I. Tt is dated S'aka 978, Durmukhi, Jyeshtha s'u. 13,
Thursday. This date corresponds to A. D. 1056, May 29, the week-day being
Wednesday,

Tt states that the king’s officer Pergade Jogapayya renovated the temple
of Indrangrgyapa which was originally constructed by the Rashirakzfa king

Indravallabha in the capital Badana and which had gone to ruin in course of
time. This officer installed the image of Vishyu and set up a pillar of Garuda

therein. He also made several gifts, such as house-sites, oil mills and a flower
garden for various services in the temple.

The epigraph extols the distinguished services of the officer Jogaparya
who contributed to the splendour of Badana by his constructions.

The above reference to Bodana as capital does not necessarily mean that it
was for some time a capital of the Rgshtrakzza empire. As seen from a number
of records in this collection, the expression rzjadhani connotes chief town of the
region.*

Re. I. Halageri.
This fragmentary inscription refers itself to the reign of the Western

Chglukya king Vijayaditya Satyzsraya (A. D. 696-733). The date is missing.
It mentions certain officers of Kopana and Gutti,**
