Data on land utilisation, sourczs of irrigation, crops sowa anl irrigatzd as ressived from thz respective D.R.O.s
are covapiled district-wise for the State and presented in Table If to IV  Crop Estimation Sarveys ” conducted by
this Departmeat, utilising the sarvices of the fizld stal? of tha Dzpartmzat of Axciculture, Oilszzds and  Horticulture
provide the yield rates for estimating the produstion of certain principal foad and non-food Crops.

Particulars relating to agricultural wages, wholesale and retai prices of certain commodities collected by the field
staff, of this department, are used for construction of * Consumer Price Index’ and other indices incoroprated in
this Report.

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SEASON AND CROP REPORT OF TAMIL NADU FOR THE AGRICULTURAL
YEAR 1988-89.

1. Raiofall.
1.1. South West Monsoon—(Period—Junc 1988 to September 1988).
During the period under review, the rainfall was excess in wost of the districts, ~South Arcot, ' Thanjavur,

Pudukkoitai, . Madurai Tirunclveli Kattabomman and Kanyakumari districts had only normal rainfall. However,
the Nilgiris district bad deficient rainfall of (—) 23.8 per cent.

The ovesall rainfall in Tamil Nadu State during South-West Monsoon was excess by (+) 22.0 per cent.
1.2, Nowth Easi Monsoon.—(Beriod—October 1988 to December 1988),

The districi-wise analysis reveals that the rainfull during North-East Monsoon period was deficient in Chengai-

i Anna, South Arcot. North Arcot, Thanjavur, Ramanathapuram, —Kamarajar, Pasumpon Muthuramalinga Thevar,

" Tirunelveli Kattabommen, Chidamburanar and Kanyakumari districts and that it was scanty in rest of the districts
except Madras which had « normal rainfall. .

The State reccived deficient rainfall of (—) 51.3 per cent during this period.
1.3, IFinter—(Period Jaauary 1989 and February 1989).

The rainfall during the winter season was scunty in all the districts. Aa a result, the State as a whole had only
a scanty rzinfall of (—) 96.0 per cent.

1.4. Hoi Weather—(Period March 1989 to May 1989).

The district-wise analysis shows that the rainfall was normal in the hot weather season in Salem. Coimbatore.
Periyar. Madurai, Dindigul ‘Anna, Ramanathapuram, Kamarajar, Tirunelveli  Kattab an Chidamt ¢
districts and deficient in the remaining districts except Madras, Chengalpattu-M.G.R. and Thanjavur which received
(m]yf scaniy rainfall. However, Pasumpon Muthuramalinga Thevar was the only district which experienced excess
rainfall. :

. The table reveals that the percentuge of the net arca sown 1o the total geographical arca was the highest in Than-
javur (64.0%;) followed by Chidambaranar with 57.59,. In respect of other districts the percentage ranged  from

25.7% in the Pasumpon Muthuramalinga Thevar to 49.9 percent in South Arcot and Salem districts except in the
case of Tirunelveli-Kattabomman where it was only 21.0 percent.

Forests

A perusal of the table shows that the percentage of arca under forests in the Nilgiris district was 56.4 per cent  which
was the highest in the State followed by Dharmapuri and Kanniyakumari with 38.3 per cent and 32.4 per cent respactively.
The lowest coverage was noticed in Ramanathapuram district with 1.1 per cent.

Culinrable waste :

The percentage of area under cuiturable waste was higher in the district of Tirunelveli-Kattabomman with 5.8 per-

cent, followed by Pasumpon Muthuramalinga Thevar with 4.5 per cent and Chidambaranar 4.4 per cent as against the
State average of 2.2 percent.

Currcnt fallows :

The area under current fallows has increased from 10.5 per cent to 11.9 per cent during the year under review.

The area under this category was large in the districts of Ramanathapuram with 22.0 per cent and Tiruchirappalli with
20.6 per cent.

Other fallows :
The area under this category has also increased from 6.5 per cent to 6.9 per cent during the current year.
2.2 Areairrigated .

Out of 55,46,644 hectares of net area sown, only an extent of 23,74,722 hectares representing 42.8 percent, was irri-

gated.  The gross area irtigated was of the order ot 28,73,178 hectares which accounted for 44.5 per cent of the gross
area $Owi.

Net area irvigated :

The percentage of net ares irrigated to the net area sown was highest in Thanjavur district with 85.4 per cent
followed by Chengalpattu-M.G.R. district with 75.6 per cent. The percentage coverage stood at 64.5 per cent and 56,0
per cent in Tirunclveli-Kattabomman and Pasumpon Muthuramalinga Thevar districts respectively.

Gross area irrigated :

The percentage of gross area irrigated to the gross area sown was highest in Chengalpattu-M.G.R. district with 76.1
perc ent foltowed by Tirunclvali-Kattabomman with 68.1 per cent.  The percentage coverage in - Thanjavur and Psump(;n
Mutbyramalinga Thevar district  arked out to 66.9 per cent and 56.0 per cent respeetively.

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Government Canals and tanks:

overament canals were the principal source of irrigation in the districts of Thanjavar (95.2 per cent) and Periyar
(53.9 per cent).

The districts in which tank irrication serves as the major  source were Ramanathapuram (90.5 per cent) and
Pasumpon Muthuramalinga Thevar (79.3 per cend).

Wells and other sources :

Wells including tube-wells were the predominant source of irrigation in the districts of North Arcot and  Salem
covering about 8$5.8 per cent of the total irrigated area.

Other sources of irrigation such as spring channles, ete., were of much importance in the Nilgiris distric.t accounting
nearly 50.9 per cent of its area irrigated.

2.3. Crops Irrigated ©

The net area sown in the reference year was 35,46,644 heotares, and an extent of 9,04,315 hectares ol area was sown
more than ones. Thus, the gross cropped area worked out to 64,50,959 hectares during the year. The gross arca of crops
irrigated in the State was 28,73,178 hectares indicating a decrease of 71,897 hectares when compared to that of the previous
year.

_Of L total area of crops irrigated, 65.0 per cent accounted for cereals 13.0 per cent for oilsceds (comprising groundnut,
gingelly, castor, etc.) 7.5 per cent {or sugarcane, 3.8 per cent for cotton. 1.0 per cent for pulses and the remaining 9.7 per
cent for other crops.
