But, the larger ones, though few
in number, furnish very notable information on many aspects of history of the region.

This volume contains 232 Kannada inscriptions that were copied during the years 1950-51, 1951-
52 and 1952-53 by the FEpigraphy Branch of the Archaeological Survey of India and noticed in its
respective Annual Reports. These inscriptions are useful for studying the Political, Cultural, Religious
and Socio-cconomic history of Karnataka. They were copied from the districts of Belgaum, Bellary,
Bijapur, Dharwar, Kanara-Nortﬁ, Kanara-South of Karnataka; Anantapur, Hyderabad and Kurnool districts
of Andhra Pradesh; and Bombay district of Maharashtra and Madurai and Tiruchinapalli districts of
Tamilnadu

The dynastics represented in this volume arc that of the Banas, Rashtrakiitas, Chalukyas of
Kalyana, Kalachiris, Yadavas, Hoysalas, Vijayanagara Rulers. There are some inscriptions belonging
to feudatory familics of Rattas, Kadarhbas of Hangal, Sdluvas of Sangitapura and Muslim rulers.
Some inscriptions arc very interesting for they throw light in elucidating somc unknown aspects of
details embeded in . other records. A sizeable number cf miscellancous inscriptions are also uscful in
understanding the regional history.

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INTRODUCTION

The inscriptions included in this volume represent all the important ruling dynastics of
Karnataka and bring to light quite a few facts not known to the students of history and epigraphy
so far. An attempt is made here to present some of the facts culled out by the study of these
cpigraphs.

While most of the inscriptions included in this volume are written in the Kannada script
and language, a few of them arc cither in the Kannada script and Sanskrit language or in the
Nagari script and Sanskrit or Kannada language.

Banas

An undated Kannada record in characters of the 9% century AD, from Senagalagudiiru in
Tadpatri taluk (No. 1) mentions Chandiyanna, a chicf who bears the characteristic cpithets of the
Bana rulers such as Mahabalikilodbhava, Krishnadhvaja-virajita, Vrshabhalarichhana etc. This name
was not known so far among the members of the Bana family. He is said to have cxcempted the
tax on gold (ponna-tere) on the occasion of a solar eclipse.

Raishtrakitas

No. 3 from Nayakallu (Kurnool District), bearing the date Saka 889, Prabhava, solar eclipse
(967 AD, July 10), rcfers to the reign of Akalavarsha-Prithvivallabha who may be identical with
Rashtrakuta Krishna I of the Malkhed branch. If the recording of the date and identification of
the king arc correct, this cpigraph cxtends the known reign-period of the king by a few months. It
has, however, to be noted that this date conflicts with the details given in a stonc inscription from
Kolagallu (Bellary District), which states that by the time of the record, viz. Saka 889 (current),
Kshaya, Phalguna, $u. 6, Sunday (967 AD, February 17), Krishna Il was no more and his successor
Khottiga was ruling (Ep. Ind, Vol XXVI, p. 165). The Nayakallu record introduces the chief
Mahasamania Nanni-Salukki Rachamalla, evidently of the Chalukya family, as a subordinate of the
king in the area in question.

Chalukyas of Kalyina

Five inscriptions in this volume Nos. 6, 7, 8 9, 10 and 1l belonging to the rcign of
Tailapa I of the Kalyana Chalukya family have dates respectively 980, 981, 981, 981, 984 and 985
AD.

No. 11, a hero-stone record from Baichavalli, Hangal Taluk, Dharwar District belongs to the
reign of the king TailapadGva (Taila I). It records the death, of Bidi Chattayya, son of Sivayya
in a cattle-raid, who was the disciple of Ariya Bhatara, when Sobhanarasa was the governor. Fur-
ther, it records that Ercgari was holding the office of Nal-gamundu of the Five-hundred villages,
Somcsvaradasi Aniyamma was administering anuga-rdjya and Baradara Ereyamma and Kadugayya

were in charge of Ur-gamundu. It mention that the memorial stone was sct up by sthanapati

Sivarasi-bhatara, and Chamundayya was the composer of the record.

