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SOUTH INDIAN INSCRIPTIONS

GENERAL INTRODUCTION

This volume, No. XXXVII in the series of South Indian Inscriptions consists of Telugu
inscriptions numbering 567, collected during the years 1938-44 by the Epigraphy Branch of
the Archaeological Survey of India, They are arranged dynastic wise such as the Chalukyas of
Badami, Eastern Chalukyas, Réniti Chdlas, Vaidumbas, Telugu Chédas, Haihaiyas, Velanadu Chddas,
Kakatiyas, Kayasthas, Vijayanagara, Reddi chiefs, Sultans of Golkonda and Velugoti chiefs, besides
miscellaneous inscriptions. Of these Vi Jayanagara is represented by 120 inscriptions. The miscellaneous
inscriptions, some of which are valuable to the social and cultural history, also find place in this
volume. The importance of a few inscriptions of different dynasties and miscellaneous records have
been discussed in the following pages.

CHALUKYAS OF BADAMI

Two inscriptions from Korrapadu (G No. 312 and 313) (Jammalamadugu Taluk, Cuddapah
District) reveal the existence of Bana chief or chiefs who held the title Per-Banadhiraja. In one
of these, the Bana chief who is stated to be the subordinate of the Badami Chalukya king
Kirttivarman I figures as a donor to a temple of the Sun-god (G No. 312). In another inscription
(G No. 313) it is stated that he made gift of some land in the village Malavuru. The appearance
of these feudatory chiefs of the Bana family in an area (Rénadu) which was some time ruled by
the early Telugu chola chiefs is noteworthy.

The village Korrapadu seems to have been a place of some importance as two early
inscriptions (G No. 315 and' 317) mention a chief named Balavarman or Balavarmaraju. It is not
impossible that the Balavaramarija of the stone inscriptions from Korrapadu is identical with the
Chalukya prince Balavarman of Kadapa plates (Ep. Ind. Vol 1V, pp. 337 ff) as the palacography
of the epigraph conforms to the period to which the later Balavarman would have to be assigned
(taking the date of Kadaba plates to be correct) ie. about Saka 685 (763 AD) or about the end of
the 8th century AD.

A fragmentary inscription from Peddapasupula in the Cuddapah District mentions Bhiipaditya
ruling over Renadu. This chief appears to be identical with his name-sake who figures in another
record (SI1, Vol IX, No. 49) from Danavalapidu not for away from the above village. Though
the name of the overlord of this chief is lost, from the former record it may be inferred in all
probability to be the same as the Western Chalukya king Vi jayaditya or one of his successors.

EASTERN CHALUKYA

A stone inscription from Macherla G No. 372 which is dated in the 8th year of
Sakalalokasraya Jayasimhavallabha registers a grant of land made by the headman (Rattagudi)
Kalyanavasanta of Pallinadu to the Arahanta Bhatdra. Dayavasantha Prithvidesa Rattagudi and
Dhanyavasanta Prithivideéa Rattagudi are also mentioned. The relationship of these three chiefs is

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expressed by the world rmutlu which perhaps means son. In accordance with the ar}cient practice,
three generations of these chiefs are given like those in the inscription of Jayasimha Vallabha in this
dynasty. It was Jayasimha II who bore the title of Sakalalokasraya distinctly, though the earlier king
ie. Jayasimha I has been described in some of his copper plate grants in terms with the meaning
of this title ie. Saktibalavasikrit<isesha-ripa-balas = Sakalalokasrayacharah Sarvasiddhir = api cha
(Pedavegi plates, Ep. Ind, Vol XIX, p. 259), trailokya vikram-odyotita-Sakalalokasraya-bhu jayusalabala-
namitasesha-ripu-nripatevara-makuta tataghatit-aneka-mani-Kiranaraja-ranjita Charanaravinda-yugalah
It is therefore reasonable to assign this inscription to Jayashimha IL The name Pallinandu of the
district is significant. Guruzala copperplate grant of Vishnuvardhana II mentions Pallirashtra. In
another inscription, also from Macherla belonging to the I3th century AD. it is mentioned as
Pallinandu 300. Poet Srinatha who flourished in the late 14th - early 15th century A.D. as the court-
poet of the Reddis of Kondavidu also refers to this country as Pallinadu. It has been explained
by some scholars that the modern Palnad must have derived its name from Pallava or Pahlava
but the early form of its name occurring in inscriptions shows that it must be connected with the
word Palli which in Tamil means a Jaina or Buddhist settlement.

