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PUBLISHER'S NOTE

[t is with very great pleasure that we issue this
edition of the Bibliography of Gandhian Literature. The
story of its compilation may be briefly noted here. The
Gujarat Vidyapith had organized a Khadi Exhibition on
‘he occasion of the Diamond Jubilee of Gandhiji. One of
the sections in the Exhibition was Gandhian Literature.
Books by, on or about Gandhiji and related to or having
a2 bearing on his life and work, were collected together in
that section. A list recording all these books covered about
8 foolscap pages. This may be said to be the modest be-
ginning of the present odition of the bibliography. Since
then Shri Pandurang Deshpande, the Librarian of the
Gujarat Vidyapith Granthalaya, has made the work of the
compilation of the Gandhian Bibliography his own and has
assiduously worked at it all these years.

In 1941 the Gujarat Library Conference met In
Ahmedabad. They desired to hold an exhibition of Gandhian
Literature and publish 1ts full bibliography with the
co-operation and help of the Librarian of the Gujarat
Vidyapith. The Vidyapith-accepted their proposal and an
uptodate bibliography was published in 1941 under the
joint names of Shri Deshpande and Shri Kikubhai Desai, who
was one of the secretaries of the Library Conference, as
compilers. To our surprise, the edition sold out more
rapidly than expected; and there has been a persistent
demand since then. This enthused Shri Deshpande to dontinue
his work, and in spite of the troubled years of the second
World War, he has devotedly worked at 1t. The present
edition is the result. It brings the list uptodate and includes
books in Hindi, Gujarati, Marathi, Bengali, Urréu, Kannad,
Sanskrit and Sindhi among the Indian lang:;la es as also

in English.
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A few words regarding the contents of the bibliography.
‘The published writings of Gandhiji, together with books
dealing with or bearing on his life, work and philosophy
have, of course, been included in this catalogue. Such
books as are useful or necessary to understand Gandhiji's
personality, his life, work and philosophy have also been
included in this bibliography. Thus books by Tolstoy,
Ruskin, Thoreau, Shrimad Rajachandra and such others
find a place here. Literature concerning the Indian freedom
‘movement and current Indian problems has also been
included. Reports of institutions like the Indian National
Congress, the Gandhi Seva Sangh, annuals like the Indian
Annual Register and India (1919 To 1934-35 ) and some
important periodicals and journals have also been noted.

The books are arranged language-wise and are classified
under the following chief heads:

It was proposed to include books in the four South Indian
languages also. But the compiler is sorry to report that
barring a few entries in Kannad nothing more could be
accomplished in that direction. Some South Indian friends
were approached to supply us with the lists ; but till now
we have get been able to get them. The request still stands
and South Andian lovers of Gandhiii may give the lists

even now, 50 that they may find their due place in the
bibliography later on.
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In a compilation like this it is difficult, if not impossible,
to claim exhaustiveness, This may howevar be said that
Shri Deshpande has tried his very best to be as exhaustive
as one can bein a work of this nature. And he would
very much appreciate and welcome all help in that direction.

The compiler’ notes the names of the author and the
publishers, date and place of publication, number of pages,
price, etc. of books entered here. He had wished to give
short notes also to introduce every book to the
reader. That could be done with the help of friends and
provided there was sufficient time for work. That would
have meant more delay in the publication which has
been in so great a demand for years now. With Gandhiji
away from us, this demand, both In our country and from
abroad. cannot be ignored without being charged with
impractical over-zealousness. The compiler has, therefore,
been content with giving the notes that were ready with
him. For the remaining ones readers will have to wait
¢ill the new edition: and all students of Gandhiji who can
help us by sending such notes on the remaining books are
hereby invited to do so.

Most of the entries are followed by & in the case of
books in the Indian languages, and by V In the case of
those in English; they indicate that those books are avai-
lable in the Gujarat Vidyapith Granthalaya.

The total number of books listed In this bibliography
is about 2800. Taken language-wise they are as follows :
Hindi — 412, Gujarati — 500, Marathi — 287, ‘Benga'lif— 117,
Urdu — 54, Kannad — 56, Sanskrit — 12, Sindhi—4 and
English — about 1400. This is a fairly large library on
Gandhiji, and as years g0 by, we are sure, It 1s going to
increase in many more ways than hitherto. One note-
worthy branch of literature in which the compiler could not,
and we may say, he alone dares not, g0 is the great mass
of periodical literature on Gandhiji that lies sc::_'tttered and
buried in various journals here and abroad. This may also
be catalogued; but for the present it sl'-luuld be taken as
beyond the competence of a single indiwd}lal. The more
important of it may be expected to go into book-form
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sooner or later., It will then easily find its place in such
a compilation ag this. Some at least of the most important

of the journals from the point of view of Gandhian litera-
ture have already been included here.

We believe, in publishing this bibliography about the
life and work of a man like Gandhiji,* we are meeting
a very great need. Our only hope is that it may help the
readers to study this great and unique man of peace and
love and concord on earth, and inspire them to [jve the
life that he stood and djed for.
