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THE HANDLOOM INDUSTRY OF MADURAI DISTRICT.

( Sri R. Kunchithapadam, B. A., Collector of Madurai. )

Madurai has been famous for centuries
as the home of high class handloom
fabrics. Like its sister City .Coimbatore,
Madurai owes not a little of its growth
and expansion to the growth and expan-
sion of the Cotton Textile Industry; but
while in Coimbatore it is the mill industry
that predominates, in Madurai it is the
handloom industry that still retains the
pride of place. " Even the mill industry in
the city is to a large extent so organised
asnot to compete with the handloom
industry but to sub-serve it. In this
connection, the example of the Madurai
-Mills which is the largest spinning mill in
South India deserves to be commended.
The firm has wisely refrained from under-
taking mill-weaving in addition to its
spinning but makes the bulk of its yarn
available to the handloom industry.

There are about 35,000 handlooms in
the whole district of which more than
15,000 are in the city itself. Handloom
‘weaving has been the traditional occupa-
tion. of the Sourashtra Community and the
members of the community have preserved
‘and developed-the skill handed down from
generation .to generation so much so that
the fabrics produced by them have
acquired a reputation for quality in the
“market. The fine dothies, sarees, anga-
vasthrams and davanis produced in
Madurai are much in demand in North
India. They have an appreciable export
market also in Burma, Malaya and. other
countries of thé Far East, Irag, Arabia

ete. countnesm the N.[lddle East as well
‘as in Africa,

Chinnalapatty,  Sithayankottai and
Thadicombu in Dindigul Taluk and.
Jakkampatti in Periakulam Taluk are
other ‘important centres
industry in the district.
centre specializes in the weaving of
sarees made of rayon yarn which
are close imjtations of silk sarees and
are  therefore  very popular and
command a wide market. Some -of
the producers are receiving enquiries
from importers in U. S. A.

India’s Ambassador to Switzerland,
who paid a visit to Madurai before
his departure for ~Switzerland Tlast
year, saw the handloom fabrics of
Madurai and was struck with the high
quality and moderate prices of the bed-
spreads, towels, table linen etc.,
produced here and advised the producers
to send samples to Switzerland. Samples
of these goods are being sent to -other
foreign countries also through  the
Ministry of Commerce and we can look
forward with confidence to an export
market being ~developed for Madurai
Handloom products in countries abroad. -

Looking back, one cannot forget ' the
tribulations which the Handloom Indus-
try had to pass through in the “years
after the war till about 1950. Unem-
ployment was so _acute that- ~ the -
Government were running gruel - centres
at various places for the handloom
weavers and one used to hear of starva-
tion deaths and hunger-marches. - of
unemployed weavers. The State Govern-
ment was not slow to realise that a

#Fhe Karve Committee’s report has shown
that the handloom industry is capable of
expanding its production and meeting the
increasing needs of the country’s - popula-
tion but that in order to enable it to do so,
it should not be made to face an unequal
competition with the mill industry. The
need for some restriction on the mill
industry is now well recognised. The cloth
production by the mill industry at present
amounts to 5,000 million yards per annum.
The Second Five Year Plan envisages the
expansion of the production to only 5,500
million yards or 10% at the end of the

plan period. But, the handloom industry
which is now producing 1,600 million yards
per annum will have free scope to double
its production by 1960—61. The industry

. has thus a bright future.

The Second Five Year Plan so far as
this district is concerned is under  prepara-
tion. The Handloom Industry will naturally
have an important place in the District
Plan, so far as industries are concerned.
Any constructive snggestions or scheme
from readers for the development of the
industry are welcome.

It is our earnest hope that the citizeng
of Madurai will help to see that fhe~
College maintains high standards df o
behaviour and academic work. %
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In April 1949, this Municipality started
manufacture of Compost from habitation
waste in a depot on Mslur Road over
45 Acres in extent. This Municipality
produced the maximum by any single
Local Body including the Corporation
of Madras either in the composite or
the residuary States of Madras. 30,000
tons of cheap organic compost manure
are prepared annually and sold to the
ryots. This accounts for 107 of the
States” total production of compost
and is appreciated as a model for other
Municipalities to follow. This Munici-
pality has the biggest conservancy fleet
comprising of up-to-date Scammel
Mechanical Units with vacuumatic
sullage emptiers.

