Commercial and other
Forms ot Discrimination

The following is an ex-
tract from the Joint Parlia-
mentary Committe Report
Oon COMmerce; —

The Committes divide
this question into two se-
parate issues- Discirmina-
tion against British
Commercial Interests and
trade ‘in India,’ and discri-
mination against British
imports. As regards the
second of these issues, they
point out that it would be
of great advantage to de-
fine in the Constitution Act
the principles already go-
verning the relations of the
two countries. They draw
attention to the fact that
the ‘Fiscal Autonomy Con-
vention’ would never have
peen invoked to cover an
attempt to penalise British
imports, and they note that
the Indian Delegates have
assured them that there
will in future be no desire
in India to destroy the con-
ception of partnership with
the United Kingdom by
such attempts. They re-
commend that to the special
responsibilities of the Go-
vernor-General enumerated
in the white paper there
gshould be added a further
special responsibility de-
fined in some such terms
as follows: ‘The prevention
of measures, legislative or
administrative, which
would subject British goods
imported into India from
the United Kingdom, to
diseriminatory orpen al
treatment.” They further
recommend that the Gover-
nor-General’s Instrument
of Instructions should make
it clear that the imposition
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MALABAR TRADE WITH GERMANY.

The Cochin Chamber of
Commerce, in the letter to
the Government of India
regarding the recent restri-
stions of imports into Ger-
many, views with growing
concern the development of
Germany’s foreign trade
policy, a policy which is
based on the principle of
barter. ‘lhe export trade
from Malabar Coast ports
to Germany (for the pur-
pose of this letter. the
states of Cochin and Tra-
vancore are also included
with Malabar) is of para-
meunt importance to pro=
ducers, traders and mer-
chants on this coast. For
the year ending 31:t March
1934 exports to Germany
from the four principal
Malabar Coast ports,
namely Mangalore, Telli-
cherry. Calicut and Cochin,
exceed Rs. 35 lakhs, while
the value of Travancore
export was in the vicinity
of Rs. 7 lakhs.

The figures given below
cover the trade at the five
ports referred to namely,
Tellicherry, Calicut, Cochin
and Alleppey for the past
three seasons and amply
demonstrate th e impor-
tance of the trade of the
West Coast of South India
with Germany.

she has concluded with
other nations. And it is
probable that the Trade
Agreement will require
India to spend as much in
Germany as Germany
spends in India.” The Cham-

ber says: “1t is impossible
as yet to make an accurate
forecast as to the immedi-
ate ‘effect of Germany's
policy of restricted imports
but the fact that German
nationals are finding It in-
creasingly difficult to ob-
tain foreign exchange has
already resulted in curtail-
od shipments of all the pro-
duce from this Coast to
Germany. The result of
this in the case of coir yarn
trade is a sharp fall in the
value of the ' commodity.
The coir yarn
affects a large percentage
of the population:in Mala-
bar, Cochin and Travancore
and the reason for the con-
cern which is shared by all
trading interests on this
coast will bereadily under-
stood. The same applies to
other commodities particu-
larly coffee from Mangalore
Calicut and Tellicherry and
pepper, ginger, turmeric
and lemon grass o0il from
South Malabar and Travan-
core."”’
