The Report on the Ad-
ministration of the Agri-
cultural Department for
the year 1933-34 which has
now been reviewed by Go-
vernment makes interesting
reading and gives an ac-
count of the outstanding
experiments successfully
conducted in the various
fields of agricultural acti-
vity in the State.

At the outset, Govern-
ment observe that during
the period, Dr. Coleman
was in charge, the Agri-
culturalDepartment attain-
ed a high level of efficiency,
and wish to place on record
their appreciation of the
services rendered by him.

In the Chemical Section
manurial experiments on
important crops such as
gsugarcane, paddy, ragi,cof-
fee, areca, cocoanut, cotton
and jola were con'‘inued
both in the laboratory as
well as on the Departmen-
tal Farms and private es-
tates: Honge Oil Resin
Soap manufactured in the
Government Soap Factory
according to the formulae
furnished by the Agricul-
tural Chemist is reported
to be very popular as an
insecticide and has dis-
placed the fish oil soap.
Government are glad to
find that its usefulness has
found recognition outside
the State also and that or-
ders for large quantities
are being received from
other parts of India.

Koleroga having broken

out in new areas, the My-
/

cological and Entomologi-
cal Sectionsunder took
spraying work on a more
extended scale daring the
year. The areca gardeners
of the neighbouring dis-
tricts of the Bombay and
Madras Presidencies as
well as the Agricultural
Officers of the = Dharwar
Division visited the affected
gardens in the Sagar and
Nagar 1'aluks for studying
our methods and extending
their spraying operations.
The result of the experi-
ments conducted is that
Casein is likely to be re-
placed by groundnut oil as
aspray mixture. The
Sugarcane borer pest was
prevalent in the Irwin
Candl Area to a large ex-
tent and a scheme for the
adoption of the measures
since found to be most
suitable in that area has
been sanctioned by the Go-
vernment. Bee-keeping is
becoming popular and a
short course was held in
the departmental Apiary
at Bangalore for the benefit
of prospective bee-keepers.
Forty candidates afttended
the course, of whom one
was from Travancore and
another from Pudukota.

In the Botanical Secticn
different kinds of new seed-
ling canes including a
fresh batch of canes from
Java were tested. Hybri-
disation work on paddy was
successtully conducted on
the Nagenahally Paddy
Breeding Station with the
help of an apparatus de-
gigned by the HKconomic

Botanist. The new cross
of cotton, H. 190 evolved
by the department gave
very encouraging results
and is spoken of highly by
the Bangalore 8pinning
and Weaving Mills.

The Engineering :Section .
of the Department devised
and tried a new type of
seed drill and it is reported
to have given the highest
yield at the lowest seed
rate. A complete set of
Jaggory Boiling outfit was
prepared at the Hebbal
workshop and supplied to
the Agricultural Depart-
ment of the Nizam’s Do-
minions. The Workshop
was also engaged in the
manufacture of cheap
washers for Hand Sprayers
which were till now being
imported from Germany.

The four Agricultural
Schools maintained by the
department are reported to
be growing in popularity.

The school at Hebbal
where the mediun of ins-
truction is English had a
total strength of 91 students
in the year of whom thirty-
five students appeared for
the Diploma HExamination.

The Agricultural Experi-
mental Farms have been
doing valuable work in
assisting private enterprise
and in the supply of im-
proved seed tc the raiyats.
Paddy manuria 1 exp-ri-
ments conducted on the
Hebbal Farm have estab-
lished the advantage of
combining green manure
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with sulphate of ammonia
and superphosphate to give
the best yields. In con-
nection with the scheme
for encouraging garden and
fruit cultivation in the
VaniVilas Sagar area
sanctioned during the year
a nursery of four acres was
opened for raising seedlings
of cocoanuts,arecanutsand
fruit plants like oranges,

limes, guavas, pomegra-
nates, etc,, for supply to
gardeners. Government

hope that the scheme will
prove to be a success in
encouraging fruit cultiva-
tion in this area. Owing
to special manuring and
spraying, areca Crop on
the Marthur Farm produ-
ced the highest yield ever
since the starting of the
Farm. The new Malabar
variety of pepper yielded
double that of the local
vines and a considerable
numberof cut tings was
distributed out s i d e the
Farm in the Sagar Taluk
and the demand is on the
increase. Demonstrations
of making brown Sugar in
place of jaggory were also
conducted on this Farm.

Trails of tobacco, chillies
cotton and turmeric as al-
ternative crops to Sugar-
cane were conducted on the
Irwin Canal Farm to see
which could be recommen-
ded with profit to the rai-
yats of the tract and Go-
vernment await the results
of these trails with interest.

