It isa pity
that the interests of the
people had to be sacrificed
in order to balance the bud-
geot.

There was a fall of 21 in
the number of post offices,
rural offices being reduced
by 149. There have been
similar reductions in the
number of letter boxes.

It may be
suggested here that where
any office is found unremu-
nerative it might be left
in charge of extra depart-
mental agents so that the
facilities for the people
might not be curtailed

Economic and trade de-
bression seems to have
affected the volume and
value of business in the
various sides of the depart-
ment during the year under
report. The number of
insured letters and parcels
fell by 9 percent, inland
value payable business
by 22 percent in number
and 3'5 percent in wvalue.

hat the State HKlectric

Department,inaugurated
seven years ago, has made
considerable progress,is the
observation’ made by the
Government in their review
of the administration re.
port of the Department for
1933-34. In the State over
and above the 'rivandrum
and Quilon Electri: Suppli-
esfinanced by Government,
the Nagercoil and Kotta-
yam undertakings are
owned by private agencies:
The Pallivasal Hydro-Elec-
tric Scheme which promises
to supply energy to impor-
tant towns and villages of
North and Central Travan-
core is making good pro-
gress.

The total outlay of the
department during the year
(1109 M. E.) was Rs. 10,99-
832 as against Rs. 3,31,793
in 1108. The total expen-
diture on the staff and
establishment was Rs. 1,31-
925, which works out at 12
per cent of the total outlay.

In Trivandrum 220 new
services were connected,
out of which 187 were for
private consumers and 33
for Government institu-
tions. The generating po-
wer increased steadily,
being 886,235 units in 1109
as against 728,909 units an
increase of 21.6 per cent
The cost of generation fell
by 9 per cent and cost of
fuel oil per unit was ‘376
anna as against ‘400 anna
in 1108

There were 1,203 street
lights at the commence-

ment of the year under |

review and no additional
lights were installed during
the year as the question of
further contribution to-
wards street lighting was
pending. The annual cost
of a light of 40 watts was
Rs. 30 and that of 100
watts Rs. 75, the lamps
burning 6 hours a night.
This was reduced to Rs. 25
and Rs. 62-8 respectively
in the current year.

The total outlay on the
supply till the end of 1109
wag Rs. 7,67,969. The total
receipts of the working of
the scheme during 1109
was Rs. 1,93,784. The total
expenses under generation,
distribution and adminis-
tration including audit and
pension contribution amo-
unted to Rs. 35,204 leaving
a net profit of Rs. 1,08 580.
Out of this, a sum of Rs.
46,000 was set apart for de
preciation leaving a balance
of Rs. 62,580 which is credi-
ted to general revenues of
the state. The income
works out at 8.15 per cent
on capital outlay.

The total amount provi-
ded towards depreciation up
to the end of 1109 amounts
to Rs. 1,89,000. Govern-
ment state that this amou-
nt will be invested in secu-
rities yielding 3% per cent
interest and by allowing
the depreciation fund to
accumulate at compound
interest. the Government
expect that this would ulti-
mately lead to the reduc-
tion of the rate of deprecia-
tion and that the benefit of
thisreduction would accure

to the consumers by a re-

duction in rates of supply
of current,

The Government further
observe that,in view of the
fact_ that the schems is
baying a return of more
than 5 per cent, it is Propo-
sed to earmark the income
over and above five percent
to form a separate fund
called the Reserve Fund
from which money would
be drawn in future years
for additional extensions of
the scheme,

Telephone

130 miles of Telephone
lines were erected during
the year, bringing the total
length of over-head lines to
180 miles. Forty-two new
subscribers were secured
and 33 additional extension
phones were installed. The
total number of subscribers
was 157, out of which 26
were private subscribers.
The gross receipts during
the year were Rs. 13,996
working expenses Rs. 8.650
resulting in a net profit of
Rs 5,346 4-4 per cent on the
capital investment of Rs.
1,22.228.

The total outlay on the
Kottayam Electric supply
amounted to Rs. 1,20,114
and gross receipts to Rs.
24,593. Total length of sup-
ply lines is 12 miles.

The total outlay on the
Nagercoil Electric supply
is Rs 1,24,435 and the recei-
pts during the year amount-
ed to Rs. 2,455 and working
expenses Rs. 8.251. The
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total length of supply is 7+
miles. Street lights have
not been brought into
use, as a satisfactory agree-
ment had not been so far
reached between the Muni-
cipality and the Company.

