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CROP BEPORTS

Pepper.

The area under pepper in
1936 in the districts of Malabar
and South Kanara is estimat-
ed at 94,000 acres in Malabar
and 8,500 acres in South Ka-

. nara as against the final area

of 89,453 acres in Malabar and
8,528 acres in South Kanara in
the previous year.

The condition of the crop
is generally fair. The early
outbreak of the south-west
monsoon affected the flushing
of the crop to some extent and
there was shedding as usual.
Theseasonal factor is estimated
at 90 per cent of the
average in Malabar and 95
per cent in South Kanara as
against 90 per cent in each
district in the previous year.
On this basis, the yield is esti-
mated at 12,,700 tons for South
Kanara as against 12,200 tons
for Malabar and 1,150 tons for
South Kanara estimated in the
previous year.

The wholesale price of
pepper per imperial maund of
82-22/7 lb. as reported from im-
porfant markets towards the
beginning of January 1937
was Rs. 16-10-0 in Calicut, Rs.
17-7-0 in Tellicherry and Rs.
18-3-0 in Mangalore. As com-
pared with the pricesin August
1936, these prices have risen
by about 33 per cent in Calicut,
49 per cent in Tellicherry and
38 per cent in Mangalore.

Ginger.

The area under ginger in
1936 is estimated at 10,000 acres
in Malabar as against the
actual area of 9,913 acres in
the previous year,

The yield is estimated to be
normal as against 80 per cent
of the normal in the previous
year. On this basis, the total

yield is expected to be 3,580
¢ tons of dry ginger as against
3,370 tons in the previous year.

Castor,

The area under castor in the
Madras Presidency up to 25th
November, 1936, is estimated at
240,100 acres. As compared
with the area of 247,700 acres
estimated for the corresponding
period of last year, it reveals
a decrease of about 3'1 per cent.
The estimate for last year was
below the actual area of 252,291
acres by about 1:8 per cent.

The wholesale price of castor
seed per Imperial maund of
82-2/7 th as reported from im-
portant markets towards the
close of November, 1936 was
Rs. 5-7-0in Vizagapatam and
Ellore, Rs. 5-6-0 in Vizianaga-
ram, Rs. 5-3-0 in Rajahmundry,
Rs. 5-1-0 in Cocanada, Rs. 5 in
Bezwada & Cuddapab, Rs. 4-14
in Vellore, Rs.4-12-0 in Masuli-
patam and Bellary, Rs. 4-11-0
in Trichinopoly, Rs. 4-9-0 in
Nandyal, Rsl "4-7-0'" in
Salem, and Rs. 4-2-0 in Tinne-
velly. As compared with the
prices reported at the corres-
ponding date of last year, these
prices reveal a rise of 14 per
ent in Cuddapah, 9 per cent in
Ellore, 8 per cent in Vizianaga-
ram 5 per centin Vizagapatam,
4 per cenl in Rajahmundry and
Vellore and 1 per cent in Coca-
nada, Nandyal & Tnchmopoly
and a. fall of 20 per cent in
Bellary, 12 per cent in Tinne-
velly and 1 per cent in Salem
whilst they remained station-
ary in the other centres.

Cotton

The area under cotton up to
the 25th November 1936 is esti-
mated at 1,982,100 acres. When
compared with the area of
2,200,900 acres estimated for
the corresponding period of

last year, it reveals a decrease
of 99 per cent.

The local cotton trade is not
generally active at this time
of the year. The wholesale
price of cotton lint per imperial
maund of 82-2/7 1b. as reported
from important markets to-
wards the close of November
1936 was Rs. 19-12-0 for Co-
canadas, Rs. 25-11-0 for Red
Northerns, Rs. 18-11-0 for early
crop Westerns, Rs. 25-4-0 for
Cambodia, Rs. 24 2-0 for Coim-~
batore, Kaxunganm Rs. 22-4-0
for minnevelly, Karunganni,
Rs. 21-12-0 for Tinnevellies and
Rs. 21-4-0 for Nadam cotton,
As compared with the pnces in
the previous month, the prices.
of Tinnevelly, Kalunganm an
Tinnevellies reveal a fall of
about 4 per cent and 2 per cent
respectively, and of Cambodia
a rise of about 2 per cent while
the prices of the other varieties
are practically stationary.

Paddy.

The area sown with paddy
up to the 25th November 1936
is estimated at 8,504,000 acres.
When compared with the area
of 8, 410,000 acres estimated
for the corresponding period of
the previous year, it reveals an
increase of 1:1 per cent:

Qil of banana 2 drs.
Tartaric acid T de.
Simple syrup 6 pints. -

Elastic Lacquer.

Slake 15 parts of lime with
20 parts of water,
while the lime is yet warm 50
parts of melted crude caout-
chouc. When cold the lacquer
is in the form of a paste. It is
best applied warm,

Syrup of Lemon.

Sugar 8 ch.

Water 14 seer.

Citric acid  (as directed).

Prepare an ordinary syrup

by boiling refined sugar in
water for 10 minutes over a
slow fire. Then add to this
citric acid, the usual proportion
being 1 dram of the acid to 6
oz, of the syrup. For securing

Wheat flour 8 oz,
Alum 5 07:

Rectified spirit 10 oz.

Dissolve the sugar in the
water by heat, add the lime
juice and glucose syrup. Dis-
solve the oils and the acid in
rectified spirit, mix with the

cordial and finally filter
through a felt bag.

BLACK.
Beeswax 214 lbs.
Carnaubawax 114 lbs.

Caustic soda lye 4°Be 8 fl. 0z.

Turpentine oil 6 pints.
Nigrosin 134 lbs.

Method of procedure:—Shred
the waxes and melt them to-
gether by the aid of heat.
Add the caustie soda lye and
stir until saponification is com-
plete and the mas becomes ho~
mogeneous.
