Oil
of lavender 20 drops. Boil the
glycerine with water; add the
carbonate of potash. Strain
and heat again. Then add
molten stearin and continue
heating. When it is complete=
ly saponified remove it and
beat it. until cool adding the
essential oils.

Hair Removing Soap.

Barium sulphide 16 parts
Zine oxide 40 parts. White
vaseline 12 parts. FHirst pass
Zine oxide through a fine sieve
There should be no clods in it.
Now add barium sulphide in
its dry condition and stir
thoroughly. Again mix the
vaseline with it and knead it
thoroughly. Now weigh apart
tablets and pass them in
moulds.
