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RECIFES.

Increasing the Growth of Hair.

It is a well known fact that you
can not grow wheat upon berren land,
and you cannot grow hair upon a
barren scalp. Upon some scalps- it
is morally impossibleto prevent its
growth, and on others it is 1mposs1b1e
to create it. This is attributable to
the want of sap in the skin, like sap
in a tree, but the following prepara-
tion has been tried in a great number
of instances, and proved to be won-
_ derfully successful where it was least
expected.

‘Pincture of Cantharides 3 dr. Coal-

tar Naphtha 1 oz, Rub into the parts

morning and evening, without caring
, of the odour.

Colours for Beverages.

No aniline colours whatever should
be used in colouring any preparation
for internal use; because they are
often liable to produce bad effects.
In the preparation of colours the
ingredients selected must be chemi-
cally pure.

RED.
Carmine (finely powdered) 300 gr.

Aqua ammonia (strong) 6 fl dr.
Glycerine, pure 3 fl oz.
Water 30 fl oz.

Dissolve the carmine in the ammo-
nia and add the glycerine; now warm
the solution until all odour of ammo-
nia has disappeared. The solution
is then diluted with distilled water.

YELLOW.
Saffron 3 oz.
‘Water 1 qt
Alcohol

Add saffron to the diluted alcohohc
menstruum. Macerate for several
days in a moderately warm place,
than cool and filter. This is usually
known as saffron tincture.

GREEN.

The base for green colourings is
saffron tincture as indicated above.
The complementary colour used to
impart the green is an aqueous solu-
tion of indigo-carmine paste Small
amounts of the latter solution are
added in the tincture until the desired
shade of green is obtained.

Essences for flavouring
Beverages.

There are many essences for fla-
vouring beverages, of which the
following are generally employed for
non-alcoholic preparations. All in-
gredien(s should be taken pure

Finally
press and filter through paper.

Carrot Morabha.

Carrot 1 seer.

Sugar 1 seer.

Scrape off the peel of the carrots
and soak them in water for one hour.
Take them out and make incisions all
over with heating. When soft the
carrots are ladled out and allowed to
drip The carrots are then cut into
pieces and cooked in syrup solution
over a slow fire. When it acquires
a morabba-like consistency, remove
from the fire, allow to cool and pack
in bottles and seal with pitch,

Silvering Glass.

Silvering glass can be done suc-
cessfully in the following way:—

Prepare a solution of tartrate of
soda and potash by dissolving 12
grains of the substance in 12 oz. of
distilled water.

In a separate vessel dissolve 16
grains of nitrate of silver in 1 oz’ of
distilled water. Boil this solution
for a few minutes and then after re-
moving from the fire add ammonia
little at a time until the precipitate
first formed is just dissolved. Avoid
excess of ammoia. :

The piece of glass on which silver
is to be deposited is carefully cleaned
with soda and well rinsed with dis-
tilled water. Equal volumes of the
above liquids are carefully and sepa-
rately filtered and afterwards poured
together into a vessal of proper size.

. Hold the glass piece on the top of the

mixture with its face touching its
surface. Silver thus deposits on
that face of the glass piece which
touches the mixture. The deposition
of silver will appear dark-coloured.
After rubbing the surface it will show
its own brightness.

A dentle heat facilitates the opera-
tion. Finally the piece is removed
from the vessel, rinsed with pure
water and varnished. :

Hollow ware, reagent bottles, and
test tutes are si'varediby simply pour-
ing in the two solutions in the same
way as described above. For silver:
ing the interior of large flasks, it is
well to introduce a small quantity of
the liquid at first, and to turn it
rapidly around .until the surface is
covered with a thin deposit.

Dalal & Co., 25—3—37.

