Cochm Harbour
Developments.

Consultations haye been procee-
ding between the Harbour and
Railway authorities in connection
with the lay-out of the Railway
yard for goods and passenger
facilities on Willingdon Island.
A revised lay-out plan has been
prepared.

Land is being acquired, for the
diversion of the main line from
Idappalli (the station next to
Erxnakulam) through Ernakulam
town and onwards, over the new
bridge linking the main land with
Willingdon Island. Work on this
new diversion 1is. expected to
commence shortly.

To meet the convenience of the
public of Cochin, and in order to
provide more accommodation,
especially for third 'class passen-
gers, in the Malabar Express, it is

_ proposed to run a new Express
train between Madras and Cochin
on and from October 1st 1937.
This new train isscheduled to
leave Madras Central at 19-25
hours and to arrive at Ernakulam
at'9-50 hours the following mor-
ning. In the reverse direction,
the train will leave Brnakulam at
18-10 hours and arrive at Madras
Central at 8-20 hours.

New Passenger facilities.

It is not generally realised that
the Railway, for some time past,
have endeavoured to meet the
wishes of the public in regard to
convenient train stopping places.
It is not always possible to site a
train halt at the place required,
owing to gradients or other physi-
cal features, but wherever the
nature of the country will allow
and financial conditions will per-
mit, train halts are provided.

In addition to 380 train halts,
which have already been opened
on the System, new train halts
have recently been opened at:—
1 Mile B. 471/2-4, between

Azhikkal * and Cannanore
stations on July 20th.

Improved Metre Gaug‘e

3rd class stock.

The new Metre Gauge 3rd
class coaches are built on under-
frames, constructed, by the Bast
Indian Railway, from steel supp-
lied by Messrs. Tata & Company
The bodies are built up at Golden
Rock Work shops from wood
obtained from Malabar.

The coach is divided into four
compartments each holding 16
passengers.  Hach compartment
is sub-divided further into two
sections, each sections accommo-

dating 8 passengers. The sections

have two lower and two upper
bunks. These new coaches accom-
modate 64 passengers and offer
greater room than the previous
type, which were intended for 77
passengers.

A special feature of these
coaches is the provision of 8
ventilators on either side of the

coach which can be turned to suit -

the direction in which the train is
moving. = Window shutters are of
the louvre type and allow proper
ventilation, even when shut.

The ladies compartment of
these new coaches has been pro-
vided with a mirror and all the
windows have been fitted with
safety bars.

Special ~ attention has been
given to the lighting arrange-
ments. :

Twenty two = coaches of this
new type have been put into
service and four more are under
construction,

These new coaches should prove
extremely convenient for marriage
parties.

The Stores Department.

The Stores Department have
recently placed an order, in India,
for tin ingots to the value of Rs,
1,16,000.

Castor oil, an Indian produce,
mixed with axle oil, has been
found to be a successful lubricant
for locomotives. Trials proved
that this mixture was more suita-
ble than a lower priced imported
oil and it has been decided to use
the castor oil - axle oil mixture in
future.

A contract will be let for the
purchase, during the 12 months
commencing from August 1st
1937 of dealwood cases, casks,
crates of sizes and fire wood
collections available at the Central
Work shops, Golden Rock. Ten-
ders are due in the office of the
Superintendent of Stoves, Nega-
patam, on September 19th.

Re-organisation of the
Traffic Department.

The Transporation and Commer
cial Departments have been re-
organised; the new system of
working being brought into force
from August 1st.

Previously, goods shed, booking
office and parcels office staff were
under the control of the Commer-
cial Department, stafl such as
Station Masters, Guards, Shunters
Drivers etc. being under the
control of the Transportation
Department. So far as the public
were concerned, this frequently
caused confusion as they were
unable to differentiate between the
work at stations, undertaken by
each Department.

The new system, in effect,
separates the function of the two
Departments at the station ent-
rance. The Commercial Depart-
ment is responsible for bringing
traffic to the station and the
Transportation Department for
handling the traffic that is
brought.

The District Traffic: Superin-

| tendent (Transportation Depart-

ment) should be referred to in all
matters pertaining to station
working, such as the booking of
passengers, reservation of berths,
bopking, re-booking and delivery

Inspections.

Mr. R. C. Case, Deputy Chief
Controller  of Standardisation
(Mechanical), Railway Boaxd,
visited the Golden Rock Work-
shops recently and evinced interest
in the scheme of stores recla-
mation in vogue on this Railway.

The senior Government Ins-
pector of Railways proposes to
inspect the line from Salem Junc-
tion via Vriddhachalam to Cudda-
lore Junction and on to Pondi-
cherry via Villupuram on the Gth
and Tth September.

Staff welfare.

Within recent months, the
amenities at the Central Hospital
Golden Rock, have been greatly
improved by the purchase of a
portable X Ray apparatus, an
Ultra Violet Ray lamp of the
mercury vapour type, an Infra
Red (Solex) lamp and a Diathermy
and Tonization machine. These
appliances are proving very useful
in the diagnosis and treatment of
a large variety of complaints.

