the purview of Tamil Nadu Public Service Commission.

Department/New Service Rules were
framed to the staff working in the panchayat Union merging all the Categories under
the Name of “Single Service Rules” and subsequently promotional benefits for Record
Clerks and part Time Clerks were given inG.O.Ms.No.963/964/Rura1 Devpt. Depattment/
Dated, 28-11-90. As per G.0.Ms.No.1765/Revenus Department/Dated, 07-8-="90
consolidated pay surveyor/Draftsman, Junior Assistant/qualified Office Assistant/Field
Assistants and Night Watchman in the survey and Land Records Department were given

appointment as Junior Assistants in the Panchayat Unions by creating one Post of '

Junior Assistant to attend to the work of the Nutrition Meals Centres of the schools
_ which have been transferred to the Control of the Panchayat Union, »

Now, Representations have been received from the Qualified Rural Women

Welfare Organisers (Tailoring Instructress) to appoint them as Junior Assistants in the
Panchayat Union.

In this connection, kind attention is invited to the Reference 7th cited wherein.
it has been instructed that Qualiafied Tailoring Instructress may be promoted as Junier
Assistant/Rural Welfare Officers Grade-1II in relaxation of Rules.

There is No Specific mention about the Rules which are to be got relaxed and
that whether they can be appointed in anticipation of the relaxation of the Rules
concerned, OR they can be appointed only after getting the rules relaxed. Further there
is also No mention as to whether the concurrence of the Tamil Nadu Public ‘Service -
Commission is necessary Ok Not.

I therefore request that detailed Instructions may be issued in the matter
clarifying the above position.

ORDER :

In the Government Order second read above, ban was imposed on appomtment
of Recored Clerks, Office Assistants etc, as Junior Assistant by recruitments by
transfer. The above ban was lifted in the Government Order third read above and the
appointing anthorities were allowed to fill upto 10% of the vacancies in the category of
Junior Assistants with the eligible Record Clerks, Office Assistants according to
seniority. Then in the Government Order fourth read above, Government cancelled the
prescribed limit of 10% and the Record Clerks, Office Assistants etc. who had
completed 5 years of service are eligible for appointment as Junior Assistants. Subs=
quently, in order to consolidate available vancancies to accommodate the Junior sis
tants regularised with reference to orders issued in Government Orders Ms.Na.996,
Personnel and Administrative Reforms (Placements) Department, dated 22-9-84 and ,
who were ousted from service for want of vacancies Allotment of the orders issed in
Government Order Ms.No.259. Personnal and Administrative Reforms (Personnel. J. )
Department, dated 27-4-1989, the Government issued mstructlons in the letters read
above to avoid appointment of Record Clerks, Office Assistants etc. as Junior Assistants,
by recruitment by transfer till those candidates were absorbed.

2) Rule 3 (g) of the Tamil Nadu Ministerial Service Rules provides that for
special reasons appointments may be made to the categories of Junior Assistants, besides
to others, by recruitment by transfer from any other service. It has been specifically
indicated in the Gevernment Order first read above that in the absence of any indication
in the rule or eleswhere as to what constitute ““Special Reasons’’ each appointing authority
is left to interpret the term in his own way and make appoinments by transfer. In order
to prevent an abuse of the rule, the following have been regarded as typical instances of
special reasons which would justify the making of appointments by transfer :-

i) Good work and conduct in the post held, coupled with long service and lack
of any other opening or prospects : :

ii) High educational qualification such as a B.A. degree ;

iii) Want of approved candidates in both the departmental and the Collector’s
- lists.

iv) Ineligibility for admission to the competitive: Examination due to beinga
full member or an approved probationer in another service ;

v) Conversance with the work of the office or .department aﬁd the nead for a
person possessing previous experience  of the work of that office or
‘department ; -

vi) Special consideration for being the son of a person who had rendered a long '
and faithful service under the Government ; and

vii) Physical disability or unifitness for executxve work which does not render"
a person unsuitable for ministerial work.

3) Nine office Assistants, and Record Clerks have filed Original ,Applicat,iqns

in the Tamil Nadu Administrative Tribunal staking their claims for appointment as

Junior Assistants by recruitment by transfer in the regular vacancies mow available in
he Departments. In those Original Applications, the Tirbunal has directed the appli= e



cants to make representations setting out their casues in detail to the Secretary to

- Government in Personnel and Administrative Reforms Department, through proper

. channel. it has also directed the Secretary to Government Personnel and Administrative

‘ . Reforms Department, to examine the case de-nove and issue suitable orders in the matter
Apart from thatseveral Heads of Department and service Associations have also represen-
ted to consider to remove the restrictions imposed in the letters referred to above.

4) The method of appointing Record Clerks Office Assistants etc. as Junior
Assistants by recruitment by transfer was in force for the past five decades. Butsuch
appointments could be made only for ‘“Special reasons” enumerated above. Itis
. clear that this method of appointment cannot be resorted to as a matter of routine.
. Restrictions were imposed from time to time to make such appointment by recruitment
by transfer. Considering the fact that there is provision for vertical mobility of
Record Clerks Office Assistants etc. Since a long time, the Government have carefully
‘examined the matter and issue the following orders :- ;

i)' The restrictions imposed for filling up the vacancies in the category of
Junior Assistents by recruitment by transfer from any other service wunder

Rule 3 (g) of the special Rules of Tamil Nadu Ministerial Service be
removed.

*ii) The Heads of Departments, the appointing authorities and the Uuit Officers

. are permitted to make appointment of Record clerks, Office Assistants, etc.
as Junior Assistants with reference to rule 3 (g) of the Tamil Nadu Minis-
terial Service Rules, supject to the conditions 1 :
a) that the Record Clerks, Office Assistaets one. should have put ina
service of not less than five years in regular capacity.
b) the Record Clerks office Assistants etc. satisfy the ‘‘special reason”
prescribed in Government Order Ms.No.621, Pubulic (Services) Department,
dated 26-3-1941. -

5 ~ {ii) Such appointments should not exceed 10% (ten percent) of vacancies in the
category of Junior Assistants.

I invite your attention to the references cited. Instruction have already been
issued to all Heads of Departments aud Department of Secretariat for taking speedy
action to arrange for crediting the Pay Commission arrears to General Provident Fund
account of the employees before: 31-3-1991 and to send a report in this regard to
Government. So far no Head of Deparment has furnished the report to Government on

this matter.

2. During a review meeting with Chief Accounts Officers of few Heads of
Dcpartments held on 22-1-91, It has been noticed that in some departmcnts, the progress
of work is practically ‘nil’ and in some department the progress is very meagre and no
department has completed the work in full so far. It has therefore been decided at the
meeting that speedy action should be taken to draw the arrears and credit it to General
Provident Fund account of the employees. In respect of Madras City Offices, the work
should be completed on or before 31-1-91 and in respect of district ofﬁccs outside the
Madras city, the work should be complcted on or before 28-2-91.

3. T therefore request you to kindly look into the matter personally and issue
suitable immediate instructions to all drawing and disbursing officers under your control .
to adhere to the above dates for drawing the arrears and tq credit it to Generel Provident
Fund account of the employees and also to fix the responsibibility on Chief Accounts
Officers or the concerned Officer-in charge of your department for speedy action in the
matter and for completion of the work in time. Fortnightly progress Report should be
sent to the Government about the work as on 1-2-91; 15-2-91 and 1-3-91 without fail.
