THE ASCENT OF A UNIVERSITY LIBRARY
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A BRIEF SKETCH OF THE MADRAS UNIVERSITY LIBRARY

“ All that Mankind has done through, gained or keen

The Genesis :

The Madras University did not possess an orga-
nised library for nearly half a century, since the
inception of the university. In the earlier years, the
Government publications, reports and manuals, which
were freely supplied by the Madras Government, as
well as a few books donated by foreign institutions like
the University of Aberdeen were all the books of
reference found in the library. The principal reason
for the delay in the development of a library was the
-exclusive concentration of the university on examina-
tions and affiliations. Until the functions of teaching
.and research were assumed by the University, the
question of establishing a library was not taken up in
-earnestness.

In November 1903, a proposal was received by the
Government of Madras from the Madras University
that a legacy of Rs. 25,619 bequeathed to it by the will
of the late William Griffith, should be utilised for the
establishment and organisation of a library in connec-
tion with the university. The will was dated the 9th
September 1897 and received by the Madras University
on the 25th October 1901. It was further proposed
that the university library should be associated with the
management of the Connemara Public Library, with a
‘view to making that, a university as well as a public
library. The Government agreed to the proposal and
-allowed the university the use of the Connemara Public
Library buildings for the deposit of its books, provided
that these books, while remaining the property of the
university, , would also be available to the general
readers of the Connemara Public Library.

In 1903 the university, with the approval of
‘Government, decided to utilise the amount of Mr.
-Griffith’s legacy for the organisation of a library

.attached to the university.

The Madras Government too handsomely sanc-
tioned on 26th December 1905, a sum of Rs. 13,600 for
‘making additional book cases to be provided in the
Connemera Public Library in order to accommodate the

books of the Madras University Library.

Fortunately for the Madras University, in 1907,
the Government of India made a special grant for
university education. The proposal of the Madras
University Syndicate to allocate a lakh of rupees out of
the grant for the strengthening of the library was
approved by the Provincial Government.

In the same year, the Madras University decided
to make a recurring annual grant of Rs. 6,000 from
the Fee Fund towards the unkeep and maintenance of
the library. Thus, thanks to the co-operation of several
public authorities, the Madras University Library was
finally established in 1907 under the distinguished
stewardship of the then Vice-Chancellor, Mr. R. S.
Sillery Benson.

Appointment of the First University Librarian

The Madras Government, in G. O. No. 1420 Law
(Education) dated 20th November 1922, sanctioned the
proposal of the syndicate to appoint a permanent
Librarian to be in-charge of the Madras University
Library.

The University Library Committee at its meeting
held on 17th September 1923, formulated the scale of
pay and the conditions under which a permanent
librarian for the Madras University Library should be
appointed and requested the sanction of the syndicate
thereto.

The Syndicate considered the terms under which
the appointment should be made and sanctioned the
post.  Accordingly the Madras University Library
Committee appointed Thiru S. R. Ranganathan, on a
probationary pay of Rs. 250 for a period of three months
in the first instance.

S. R. Ranganathan took charge of the Madras
University Library on 3rd January 1924.

The collection of books in the library at the time
of the appointment of S. R. Ranganathan was 24,063
and the number of staff working in the library only 7.

University Librarian deputed abroad for training.

The Madras University Library Committee, at its

meeting held on  26th March 1924, confirmed,
S. R. Ranganathan, as permanent Librarian. Further,
the committee recommended that S. R. Ranga-

nathan be sent to Europe for training, on deputation.

By the time he returned to India on 20th July
1925, the book collection had risen to 33,000 volumes.

Reorganisation on modern lines

The first problem encounted by S. R. Ranganathan
on his return from abroad was to organise the
library on modern lines. Hence, to start with he had to
undo the alphabetical arrangement of books on the
shelves, and to put them in classified order to enable
the library to know what it had on a given subject.
Simultaneously he started arranging for the cataloguing
of these collections.

Further, to fill up the gaps in collections so has to
make them uptodate, the authorities were approached
for placing the library on a sound financial basis. To
this end a non-recurring grant of a lakh of rupees was
obtained from the Government and was utilised for this
purpose.

A Technical Section was formed to classify and
Catalogue the books and cards Indexd, on the most upto-
date method. Thus organising the library for marking and
parking these books he innovated twin retrieval tools,
namely the Colon Classification and the Classified
Catalogue Code which were published in 1933 and 1934
respectively by the Madras Library Association. Inci-
dently it may be mentioned that the Madras University
Library had been actively co-operating with the Madras
Library Association, in all its extension activities.