No. 13, of Trailokyamalladeva (Somes$vara I) is dated in 1047 AD. Records that the bund
of a tank at Baisavalli which had given way was repaired and an endowment of wet land was
made for its upkeep. At that time Mahamandalesvara Chavundaraya was governing Banavasi-12000.
Mahamandalesvara Mayiiravarman of the Kadamba family was holding the fief (manneya samya)
of Panumgal-500 included in the arca and Eragari held the office of Ur-gavundu of Baisavalli.
Chavundaraya’s younger brother Barmmadéva also made a gift of siddhaya for the same purposc.
Senabova Dasimayya of Nittasimgi wrote the record and Barmoja cngraved it.

No. 15, also of ‘Trailokyamalla (Somé§vara I) is dated A.D. 1054. States that the
mahagrahara Ittage included in the Kisukadu-nadu was the native place of the king’s subordinate
Sripatichamiipa. Describes the Maha janas of the village and the teacher Bontcyadéva who
belonged to this placc and resided at Kanakapura (ie. Hombal). Registers a gift of land to the
teacher Mallikarjuna, disciple of Bonteyadéva, for the god Svayarmbhu by the Mahajanas of the
place headed by the Urodeya. Also registers gifts to the samec god made by Urodeya Vikkarasa
of Kisukadu-nadu, the residents of Honneganiir and others.

The record from Hirekerur (No. 16) registers a gift of 3 mattal (ie. mattar) and 13 kammas
of guniga wet land in the open area of Hosagere and another gift of 400 gadyanas for feeding
of the visitors to the village by Sridharakravinta of Chakradhara Bisavayya of ViSvamitragotra,
Kvarayya of Padmanabha-shalangi and Narana-ghaisasa, I$vara-kravinta of Surapati Naranakravinta
and VasudCvayya of Kariya (black) Sovanna-kravinta collectively. These donors who were the
sons-in-law (?) of Musukitta(nna)mayya, son Devimayya of Ahgirasagétra made the above gift that
meril might accrue to their father-indaw. It appears that the land given as gift was purchased
from the Thousand (Mahajanas) of the Mahagrama (village) Piriyakereyiir. These Thousand were
conversant with yama, niyama, svadhyaya, dhyana etc, which were usual to them.

No. 17, from Bilambid, Hirekerur Taluk, Haveri District, belongs to the reign of the
king Ahavamalladéva (Somesvara 1) and is dated Saka 979 (in words), Vilambi, Vaisakha su.
3, Sunday (1058 AD). It very interestingly describes the Banavasi country, its illustrious town
Mahatataka-grama and highly learned Mahajanas. It records the gift of the tank area (called
krishna-tataka) with abundant water in it It was purchased with the consent of the Maha janas
for the exclusive benefit of the deity Andurésvara by several persons (whose names are specificd).

Bhatta Vishnu composed the record. Kasyapa-Madhva wrote it beautifully on the stone and rizvari
Naki engraved it.

The Hirekerir record (No. 18) dated AD. 1060 belonging to the reign of Chalukya
Trailokyamalladéva introduces his subordinate Gundamayya, culogized with some significant
titles such as “a Chanakya in polity, a swan on both the banks of the river Narmada, a .comet
to the Malavas, transgressor of the fort of Mandava, an object of interest to the city of Dhara,
a submarine fire to the ocean of Mummani etc” This Gundamayya granted the per;juika of
Pannayada (kwli to the great tank of the agrahara village Piriya Kereyar from his camp at

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Kalyana in AD. 1060. The record deserves special notice, since it mentions that Maneverggade
Dandanayaka Gundamayya was stationed by the king on the banks of the Narmada cvidently
to guard the northern boundary of the Chalukya territory. He is credited with victory over
king Mummani (of the Silaharas of “Thani). He is said to have fought against Malava and
raided the fort of Mandava and the city of the Paramaras. There was a constant war between
the Chalukyas of Kalyana and the Paramiaras of Dhara which had commenced during the time
of Tailapa Il and which continued even in the time of Vikramaditya VI The Chalukyas of
Kalyana who had acquired parts of Malava and Gujarat from the Rashtrakutas, tried to defend
those parts of the country whenever the neighbouring rulers attempted to invade them.