G No. 350 from Nidadavolu in the West Godavari district is dated in the 39th year of
Sarvalokasraya Vishnuvardhana Maharaija and registers a gift made to the temple of Kumarasvamin
of the place on the occasion of lunar eclipse. The characters of the epigraph belong to about
the Iith century AD and therefore the inscription may be assigned to the Chalukya-Chola king
Kul6ttunga 1 who was the 7th king to bear the epithet Vishnuvardhana. He succeeded to Chalukya
throne in 1063 A.D. and was crowned as the Chola king in AD. 1070. The present inscription which
is of the 39%th year of his reign may either belong to AD. 1102 or AD. 1109. Accordingly we can
take his accession to the throne in the former or the latter year in both of which there was lunar

eclipse.
RENATI CHOLAS

Three inscriptions from Velpucharla in the Jammalamadugu Taluk are engraved in
characters of about 9th century AD. and commence with the Chola praSasti beginning with the
words ariduddharavara etc. G. No. 296 refers to Mahi Chola Maharaja ruling over [Re]nandu-7000
country with a subordinate named Karikila-Chola Kavsa-urengu administering Velpucheruvu. G No.
300 mentions Ayitanna Aribhila-vyrerngu, the son of Kiru vyremgu as a donor of some land. The
names Edlakalu, Enmulakalu Chergalu etc, of persons who figure as witnesses in these inscriptions
are noteworthy as they appear to be Telugu renderings of Sanskrit names like Vrishabhapada, etc.
The third inscription G No. 301 which is rather damaged mentions Kalichola, the ruler of the
Rénandu-7000 who made a gift of pannasa land of fifty marutus extent yielding a siddhaya of
I5 gold ritkas and 7 puttis of other land at Velpucheruvu to Méyi Bhatlu by Kalichola, the son
(Maganru) and by one Valabhiya on the occasion of solar eclipse.

VAIDUMBAS

G No. 335 from Kalakada in the Chittoor District belongs to the chief Bhuvanatrinétra

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Irungeya-maharaja and records the grant of certain tax, incomes to the Kampus of Venandu on
the occasion of his coronation. An inscription from Upparapalle in the Cuddapah District (325 of
1905) records the coronation of King Bhuvanatrinétra in Saka 894. In an inscription from Animela
in the Kamalapuram Taluk dated Saka 89% (196 of 1937-38) the death of Irigaya Maharaja’s father
Vijayaditya was mentioned as a recent event. If Irumgiya of the inscription under review is
identical with Bhuvanatrinétra of the Upparapalle record it may be supposed the coronation of the
chief in Saka 894 was celebrated even during the late time of his father who was perhaps too old
and infirm to be an active ruler.

TELUGU CHODAS

G No. 138 from Dongalasani, (Siddhavatam Taluk, Cuddapah District) is engraved in
characters assignable to the 9th - 10th century AD. and refers itself to the 4lst regnal year of a
king Vamkeya-Chola Maharaja. The inscription commences with the prasasti, Charana-
saroruha-vihita vilochana etc, and ends with a verse which attributes to the chief the epithets
Tenkanaditya, Komararabhima and Pusiyilladatma. This eulogy and the title Tenkanaditya assumed
by him indicate the Telugu Chdda lineage of the king, He was probably an ancestor of his name
sake Venkobhupdla who is referred to as grandfather of Balli-=Chdda in an inscription dated in
Saka 1067 from Darsi Taluk in Nellore District (NDI VoL I D 48). It may be pointed out that
among the members of this line who bore the epithet Tenkanaditya, the donor of the present
grant is the earliest, two of the later members being Nannechoda, the author of the Telugu work
Kumarasambhamu and Oppili-Siddhi I, who was a contemporary and probably a subordinate of
Kakatiya Ganapati (AR/E of 1900 para 53).

A later member of this Telugu Choda family, represented by Bijjidéva Choda Mahiarija,
figures in an independent capacity in an inscription from Tudiiru, Siddhavattam Taluk, Cuddapah
District (G No. 178). A study of the epigraphs of the Chodas reveals that these chiefs were
subjugated at different periods by the successive ruling dynasties of the Deccan such as the Pallavas,
the Chalukyas of Badami, the Rashtrakitas of whom Govinda Il had to undertake an expedition
against the Southern kings including Cholas ie. the Chodas, the Chalukyas of Kalyani and imperial
Cholas. They attempted to throw off the yoke of subjection whenever the control loosens or the
ruling authority showed signs of weakness in Deccan. It was on such an occasion, when there was
confusion in the central government on the accession of Vikramaditya VI, that Bijjidéva must have
tried to assert his independence. But he must have been subjugated soon after he made an attempt
at freedom for, we find an inscription at Sangameé$varam in the Nandikotkur Taluk, Kurnool
District (430 of 1923) dated in Chalukya Vikrama year 3, mentioning his subordinate Bijjaa-Choda
Maharaja, who can be identified with Bijjidéva Choda-Maharaja of the present record as ruling
over Kanne 300, Pedakal 800 and Naravadi 500 divisions.