Two years ago, in collaboration with
the World Heath Organisation this
Council started a Serology Clinic for
control of Venereal Diseases infection
particularly in pregnant mothers and
children. In co-operation with the
Municipal Maternity Homes this Clinic
has done substantial service in curing
congenital venereal infection,

PROPOLALS

The aboe are the works executed
in the past and the Council has many
proposals too on hand. Worth men-
tioning of them are the opening of
another Maternity Home with necessary
staff to serve the area north of River
Vaigai. A central Laundry to launder
the municipal maternity home-linen is
set up and is about to function. Acquisi-
tion proceedings are vigorously under
way to contruct a modern type ot
Slaughter House, a Dhoby Khana and
Skins and Hides Depot at Munthriptope,
east oi the town. Congested labour

tenement area like Ponnagaram is to be -
soon provided with sewer, the propo-
sals being in the stage of finalisation,
The Public Health Laboratory is to be
soon extended and equipped with the
latest type of instruments. Opening of
a Dairy farm is engaging serious consi-
deration. The Council has recently
sanctioned an Anti-mosquito Scheme at |
a cost of over Rs:!' 44 500 and it will
soon be put into operation. The long
awaited augmentation of protected
water supply through Melakkal Water
Supply Scheme is at ‘the point of
execution. In order to meet the high
standards of sanitation' which the
citizen expect of the Department,
propasals to reorganise  the existing
19 sanitary divisions into 22 with a
Health Assistant to look after Vaccina-
tion as well as Vital Statistics Registration
tion have been just put up for considera-
tion. This will greatly facilitate vaccina-
tion and registration of vital events by
the public at offices quite within their
reach unlike now. The separation of
conservancy from the public health
department and handing it over to the
Engineering Department has been
approved by Government and is
pending with Government for orders to
appoint the required AssistantEngineers.
This will spare the time and services
of the health Staff for legitimate public
health duties.

This is about that achieved in the
past and that awaiting to be achieved
in the immediate future. Surely it is
not all. As already stated, the problems
of the community are too many. The
appalling ignorance and indifference to
Health principles on the part of the
masses are making solution to these
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problems even more difficult and costly.
The living index is poor and the
susceptibilities to infection are high
The Council has to keep pace with
these demands subject to the limitations
of finance and time. Adequate water
supply, extension of sewerage, mainte-
nance of high standards of environ-
mental sanitation, better housing, slum
clearance, provision of dust-free roads,
and the like are problems of growing
nature and great magnitude and are
bound to be there in some degree or
other. But the greater the attention
these problems receive the better the
returns in the shape of better health,
reduced mortality from infantile,

maternal and other causes. That the
Madurai Municipal Council has been
more than alive to the realities of
these big problems is borne out in the
progress of public health work done
in the Municipality from the inception.
These are really investments and are
remunerative in health instead of
money.

A survey of the activites ot the
Council in the past and at present will
amply convey to the reader that the
ratepayer’s interests are safe in the
hands of the Council and that it is up
to the citizen to reap the maximum
benefit out of these investments,

The Handloom products of Madurai are
as celebrated as the stately towers of its
ancient Temple. Whether they be the
timehonoured sarees or the laced dhoties
and upper ‘cloths;or' the. more modern
bedsheets or towels, Madurai, has always
held the field for quality and design. In
this the Sourashtra Community, which
came from the North and settled here
- many years ago, has played a dominant
part. To-day they form an industrious
and progressive community spread over a
substantial sector of the city ever busy

with their looms andjor dyé houses, or

marketing the yarn and cloth produced in
the city.