As.a result of demonstra-
tions in spraying conducted
on the coffee Experimental
Station at Bale- Honnur; an
area of 20,000 acres of cof-
fee is reported to have been

sprayed by the planters
during the year  The cof-
fee Scientific Officer of the
U. P. A.S.I. continued to
work on the station and
was chiefly engaged in the
investigation of Loeaf
Disease and Die-back in
coffee.

As a result of the propa-
ganda in rural parts, Vil-
lage Panchayets and
individual raiyats & were
persuaded to grow fruit
trees like cocoanuts,
oranges, plantains, limes,
etc., and were supplied with
plants.A r ticle s of the
value of Rs. 12.417 were
supvolied t> Village Pancha-
yets and Co-operative
Societies, and the District
Boards of Tumkur, Kadur,
and Shimoga coentributed
grants for demonstration
in their respective districts
The total value of sales
effected through the Agri-
caltural Depots was Rs.

The work
on fruit culture was car-
ried on in the Government
Botanic Gardens, the Cen-
tral Fruit Nursery and the
Krishnarajasagara Orchard
A large number of fruit
trees were propagated.
Nearly 1.300 fruit plants
and 11,200 miscellaneous
plants were supplied to the
public from the nurseries
maintained by the Govern-
ment. The area under
mango is reported to be
16,000 acres and under
plan tains18,500. The
total export trade in fresh
fruits and vegetables shows
that there is still great
scope for the extension of
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*t and vegetable cultiva-

During the year, nume-
rous plants of botanical
and horticultural interest
were introduced.

Government are
glad: to note that a large
number of fruit-growers
have followed the advice of
the departmentinregard to
the control of various plant
pests and diseases.

Experiments on the pre-
paration of composts were
¢ on ducte d successfully.

The department partici-
pated in the All-India Da-
sara Agricultural and In-
dustrial Exhibition held at
Mysore. Two horticultural
sliows were held by the
Mysore Horticultural So-
ciety and the exhibits dis-
played were of a high
Standard. Of the special
schemes under the supervi-
gion of the department, the
progress of waste land
plantation at Tumkur is
reported to be satisfactory,
Over 20,000 avenue plants
were propagated in Banga-
lore, Mysore and Tumkur.

s TELEPHONE CALLS. <=

Some of the facilties avai
lable for international tele-
phone calls are not always
fully undarstood by the
general public, and this no
doubt explains why, for
instance, the “personal” or
“preavis” call, which is the
nearest thing in Europe to
the person-to-pergon call as
practised in the U. S. A.,
represents fifty per cent of
all international calls in
some countries, while it
only represents five percent
of such calls in other count-
ries, althoughits value is as
great in one country as in
another. An interesting
statementon this point was
made to a'World Trade'rep-
resentative recently by Mr.
H. Fossion, Chairman of
the 6th and 7th Commiss-
ions of Rapporteurs’ of the
International Consultative
Telephone Committee.

Quoting the figures men-
tioned above, Mr. Fossion
pointed to the fact that the
rate for a ‘“preavis’ call
was the same in all count-
ries, namely the equivalent
of the charge for one
minute's conversation.

“On the other hand,” he
contirnued, “as the advanta-
ges of the ‘preavis’ are aot
appreciably different in cer-
tain countries than in others
the reason why it is less

used in certain countries

must be looked for in the
fact that the facilities in
guestion are not sufficiently
well known.

“Otgherwise, it is difficult
- to understand why so many
international telephone calls

b e

especially those put through
to hotels and important
commercial or industrial
offices.are regularly charged
for on the basis of a three-
minutes conversation in
cases where the call has
been wasted owing to the
absance of the person asked
for, or had to be prolonged
and charged for in excess of
three minutes simply beca-
use of the time lost in find-
ing the person called.

“It should be remembered
that a call without ‘preavis’
is charged in accordance
with the regulations from
the moment when the num-
ber called replies and has
been connected with the
calling number, whoever
the person answering the
telephone at the other end
may be.

“Now by paying a small
supplementary charge equal
to the price of a one-minute
conversation, the caller in
the case of an international
telephone call can make
sure that his call will only
be charged for if someone
at the number called has
made a formal statement
that the person wanted is
prepared to take the call at
once within an approxima-
tely fixed delay. If the per-
son wanted cannot be reach-
ed at the number given and
there is a possibility of
reaching him at another
number, everything will be
done to reach him. It sho-
uld also be noted that when
putting through an interna-
tional call with ‘preavis’
the caller has the choice of
asking for his correspond-

R

ent by name or in any other
way. Thus, for example,
he may ask to be put thro-
ugh to a person speaking a
given language in the office
he wants to get into touch
with.”