Sea-Borne Trade

Reviewing the adminis-
tration report of the Prin-
cipal Port Officer on the
working of the Marine De-
partment during 1109, the
Government observe that
in spite of the general eco-
nomic depression and the
consequent dullness in
international trade, the
seaborne trade was not
seriously affected during
the year. 384 steamers of
912,233 tons called at Allep-
pey Port during the year
as against 425 steamers of
1,015,442 tons in 1108. Of
these 102 were foreign
going and 282 coasting stea-
mers as against 104 and 321
respectively in 1108. Alto-
gether 542 steamers and 42
country crafts, with a total
toniage of 1,403,716 called
at the various ports of the
State as against 573 stea-
mers and 226 country crafts
of a total tonnage of
1,475,909 in 1108 The total
receipts and expenditure of
the year amounted to Rs.
71,666 and odd and Rs.
81,858 and odd as against
Rs. 75,204 and odd and Rs.
24,245 and odd in 1108. The
Government state that the
increase under expenditure
was due to the resurvey of
the Quilon roads and the
survey of the sea off the
Neendakara at a cost of Rs.
27,783 and Rs. 20 402 res-
pectively & forthe supply
of50 ¥ew Trucks costingRs.

RevisedTariff at Pondicherry

In connection with the
levy of customs duty on the
import of silks (both pure
and artificial) from foreign
countries into France and
her colonies, the French
Government have revised
the tariff rules relating to
the duty leviable on the
imported goods According
to the revised rules publish-
ed in the official Gazette of
FrenchlIndia theGovernme-
nt have directed the import
-ing merchants to label the
goods clearly as ‘“‘Rayonne’
(bleached silk) relating to
the artificial variety since
the tariff varies among
the artificial & pure silks.

BLOTTING PAPER INDUSTRY.

A hundred years ago such
a thing as blotting paper was
unknown; nobody ever thought
of it. People used to sprinkle
soft sand over the writing to
make it dry. To-day it would
appear ludicrous to you to be
carrying such a kind of sand
in order to dry writings. Yet
such a thing wasin vogue and
no body ever bothered about
it

The blotting paper that we
use nowadays differs but little
from the ordinary writing
paper. The writing paper does
not absorb the ink because
sizing in employed in its
manufacture. Even as glazed
china does not suck up water
the sized writing paper cannot
absorb the ink. Blotting paper
being specially used for absorb-
ing inks, must be made with-
out sizing.

Like many an other useful -

article, the blotting paper too
was discovered quite by acci-
dent. It will be interesting
to know bow it all came about.

Many years ago, there was
a mill at Hagbourne, not very
far fro Wallingford, in
Berkshire, where paper was
made by hand under the
proprietorship of a Mr. John
Slade.

One day, some workmen,
whilst engaged in making. the
paper, forgot to put in one of
the ingredients—Size a glutin-
ous substance used in paper-
making—with the result that
the whole quantity of material
was put aside as useless. But
for once, an act of carelessness

- had good results, for shmeone
picked up a piece of the spolit
paper and tried towrite upon
it with pen and ink.

Much to his surprise, the ink
was 8o quickly soaked up and
so rapidly that the writing

was not readable. This raised
In the minds of the paper
makers a new thought. Why
not make some more of this
new material, without the
forgotten material and sell it
for blotting written matter?

Why it blotted and dried the
wet ink was easy to see. Paper
made with size has a shiny
Surface aud does not absorb

“the ink as readily as blotting
paper would. The proprietors
of the paper-mill took up the
new idea, and ¢ Slade’s original
hand-made blotting’ wag put
on the market; and the public
pleased with the invention
bought so much that new
paper-mills had to be set up ;
and a gentleman of the name
of Forel, who married, Mr.
Slade’s niece purchased Snake-
by mills near High Wycombe,
and made very successful blot-
ting paper by machinery. He
was, of course, able to sell it a
much cheaper rate; and after
a while it was improved upon
and made as it is to-day,quite
perfect for absorbing ink.

steady advance both inres-
pect of the sale of energy
and earnings,”’ states the
resolution of the Govern-
ment reviewing the admi-
nistration of the Electric
Department of the State
during the year 1933-34.

The total number of units
generated during the year
in Baroda amounted to 24:68
lakhs K. W. H. as against
24,74 lakhs and the sale of
energy %o consumers to
19.88 lakhs of units as aga-
inst 18.43 lakhs in the pre-
vious year. Of these, 36
per cent were for industrial
and 64 per cent for domes-
tic purposes representing
an averageconsumption for
17 6 units per head of popu-
lation or 65.8 units per oc-
cupied house.

The gross surplus over
working expenses advanced
from Rs. 2,62400 to Rs.
3,06,900 with the correspon-
. ding increase in the units
sold. After making allo-
wance for deprection and
the first charge of the Go-
vernment on capital inves-
ted at 5 per cent the net
revenue amounted to Rs.
1.09 lakhs providing a net
profit of 9.5 per cent on the
capital outlay.