Bombay & Calcutta markets
have dome a good week’s trade in
Indian Iron & Steel, while the land-
slide in Tata Iron & Steel Ordinary
and deferred shares has enveloped
the Bombay market in something of
a temporary cloud. Scarcely had the
ink dried on our last report, wherein
we expressed then-prevailing levels
(Rs. 452 for ordinary and Rs. 2,220
for deferred) or further rises when
the collapse in price to Rs. 352 and
Rs. 1,760 came about. We still
maintain that the Tatas market in
full of quicksands and it is just as
well to ‘stand out of it for some time.

The local market witnessed a fair
turnover in Iron & Steel issues.
Money rates register no change.

Trojan & Co., 27—-3-37.

Towards the close of last week. the
decline of the giltedged in London was
brought toa halt and visible apprecia-
tion in prices were noticed. During
the week under review, the Gilt-edged
section has remained steady.

The metzl exchange in London has

been quiet with decline in prices of
metals during the week under review.

The recent rise in the price of
copper to a level, highest attained
since 1930. is regarded by many as
being without any justification.

The Bombay Share Market witnes-
sed signs of heavy fluctuations during
the week under review with sensa-
tional losses in the steel and cotton
counters.

Maconochie & Co., 25—3—37.

The inevitable reaction following
overtrading and the boom in the Iron
& Steel trade occurred during the
week, The recommendations of the
Morrison Committee followed by indi-
cations in some quarters that they
‘may be given effect to in certain mea-
sures, operated as a brake on the
undiluted bullish attitude of the
Bombay  Market. Steels were
the first to be affected and in its
wake followed Cements, Textiles
and some shares in the miscellaneous

group. The probability of some
more shares being brought into the
forward list diverting enthusiasm from
the steel issues which dominate the
market at the moment, was also res-
ponsible for correcting prices. Inthe
Calcutta Exchange Indian Iron &
Steel were taken higher on report of
large contracts having been concluded
regarding the disposal of its product,
and due to the rumour regarding the
shares of a company in which The
Indian Iron & Steel Company share-
holders may get preferential treat-
ment in the matter of application on
certain terms. Gilt-edged however
remained a steady market, Banks and
Insurance being a shade betler in
sympathy. Public Utilities as usual
engrossed the best attention. Minings
were badly affected on an easier ten-
dency in base metals, Burma Corpora-
tions touching as low as Rs. 15-4-0,
Indian Coppers Rs. 4—6—0 and con-
solidated Tins Rs. 9—12—0, Share
values are however expected to
recover shortly.

Kothari & Sons, 2—4—1937.

We have only four days’ work to
report. There was no issue of our

' report on the 26th March due to the

Easter Holidays. During the inter-
val. however, boom conditions have
continued in prices of almost: all
issues and all Instances were met
with an appreciable advance. The
Commodity market in London has
remained firm, Rubber crossing the
133d mark. Higher prices were
looked forward to in both Rubber
and T'in and a large and representa-
tive business was possible in these
issues. Steel shares have remained
firm, the only exception being the
Tata group of shares in  Bombay
where both the Ordinary and Defer-
reds had voilent fluctuations).

Mr. Buckett on Currency.

The Annual General Meeting of
Westminster Bank Limited was held
at the Head Office, 41, Lothbury,
E.C.2, on Wednesday, January 27,
1937. The Hon. Rupert E. Beckett,
Chairman of the Bank, presiding,
said :—

In my address to you on this occa:
sion I have confined myself to a
review of the past year, pointing out
how events have affected the finan-
cial and trading position of this
country as shown by its general
progress. Any attempt to forecast
the future trend of affairs save in the
mos' general terms would be futile—
this because the political outlook is
unusually obscure, and the future is
more than ever governed by events
abroad, where we may do no more
than exercise the influence we possess
in the direction of peace and sanity.
There has been little amelioration of
tariffs quotas and other restrictions,
and though the various exchange
equalization funds have performed
their functions of preventing violent
fluctuations in exchanges, we have
not been brought much nearer to a
common denominator in the shape of
definite parties between this country,
France and America. The necessity
for equalization funds is proof that
the genuine functions of the various.
exchanges are to a great extent still
in abeyance. By this I mean that
these funds have taken the position
that should be filled by the passage
of goods themselves. They help to
maintain the international value of a
nation’s currency when neither by the
amount of goods exported, nor in
some instances by its own domestic
price-level, can such value be justi-
fied. It is in fact the fictitious posi-
tion of turning credit into a commo-
dity, the true commodity, goods, being
lacking. Nevertheless exchange equa-
lization funds can do a great deal to
counteract the ill effects of any sud-
den flight from a particular currency,
and have, indeed, already proved their
utility in neutralizing the effects of
large capital movements.