Tin World Stocks

World visible stock of Tin in July
1937 increased by 2,603 tons to
25,042 tons compared with 15,964
tons in July 1936.

Real Estate.

Three-fourths of the habitable
globe is in the hands of six nations.
The other quarter is divided among
the remaining sixty-odd countries.
All told, there is only 55,000,000
square miles of earth, good, bad and
indifferent. Of that the British
control 13,172,000 square miles, or
approximately one-quarter. The lar:
gest landholder is the Soviet Union,
with 8,144 000 square miles—about
one-seventh of the total. France
rank = third with nearly - 5,000,000
square miles, and China fourth with
some 4 250 000. Brazil comes fifth
and the United States last each with
something like 3 000,000.

Trade of India.

The trade of Calicut Port during
the past year in spite of a slight fall,
had been fairly well maintained,
remarked Mr. W. K. M. Langley,
M. L A., Chairman of the Calicut
Chamber of Commerce, presiding
over its annual meeting.

A survey of trade conditions during
the past year and the prospects for
the future was made by the Chair-
man of the Imperial Bank of India,
addressing the annual meeting of the
shareholders of the Bank held at
Bombay. He was of opinion, that
1936-37 had been “a year of satis-
factory progress”.

Reviewing the trade of the Cochin
Port. during the year ending 30th
June 1937. Mr. 1. E Pitcairn, Chair-
man of the Cochin Chamber of
Commerce, at its snnual meeting
observed that there was more reason
to-day for robust optimism than there
h?.d been at any time during the past
eight years. He pointed out that
there was a sharp recovery in rubber,
tea prices were favourable, coir yarn
had appreciated in value, and ginger
had a year almost of boom prices.
The agriculturists had also embarked
upon a period of moderate prosperity.

World Production of Tin Plate.

World production of Tin plate in
the year ended June 1937 increased
by 22 per cent as compared with the
preceding year from 3 313 000 tons
to 4,038,000 tons.

Infringement of Trade
Mark.

Their Lordships the Chief Justice
and Varadachariar J. dismissed on
19th August, 1937 two appeals
which arose under the following cir=
cumstances :

Messrs. Biddle Sawyer and Com-
pany, a DBritish firm and Mr. M,
Abdul Azeez Sahib, piecegoods mer-
chant in Godown Street, filed a suit
against Messrs S Meera Sahib and
Brothers praying for an injunction
against the defendants from using
the diamond mark used on the twill
imported by the second plaintiff from
the first plaintiff who were the manu-
facturers of the twill. The allegation
was that the defendant used on their
piecegoods a mark called ‘gold star’
which was a colourable imitation of
the diamond mark on the plaintiffs
goods. Although the diamond mark
was used only on white twill. The
plaintiffs prayed for an injunction in
respect of all piecegoods. Mr Justice
Gentle decided that the first plaintiff
had no right to sue as they had not
sold the goods in British India. His
Lordship gave an injunction in favour
of the sezond plaintiff in respect of
all piecegoods and also gave a decree
for Rs. 500 as damages. Against
this, the defendants filed on appeal.
The first plaintiff also preferred an
appeal.

Their Lordships dismissed both
the appeals. They held that the
goods with the diamond trade marl
sold in India were associated not
with the name of the first plaintiff
but only with the second. But their
Lordships left open the question of
the relative claims of the first and
second plaintiffs, which were not the
issue in this case. Their Lordships
held that there was an infringement
and rejected the contention of the
appellant  that the respondent’s
name was not known to the purch-
aser. They held that it was not
necessary that the second plaintiff’s
name should be known but it was
sufficient if the trade mark was asso-
ciated with a particular goods of
some particular individual. Their
TLordships also -overruled the conten-
tion that the injunction should be
confined to white twill alone. In the
end their Lordships confirmed the
decision of Mr. Justice Gentle,

REGULATION No. VI OF 1937.

Whereas it is expedient to amend
the Pudukkottai Electricity Regula-
tion, No VII of 1925, the adminis-
trator, in exercise of the power
declared by section 20 of Regulation
1V of 1924, is pleased to issue the
following Regulation:—1. (a) This
Regulation may be called the Pudulk-
kottai Electricity (Amerding) Regu-
lation, 1937; (b) It shall extend to
the whole of the Pudukkottai State;
and (c) It shall come into force on
and from the date of its publication
in the State Gazette. 2. The
following shall be added as section
3 of the Pudukkottai Electricity
Regulation. No. VII of 1925:—
** Notwithstanding anything contain-
ed in section 2 (a) above, the
Government may, by order in
writing, confer upon any public
officer or licensee under this Regula-
tion, subject to such conditions and
restrictions as the Government may
think fit to impose, any of the powers
which the telegraph authority

The area under the summer or
irrigated crop of groundnut in parts
of the Madras Presidency during the
five months—January to May 1937—
is estimated at 67,800 acres.