User Privileges

Side by side with the gradual growth of the
resources of the library the privileges to use the
library were also gradually extended. For the first few
years after the inception of library it did not lend
books. Fellows of the university, members of the staff
of affiliated colleges and registered graduates only were
allowed to consult the books in the library premises.

Though the consultation of books in the library was
restricted to those who were engaged in special research

work and advanced teaching or who were studying for
the higher degrees of the university, under-graduates
and students attached to affiliated colleges were also on
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the special recommendations of the- principals of the-
colleges admitted for the purpose of consulting books.
at the discretion of the Chairman of the Library
Committee. The total number of readers during 1913
was ninety. Further in 1914 the Madras University Library
was thrown open to all persons entitled to make use-
of the Connemara Public Library and thus the general
public. In the same year teachers of colleges, graduates.
and research students residing in Madras city were:
allowed to borrow books on payment of Rs. 20 as.
refundable deposit. In 1921 the loan privilege was.
further extended to the under-graduate studying for an
Hons. Degree in the City of Madras.

In 1926 the library began to deliver books at the-
residence of the graduate members of the library in the:
city on a quaterly subscription of a rupee. In 1928,
the privilege was further extended to the teachers of the-
affiliated colleges in the Moffusil and to all the under-
graduates in the city. From 1936, graduates of the-
university resident in the moffusil have been allowed
to borrow on payment of the usual deposit. The-
amount so callected as deposit from members was
deposited in the Post-Offiee Savings Bank Account,
Rs. 100 being retained as a working balance.

Growth of Collections

The library which possessed 97,343 books and
periodicals in 1936, at the times of occupying this.
building, increased to 1,81,000 in 1857 (Centenary
Year), in 1971 the collection was 2,92,716; and now it
has a fairly well balanced collection of books and
periodicals covering all the disciplines of knowledge
and has in its stock 4,2G,492 both in the main and
departmental libraries. The present annual addition
to the library is ranging between twelve and fourteen:
thousand Volumes. Currently the library subscribs to-

‘1500 periodicals.

Increase in the use of books

With the growth of the library and its increas-
ing popularity, there was a general rise in the collection
of the library in all the branches. Further the number
of volumes issued in 1914-1915, the year in which the
library was thrown open to the public, was 4,204, the
same for 1920-1921 was 27,520 thus the use of the
library increased enormously.

A statement of books consulted and of those issued
on loan during 1924-1926 indicated, that there was a
marked upward movement in the use of the library,
while the total number of volumes issued in 1924 was
22,075 it rose to 42,322 in 1926.

In the early stages of the development of the
library, the issue records were maintained by the day
book and ledger system. But, as the issues increased
by leaps and bounds from 1925 onwards, the system
involved lot of mechanical, unintelligent and ungainly
clerical work coupled with enormous waste of human
energy without proportionate satisfication in library
service to the clientele.

It was also realised, by experience that only
personal contact of the library staff with readers would
lead to satisfactory service. With this in view, the
issue records were simplified by the introduction of the
card charging method in 1927. The economy of work
thus effected, releaved some members of the staff from
the counter, to do reference work, thus enabling the
staff to play a very important role in the effective
utilisation of library resources in accordance with the
spirit of a modern library.

The tabular statement given below shows the sharp
increas in membership :

Change in Membership Deposit Amount :

The deposit amount which was at Rs. 20 for
borrewing three books at a time was change to Rs. 30
as deposit entitling the reader to: borrow two books.
In the year 1960 the authorities once again revised the

deposit amount under two categories and modified the
library rules as follows :

1. For borrowing one book in Arts or

Science Rs. 30
2. For borrowing two books in Arts or |

Science Rs. 50
3. For borrowing one book in Profes-

sional subjects ~ Rs. 50

Membership Deposit Amount Remitted to Fixed Deposit
Account

As stated earlier the refundable deposit amounts.
collected from members are being deposited daily in
the Post office savings bank account opened for the
purpose. A convention was adopted in the 1940’s, by
which whenever the amount so deposited reached
Rs. 8.000 a sum of Rs. 5,000 is being withdrawn from
the Post Office account and deposited as fixed deposit
with the State Bank of India, Madras University Branch,
under University Library Account. Since the year 1957
onwards there is a sharp rise in membership. In other
words from the year 1971 till date 24 such transfers
have been made (Rs.2,20,000). We are happy to
record that there was no need to withdraw any amount
so far.