The record from Hirckangi (No. 22) in Hangal Taluk, Haveri District belongs to the reign
of king Somesvara IL, dated 1071 AD. It refers to the construction of the temple of Maulasthana-
Sarhkara-Kalidcva by Chattikabbe-gavundi and registers a gift of land to the samc made by
her son Chikka-gavunda who was administering the village Piriya-Kannage, Mdh&manda[és’vara
Mavakétarasa was administering Panurngal-500 and Mahamandale§vara Parikantadéva of the
Kadamba family was’ govering Banavasi-12000 and Panurigal-500. Bammaya, the sénabova of
Piriya-Kannage wrote the record and Chatta, son of Mirijoja, cngraved on the stonc.

Balambid record (No. 24) belongs to the reign of the Chalukya Tribhuvanamalla
(Vikramaditya VI), the son of Some§vara L This is the earliest record in the volume. It mentions
Yuvaraja ‘Tribhuvanamalla Bira-Nolamba Jayasimhadeva described with various cpithets, as
ruling over Banavase-12,000, Santalige-1000, Puligere-300, and other divisions. While Dandanayaka
Baladévayya was holding the office of perggadé. Ni(di)ketisctti and Révakabbe arc stated to have
donated, with great devotion, one mattar of guniga land after purchasing it for ten Lokki-gadyanas
to god Pandarang@évara, the linga’ of which is stated to be magnificant (Mahadivya-linga). The
gift was made in the Chilukya Vikrama year 4, Siddhartha which may correspond to [December
26], 1079 AD. It is interesting to note here that, gadyanas prepared at Lokki (ie. [.okkigundi,
modern Lakkundi in Gadag taluk) were current in this arca. These coins were also used in the
old Mysore territory during the 12% century AD. The price of a mattar of land in this region is
known to have been cight gadyanas. Senabova Sankimayya wrote the record in question.

No. 25, an inscription, preserved in the Prince of Wales Muscum, Bombay refers itself to
the reign of Tribhuvanamalla (Vikramaditya VI) and mentions his feudatory the Mahamandalesvara
Guvaladeva, also called Gopaladéva of the Kadamba family. The inscription is dated in Chalukya-
Vikrama year 3, Siddharthin, Magha, $u. 3, Adityavara, Uttarayana-samkranti, Siryagrahana, in
Siddharthin which corresponded to AD. 1079, the titai cited fell on Sunday the 29th December;
but the solar eclipse and the sankranti took place on the 26% of the month. It is likely that
while the grant was made on the occasion of the eclipse, it was recorded after three days on
the date cited. The carlicst date hitherto known for this prince was Saka 1003 (AD. 1081). ‘This
record would show that he reigned at least two years earlicr. It mentions a Saiva acharya named
Sadyojata-Pandita (or Munipa) who seems to have been a great scholar and is described as bahu-
Sastra-samyuta. 'The inscription which is mostly in verse is said to have been written (composed
?) by Jayadéva, who is stated to be ‘the abode of pure virtues’

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No. 27 from Savanur belongs to the reign of Chalukya Tribhuvanamalia (ie. Vikramaditya
VI) and is dated in the Chalukya Vikrama year 5, Raudri, Chaitra Sunday |Vyatilpata (1081 AD).
The Dandandyaka Késimayya, possibly was the Pattanadhipati of rajadhani Bankapura, when
Mahapradhana Herisandhivigrahi Dandanayaka (name lost), a faithful warrior (Péshana-Hanuman)
of Vira-Nolamba-Pallava Permanadi. was govering the agrahara of Savanur, Santalige-1000 and
Nagarakhanda-70 which comprised a karipana of Banavasi-nadu. Pergade Simgimayya wrote the
record.