G No. 157 from Maddulétigadda (hamlet of Kuruguntapalle, Siddhavatam Taluk, Cuddapah
District), is a record of Tirukalatidéva-Choda Maharaju engraved on a slab lying on the hillock to
the west of the tank. It is dated Saka 1153, Nandana, corresponding to 1231 AD. and seems to record
the gift of 10 puttis of land and 2 vattlu of land situated to the west of Madanu Kummarapati
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and Vandadi and also land situated on the backside of Katamareddi Kunta to $ri Ramadéva,
Sigapala and Villinambi. It also records the maintaining of evening lamp (sandhyadipa) to the god
Ramadeva

G No. 187 from Ogiiru (Siddhavatam Taluk, Cuddapah District) is also of the same king,
engraved on a slab near the shrine of Gangamma. It is dated Saka 1159, Hémalarnbin, Magha su. 11,
Monday, corresponding to 1238 A.D, January 27, and the weekday being Wednesday. The purport is
to record the consecration of god Mallinathadeva at Omguru and to gift some land to the temple
for conducting daily worship of the god by Nala Surapa Nahidu, a servant of mahamandalesvara
Kamayadéva Maharaju of the Mukkanti Kaduvetti family (Pallava family). It also mentions
Mallajiyya, Mupajiyya and Pinnajiyya the sthanapatis of the temple.

HAIHAYAS OF THE TELUGU COUNTRY

A damaged inscription from Macherla in the Palnad Taluk, Guntur District (G No. 371)
dated in Saka 1056, records the grant of the village Koppuniiru situated in Pallinandu 300 district
free from all imposts to god Kadésvara consecrated by Trilochana-Pallava at Mahadévi-tatika at the
instance of Mahamandalé$vara Mallika, son of K&sava Anumgu Kamabhupati was also mentioned
in this inscription. Apparently this chief belongs to the lineage in which there was more than one
ruler of this name. No. 575 of 1909 from the same village seems to mention two princes named
Anurhgu-kama one of whom made a gift of land in Saka 1033. A son of Mailadévi-Kamaraju viz,
Anurngu-Kamaraju figures in the same region in Saka 1085 in an inscription from Pinnali (No. 707
of 1926).

VELANADU CHODAS

G No. 340 from Tripurantakam dated in Saka 1055 registers gifts made by the Velanandu
Chiefs Panda and Rajendra Choda, stated to be the younger brother and son of Gonka I respectively.

G No. 488 is a fragmentary inscription from Sriailam dated in Saka 1089 ie. 1167 AD. In
a preliminary verse in Sanskrit it refers to Vira Rajendra Choda who made a gift of a perpetual
lamp to the god Mallikarjuna and in the subsequent prose portion is mentioned a feudatory
chief who bears, among other titles indicating his lordship over Induluru in Pdka-nadu. This Vira
Rajendra Choda may be identified with the Velanandu chief of that name, son of Gonka IL

KAKATIYAS

From Siddhesvaram, Kurnool District (G No. 471) is an undated record belonging to
the time of Kakatiya Ganapati It registers a gift by Mamala Mallayya to a temple erected at
Siddh&varam, in the name of the royal preceptor Vi§vésvara-§ivadeva. This teacher is identical with
Viévéévara Sambhu, the great Pasupata ascetic hailing from the Gauda Country, whose activities
under Kakatiya patronage are described at length in an inscription from Malkapuram (A R. 1917,
part I, para 33-34). The present record may be assigned to about 1255 AD. as it refers to the above
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named teacher who initiated Sivadiksha to Ganapati in about 1252 AD.

An inscription from Macherla (G No. 368) dated in Saka 1210 belongs to the reign
of Rudradéva Maharaja ie. Rudramba, the daughter of Ganapati. It introduces the subordinate
Bdlnayani Mallikarjuna as the donor to the temple of Miilasthana Ramanithadéva of Mahadéva-
Cherla in Pallinandu. A later chief named Gopalavardhana alias Bolanéningiru appears to have been
a military officer of Pratipa Rudra (AR for 1916, part II, para 53).

G No. 134 from Chanduvayi, Cuddapah district, refers to Prataparudra in the year Saka 1241
(1319 AD) and registers the grant of certain taxes to the temple of Siddhanithadéva at Chenduvayi
by Rudraya-lemka, the younger brother of mahapradhari Juttaya-lernka who was ruling over
Pottapi-bhiimi, Sakhali-bhiimi and Muliki-nadu.