Nearly 31xty six years ago two young
brothers from ' Scotland’ established
Madurai the fitst*Cotton Sij‘iﬁniil-g"Mill
named  after the city with a view to
supplymg the much needéd yarn' to the
weavers in and around Madurai Dlstrlcﬁ
From small beginnings, i.'e., then running
only about 36,000 spindles and employing
about 1,000 workers, this Mill has since
grown into the biggest spinning Unit in
the East, Its spindles now number over
2 lacs and its labour force over 13,000.
There are branches and ramifications in
the Madurai, Ramnad and Tirunelveli etc.
districts and in all ‘the present total
spindleage of the Madura Mills is nearly
5 lacs, .with a labour force approaching
30,000.

About 30 years ago some enterprising
men of the local Sourashtra Community
Sti}rted the Pandyén Mill - named after
the Pandya Dynasty that ruled a portien

of Tamll Nad in East Madurai, and after
a few years this Mill was amalgamated'
with the Madura Mills. - The founding of
the Pandyan Mill was followed by other
Mills, notable among them being the Sree
Meenakshi Mills at Madurai and the
Mahalakshmi Textile Mills at Pasumalai,
Including the Rajah, Kothandaram Mills
and other units the local Textile Industry
to-day controls nearly 3-1/2 lacs of spindles
and ‘employs about 25,000 persons. Hum-
ming day and night it produces roughly
35 lacs of Ibs. of yarn per month. :

The yarn spun on these spindles covers -
a wide variety of quality single, double,
hosiery (Cone & Cheese) and cord Yarns.
And these yarns go to consumers through—
out the length and breadth of India, as

well as Burma and Pakistan._ ol

During'the War, special quality. yarns -
were produced -which were used - in - the -
manufacture of Arimy Transport Heavy:
Duty Tyres, Webbing Equipment; Pard-:
chute Ropes, Dropping Parachutes, Army
Underwear etc.

The Knitting Factories in Madurai have
established an unrivalled reputation for
the quality and variety of their Bamans

and other products.

The Handlooms in the city number
about 13, 000 as against a total of approxi-
mately 30,000 in the District: Some 1000 .
looms have been organised on a co-operative
basis, while the rest are run by private
enterprise. The products of these looms
cover all varieties and tastes and cater
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for both sexes, and have been supplemented
by the products from the powerlooms
attached to a few of the Weaving Mills
started in the City in recent years. .

Men and women employed in the Mills
Dyehouses and Handlooms number roughly
40,000. Including their families the number
who are fed by the Textile Industry may
be estimated at over 1,00,000 and this
Tepresents a substantial percentage of the
City’s population.

What about Labour Welfare? The
Textile Workers have the benefits of Co-
operative Stores and Industrial Canteens
supplying food-grains etc., & cloth. Schools
and Dispensaries have been provided. Of
the Workers’ Housing Colony at Harvey.
patti it has'been said that it is- “the best
in the whole of India and ought to serve
as a model.”

- The Industry has naturally promoted
trade and commerce in the City and the
. Province  and has largely - contributed to
the growth-of Banking Tnstitutions. - The
Madura Textile Industry there%ore has

played and is still playing a vital role in

- supplying -and-circulating the economic

life-blood of the Province. How truly did
the founder of the earliest Mill in the City
prophesy when he said nearly 66 years
ago, ‘I am to-day planting a pagoda Tree
that will cast its shadow and shed its
benefits over the whole Presidency.”

and the Kallar Reclamation = have
contributed much to this growth.

A épecial mention has to be made .

about the Kallar Reclamation. The
Government in their great effort in
the Reclamation scheme, found that
Scout Training helped in forming the
character of the boys in the area and
have, therefore, arranged for impart-
ing Scout training in gll their Schools.
Two full-time Scout Organisers. are
. working under this department to look
after the Cub Packs and Bulbul flocks

in the Reclamation area.