In intercontinental servi-
ce, for instance London-
New York or Berlin-Tokyo
and in the internal service
of the U . 8. A., the system
is somewhat different. The
telephone operator has two
names on her card, those of
the caller and the called
person, and it is the busi-
ness of the telephone admi-
nistrations or companies to
make the bridge between,
those two persons. In other
words, the call is only put
through when both parties
say they are ready to speak
to each other. This system
of the person-to-person call
also gives a greater guaran-
tee to the user that he
will be connected with the
person he asks for, since he
knows that the office at the
other end will hunt up the
person requested until he is
found or until it is sure
that he cannot be found.

At the request of the
International Chamber of
Commerce, the Internatio-
nal Consultative Telephone
Committee is at present
studying the possibility of
extending the  existing
facilities.inEuropeanservice
either by introducing a new
category of p irson-to-per-
son call or by widening the
“preavis” system so as to
give the users the fuller
guarantees they require.

Brilliantine

Castor oil 100 gr:; alcohol 90
p- ¢ 1000 c. c; artificial oil of
rose 2 gr; geranium oil § gr;
geronial 5 gr- The bottle is
half filled with oil and the ex-
tract is added. The oil and
extract separate into two lay-
ers in the bottles. The bottle
is shaken before use and a
milky emulsion is formed whi
ch disappears when the brilli-
antine is left undisturbed
again.

Bleaching Castor Oil

In an open tank charge 1
ton of oil turn on steam,
and when at 120 F stir into
it the following; Cbloride of
lime 19 1bs; animal charcoal
9.1bs ; black oxide ‘of manga-
nese 28 lbs; water 7 galloas.
As soon as the oil is heated add
95 lbs. hydrochloric acid, then
add 20 lbs. sulphuric acid
in 1 gallon water and boil
slowly for 40 minutes. Turn
off steam, allow to settle, and
when cold, it will be found to
be free from smell.

Camphor

Wax % oz; oil of almond %
pint; camphor 1 oz. Melt to-
getheér the first three ingredie-
nts by gentle heat, add the
camphor; when dissolved stir
until partly cold and then pour
into small moulds. It is used
to rub over the hands after
washing to prevent chaps.

Cheese

As soon as the milk is taken
from the buffaloes it is put in
an earthen vessel and rennet
is mixed with it at the rate of
one seer to a maund of milk.
About 2 hours after the curd is
broken with the hand and is
put in small quantities in gha-
llow bamboo baskets. Next
day it is mixed with a little
salt and repeatedly cut across
with a knife and each time the
knife is passed through it.
Then the curd is pressed with
the palm of the hand. The
process is repeated for three
consecutive days & altogether
2% seers of salt are used to a
maund of curd. The cheese is
then left to cure-

Writing on Glass.

To obtain matt designs
on glass: Take sodium flou-
ride 35 parts; potassium
sulphate 7 parts; zincchlori
de 15 parts; hydrochloric
acid 65 parts;distilled wa-
ter 1000 parts. Dissolve the
godium fluoride and the
potassium sulphate in half
of the water; dissolve the
zinc chloride in the other
half of the water snd add
the hydrochloric acid. Pre
serve these two solutions
geperately.

For use, mix a little of
each solution and write on
the glass with a pen or brush

Metal Polishing Paste."

Tallow 36 1bs; white mineral
jelly 201bs; non-gritty chalk 30
Ibs; levigated flint4 lbe; powd-
ered pumice 3 Ibs; oxalic acid 23
1bs; Melt the tazllow and jelly
powder, the acid mix well with
the permice, flint and chalk.
Mix all and grind. This gives
a white paste of satisfactory-
quality.

Scented Envelopes

For preparing scented enve-
lopes and letter prper paepare
the following wmixture: mix
thoroughly coumarinl0 gr;va-
I_xillin 10 gr; heliotropin 10 gr;
ionone 10 minims! hyalinthine
5 minims; essence of musk 30
minims; otto of rose 4 minims;
rectified spirit 1 fl. oz. Then
soak a piece of blotting paper
in the mixture., The envelopes
and letter paper to be scented
are put up in a closed box
along with bloting paper for a
day or so: These will imbibe
the scent.

Cement for Metal, Glass
and Procelain.

A soft alloy is prepared
by mixing from 30 to 36
parts of copper precipitated
in the form of a fine brown
powder, with sulphuric acid
of a specific gravity of 1.85
in a cast iron or procelain
mortar and incorporating
by sirring 75 parts of mer-
cury, the acid being after-
wards removed by washing
with water. In from 10 to
14 hours the amalgam be-
comes harder than tin, but
when heated to 693F:, it
can be kneeded like wax
In this condition it is appli
ed to the surface to be ce-
mented, and will fix them
firmly together on cooling,