As a result of the con-
cessions given to the
municipality in respect of
the street lights and to
imall consumers upto 15

ht points, the average

il 2 g 2 W TR

revenue per unit sold came
to 3.97 against 4.07 in the
preceding year, but it has
resulted in the larger con-
sumption of power. The
Baroda Municipality acce-
lerated its street lighting
programme by adding 370
street-lights, bringing the
total to 1,440. The new ins-
tallations connected during
the year also show an ad-
vance of 30 per cent. The
extensions to the supply
mains and service lines
under the scheme during the
last three years aggregated
about 15.5 miles while the
low tension distribution
net-work covered an area

of 19 square miles, the
length of high tension
mains being 30 miles

When the programme wo-
uld be completed, it is
anticipated that it would
help the supply esystem in
reaching a larger number
of private consumers.

The (Government are,
however of the opinion
that there is still great
scope for development in
the supply system and
direct that the department
should make a spe¢cial en-
deavour to popularise the
use of electricity, espe-
cially, the supply of motive
power in the surrounding
rural areas for irrigation
purposes by reducing the
rates to make it acceptable
to poorer classes of culti-
vators and the method of
supply suitable to their
needs. In the city the uti-
lisation of electric power
in various directions for

i
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domestic purposes should

be encouraged and the Go-

vernment would be glad to
consider proposals for
opening a show-room for
the purpose.

Telephone

The remodelling of the
old and inadequate system
of manual telephones by
converting it into an auto-
matic one enabling subs-
cribers to make full use of
imperial long - distance
trunk lines, has added con-
siderably to the popularity
of the telephones and the
average number of calls
per day through the City
Exchange has increased
from 970 last year to 991
during the year under re-

| view. The laying of under-

ground cables and other
consfruction programme
for the parpose has been
completed and has already
commenced working. The
popularity of radio sets is
also evident from the in
crease of the grant of no
less than 64licences during
the year over the preceed-
ing one.

So far as the tariff redu- .
ctions are concerned, there
has been general disappoint-
ment that the Minister did
not consider the consumer to

a greater extent than has been
done.

The Board of Trade and
Industry recommends in its
report of Customs tariff
amendments for 1935 an incre-
ase in customs duties on hides,
boot and shoe uppers, women'’s
dresses and superphosphates.

It alsc recommends a decr-
ease in respect of calcium
cyanide, silk screen process,
paste, paint, steel strip. steel
filings and borings, golf steel
shafts, wollen piecegoods, air
survey films photographic
paper and requisites for fish-
ing industry. :

It has become known in
political circles that a pro-
posal has been made to
extend the existing wool arra-
ngement with Germany to
various other South African
products.

That through the medium
of the commercial banks, Ger-
man manufacturers are entitl-
ed to purchase wool to the
extent of £ 2,300,000, and pay-
ment is made by means of an
offset based on Germanexports
to South Africa.

Russo-German
Trade Agreement.

A  Russo-German trade
agreement has been concluded.
It ordains Russia to place ad-
dititional orders with Ger-
many for 200,000,000 marks on
credit at two per cent. above
the Reichsbank rate.

The agresment contempla-
tes that Russian exports to
(Fermany shall exceed 150,000~
000 marks this year. '

One of the favourable fea-
tures of the general situation
in this country during 1934
was the appreciable revival in
shipbuilding. The reaction
upon the freight markets of
the severe shrinkage in inter-
national trade -after 1929
quickly reduced activity in the
indusiry to a very low ebb
and. in 1933, the volume of
newtonnage launched in Great
Britain and Ireland had fallen
to 133,115 tons, the lowest
fizure reached since Lloyd’s
Ragister Shipbuilding Returns
were first issued in 1888. As
the appsnded table shows, the
total of 459 877 tons launched
during 1934 was more than
three times greater than in
the preceeding twelve months,
but an indication of the extent
of the depression still existing
in ths industry is afforded by
the fact that this figure was
still the third lowest recorded
sincestatistics have been avai-

lable and compares with an
aggregate of 1,522,623 tons in
1929. According to the Quar-
terly Returns, the tonnage
commenced during 1934
amounted to about 520,000
tons, a figure some 60,000 ton-
higher than the tonnage launs
ched in the same period, but,
in respect of two-thirds of this
total, work was begun in the
first half of the year, says
‘Barclays Bank Review.’

The United Kingdom is still
the leading shipbuilding coun-
try in the World, but her pro-
minent position is less
marked now than in former
years  Of the total tonnage
recorded as launched in the
World in 1934, this country’s
share amounted to 47.5 per
cent, compared with 54 5 per
cent, in 1929 and 58 per cent.