The measure of stability already
attained amongst the chief currencies
of the world is the result of economic
co-operation. Is it too much to hope
that political considerations will not
be allowed to stand in the way of a
wider collaboration, through which
alone the universal desire for lasting
peace and prosperity can be achieved ?
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POSTER ADVERTISING.

(By A. Taylor.)

These few words, quite frankly,
are written more or less as a chal-
lenge—a challenge to experienced
advertising men the agents sales
managers and advertisers who face
the annual problem of how to make
the most of a modest appropriation.

I would like to turn their attention
to a few potent facts about poster
advertising, and to suggest that they
give earnest consideration to this
proved publicity medium ‘when plan-
ning their 1937 campaigns. There
seems to be a deeply rooted idea
abroad that it is impossible to trace
direct results where posters are
employed ; that one must necessarily
budget for a heavy sum in order to
cover the country adequately; that
posters are just a  supplementary
form of advertising, all very well for
the big, established advertiser, but
not suitable for the man who has to
make every penny pull its weight. I
submit that these ideas are based on
lack of knowledge of the fundamen-
tals of poster advertising, that posters
are ignored by men who have a vast
knowledge of other forms of publicity,
but little actual experience of outdoor
advertising and their neglect springs
from the fear of that which is not
understood. I hope in this short
article to enlighten them to some
extent.

There is no reason whatever why
scientific planning should not be
applied to poster advertising just as
it is, say, to a well-conceived Press
campaign. Posters enable absolutely
intensive concentration on any desired
area. For instance, there may - be
one square mile in a town, which,
because of some prejudice, is difficult.
Blanket this with posters in strategic
positions and the pcpulation of this
square mile, seeing your message day
after day, cannot fail to be impressed
and ‘‘sold.” This is concentration
to a far finer degree than is possible

with other media, and the cost would'

be relatively infinitesimal, or at least
it could be kept within limits govern-
ed by the potentialities of this area.
Another instance of this segrega-
tion possible by posters suggests

There

itself immediately.

receives your literature and your
salesmen with cool indifference. A

. few well-placed posters around his

store will soon bring inquiries, and
convince him that he should stock
up to meet the demand. Posters
are then an effective and economical
means of forcing distribution by

- creating demand.

As for the public’s response to
poster advertising, well, reflect for a
moment on the number of national
advertisers who have used the Press
exclusively for some years and have
then experimented with outdoor pub-
licity—some with, and some without
the co-operation of the Press. Here
believe me . I am not ‘knocking” the
Press—nobody appreciates more than
I do that the biggest successes in ad-
veriising are due to the co-ordination
of many classes of medium. I feel
certain that it will be difficult to
name one of these advertisers who
reverted to their original policy. In-
deed, some of them use the poster
stations with increasing effect year
by year. The people who direct such
campaigns as I have in mind spend
their appropriations wisely ; other
wise it is safe to say they would not
have reached the pre-eminent posi-
tions in the world of commerce.

From my points about the con-
centration on any given area which
is possible with posterss it follows
automatically that the advertiser with
a modest appropriation, even a local
retailer, can use posters with profit.
Posters enable you to show your pro-
duce in actual colours, an impossibi-
lity with most media, and the cost of
the actual bills need not be prohibi-
tive—though it is true thata full-
colour lithographic poster in expen-
sive until long runs are reached. It

is now possible by the silk screen -

process to produce small quantities
of bills (say 25-100) at prices which
compare very favourably with long-
run lithography (per bill). ®

Commercial Opinion.