Introduction of ° Open Access’ and Twelve Hours of
Library Service

Just on the side of loan privileges, there was
gradual liberlisation in the working hourse of the
library also. The library which was kept open daily
from 11 a.m. to 5-30 p.m., except on Fridays and on
the first Saturday of each month in 1909, extended the
working hours in 1924 as follows, on week days between
10 a.m. and 5 p.m. and on Saturdays and Sundays from:
7 a.m. and 2 p.m. while on Fridays the library was
completely closed. 1926 the library was kept open
to the public on all days except Fridays from 7 a.m. to
6 pm. in summer and from 7a.m. to 5-20 p.m. in
winter.

The Library Committee, moreover, introduced the
safegunarded, “Open access” system from January 1929,
Under this system the staff needed would be less, and
further, the experience of other countries had shown
that this system led to an improvement in the use of
books. From 1934 the library has been thrown open
from 8 a.m. to 8 p.m. (i.e. 12 hours a day).



Building :

With the growth of the library and the increasing
number of readers it was felt that the library should
have a separate building, particularly in order to pro-
vide reading room facility for the increasing number of
graduates engaged in advanccd study and research.
The accomodation available in the Connemara Public
Library was hardly sufficient for the growing needs of
the two libraries.

The Government of Madras repeatedly urged the
university to arrange for the shifting of the
library from the Connemara Public Library on account
of the extreme congestion there, and eventually the
Syndicate decided to shift the library temporarily
to the Senate House, and this was effected on June 9,
1928. Besides those kept on the ground floor, nume-
rous volumes had to be housed in the cellar of the
Senate House. The total space available here also
was hardly sufficient for a proper use of the library.

As early as 1911 — 1912 the Madras University
Library Committee had reported that the space allotted
to the university library was totally inadequate to
meet its rapid expansion. Heuce, the syndicate decided
to construct a building for the library on a site to the
west of the Senate House.

The Madras Government decided to transfer the
Oriental Manuscripts Library also to the contemplated
new university building. The foundation stone for the
new building was laid by the then Viceroy, and
Governor General the Right Hon. Charles Baron
Hardings of Penshurst P.C., G.C.B., GM.S.L.,
G.CM.G., G.M.ILE,, G.C.V.O,, I1.S.0., on the 25th
day of November 1913. But, before the work
commenced, the First World War broke out, and on
account of the difficulty of obtaining materials, the
scheme was suspended for some time.

Subsequently, it was learnt that the site originally
chosen was unsuited, and consequently, it was decided
to errect the building at the place which housed the
‘Marina Villa’, the residence of the Surgeon to the
Madras Governor, to the north of the Senate House.
‘The university agreed to errect a residence for the
surgeon ata cost of Rs. 50,000 before the ‘Marina
Villa’ site measuring 4 Cawnies 6 grounds 162 Sq. ft.
was taken over. The authorities constituted a
committee of five members under the chairmanship of
K. V. Krishnaswamy Iyer, to look after the proposed
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new building to be constructed on the ¢‘Marina

Villa’ site.

It was also decided that the new building was to
house the Ilibrary, the administrative offices of the
Registrar.

The site was acquired by the university in August,
1923 and after prolonged consultations between the
architect and the Chief engineer and the Governor-in-
Council, the work was begun in April 1930. The
foundation stone laid earlier was brought from its
original site on the west of the Senate House, and laid
again by Sir. Ramunni Menon, then Vice-Chancellor,
on the 29th day of March 1934.

The New Library Building

The new library building was opened on 3rd
September 1936. This is built in the Indo-British
style with the pointed arches in granite, the domes
with octogonal base. The kiosks resemble the
Islamic architecture in India, the doors, windows,
staircase, interior furnishings etc., resemble the British
style of architecture. The corners are given offsets
as found in Hindu temples. The projected balconies,
the ornamental parabits to Balconies, the detailing of
columns etc., are all of Indian origin.

Departmental Libraries

The university provides library facilities through
its off-campus libraies located at :

1. University Annexe, Marina.
2. A.C. College Campus

3. Post Graduate Institute of Basic Medical
Sciences, Taramani Campus, and

4. through the libraries of the following three
advanced centres :

(a) Ramanujam Institute of Mathematics.
(b) Advanced Centre in Botany.

(¢) Dr. S. Radhakrishnan Institute of
Advanced Study in Philosophy.

Future Plans

To augment the existing equipmant of the
Rephrographic Unit, proposals have been submitted to

the authorities for the procurement of the following
equipment :
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(@) Microfilm taking equipment ;

(b) Microfilm processing equipment ;

(¢) Microfilm printing equipment ; and

(d) Microfilm reader equipment (at an
approximate cost of Rs. 8 lakhs).-

Micro - Film I ibrary

The university library has also started organising
a micro-film collection consisting of micro-filmcopies
of a few important national dailies of historical
research value.