Another record from Balambid (No. 30) belonging to the reign of Tribhuvanamalla
[Vikramaditya VI] dated 1088 AD, introduces the Thousand of the great village (Mahagrama)
Piriya Kereyur in culogistic terms like “Thosc that had possessed restraint, who were busy with
study, tcaching, performing sacrifice and causing to do so, who were like Brahma in lores like
logic, grammar. history. poctry, drama. criticism, who were the royal swans in the lakes of Nyaya,
Vaiseshika, 1.okayata, Sankhya, Bauddha and Arhanta (philosophy) ezc.” These Thousand Mahajanas
of Piriya-Kereyir headed by Somayaji, the disciple of Vasudgva, Vasudevachattopadhyaya,
Padmanabhayya, the hcadman of Pervvur and others assembled on the specified date and sold to
Butagavunda, the son of Decvayya, one mattar of guniga land in Gopavalli for eight gadyanas.
This land was donated by Butagavunda for food-offering to god Pandarangé$vara.

No. 35, a Chalukya inscription belonging to the reign of Vikramaditya VI is dated in the
36" year of the Chalukya-Vikrama cra (AD. 11il) and brings to light a hitherto unknown officer of
this king. He is the Brahmin general Mahasamantadhipati Mahaprachandadandanayaka Muttigalla-
Chattopadhyaya whose ancestors hailed from Koggatanir in the division of Karahada-4000. This
officer scems to have been highly vencrated by the king, for the epithet Tribhuvanamalla-deva-
sampijya is applied to him in the record. His other cpithets, viz, ubhaya-mimarsaratnakara,
shatt-arkka-kamalinidivakara and kavya-keli$arada-rajaharmsa would indicate that he was a highly
learned man. The object of the inscription is to record a gift of lands by Machiyakka, the wife
of Muttigalla, to the trikista-prasada of the god Muttdévara which she got . constructed at the
village of Eleyapurvvadavalli. This village is stated to have been governed by Malayamatidevi,
the pir(yar-asi (senior quecn) of Tribhuvanamalla It may be observed here that in the same year
(ie. AD. 1111), Lakshmidevi, another wife of this king, is also spoken of as the piriyarasi (Bom.
Gaz. Vol L pt. ii, p. 448).

No. 40, a hero-stone inscription in Hirckerur Taluk of Haveri District, is dated Vikrama
year [50], ViSvavasu, Margasirsha $u 9, Wednesday [AD. 1125]. It records the death of two heroes
viz, Harana and Naranayya of Bhojangas of the Mahagrama (big village) Piriya-Kereyiir (modern
Hirckerur) and Satiga is extolled with a string of epithets, such as “a hero among the noted
heroes, a vanquisher of the maliced opponents, courageous in battle, of unshaken courage, the son

of other women, a worshipper at the feet of the god Bojangésvara and subduer of enemies”. Sata
incised the record.

The Rattihalli inscription (No. 60) of Jagadekamalla (undated) gives the interesting
information that he entrusted the administration of the province of Banavasi to his officer,
marevergade, hadapavala Bammidévadandadhi$a. But this official transferred this office to his
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younger brother Madhava-chaminatha, Bammidéva mentioned herein is most probably the samc
as. Bammanayya referred to above. If this be so, we will have to surmise that this officer held
the office for at least a short period (114344 AD) and then made it over to his younger brother,
since his own duties were too heavy. Obviously, this record the date of which is lost, must have
been written after 114344 AD. In fact, the younger brother might have been installed in the
office sometime even thereafter, since the Harhsabhavi, inscription dated 1144 AD. September
28, states that mahapradhana senadhipati, hiriya dandandyaka Yoge$varadéva was governing this
province from his capital Balipura. This would further tempt onc to say that in all likelihood it
was only nominally that Bammanayya held the charge of that province while other officers like
Yogcdvaradeva were actually responsible for its administration. It must have been sometime after
1144 AD, that Madhava-chamiinatha became the governor of Banavasi. In 1157 AD. under Taila
IIL this province was governed by dandanayaka Padmarasa.