G No. 134 from Chenduviyi (Siddhavatam Taluk, Cuddapah District), found on a slab in
a field (Survey No. 50) near the satra, is of the king Prataparudra, dated Saka 1241, {Silddharthin,
Sravana, su. 15, Wednesday, Lunar eclipsc corresponding to 1319 AD, August L It records the grant
of several incomes such as racharsrotriyam, the arigorupannu and kanika in the village Chanduvayi
situated in Sakhali-bhiimi for providing food offerings to the god Siddhanithadéva by Rudraya-
Lemka, the younger brother of Mahapradhani Juttaya-Lernka was ruling over Pottapi, Sakhali and
Mulkinadu. The donor Rudraya-Lemka has taken this sacred oath on the day of lunar eclipse while
staying at Kadapa in Mulkinadu.

G No. 434 from Nudurupidu (Sattenapalle Taluk, Guntur District) belongs to the reign
of Rudradéva, dated Saka 1169, Sankarmana, corresponding to 1247 AD. It registers gift of land
made by Bayyaladévi, daughter of mahamandalésvara Rudradéva Maharaju, to the temples of
Tripurantakadéva and Ramanathadéva of Nudururhpidu for the merit of herself, her daughter
(name lost) and another named KastiirL

G No. 542 from Velpaniru (Nandikotkur Taluk, Kurnool District) is of the reign of
Prataparudra dated Saka 1240, Kalayukta, f\s’vayuja $u lI, Thursday, corresponding to 1318 A.D,
October 6, and the week day being Friday. It registers gift of land at several places made by
mahdsamanta Cheraku Mahéévara Reddi who was ruling over Karhnadu for performing worship to
the god Milasthana Siddhandthadéva of Velpuniiruw

G No. 553 of the reign Prataparudra is from Lingala, a hamlet of Jutiru (Nandikotkur
Taluk, Kurnool District). It is engraved on a Nandi pillar found in the field known as
Basavannapadu located on the way to Jitiru from Lingila. The record dated Saka 1214, Nandana,
Phalguna su. 15, Sunday corresponding to 1293 A.D, February 22, registers a grant of land made by
Racha Rudradéva, son of Mahasimanta Cheraku Veéliiri Bollaya Reddi to the god Mallikarjuna for
Parnchamyita-mahapiija, mahanaivedya and worshipping the god and for maintaining the (sattras)
charity homes on the occasion of the former’s visit to Srifailam during Vasanta-mahotsava festival
of the god. The g““ted lands, which were situated in Karmnadu were made over to Kalmatha and
entrusted to Paramasivacharya, the pontiff of the matha.
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KAYASTHAS

The Kayasthas were subordinates of the Kakatiyas, through their inscriptions do not always
mention the Kakatiya overlord. There are two inscriptions of the reign of Jannigadéva Maharaju (G
Nos. 14 and 15). G No. 14 from Chintalapattiiru (Cuddapah Taluk and District) dated in the cyclic
year Siddharthi may be equated to Saka 1181 ie. 1259 AD. on the basis of the palacography and
internal evidence. It records the gift of the village Turumidlapadu by Jannigadéva - mahardju for
the worship of god Indrésvaradéva after circumambulating the hill. G No. 15 from Labaka (Cuddapah
Taluk and District) mentions another Kayastha chief Tripuraridéva, brother of Jannigadéva dated
Saka 1226 (1304 AD) who was ruling from Valuripatna situated in Mulkinadu. He bears the titles
Mandalike Brahmarakshasa and Gandapendera. Though there is no mention of his overlord, he
must be Prataparudra at this time. It need not be supposed that this chief set up an independent
principality with Valir (Vallir in the Cuddapah District) as his capital

An inscription from Itigullapadu, Badvel Taluk, Cuddapah District, (G No. 403) belongs
to the reign of Kayastha king Jannigadéva dated in Saka 1182 (1261 AD). He appears as a donor
of a village for maintaining an educational institution and for the feeding the guests, etc, at the
Sivalinga Matha. The gift is stated to have been entrusted to Rajaguru Santapﬁrvas’iva Désika of
the Abhinava Golaki-matha at $rigaila.

G No. 379 from Akkala-Reddipalle, Cuddapah District, dated Saka 1205 (1283 A.D) mentions
Gandapendara Tripurari Maharaja as ruling the earth. Apparently he is the younger brother of
Jannigadeva or Janardhana for whom the latest date so far known is Saka 1194. Another inscription
from Varikunta (G No. 181) dated $aka 1226 (304 AD) records a gift made by Tripuraridéva, son
of Gandapendara Ambayadéva Maharaja. In the same year this chief is stated to have been ruling
over Mulki-nadu from his capital Valluri-Patna (G No. 15). As we know that Ambadeva I was
ruling at least up to 1224, the Tripurari mentioned in this record was probably a hitherto unknown
son of Ambadéva IL If so, he would be Tripurari IL It is not impossible, however, that he might
be the same as Tripuriri I, the elder brother of Ambadéva, who is known to have been ruling
Jointly for some years at least with his brother.