With reference to Madurai City
in particular, the enthusiasm and help
of the public and the Municipality in
encouraging all our activities have
done a great deal for us. Out of a
.tota] of 7400 receiving Scout Training
in the district, 3000 are in the City
itself. This 3000 is distributed in 35
Cub packs and 24 Bulbul flocks in the
Municipal schools, 42 groups in other
schools and 7 open groups catering to
non-students and workers. Scouts and
Rovers in the city are frequently put
on'service'at the temples and other
places during festivals to “serve the
vast crowds of pilgrims and also during
the visits of important people like the
Prime Minister of ~India etc. . The

Rajam, its President, has been acknow-
ledged to beone of the best run asso-
ciations in Madras State.  Day by day,
we are expanding our activities. Recen-
tly, we have opened an Equipment
Department, which supplies standard
Scout Equipment to people all over
the state. We are also publishing a
monthly Tamil Magazine, “Saranar’,

1TS ARCHITECTURAL BEAUTIES

By T. H. Vivekanandain Pillay,

(Executwe Oﬁ‘icer Sri Meenakshi Sundareswaral etc., Devasthanams, Madural)

The celebratel Royal City
Madurai has been the cultured and
artistic centre of South India The
time immemorable temple of Sri Mee-
nakshi 1s considered to be the best
type of Dravidian - architecture, - its
well proportioned tower and the
numerous temples, most of which are
inspiring structures, very ancient and
holy, lend a festive appearance. It is
the Athens of South India, the Seat of
successive Hindu Dynasties. The
teraple recaptures with vividness the
enormous patience and the extraordi-

nary skill of craftsman who wo1ked :

in stone.

It was to the Pallava King of

Vengi that the credit goes of building -
temples in South India with materlals'

that could endure for a few centuries,

- Before' the Pallavas came to Power-
North India had temples built in-

stone: in the Andhra too, from which
the - Veéngi Desha, was

that South India had no temples, but
it had none in stone up till then, and
those that existed - were of a unper-
manent material viz., wood.

That is why, we do not see today
the remains of pre-historic buildings.
An inscription says that Pallava
Msahendravarman dreamt of building

a temple without using bricks, timber,
metal and mortar.

The beauty, fineness and propor-
tion of the sculptured stones, which
so generously decorate this temple,
stand comparison with the best known
sculptural works to be found in Indis
To this attraction, is added the mys-
tery of the inner portico within the
Temple, which straightaway runs
parallel through series of corridors
breeze oozing through to a. sanctum,
whose divinity has stood through all

: ages.

Pallavas, there existed afew structiives:

Insxde the high walls, ~which"

surrounded the céntral. shrine. is &
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spacious courtyard paved with granite.
The carvings which catch the visitor’s
eye in this courtyard, are as majestic
as.beautiful,. as .are peculiar. -:These,
<arvings provide the Saivite atmos-
phere and special sculptural emphasis
1s laid on these sastrian principles.

The Gopuré’ms of this temple are
~all of Dravidian type. The stylabates
-and the first storey of each is built

-of sculptural stones and the portions

-above in brick work are profusely
ornamental with figures made of
‘brightly painted plaster and represen-
ting the more popular 'deities of the
Hindu Pantheon. '

The proportions prescribed in the
Silpa Sastra for each aperture the
pillar heights, the entabulative in each
<chamber, with proportionate moul-
dings on either side, go to produce the
curve of the Gopuram profile. The
-aim of Indian art is primarily = deco-
rative, “The architect does not desire
‘to reproduce natural objects. It was

the belief of the ancients that adher-

-ence to the rules, conferred happiness,
- prosperity.

Havell says that this is- onme. of: the
main characteristic of the -Dravidian
Styles. The construction of Temples
are eleborately treated in Silpa Ramé‘,

. There is nothing more attractive-
or more important, than the pillars,
which by their position and sculpture
produce marvellous effects. The colo-
nades of the pillars display massive
strength, combined with beauty, are
the best places of architecture. The
entabulatures are laid flat over the
pillars, which serve to connect diffe-

rent pillars.

Fergusan states that the great
value of the Indian examples is that
it widens so immensely our basis for -
architectural criticism.

The arranigements of the pillars,
the beams over them and the roof
covering them on the top are arranged
in such a way that the general pre-
sumption is that it is made up “one
huge monolithic. The pillars arranged
in§ymmetrical pairs are full of verti-
cal carvings. The thickness, the pro-
portion-of the breadth are in order. -

In order to securé a greater bear-
ing surface to the beams supported,
it wis 8 practice to have “double
column, the main “pillars- behind the
whole of the super imposed- load, " the
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whole serving as a corbel extending
outside.” This extension gives greater
bearing to receive the beam over the
pillars.