Mr. D. P. Khaitan, President of
the Federation of Indian Chambers
of Commerce and Industry said that
on the eve of the establishment of the
new Constitution, they would have to
undertake serious respoasibilities such
as planning out constructive schemes
for those who would be in power, so
that the latter’ could work them
out to the advantage of the country.
They should no longer play the role
of oppositionists but devise ways and
means by which those construc.ive
schemes could be put into practice.
He appealed to the mercantile com-
muaity in every province to raise to
the occasion and come to the Minis-
ters with constructive ideas. Never
had it been so necessary to work for
the good of the middle classes and
masses as it was to-day. There
must be complete co-operation bet-
ween the Government and the people
and in that co-operation, the mercan-
tile community could play a very

important role.

The new constitution will come
into operation on April 1 and the
Government of the province will come
into the hands of our elected repre-
sentatives The mercantile com-
munity must bear in mind that their

addressing the annual meeting of the
Karachi Indian Merchants Chamber.

“he who runs may read.” That is
a stock phrase, rather hackneyed, but
it is an unfailing axiom.—( Londoi
Chamber of Commerce Journal).
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Mr. Clucas on Indian Trade.

The 116th Annual Meeting of
Members of the Manchester Chamber
of Commerce was held on 12th Feb-
ruary, when Mr. W, E. Clucas, Presi-
dent of the Chamber, delivered his
fourth Presidental Address. In the
course of his speech he said : —

“In these circumstances, everybody
in Lancashire is happy to think that
the British Government will at last
be free to advance the claims of the
Lancashire cotton industry without
being handicapped by any suggestion
that political considerations are invol-
ved. We believe the British Govern-
ments bound to say to the Indian
Government that an indispensable ele-
ment in Indo-British trade relations
from their point of view is a continued

“trade in British cotton goods, and

that terms calculated to restore this
rapidly declining trade to satisfactory
proportions are therefore a necessary
part of any new commercial agree-
ment. In practice, of course, this
means a substantial reduction in the
present rate of import duty,

Owing to the unhappy past history
of the matter, we must expect a cer-
tain amount of hostile comment on
such a proposal from some palitif:al
quarters in India. The Indian Mill-
owners will also no doubt, feel obli-
ded to enter an objection, although it
seem to any outsider that the amaz-
ing progrees of their indus'ry in recent
years will rather draw the siing from
any suggestion that a reasonable in-
crease in Lancashire trade will be a
grave matter for them.

Taking Indian opinion as a whole,
however, I believe that in due course
it will be recognised that it will pay
India to deal considerately with the
claims the British Government will
make for Lancashire. Indians know
that their exports can only be main-
tained by a quid pro quo in the mat-
ter of imports.

In these matters delays and uncer-
tainties are bad for both parties, and
I hope, therefore, that the two govern-
ments will lose no time in producing
fair and businesslike terms on which
we can look forward to a long period
of mutually profitable commercial co-
operation. Lancashire has shown
her power and willingness to co-
operate with India by fulfilling all the
undertakings given in the Mody-Clare

Mysore.

An addition to the several indus-
tries that are either in the course of
progress or of establishment in the
State is about to be made in Banga-
lore for the manufacture of pottery,
sanitary pipes aud fittings The pro-
posed factory will be the third of its
kind in India. and the first in the
Deccan. To encourage the starting
of this factory, the Government of
Mysore intend giving seventy acres of
unoccupied lands in addition to 112
acres of occupied lands which will be
acquired by the Government at the
Company’s cost near Suladavanshally
(Banglore.)

Baroda.

As a first step towards their pro-
gramme of the development of small
industries in the State, the Baroda
Government have passed orders for
the constitution of a Board of Indus-
tries, with a view to providing all
technical information regarding the
possibilily of starting industries in
the State and to assist industrialists
with such advice and help as may be
necessary on technical matters. The
main functions of the Board will be
to advice Government in technical
matters relating to the State Depart-