The authorities of the university have also
approved the proposal of procuring micro-fiilm Copies
of certain periodicals of research value available at the
Nehru Memorial Library, New Delhi and the National
Library, Calcutta. A beginning had already been
made by procuring the available copies of the
following dailies :

1. INDIA

Tamil Periodical 1904.
Ed. by Bharathiyar.
2. SWADESA-
MITHIRAN 1883 to 1904.

The Librarians

In 1923, Thiru S. R. RANGANATHAN,
Assistant Professor of Mathematics, Presidency College,
was appointed Librarian, and he assumed charge of his
duties on 3rd January 1924, as the first Librarian of the
Madras University Library. When Thiru S. R. Ranga-
nathan retired after 20 years of Service. Thiru M. O.
THOMAS, took charge as Librarian On lst January
1946. After Thiru M. O. Thomas, Thiru R.
JANARTHANAM, who have had long experience as
Librarian of the Connemara Public Library, was
appointed as librarian on a contract for 6 Years from
25th  July 1951. When Thiru R. Janardhanam
retired the then Asst. Librarian, Thiru V. S. MUTHIAH,
was appointed as Librarian on 25 July 1959. After his
retirement on 30th April 1971, the Present Librarian,
Dr. P. A. MOHANRAJAN, has the proud privilege of
trailing in their foot steps.

Twin Celebrations - Plans

The Madras University Library is one of the
oldest university libraries in the country established

in 1907, and completed 75 years of useful service in 1932
which happily coincides with the historical event of the
Post-Centenary Silver Jubilee of the University of
Madras.

In connection with the Platinum Jubilee Celebra-
tions of the Madras University Library, the authorities
of the university have drawn out a plan in a fitting
manner by : 1

1. Unveiling the portrait of Dr. S. R. RANGA-
NATHAN, the first University Librarian and
who was kind enough to donate one lakh of
rupees at the time’ of the Centenary Celebra-
tions of the University of Madras.

2. Publishing a Platinum Jubilee Souvenir.

3. Publishing the History of the University
Library.

4. Publishing a special publication *“ New Trends
in International Librarianship », to be edited
by Dr. P. A. Mohanrajan, the University
Librarian.

Professional Contributions

The University Librarians’ right from the days of
Dr. S. R. Ranganathan in addition to their onerous
responsibilites-administrative cum teaching have been
continuously contributing to the development of the
profession by participating/contributing papers to
seminars, writing articles, books/contributing to journals
and serving on all India and state committees and
academic bodies.

The first four University Librarian’s servrd as
ex—officio members on the Academic Council and
contributed for the academic development of the
various courses of studies offered by the University.

The present Librarian as an ex-officio membzr of
the Academic Council cuntested for one of the ten
seats to be filled in from among the Academic Council
members and was the first University Librarian to serve
on the Senate continuously for three terms. Further

2. Member Standing Committee of the Univer-
sity Grants Commission for University and
College Libraries.

4, Member, U.G.C. Training Programme for
College Librarians of Kerala, Tamil Nadu and
Orissa.

5. As Chairman of the Committee constituted
by the Government of Tamil Nadu for the
Connemara Public Library (G.O. Ms. No. 379
Education, dated 4th March 1981)

6, Member, College development council of the
University of Madras.

Born on October 14, 1887, the Deepavali day, along
‘with his twin brother, who were named in the Hindu
legendary style as Rama and Lakshmana, both the
brothers have made history, and have carved for them-
sevles an honoured place among the great men of the
«century both in the National and the International
sphere. Looking at their lives, it would seem as though
they divided among themselves separate spheres of
human activity so that they did not tread upon each
other, while together making a whole.

Sir A. L. received his early education in the Municipal
High School, Kurnool, and later in the Madras Christian
‘College, where he took his F.A. and joined the Madras
Medical College where he completed his L.M. & S.
course, and his B.A. Degree. He then entered the
Provincial Medical Service and served in Palni under
the fostering care of God Subrahmanya, whose shrine
he thereafter visited periodically at least once a year
-on his return from Kodaikanal. Under the exigencies
of service, he drifted to Madras where he first worked
in the Royapuram Hospital, which was named in those
days as Kanjithotti Hospital, because only the poor
.and the lower classes of society sought admission for
treatment to this hospital. There he started his social
.service, and was later transferred to the Government
Hospital for Women and Children, where he worked
for the rest of his service with unique distinction, and
contributed not a little to the development of that
Hospital, which attained a great name as the best run
and biggest hospital for women and children in the East.