No. .56, the inscription from Kargudari in Hangal taluk of Haveri district is of political
importance. It is dated 1147 AD. It refers to the reign of Chalukya Jagadékamalla 1Y and records a
gift of land for the offerings in the temple of Vijaya Paréva-Jinéridra constructed at Karegudare
by Mahavaddahyavahari Kallisetti, when Mahaprachanda-dandanayaka Sovarasa was administering
Hanumngal-500 and MandaleSa Taila of the Kadamba family was ruling over a part of the
territory.

No. 61 from Golihalli is an interesting record. It refers to the rule of Chilukya
Bhulokamalla (Somcsvara IV). The record is dated 1176 AD. Bhiilokamalla, the Chalukya, is
gencrally identified with Somesvara III, son of Vikramaditya V1 But the date of this record is
too late for that king We have a few records of two kings bearing the title Bhildkamalla and
Jagadekamalla who, it has been surmised, were sons of Taila IIL It has also been suggested that
when Bijjala, the Kalachuri chief, usurped the Chalukya kingdom by overthrowing Taila IIL the
latter, having already sensed the danger that lay ahead, had sent his sons Bhulokamalla II and
Jagadekamalla T to place of safety (Sec Dr. PB. Desai’s paper on the Kalachuris of Karnataka
in Kannada Sahitya Parishat Patrike Vol. XXXVII, pp. 117 {f, and also The Early History of the
Deccan, (ed) by G. Yazdani, parts I-VL p. 377-78). Bhillokamalla of our record is very likely one
of the two sons of Taila III and this is one of the very few known records of this king,

Kalachuryas

‘There are thrce damaged inscriptions in Gokak Falls Nos. 62, 63 & 64 of Sovidéva dated
Saka 1093, Vikriti, Magha Paurnima [AD. 1171} In No. 63, the Saka year being lost, the extant
details are Paushya $u 1, Monday, Uttarayana Sankramana. No. 64 refers to Tribhuvanamalla
Sovideva and is dated Saka 1093, Vi[kriti) Karttika $u 5, Thursday corresponding to A.D. 1170.
It records a gift for the offerings ezc, of the god Taté§vara by the king’s officer Sovana and
Mahamandalesvara Kattamadeva who went to the place in person.

No. 65 from Rattihalli dated 1174 AD. belongs to the reign period of Rayamurari Sovideva.
The record registers a gift of gold, a row of houses, oil mill ctc, made into the hands of the

divine Kalyanasakti for thc offerings to the god and repairs to the temple of Kadambc§vara by

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Mahamandalesvara Pandyadeva and his subordinate Chaundarasa. Describes the Banavasi country,
its kampapa Nurumbada with the chief town Rattahalli and the genealogy of the chicfs ruling
over the latter to whose family Pandyadéva belonged.

Yadavas

Rattihalli inscriptions of Simghana II (Nos. 75 and 76) are dated 1237 and 1238 AD.
respectively. ‘The former does not refer to any ruling king, but registers a gift to the god
Mallinatha by mahapradhana Karanada Kallarasa on the specified date, when mahamandalesvara
Mahadevadandanayaka was administering Banavasi-12000. This Kallarasa figures in No. 76 also as
a pradhana of Honnabommisetti who was governing Konkana. In 1232 AD, he was in charge of
the melajike of Banavasi. No. 75 of 1237-38 AD. shows that Mahadévadandanayaka was ruling that
province. We do not know whether or in what way he was connected with Honnabommisetti,
Honnabommisetti’s father Arya Mallisetti described as Konkanachakri is stated to have brought by
force 14 clephants belonging to king Narasimha at the instance of Singhana I This Narasimha
is obviously the same as the Hoysala king Narasirnha IL It is known that these two rulers met
many times on the battlefield (Cf. PB. Desai, Ed. History of Karnataka, p. 232).