VIJAYANAGARA

G No. 23 is a record of Bukka I from Chinnadasaripalle, Cuddapah District and dated in
Saka 1292. It records the establishment of a village named after the god Ahobalésvara at Voyina
tula by Mangayadeéva-maharaju for the merit of his parents Sankidéva and Mummaladévi while he
was ruling at Tummaliiru Pendlimari in Mulki-nadu This chief is the same as Saluva Mangia who
later on became the general of Kampa and assisted him in the campaign against Sambavariya. A
point of interest in the present record is a reference to an iron mine (inuparala-ghani) as one of
the boundaries of the village.

G No. 29 belongs to the reign of Devardya I, dated in the cyclic year Nandana which falls
during his reign period in 1413 AD., It records a dasavanda grant of '::d made by Malla-Nayanir-
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garu who held Pendlimarri in Mulki-nadu as his nayarkara. From this record we also get a number
of village officials such as Reddi, Adhikari, Karanam, Angajala and Koriboya.

G No. 36 from Tadumuladinne, Cuddapah District is dated in Saka 1451 mentions
Turimallidinne (ie. same as the present Tudlumuladinne) as the agrahara of Nachirdju-Soma, who
can be no other than Nachana-Soma patronised by Bukka L The memory of this gift seems to
have been preserved even after a few centuries as evidenced by No. 28 (422 of 1938-39) which
states that this Turimilladinne was the ekabhoga - agrahdra of Nachana - Soma given (to him) by
Praudha-Deévardya (Ep. Ind, Vol. XXXVIIL, part 1, p. 50).

Tirumalaraya, son of Krishnadévaraya, is represented by an inscription (G. No. 35) from
Rudrayagaripalli of Cuddapah District, dated in Saka 1446 Tarana, recording the gift of a village
in his ndyakara of Utukiri-sima by Timmadeva Maharija, son of Araviti Ramayadeva Mahiraja
to the temple of Tiruvengalanatha Nearly twelve inscriptions have been found so far of this
short-lived prince, all of them dated in Saka 1446 and the present epigraph adds one more to this
number.

G No. 44 from Chemullapalle Cuddapah District refers to the reign of Achyutaraya which
is dated in Saka 1461 (1539 AD). It mentions mahamandalévara Salakaraja Peda Tirumalayyadgva-
Maharaju, the brother-indaw and the ‘SarvaSirah Pradhani’ of the king who is introduced in this
epigraph with a number of titles such as Kaveri-vallabha Kataka-pratichiirakara etc.

G No. 39 from Chintakkommudinne, Cuddapah District refers to Ayyaparasa, as holding
the nayamkara of Ghandikota-sima. G No. 42 from Moyilla Kalava, Cuddapah District, mentions
Rayasam Vengalappa, son of P&chiraju Timmaya evidently the same as Udayagiri Viranodaya
Timmaraju whose preceptor is said to have been Tallapakkam Tirumalayyamgarw G No. 41 from
Chinandasaripalle, Cuddapah District mentions Bacharasa as the karyakarta of the king governing
the Ghandikota-sima.

More than dozen inscriptions are dated in the reign of Sadasivadéva maharaja which come
mainly from the Cuddapah District. They mention his feudatories of the Nandyila and Aravidu
families. G No. 38 is an epigraph from Chimala-penta, Cuddapah District mentioning Nandyala
Timmayadeva maharaju and G No. 50 from Kopparti (Cuddapah District) states that Nandyala
Nareparaju was the son of Tirumalayyadéva maharaju G No. 51 mentions one more chief of the
king Sadasivadeva viz, Manuballi Rangayyadévachoda Maharaju

G No. 50 records that Peda Mallamaraju, son of Arndugula Parvataraju under the orders
of Narapa remitted the taxes such as grama-katnam and swika-sthavaram on the agrahara villages
Koppolu alias Krishnarajayapuram and Tippaliru which were hitherto being collected wrongly
from the villages. They had been granted formerly as sarvamanya by king Krishnadevaraya. The
village Koppolu referred to here is evidently the same as the one said to have been presented to
a certain Bodducherla Timmana by Krishnaraya in appreciation of his playing the game of chess
(Studlies in the History of Third Dynasty of Vijayanagara, p. 419).
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G No. 53 from Eguvapalli (Cuddapah District) records a remission of dues on the manya
and vritti lands belonging to the karanam of Amabavaram which is called a hora-grama. It contains
at the end, a verse in Telugu addressed to China Timma bhiipati of which a copy is also found
in local records. It states that the Brahmanas merely by virtue of their taking up the job of
acoountancy and other services do not fall from their high state, and reminds the king of his
promise not to levy even I/I6th of the tax on the land given to Brahmanas. The inscription in
verse here is meant to emphasize his obligation to his promise.