The shaft of the column rises
over the head of a lion crouchment
This form of the capital over the
shaft has all the appearance of a
wooden model. The projection of
caves is a special feature of the Dravi-
dian architecture.

The ornamental mouldings on the
bases, the capitals, the figures in the
lowest panel and the scrolls on the
shaft add to the richness of the detail,
The elaboration of the columns, as
Griggs put it consists considerable
refinement in delicacy, design. The
‘crouchant lion and the bracket arran-
-gements and the rampart Yali with
elephant below it, 11 up the bracket
»speafe with equilibrium,

Pillars are highly - elaborate in
disign, the' serolls of foliation carved
in panels are effective. The disposal
-of the corbel, the entabulature, the
cave and the parapet- above, and the
proportions adopted for the column,
is quite in accordance with the Mana-
sara. Fergussan draws an analogy
between the Egyptian and Dravuhan
styles. . The Gopurams both in forim
and style resemble the Egyptian tem-
ple pylons.

The architectural - sublime -of
the Dravidian temples consisted “in
them, splendour magnificence. The
Dravidianis a special exhibition of
indigeneous styles of architecture,
The slopmg stone-roof ‘which the
pillars support is a novelty in I[ndian
architecture. The corridors are the
celebrated feature of the temple.
These extent to 4000 ft nearly from
25 t0 30 ft. broad and from the floor
to the centre of the roof about 30 ft.
Most of the pillars are single blocks
of stone. Each pillar is composed.
and highly elaborate in design. The
impression produced by such a display
of labour, when extended to an
immense length is unique. The side
corridors are 700 ft. long and open
into transverse galleries as. rich in
detail. Much of the effect produced
on the mind of the observer, is due
to the immensity of the labourers em-
ployed. The massive styles of archi-
tecture and the huge stones that have
been employed in the construction
specially attract attention. The bas
reliefs on the ‘exterior of the walls
are singularly characteristic, The
richness and beauty of the interior 15
rermarkable. In temples, black horn-
blende rock or green stone is most
usually found, as the materials of the

- pillars, which form its colours, ive
. or sombre effect to the whole, but in’
. this structure, the material is -wholly

the granite of the . -locality; . - This
granite is creamy or pinkish, as &



<onsequence of which, the interior of
the Temple has an ample supply of
light from . ‘“peculiar, cheerful and
elegant appearance.” ¥

It is general practice to emply
vegetable matter of somé kind in
masonery to increase its adhesive qua-
lity and jaggery is among the substan-
ces. The indestructivity of the
ancient temple.is due to these mixed
cements. The granites’ preservation
and sharpness testify to 1its great
-durability with these adhersives.

No structure can bid comparison
to the group of towers at Madurai for
their mythic tapering grace, solidity
and decoration. It will be—drilled
into one's own that Dravidian archi-
‘tect is a master of his own craft. The
visitor must carry with him the inde-
Tlible vision of the tall “sun-kissing"’
towers. Temples are the “Bee-hive”
of intellectusl, — spiritual life and
artistic ideas.

fhe role of exhlbltlons as the

exhibitions have much more to do
than mere display of shops has begun

bangle shops, baloons, tea stalls and
-gambling shows'. This was so till a
couple of years ago when the Exhi-
bition organised under the auspices
of the Congress Party at the time of
the Avadi Congress Session made
cléar what an exhibition should be
and what it was wrongly - believed to
be. That was a real achievement and
itis no doubt true that various ext
raneous . factors * contributed to its
Success.. Even so the way in which
"he Madras Exhibition of 1954-55
was organised “should serve as a
Ptecursor or a harbinger to those that
dreto be orgamsed ‘hereafter. - It is
the prime factor that should be borne
inmind by everyone who organises
‘3“ exhibition that it is not the mone-
iry success that should be simed at

primarily, ‘but the serving of the
social purpose by which is ‘meant the
merital satlsfactmn thiat visitors were
given their expectations and what is
more, they had ‘to a certain extent
been enlightened on many things. This
shift of objective would - warrant pri-
vate parties conducting - exhibitions
purely for profits to quit the feld.
Public bodies: and -responsible orga-
nisations interested in the welfare of
the people should take upthe task
and it 1s certain that if once the public
is made. to understand. its- educative

value, the possibility of an exhibition

properly organised becommg a failure
monetarily is only very- remote.