As a member of the Provincial Medical Service,
he fought his way along with the late Dr. Guruswami
Mudaliar for due recognition of the provincial service
men by the Department, which was dominated and
controlled by the I.M.S. Officers. Even certain posts
in the department were the preserve of the L.M.S.
Officers. He at last succeeded in this effort, and for
the first time, he was posted as Superintendent of the
Maternity Hospital at Egmore, which he had strived
hard to build up. Further recognition came to him
by his appointment as Principal of the Madras Medical
‘College, the foremost medical institution in the country.
These positions he held with uniq_uq dls’glnctlon, and
has left his footprints in their administration.

He secured his Doctorate in Medicine in 1922, and
‘was later elected in 1930 as an Honorary Equndatxon
Fellow of the Royal College of Obstetricians and
Gynaecologists in Great Britain. He was later
elected an Honorary Fellow of the American College
.of ‘Surgeons. Both these distinctions came to him
by sheer merit and because of his original work in the
medical profession. He has published some standard

works on Medicine, which are read by students all over
the country as the best text-books. One of them is
Clinical Obstetrics, and another a Text-Book for Mid-
wives. Prior to this, all text-books in Medicine used
to come from Great Britain, and it is surprising that
in those days, Messrs. Oliver & Boyd, the Scottish
Publsihers of Medical text-books, took upon themselves
the responsibility of bringing out his book Clinical
Obstetrics, the first edition of which came through
their hands.

As a Doctor, he had realised that God had given
him an opportunity to serve suffering humanity, and
he gave his best to the rich and poor alike, without any
monetary consideration. It was well-known that
Dr. Lakshmanaswami never demanded his fee, while in
these days, people know too well that before seeing
a doctor, you have to pay down the fee. In this respect,
as in the case of Guruswami Mudaliar, his life was
one devoted to the service of humanity. Money
came to him, however, unasked, because the grateful
public voluntarily gave whatever they could afford.

His love for his alma mater was unparalled. He
used to remember with great respect and devotion
the teaching he got from his gwrus in the Kurnool
High School. Likewise, his attachment to the Madras
Christian College, and his respect for the teachers
there have found concrete expression all his life in
various deeds and speeches. As a typical Hindu,
his guru bakthi was almost legendary, and his teachers
like wise engendered great affection and regard for him.

He took to educational work quite early in life,
With the coming into effect of the Madras University
Act of 1923, he entered the University bodies, and
dominated the deliberations of these bodies for over
forty years by his fine oratory, clear exposition, adminis-
trative acumen, and financial conscience. He was
first elected Vice-Chancellor in 1942, and was subse-
quently re-elected every three years for the long period
of 27 years. The University has benefitted greatly
by his stewardship, and this period may be said to be
the golden age of the Madras University. In terms
of progress, if there were a yardstick of measure, one
may safely state that the progress made in the quarter
of a century during his Vice-Chancellorship may be
computed as a growth of a century. While huge plans
are being drawn up everywhere for development, and
the target remains unfulfilled, it may be said of him
that his brain was the planning body, which executed
without much fanfare or publicity the various schemes
of development, that constitute phenomenal growth
in University eduction in all its aspects.



He had been the Chairman of the Secondary Educa-
tion Commission which produced a monumental report
on Secondary Education. He was a Member of the
Bhore Committee on Public Health and Medical
Education, and Chairman of its Sub-Committee on
Medical Education. In both capacities, he has contri-
buted largely to the evolution of a Medical Health
system, and Medical Education. He was a member,
till almost his last days, of the Indian Medical Council,
which he helped to establish in the Country. He has
also been responsible in no small measure for the
establishment of the University Grants Committee
and later the University Grants Commission, which
is doling out grants to Universities and Colleges in
the country. A member of the Inter-University Board,
he was the Chairman of its Standing Committee for
over 9 years, and this Committee shaped the work
of the Board and enhanced its usefulness. As a member
of the Indian Delegation to the World Health Organisa-
tion, and leader of the Delegation, he enhanced the
prestige of our country in the International sphere,
and was elected President of that World Body and its
Executive and was invited to preside over its deliberation
at its sessions held in Delhi in 1961. He was also
nominated as a member of the UNESCO by the Govern
ment of India, and he attended its various sessions,
held in Paris, Geneva, and South America, where
his work and worth have been appreciated. He was
likewise a member of the Association of Universities
of The British Commonwealth, and of its Executive,
where he has made a mark as a great educationist and
doyen among the Vice-Chancellors. As a fitting reco-
gnition of his great qualities of head and heart, he
was chosen for the award of the Doctor of Civil Laws
by the Oxford University during the quinquennial
Conference of Universities of the Commonwealth.
He was also the recipient of the Honorary Doctorate
from Mc Gill University, Canada, when the Common-
wealth Universities met there. Ceylon, our neighbour
thought it fit to award him a Doctorate. These and
many other Doctorates have come to him during his
life. He has contributed more than any other politician
of the day for the rcognition of our country’s greatness
in the international academic sphere.