This epigraph is cngraved on the same pillar as No. 75 above. It registers a gift of income
(one gadyana?) from toll on eleven bullocks to god Kadambésvara for burning a perpetual lamp,
by Gubbiya Kalleva (Karanda Kalla), the officer in charge of taxes. He was the son of Chavana
and Malave, and a minister of Honnabamma. The record gives the gencalogy of the latter, thus

the gift was made over to Mirujavidéva. It also registers a gift of land to the god by Barika
Bircya. This last sentence is in the form of a postscript.

No. 77. Rattihalli inscription of Simghana I, dated 1238 AD. registers a gift of the
village Kadavir and other lands by Honnabommiserti. In this connection, the record states that
Bachaladévi who was probably administering Edegodu, lost the sthalavritti of Kadamb@$vara, due
to raja+teja. (Kadambesvaradevara sthalavrittiyanee Bachaladévi yaru Edegodu tamagaluva kaladalu
rajate jadinda kaledukondalu). The meaning of this expression is not clear. It appears to mean that
she lost the vritri due to the displeasure of the king. The gift was made over to the teachers of
the Parratavali, and Kittagave-sanathi which had a matha at Rattihalli. The record lays down the
condition that whosoever did not observe celibacy was to be sent out of the matha (line 73).

No. 82, Rattihalli inscription of Ramachandra refers to /_\charasapar;dita of the Saluva
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family as the maneya pradhana and Sainyadhipati. He is described further as Hoyisanaraya-
vibhada. Another chicf of this Saluva family, Tikkamadgva, figures in two records of 1280 and
1297 AD: respectively (Ep. Carn. Vol. X1, Dg. 59 and SJI/. Vol. IX, pt. 1 No. 387). However, the
rclationship of these two is not clear. It may be noted that more than a century later members of
this family rose to prominence and Narasirhha of this family became the emperor of Vijayanagara

Hoysalas

No. 84 from Kuruvatti belongs to the reign of Vira-Ballila Il and is dated in the 15®
regnal year Raktakshi, VaiSakha Punpame, Monday, lunar cclipse, corresponding to A.D. 1204. It
registers a gift of 2 gunigana-mattar of land to god Ahumallé$vara by the Mahdjanas headed
by the Urodeyas, etc of the village Kureti. The gift was cntrusted into the hands of rajaguru
[.okabharanadcva.

Vijayanagara Kings

No. 94 from Hirckeriir, dated Saka 1472, Siddharthi, Vaisakha $u 5, Thursday (1550 A.D)
referring to  Maharajadhiraja Rajaparamésvara Kathari Salva Virapratapa Sadasivamahariya
as ruling from Vidyanagari, states that his underlord (and son-in-law) Ramarajéndra-mahd-arasa
described with several epithets made a gift of taxes raised on revenue, sidhaya, houses, kanike,
kaddaya, marriages, and Mahanavami festival to barbers Timméja. Kondoja and Bhadréja being
pleased with their (skill in) shaving This sort of privilege was given to barbers in the whole
kingdom of Sadasivaraya. Other records recording gifts to the same barbers by Rimarija come
from Kadkol (Belgaum district), Bigali (Bellary district), Ranebenniir (Haveri district) etc. Intcresting
cnough this Hirckerur record depicts linear drawings of barbers instruments such as a knife, a
pair of scissors, a mirror. a pair of tongs erc. i

Kadambas of Hangal

Two inscriptions (Nos. 97-98) belonging to the reign of Santivarmadéva bears the date
Chélukya-Vikrama year 13, Vibhava, Magha $u. 10, Monday, corresponding to AD. 1089. His son
Tailapadéva is represented as ruling king in a record dated Chalukya-Vikrama year 52, Plavanga,
Vaisakha $u 10, Thursday (Saturday 23, AD. 1127). Both the father and son were governing
Banavasi-12000 and Hanurhgal-500.

The Arlesvara inscription (No. 99) (Hangal Taluk) is dated in the 60% year of the reign of
Vira-Mallika junad@va, Rikshasa, Jygshtha su 15, Monday. The king was governing Banavase-12000
and Panurhgal-500. Another inscription on the same pillar, belonging (o the reign of Mallidéva
dated in the 15" year of the reign Mallideva, Khara, Chaitra $u. 5, (Monday March AD. 1231).
The chief was governing Banavase-12000 and Hanurhgal-500.