G. No. 47 and G No 60, two records from Valluru (Cuddapah District) mentions the
Viramushtis and the Dammaris. The first inscriptions records the gift made by some Dommari
leaders of the taxes due to them from the village Peda Valliiru to the local temples for the
merit of the 24 families of their community. These 24 families are also referred to in an undated
inscription G No 73. The other inscription (G No. 60) which should also belong to this king ie.
Sadasivadevardya, registers a grant of the tax called Virarmushti-pannu by certain Mandala Basavayya
for the merit of his preceptor Bhikshavirtti Ayya and the Viramushti community, The Viramushtis
are said to be a professional class of acrobats and mendicants who attached themselves to the
Deévanga and Komati communities from whom they made their living. They were Virasaiva by
faith and were followers of some Vira-Siva matha to which they paid a portion of their income,
They also served as guards in Siva temples and during procession, accompanied the deities for
protection. It is said that if on any acoount, the processional car would not move they even went
to the length of cutting themselves with swords to make it run (Castes and Tribes of South India
by Thurston, Vol VIL, pp. 407 ff),

G No. 64 from Gurrampadu (Cuddapah District) mentions Tirumala, the king’s subordinate
belonging to the Matla family, who is known from a copper plate grant of the reign of Sri
Ranga’s father Tirumala I, wherein the name of some more members of his family are given (Arep.
1913, para 61). A later member of this family Tiru-Vengalanatha is known from an inscription at
Ganganapalle (Cuddapah District) (G No. 83) dated in Saka 1528 (1606 AD) has no reference to any
overlord and he is evidently identical with the father of Anantardjayya, the builder of the gopura
of Govindaraja Perumal temple at lower Tirupati (Ep. Rep. 1917, para 5I).

An inscription from Godlavidu, Cuddapah District belongs to mahamandalésvara Savanna
Odeya ruling from nelavidu Udayagiri 1t is dated in Saka 12[84] §6bhak1;it (AD. 1362) and records
a donation by mahamandalesvara Vijayadéva Maharija Savanna Odeya who may be identified with
Savana I son of Kampa L He is known from other records to have been ruling about this period
at Udayagiri Pattana, as lord of the Eastern ocean (ASR for 190708, p. 238).

An inscription from Sridailam, Kurnool district (G No. 484) written in Sanskrit, gives the
genealogy of the king and his minister Anantarasa It states that the minister Ananta installed a
-Siva—lihga, called Triyambaka for the welfare of his family. It is stated that Anantarasa was the
son of Goparasa and Somamba and grandson of Baichaya-Dandanatha, the light of the family of
hereditary ministers to Bukkaraya. This Baichaya is evidently identical with Baicha or Baichapa, the
minister of Bukka I and Harihara IL But Anantarasa and his father Goparasa are mentioned for
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the first time. Goparasa was probably the eldest son of Baicha in view of the fact that Anantarasa,
his son was also minister of Harihara II like his father and grandfather.

G No. 149 from Jydti, Cuddapah District records the construction of alera (steps?) leading to
the river, by Rayasam Kondamarasayya who was evidently the famous general of Krishnadévaraya.
In No. 97 of 1913 dated in Saka 1447, it is stated that a gift of village was made to the temple
at Kambaduru, Anantapur District by Rayasam Ayyapparasayya in order that Rayasam Konda
marasayya might dwell in heaven. In the Ep. Rep. for 1913, it has been taken to mean that
Kondamarasayya probably died some time before this date.

G No. 246, from Nemalladinne, Cuddapah District dated Saka 1439 mentions that Bukkaraju
Timmaraju held the Polirusima as Nayankara. This chief is perhaps the son of Bukkaraju
Ramardju of the Aravidu family of which Bukka was the distinguished member and founder. It is
not unlikely that his name was adopted by some members of the family as in the present record,
as their family name or that the name of the grandfather was prefixed to that of the grandson
when the latter could not actually take the name of his grandfather as explained in ASR for
1908 p. 195. The chief Ramardyamdu mentioned in this record as the former donor of the grant
which was now renewed by the Vidvan-mahajanas of the place, is in all probability identical with
Rémaraju, father of Timmaraju.

G No. 370, an inscription from Macherla (Guntur District) mentions Triyambakarasa and his
karyakartta Konappa-Nayudu, son of Konda Kiinapa-Nayudu Nuniz refers to a chief Trimbicara
in connection with the expedition that Krishnardya undertook against Raichur in A.D. 1520 (ASR
190809 p. 182). It is not certain whether Triyambakarasa of the record under review is identical
-with him.