Exhibi-
tions are organised in such centres,
specially on festive occasions -when
lakhs of people from villages nearby
throng into the town. For the Govern-
ments and the Industrialists, whose
obtensible purpose of participation in
exhibitions 1is ~to publicise their
achievements, here are the right peo-
ple to serve, the people to whom they
should go.for support in their plans
and with mutual profit. However,
one finds that exhibitions exécpt those
at the capital centres do not generally
get the active participation of the
Government Departments.. The pur-
pose of their participation in exhibi:
tions, namely to educate the people on:
the activities and function of the
Government, could mnot be fully
realised if they choose to make their
stalls scarce in exhibitions at the
mofussil centres and content them-
selves with those organised in capital
centres, This attitude must change. .

The Madurai Municipality has
boldly ventured to organise this exhi.
bition and it is the hope of every resi-
dent of this City that this exhibition

serve a model for others to be orga
sedin the future.

HEPATITIS.

 People exhibiting an “yellowish
discoloration of the conjunctiva and
the skin are referred to as suffering
from jaundice, thqugh this term 1s
applicable to the symptoms only and
does not connote a disease entity by it-
self. Jaundice is caused by the pre-
sence of bile-pigment in the blood.
The causative factors for this pheno-
mena - are ‘many; but of late one
amongst - these namely ‘virus’ has
attracted the attention of the publlc
and the public health personnel slike,
Thoeugh more is yet to be known on
this subject, it 1s presumed that this
short note on the epidemiology and
preventive messures of this dreadful
condition would go a long way in help
-ing the people to ward off an attack if
owing to circumstances beyond our
control, (as had happened in Delhi) an
epxdemxc out-break of the dlsease were
to occur.

The virus aetiology of Infectious
Hepatitis was established only during
world war No, I1.- - A full knowledge

4. Prevention of faecal contami-
nation of food and drinks and fomites:
This sounds simple but in practise
most of the people especially the poor
class have not so far succeeded in pro-
tecting their food stuff from the dan-
gerous insects. Proper sterilisation of
water by chlorination and fomites by
boiling them in water are all impor-
tant. A very strict enforcement of all
the food laws should be undertaken
by the health authorities.

_ 5. Improvement of Beneral sani-

tation : Collection, transport and
disposal of excreta should be scientific
and prompt. Fly breeding should be
prevented with all might. 45% D.D.T.
emulsion spray in and a roundtheusual
breeding places will be of great help.

6. Proper Steritilsation :
should be taken to avoid trans-

7. Immunising procedures : Whole
-sale mass inoculation against this

( about 2 months only ) it is capable
of affording. Further, even this slight
protectivity can be achieved only if it
is administered during the incubation

~period upto about 1 week before the

on set of the disease and for obvious
reasons this is difficult to determine.
For an avarsge adult 10c. c. of the
Gamma Globulins will suffice.

In conclusion I have to observe
that prevention or postponement of
exposure to infection by the Virus of
Infective Hepatitis, can best be achie-
ved by adopting general health
measures detailed in the foregoing
paragraphs. The general public are
aware of the fact that this virus disease
was prevailing in an epidemic form in
Delhi recently and the cause of the
same was said to be contamination of
the water supply by sewage. Similar
out-breaks occurred in the Trichy,
Salem, and Cannanore Central Jails
during 54" and 55.

A careful watch is being kept on
the public health conditions of this
historic city. Stray cases of Jaundice:
brought to our notice are fully inve-
stigated and necessary steps for the



prevention of spread of infection are-

adopted and continued. Rightly the
citizens of Madurai are enjoying a
protected water supply though not
<ontinuous, The Melakkal Water Sup-
ply Scheme that has been recently
inaugurated by the Hon. Chief Minis-
ter of Madras would certainly go =
long way in solving one of the crying
needs of the hour. Similarly the
completion of the contemplated under-
ground drainage scheme will contri-
bute to a reat extent in “the control
of epidemic diseases like cholera,
typhoid group and Infectious Hepatitis.