Government Honours came to him unsought. He
was awarded titles of Rao Bahadur, Diwan Bahadur.
and Knighthood by the British Government. Later,
after independence, the Padma Vibhushan was awarded
to him by the President of India. These speak volumes
about the man’s capacity, character and greatness.

Some of his unique achievements in the sphere of
education are the founding of the Pachaiyappa’s Resi-
dential College at Chetput: the founding of the Alagappa
Chettiar College of Technology at Guindy ; and the

founding of the School of Architecture and Town
Planning—both under the University of Madras.
The establishment of the Indian Institute of Technology
with German colloboration at Madras, was mainly
due to his tireless efforts. The Central Leather Research
Institute at Guindy owes its existence to his genius.

In regard to new courses that he set up in the academic-
sphere, may be mentioned the Degrees in Home Science ;
the Degree in Nursing ; the Degrees of Commerce and
Management Studies ; the Degrees in Fine Arts including
the Sangitha Siromani Course, Diploma in Journalism,
which opened up new avenues of study and employment,
apart from the diversification of the Engineering Courses,
the technological studies and Architectural Studies.
These stand out silently as some of his outstanding
achievements though with the passing of time one may
forget who instituted these courses.

He took interest in public affairs, but not in politics.
He was nominated to the Legislative Council in 1946
and was returned by election to it successively from
1952. He was not a politician. Without attachment
to any party, he brought to bear upon the deliberations.
of the Council a fresh and dispassioned outlook on the-
many subjects that came up for consideration and his
speeches were listened to with rapt attention. Un--
attached to any party, he was the elected leader of the
opposition, and his criticisms were unbiassed, forth--
right and constructive. Even Sri C. Rajagopalachari,
the wisest of our statemen stated in 1953, when Dr.
Mudaliar became Leader of the Opposition : “ We
have now a powerful link for co-operation not only
when possible, but I would say except when impossible ;
a just opposition and the help of a searchlight, as has
been so aptly put by Dr. Lakshamanswamy Mudaliar,
to see ourselves as others see us. If we go wrong,
Dr. Mudaliar and his powerful group will help us with
their wisdom, with their experience and with their-
objective outlook ; and T am sure the business of the
Council hereafter will be even better than it has been. *>

As a man, his humility caught the eye of everybody.
His wide sympathy for the underdog was apparent
in all his actions. He used to help, I may say without-
the knowledge even of his wife, quite a number of"
people in distress. He had a soft heart which could
not see suffering.  An extremely pious soul, he practiced
the true tenets of religion. He was a temple-goer,.
unlike many others, and believed in the supremacy
of the Divine. They used to say that before he took
the knife at the operation table, he used to close his eyes,.
and silently pray before he wielded the knife.

Such was the great man we have lost. With his.
demise an epoch has ended.

a tribute by
B. S. KESAVAN

I am most grateful to the Iranian Library Association for affording me this privilege
of paying my tribute to the memory of a great contemporary. I was not close to him either
as a professional colleague or as a student. There was about him a hot-gospelling fervour
in what he took to be his life’s mission which earnt him at the same time undying devotion
and also a certain resistance. He took the rather stark biblical attitude that those who were
not with him were against him. And there was nothing personal about it. It was the CAUSE
that he believed in and all those that rallied to his standard were on the side of virtue regard-
less of their respective perspectives. His own involvement in work had about it an ascetic
awesomeness which only his unsullied and tough temperament could stand. Being his student
was no easy matter. No amount of pupil devotion could make him relax his exacting require-
ments in any assignment that he supervised. I know how the only Ph.D. he produced was
repeatedly on the verge of a nervous breakdown before he approved the student’s work for
submission to the examiners. And when I say that, I do not mean that he could not have
produced any number of ¢ Doctors > if he wanted to ! He must have felt there was not
mettle (Metal !) enough for him to forge and shape it the way he wanted it done.