Saluvas of Sangitapura

No. 116 is dated in Saka 1485 (1563 AD) Chenna Bhairidavi was ruling over the provinces
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of Nagire, Haive, Tulu and Konkana on the West Coast. Besides registering grants of land and the
setting up of images, it records the construction of a Jaina shrine at Gerasoppe (modern Gerasoppe
after which the famous Gerasoppa waterfalls are designated) by the chicf, Saluva Nayaka, the son
of Hemmarasi-Nayakiti and Vitthappa-Nayaka.

Miscellaneous

No. 120 of Prince of Wales Museum, one of the earliest miscellancous documents in the
volume belongs to about 89" century AD. and is a herostone commemorating the demise of a

warrior called Iromadi (Irmadi ?) Singa. It also records a gift.

Nos. 126 & 127 are two Kannada inscriptions copicd at Mulur a hamlet of Balepuni in
the Mangalore Taluk of the Mangalore District. They are engraved on the obverse and reverse
sides of a slab in characters assignable to the 10® century AD. One of them, No. 125, records
the excavation of a tank in memory of a chief named Killa Vikramaditya. The record mentions
Killa Kannayya as the younger brother of Killa Vikramaditya and introduces him with the title
Midapura-paramesvara. Apparently Killa herc indicates the family to which these chicfs belonged.
Mulapura is evidently the locality known as Mular which forms a part of Balepura.

No. 159 on the Samanarmalai hill ncar Kilkuyilkudi, Madurai Taluk & District, is a
Kannada inscription of about the 12% century AD, engraved on the top of the rock near a
stone lamp-post. It mentions the Jaina teachers, Ariyadéva, Ba(Ba)lachandradeva of Belagula (ie, -
Sravar_la-Belago!a) who belonged to the Miilasangha, Némidgva, A jitasenadéva and Govardhanadéva.
Evidently this locality where Jaina inscriptions in Tamil of about the 9% - 10t century AD. have
alrcady been discovered (ARSILE, 1910, No. 6369) continued to be associated with Jainism till
the 12* century AD. The connection of a Jaina teacher of Sravana Belagola in Mysore with this
ancient Jaina centre in the Tamil country is of special interest.

No. 198 from Kolivad throws very welcome light on one of the social institutions that
existed in Karnataka in the medieval period. The record is dated 1563 AD. In that year
Surappayya, described as the master (ejamana) of the agrahara of Kolivada, a girl named Su-
riyamaniki, daughter of Tirumalabdva is referred to as kanachiya patra. Arrangements were also
made to pay her six ghattivarahas in cash per year and also grain collected as levy in the harvest
scason at the rate of one measure (mana). She was offered to the temple for the services of .a
patra (patrakke). Dr. Chidananda Murthy makes a distinction between a patra and a sie, the
former being proficient in the arts of music and dancing while the latter was meant for other
services in the temple (Kannada S:&sanaga_la Samskritika Adhyayana p. 182-83). Our record states
that she was meant for parra in the temple. Obviously she must have been quite proficient in the
fine arts. But she was offered to the temple as kandchiya patra. The term kanachi is an unfamiliar
term in Kannada Kittel does not give any meaning for this. In Tamil kaniy-atchi means hereditary

right of possession or hereditary ownership or enjoyment (South Indian Temple Inscriptions Vol.
I, pt. I, Annexure p. xxiii).

A number of inscriptions of the 15% - 16t century AD, are included in this volume. Many
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of them are label inscriptions from Hampi and Hospet. They mention personal names (No. 203 to
213 and No. 214-216).

It states that the Virabalarijas of Naravadi-S00 granted as devamana, specified portions on
cvery unit of such commoditics as arcca-nut, turmeric, efc. to god Gavaresvara on the occasion
of a solar eclipse when Nanni-Salukki Richamalla was ruling. The Balafijas are introduced with

a long prasasti.