An epigraph from Porumamilla (Cuddapah District) (G No. 388) refers to a chief Démarasayya
who was holding the Ghandikdta-sima as Nayankara in Saka 1448 (1526 AD) and the latter’s
subordinate Annajayya who held the Parupatyam of Sakalisima which was included in the
Ghandikota-sima. This chief is mentioned in 14 of 1915 as the father in lieu of Chandrasskhara
who is said to have ruled over the Srisaila-rijya as a subordinate of Krishnaraya.

An inscription of Achyutadevaraya from Kanneliiru, Cuddapah District (G No. 221) dated
in Saka 1462 records the gift of land by Mahamandalé$vara Salakaraju Peda Tirumalayyadéva
Maharaju, the brother-inlaw of the king and VakitiSira pradhani to Chenapapinayudu, son of
Godugumari Biiminayudu at Karnelire situated in the Chenniirusima which was given as
Nayankara to him by the king for the merit of his father Salakariju, Narasabhupala, son of
Tirumalaraja and grandson of Kanthamardju Timmaraju, who figures as subordinates in a record
of Saka 1453 Khara, at Garisaliru, Cuddapah District (G No. 243). He claims to belong to the
solar race and bears a number of epithets such as Bejavada Puravaradhi§vara, Madhava-varmakula
pradipa, etc, and is stated to be holding the Chamgalamarri-sima as ndyaikara under the king.
This chief may be identical with Narasayyadéva Mahardju of the solar race who was the son of
Tammardya and figures as subordinate of Krishnadévariya in Saka 1431 (ASR 1908-09, p. 184).
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G No. 271 from Gollala Uppalapadu (Jammalamadugu Taluk, Cuddapah District) is of the
reign of Sadasiva. It is dated Saka 1490, Rikshasa (wrong for Vibhava), Ashada, $u. 11, corresponding
to 1568 A.D, July 5, Monday. It records a gift of land by Narappa Nayaningaru, the dala (probably
Dalavayi) of mahamandalesvara Nandela Timmayyadeva Maharaju to the pipers and drummers for
services in the temple of Chennakesava Perumal at Gollala Uppalapadu situated in Ghandikota-sima

which was given as nayarnkara to Timmayyadeva by the king.
REDDIS

An inscription from SriSailam (G No. 474) dated in Saka 1327 (1405 AD) records the
construction of a flight of steps leading to the temple of Sikharéévara by Katama-Reddi Véma-
Reddi for the merit of Komaragiri Reddi and his wife. This Komaragiri belonged to the Kondavidu
branch of the Reddi chiefs and Katama-Reddi Veéma-Reddi of the present record is identical with
his minister and brother-in-law who is familiarly known as Kitaya Vema (AR for 1900 Para 63).
From the title Gajapati-Vibhada applied to the chief of this record it may be inferred that his
relationship with the Gajapati rulers of Orissa was not friendly.

G No. 200 from Talluru (Peddapuram Taluk, East Godavari District) is found engraved
on a pillar lying in the temple of Sri Venkatéévara (also called Satanimatha) It is of the. reign
of Vema Reddi, dated Saka 1324, Chitrabhdnu, Pushya $u. 3, Wednesday, Makara-samkramana,
corresponding to 1;102 AD, December 27. It records the setting up of a ghatika-yantra and a bell
by Bhandarusetti in the temple of Gopinithadéva inside the fort of Rajamahendranagara and
also a gift of 8 puttis of land after purchase, to four brahmanas for performing the service of
ghadiyaropachara (sounding the bell) to indicate the hours of worship in the temple.

SULTANS OF GOLKONDA

G No. 441 from Vadapalli (Suryapet Taluk, Nalgonda District) is found on a slab in the
Virabhadra temple in the fort. It is of the reign of Muhammad Quli Qutup Shah and is dated
Saka 1522, Vikari, Karttika, ba. 13, Monday corresponding to 1599 AD, November 5. It records the
gift of vartanas by the Viramushtis of all countries to god Sringdra Virabhadra. It was accordingly
declared that the devotees need not pay the vartanas to the Viramushtis but instead pay to the
god Similarly the Tammalas, Balejas, Gaudas and others granted to the god the vartanas accruable
to them.