Lastly I request the public of this
holy Temple City tosco-operate with
the officials and field staff of the
Public Health Department of this
Premier municipality’ which is only
next to Madras Corporation, hy. prom-
ptly notifying the incidence of Infecti-
ous diseases including ‘Infectious
Hepatitis’ commonly known as Jaun-
dice. Their continued co-operation
in the verious existing immunising
procedure against infectious diseases
like Smallpox, Cholersa, Typhoid and
diphtheria are also earnestly soleited
for making the Nishkamya Karma of
the Public Health Department a great

success.
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MADURAI THROUGH THE ABGES.

( R. Krishnamoorthy, M. A, Madura College. )

Madurai is one of the very few
cities in India that still
maintains its old reputation asa centre
of learning as a holy place and asa
beautiful city from the sangam age,
which dates back to over 200 years.
The rulers of the Pandyan country in
the extreme south of India had
Madurai as their Capital, and they
trace their origin to the Moon, like
the Kings of the lunar race of the
north. The Pandyan Kings have been
referred to in Valmiki Ramayana and
Vysa Bharata, and Parimelazhagar,
the commentator of Tirukkural states
that their origin, like those of the
Cheras and Cholas, is difficult to trace,
for he says that they had been
civilised races from times immemorial,
( saBsreard wanlgreTmé srazls
warGBgra B apds G1g. ). Suchris the
antiquity of this holy place.

Tamil Sangam classics
Paripadal, = Maduraikkanchi
Silappadikaram, contain profuse refe-
rences to the glory and beauty that
Madurai was in  every respect
Paripadal compares the plan of the
“city to a lotus with the temple in the
centre and several concentric streets

in rings around it. Maduraikkanchi
speaks of the Hindu, Buddhist and Jain
shrines, and about the festivals, trade,
professions and wealth prevailing
there. Silappadikaram gives an
account of the strong and impenetr-
able- fortifications of the City, with
automatous and other mechanical
devices to safeguard it All these
indicate that in that remote age,
Madurai was a busy aund rich city
throbbing with life and happiness and
was the eynosure of, not only Indian
but even foreign cities. In fact many
western and eastern countries had
political and maritime commercial
ties with Madurai. In short, the
Sangam works picture to as a Madurai
at its zenith of wealth, power and
cultire unequalled by any other city
in the south,

The Stalapurana of Madurai
says that the city was founded by
Kulasekarapandyan, His son was
Malaysdwaja = Pandyan father of
Goddess Minakshi or Thadathagaip-
piratti, who married Sundara Pandya
and ruled over the Pandyan country
with Madurai as the Capital. Several
generations afterwards, Vamasekara
Pandya rebuilt the city of Madurai
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with new frontiers and called in
Halasya Kshetra. The legend conne-
cted with this event are noticed in the
Stalapurana known as Halasya Mahot-
miyam. Then we come down to the
age ot Manickka Vasagar whose
contemporary was  Arimardhana
Pandya and for whose sake God Soma-
sundara performed several miracles
" which are celebrated to this day on
special festival days. The last of the
Puranic Pandyas was Kuliya Pandya.
As it 1s difficult to identify these
legendary Kings and reconcile their
professions with historic facts, we
shall leave them for what they are
worth.,

After the Sangam Pandyas, there -

is a period known as-the. dark age in
South Indian History when Kalabra
invaders overrun the South and held

sway for three or four centuries. We
do not l_inow anything about the
condition of the South, less parti-
cularly about Madura in this period.