What was unique about him was that his practical knowledge was nonpareil! (To-day
there are University Librarians who would be deeply embarassed if practically involved in
Cataloguing or classification !). His stewardship of the Madras University Library for a
long number of years was pregnant with consequences for world librarianship. Faced with
an overwhelming situation of inexpertly carried out decimal arrangment, with the University
authorities very obsequious to European and American Schemes, with his own Colon Scheme
just shaping itself in his mind, he had to skate on thin ice to get his opportunity to test his
own adumbration in a live context. Fortunately for him, he had two devoted colleagues.
Sivaraman and Sundaram, who could most faithfully subserve his ideas, and it came about
that after a night-and-day dedication to the work on hand for a number of years he could
finalise the first draft of his Colon Scheme. His visit to England during the gestation period
was fraught with significance. Berwick Sayers of Croydon Library quickly sensed the prodi-
gious qualities of this Indian  Student »” and gave him unreserved support and commendation.
The period of fears and uncertainties were soon to be over, and in the supreme confidence of
new discovery, Archimidean in quality, Ranganathan entered his aggressive phase of pro-
pagation which brooked no difference of opinion or opposition. It is true he would proclaim
to the world that he welcomed criticism and that he had an open mind. But to some of us
who have experienced the searing wrath of him ¢ who would not suffer fools gladly °, he had
all the steadfastness in the rights of his position such as a Quaker of olden times felt. And
it was well that he felt so. Whatever the Time Spirit does to metamorphose the seminal thinking
of great and original minds, this much is true that a certain ruthlessness in the profession
and propagation of new ideas is the only way out of stagnation. His mathematical background
(he majored in mathematics at the University) lent an edge to his intellection which invested



his Prologomena with an aura truly impressive. This same background urged him on to the
use of his favourite ¢ metalanguage ° to a high degree. Ordinary syntax was too slovenly and
prolix for him, and his passion for precision and orderly arrangement went to the extent of
converting the language of his letters to people, even if it be on non-technical matters, into
classifiable units of thought !

The subsequent progress of Ranganathan in the world context is being written about
elsewhere in this issue. The rich stimulus of the CRG confabulations and the results thereof,
his marathon and marvellous performance in an international conference, where, for three
hours, he held an elite audience spellbound reviewing the history of Classification Theory,
is common knowledge. And what is most satisfying is that he was a prophet very much
honoured in his own country. Sir Maurice Gwyer, a most eminent jurist of world repute,
a sometime and first Chief Justice of the Federal Court of India, and finally the first Vice-
Chancellor and architect of one of India’s premier Universities, the University of Delhi, not
only invited him to hold the Chair of Library Science at the University, he also got the Univer-
sity to confer upon Ranganathan the Doctorate Honoris Causa of that University honouring
him and the University at the same time. The Government of India acknowledging his lasting
contributions to Library Science and to Library Service (to Ranganathan and to Avinashalingam
Chettiar, a former Education Minister of Madras, goes the credit of initiating the first Library
Act in Asia) by conferring on him a National Decoration. Later it followed this up by making
him the National Professor of Library Science for life.

In the thrities India was ripe for the advent of Ranganathan. India’s historic province,
which was provided the country with leadership of various kinds, was already active in the
library field, with savants, like Dr. Woolner, inspiring an early band of pioneers in library
training and service. Bengal, which has been for a long time the cultural and literary capital
of the country, had initiated the activities of the Bengal Library Association (which to this day
is doing illustrious work) under the inspiration of no less a person than India’s great Poet
Rabindranath Tagore. Madras was already in forment with Ranganathan as its intellectual
goad. Bombay had its Karves and its Fyzees whipping up enthusiasm among the people.
But there was a general amorphousness about the situation until Ranganathan came on the
scene and invested the movement with a sharp intellectual direction. Though he is-well known
all over the world for his work on classification research, which brackets him with such great
reputations as Cutter, Dewey and Bliss, my personal assessment of his contribution is that the
work he did in the direction of Public Library Service, securing for the thousands in Madras,
Andhra, and Kerala the rhythm of library service based on statutory provenance of funds,
is his greatest contribution and entitles him to lasting fame even on that only score. Nowhere
in Asia has anyone done such yeoman service for the people.

If to-day, in India, almost every University has a course in Library Science, it is because
of Ranganathan’s unremitting work with the University Grants Commission. Whatever
one’s mental reservations might be on the nature and scope of the course, the fact remains
that the awareness about Library Science as a discipline is entirely his creation. It is true
that his preoccupation with his great passion in life, classification reserach, endowed the course
with an undue emphasis on what he felt was the very core of the discipline, but this is always



the case with those who have intellectual hobby horses to ride. Of course his writings abound
with references to other aspects of librarianship such as reference work, service to the people,
and soon. But his root idea was that service becomes only possible when you organise the very
base of the service, the documents, with some rigour. The special words that he gave currency
—CORE, UMBRAL, and PENUMBRAL—stem from this basic notion.