G No. 444 from the same place is a slab set up outside the temple of Narasimhasvami.
It belongs to the reign of Muhammad Quli Qutb Shah, dated Saka 1530, Kilaka, Jyéshtha, ba. 3,
Sunday, corresponding to 1608 A.D, May 22, Sunday. It records the grant of a village Krottupalli
as devamanya agrahara to god Narasirihasvami for conducting daily offerings and worship and for
the maintenance of Rimanujakutam by Talapuniiri Konappa, who was head of the administration
under Malek Amir-ul-mulk to whom the Padashah was pleased to grant the sima of Vajirabad as
mokhasa. On the request of Chinta-Reddi, Basivi-Reddi, Dodda Madhava Rao and several others who
were the Simasavudars of Sangdji-Boppa-Dévungaru, the donor is stated to have made the gift.
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VELUGOTI CHIEFS

G No. 408 from Nindali (Venkatagiri Taluk, Nellore District) is of the reign of Kumara
Yachama Nayudu, dated Saka 1710, Kilaka, Karttika éw 15, Thursday, corresponding to 1788
AD, November 13. It records the construction of a well and a mandapa at Nindali by Sriram
Peda-Ramanna, son of Narayana Setti of the Granthifala-gotra who are the clerks (gumasta) of
Chennappa-Setti, born of the Suguri-vamsa

G No. 410 from the same place is of the reign of Venkatapatiriya, dated Saka 1539,
Dundubhi, Magha ba. 10. However, the Saka year is irregular in which case the other details of
the date may correspond to 1623 AD, February 14, Friday. It mentions the village Nindali given
as amara to Vodepalle Rangappa by the chief and also records a gift of some manya to him for
the upkeep of the tank in the village.

MISCELLANEOUS

G No. 1 is the earliest epigraph in this volume. It is a damaged record of about the 7th
century AD. from Nandimandalam in Cuddapah District. It mentions the name Tribhuvana Singamlu,
probably a local chief. One more inscription at the above place in later characters mentions Thakura
Satti Komara, may be a religious teacher (G. No. 6). Another record from Goli (G. No. 4 and 5) of
Guntur District reads Punyalabhundu Ajalullatanru Dayachittunru and Nagapriyanru. G No. 9 from
Nalajanampadu in the Nellore District is in characters of about 9th century A.D. The inscription
is an endorsement by Bodi Raju, son of Bodi Raju. who bears the birudas Paramamahesvara,
Parame$vara and Pallavaditya and calls himself a devotee of the feet of Bhagavad Arhat, a
paramabhattaraka. All these inscriptions are in archaic characters of 7th - 9th century A.D.

G No. 3 from Petliru, Prakasam District in characters of about 8th century AD, records
that Kodivellu, son of Duggaraju gifted land to Rachchayirri which can be sown with 10 tumiis of
the grains ariu The grant is stated to have been made at the instance of a certain Podaru Cher
ayurija and further states that the gift was to be protected by the officials rafodi and Kapulu of
Inmaliiru and also records the gift of 10 fizmus of land as described above, to the engraver of the
record (vadagi) Ulimere Prabhuramunruw

G No. 10 from Madras museum was engraved on the back side of dvarapala image
(originally from Bezwada) in characters of about 9th century AD. It gives the name Vermginatha
Valandu and Gendaya, which indicates probably the donor and sculptor respectively of the image.

G No. 11 from Macherla, Guntur District is dated Saka 988 (106667 AD) and states that
a certain individual whose name is not clear entered the army of Birudu Kamaya, son of Uriya-
Betaraju and mahadevi Médama and offered his head to Padlasani (goddess) for his master. The
sculpture of the hero was made by Vamkojunru Iruga ie, Iruga, son of Vankoja.

G No. 286 from Kosinépalle (Cuddapah District) refers to the time of the king Pritthvipati

(Prithvipati) in which his queen (name lost) figures as the donor. The record is not dated but it
may be assigned on palaeographic grounds to about the oth century AD. If this Prithivipati was the
Western Ganga Prince Prithivipati I, who is known from the Udayéndiram plates of his grandson
ijithi.vipati I and some records (SIZ, Vol. II, p. 375) we would have in the present inscription one

of the contemporary records mentioning him.

From Madapuru, Cuddapah district (G No. 156) an inscription mentions one Ayyappara, son
of Rayasam Timmarasa. In No. 499 of 1906, however, we have an Ayyaparasa, son of Rayosam
Kondamarasa There was another person by name Rayasam Ayyaparasa, son of Gottimukkotla
Timmarasa (Tepparasa) (Ep. Rep, 1920, para 46). The identification of these three is rather
perplexing since all of them are said to have been of the Bharadvaja gtra and Aévaliyana-siitra.

An inscription from Korrapadu, Cuddapah District (G No. 321) refers to Saluva Govindaraja
Vodeya, son of Réchiraju-Ayya He was the brother of the famous general Saluva Timma and was
ruling over Gutti-rajya in Saka 1435 (SI vol IV No. 800) Kudagu-nadu and Terkanambiya-sime in
Saka 1444 (E. C. voL IV G 3.