The destruction of Madura by the
fire of Kannaki's wrath mentioned in

Silappadikaram, . must have occurred

at the beginning of this period, and_

afterwards the Puranic Pandyas might
have z'enovated it at the close of this

period. Thus with the end of the
Kalabra interregnum, the city of
Madurai came into  prominence ornce
again.” Then commenced the line of
the In}periél Pandyas with Kadungan
88

“reign,

as its head, some where about the
close of the 6th century A.D. The
last of this dynasty was Maravarman
Raja Simha (900-920 A. D), who was
defeated by Parantaka Chola, and
with him Madura fell into the hands
of Cholas. The Chola sway over
Pandyan territory lasted for about 8
centuries. During this period the
Pandyas occassionally rebelled against
their suzerains, and finally threw of
the Chola yoke 1in about 1120 A.D.
It was Jabavarman Sri Vallabha that
successfully rebelled and styled him-
self as Cholanthaks in consequence.
But strifes were still raging between
the Pandya rivals for the throne of
Madurs, and a state of uncertainty
prevailed - till the end of the
12th century. The subjegation of the
Cholas by Hoysala Vira Someswars,
gave the signal for Vikrama Pandya,
an ally and fendatory of the Chola
King, to become independent and he

paved the way to establish the record

Pandyan Empire which flourished
for over a century and half. The fore-
most emperor of this period was
Jabavarman Sundara Pandyan. During
his successorMaravarman Kulasekara's
there was an invasion of
Madurai by one Hazarat Sultan Ali in,
1290 A: D. Marco Polo visited - the
Pandyan Kingdom in Jabavarman
Sundara Pandya III's reign, and hg'
describes the Kingdom as ‘Grester
India’ ‘the finest and noblest pronﬂce
1in-the whole world’ and so on. Mahk ;



Kafur invaded Madura in 1824 during
Jabavarman Parakrama Pandya I's
reign and destroyed Madura fort, city

and temple. He razed the whole city

to the ground, and droveaway the King
from Madura. He ruled over the Pan-
"dyan territory for 8 years, and handed
over the fate of the country to six of
his successors who held sway for 48
years in all which was a reign of
ter.or and anarchy.

The dawn of the Vijayanagar
empire angured well for Madura, as it
did for the entire Hindu India. For
Bukkaraya of Vijayanagar sent his
general Kumara Kampana Odayar in
1371 to relieve Madura from its thral-
dom and soon the deliverance came.
It is said that when the Minskshi

temple was opened after 48 years the
offerings of flowers to the Goddess
were still fresh, to the surprise of all.
In 1451 the Pandyan heir was restored
to the throne of Madura by - the
Vijayanagar empire. In 1500 A.D.
when this dynasty became extinet,
the Vijayanagar empire took direct
control over Pandyan territory through
her Viceroys, -all of whom took a
devotional interest in the temple city.
- Viswanatha Naick (l558—1563) was

the foundér of the Naik dynasty of

Madura, ‘during the -viceroyalty of

- Mohammadan

Thirumal Naik of this dynasty, the
suzerainty of Vijayanagar was over-
thrown, and he became an independant
ruler. It is to :this Thirumala Naick
(1623-—1650) that Madura owes its.
present beautiful central shrine of
Minakshi Sundareswara with its huge
fort walls towers, mantaps, the golden
like tank, ete. embellished with the
most wonderful pieces of sculpture and
art. The Tirumal Naik Palace, the
big Teppakulam near Vandiyur, the
Pudumantapam, the Kalyanamantapam
in Alagar Hills etc. are all his benefac-
tions. It is there superb pieces of
architecture and art that thrill the
tourists minds all over the world.
They have been termed the most

magnificent piece of man's work in

the world.

With the extinction of the Naik
dynasty after Bangaru Tirumalas - 1n
1786, the Pandyan country passed into
hands agein, . and
anarchy followed. ~ Chanda Sahib-
seized all the temple. property and
Hyder Ali created panic, Finally in
1785 Madura was annexed by the
British and better days began to dawn. .
It was in 1929 when the Hindu’
Religious Endowments Board was
constituted that ‘Madura temple saw
saﬁsfgc.ibry administration. “"Such 1in
short is the-history of Madurai.
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TWENTY YEARS AFTER

It was April 197¢. The sun had
just risen and the roseate hue of the
dawn had given way to the steely
blue sky typical of hot summer.