Every Jesus has his Judas and Ranganathan had his own crosses to bear and this is not
the place to discuss this aspect of him. Though he had no patience with those who would
not implicitly accept him, his great personal charm and witticisms would manifest themselves
in congenial company. In the ultimate analysis he was a most benevolent despot when directing
a conference or presiding over a seminar. The personal esteem in which he was held even by
those who differed from him was such that his was an acknowledged leadership wherever he
was. Among us in our Temples when the worship of the Deity is over, it is customary to offer
the holy water first to one who is considered foremost among the worshippers. In Sanskrit
this observance is called Prathama Thirtham. And there has never been any doubt whatever
at any time that the only person entitled to this very great honour among Indians and Asians.

Speech of
Dr. P. A. MOHANRAJAN

Librarian, Madras University Library

On the occasion of the Opening of the

Exhibition of Oxford Books on 1-3-1978

Esteemed Chairman Mrs. Stella Sounder Rai, Sir John
Brown, Mr. Parthasarathy, Ladies and Gentlemen :

I deem it a proud privilege to associate myself
with the Quincentenary Celebration of Oxford Univer-
sity Press and I sincerely thank the organisers for having
invited me to inaugurate the' Book Exhibition that has
been arranged to synchronise with the Celebrations.

1978 is indeed an important land mark in the annals
of the Oxford University Press because it completes
five centuries of laudable service to the reading world
through their publications which have won world-
wide recognition, and are noted for their scholarship;
high degree of excellence in printing and catering to
a variety of international needs.

This by itself is indeed a no mean achievement—
nay a unique distinction coveted exclusively by Oxford
University Press which has become an international
. publishing house with offices spread over twenty
countries throughout the globe.

The first book to be printed in England came from
Caxton’s at Westminister in 1477. It is interesting
to recall today that the maiden publication of Oxford
University Press relates to the very rare commentary
on Apostle’s Greed attributed to St. Jerome which
was published in the year 1478. In this connection,
it may be mentioned that exactly a hundred years later
in 1578 the first book to be composed in an Indian
language and printed in an indigenous script in India
was Christva Vannakanam in Tamil. The translation
of Doctrina Christam. This also is a landmark in
Tamil printing since it takes us back to 400 years from
today. v

This great publishing house from then on marched
in full speed from year to year for example it may be
highlighted that the Oxford Catalogue for 1947 contains
in its 500 pages 10,000 distinct titles and the Oxford
Catalogue of today contains over 19,000 distinct titles.
It is, in fact, as much a handbook of literature as a

commercial catalogue.

The Indian branch of the Oxford University Press,
though is only sixty-six years old, it has made great
strides and has since published nearly 2,500 titles,

especially in English and also in Indian languages. -
This is indeed a notable achievement considering the -

fact that the Book Industry today is e_merging as a
highly competitive industry with the rise of several

new publishing houses vying with one another for
excellence and popularity.

Publications of dictionaries and atlases in English
and Indian languages have been the specialities of the
Oxford University Press. It is true that today, Oxford
University Press’s list includes a fascinating variety of
titles on diversified subjects ranging from medicine
to ornithology. The Oxford University Press’s Indian
list includes books of such distinguished personalities
and scholars like Mahatma Gandhi, Rabindranath
Tagore and Sarvepalli Radhakrishnan, whose scholarly

I am very happy that Sir John Brown is here in India
for this Quincentenary Celebrations and I had the
privilege to interview him on TV here at Madras.

The growth and many faceted development of Oxford
University Press has been the result of the firm founda-
tions laid by a galaxy of distinguished personalities
whose selfless service in the field of publications has made
the Oxford University Press in India, a pioneering
publishing house:whose aim is to strive for achieving
an everlasting name with the twin ideals of serving
for enlightment and through the process gaining
Outstanding Universal Praise (OUP).

With your permission let me quote from the book
OXFORD PUBLISHING 1478-1947, published in
1947 ¢ The Press now faces a busy future. Many
delayed projects await completion ; hundreds of books
cry out to be reprinted ; and all the time the Press
has its obligation to keep in print, as far as it can under
paper-rationing and other production difficulties, the
many standard books on all subjects, upon which
the specialist, the student, and the general reader rely. *

On this auspicious occasion of its entering on the
sixth century of its existence, it is my fond hope that
Oxford- University Press will continue to contribute
to that mutual understanding between countries which
is so pressing a need of the present time.

As such Oxford University Press is synonimous with
Oatstanding Universal Praise.
