Robert caldwel] in his monumental work entitled "A
l(::om aratfivE Grammar ﬁf the Dravadir:}n or South Indian
amily of Languages’ has suggested famil relationshi
between Dravid;g;n gnd Jap anesegligan uagesr.q T{\e first editioﬁ
of the above said work appeared in the year 1856. No serious
work was undertaken on this line until late 70s of this century.
Dr. Susumu Ohno of Gakushuin University published his
‘Sound correspondences between Tamil and Japanese’ in the
year 1980. This work has been a source for a serles of research
papers in Tamil-Japanese studies. The aim of the paﬁer isto

Most of the
scholars like Burrow and Emeneau are of the opinion that the
initial plosive in the P.Dr. was only voiceless. The resons for
the development of voiced reflex in some languages such as
Kolami and Gondi are not clear at present.The P. Dr. *K>Xin
Brahui and Kurukh when followed by any vowel other than i
and in some cases u. The P.Dr.k has remained as k in other
languages. The Japanese language also shows k in the initial
position.

When we examine the above items it becomes clear that
the postnasal-k- of P.Dr. has changed into g in most of the
languaﬁes. It is true in the case of Japanese also. What might
have happened in Japanese may be diagrammatically
represented as follows:

P.Dr.nk > ng > -g-
(P.Dr.) (dial.) » (Std.Ja.)

Dr, Susumu Ohno is of the opinion that the dialectal
forms with nasal onglide might have developed the intervocal
voiced plosives in standard Japanese. It is quite convincing. It
might be noted here that a similar situation is found in Telugu
also (*NP > NB -> B.

Tosummarise : Theinitial P.Dr.K-isretained in Japanese
as in Tamil. The P.Dr. Intervocalic-k- also is retained in
Japanese and it is pronounced as k in Japanese whereas it is
pronounced as g or h in Tamil and Malayam.

The P.Dr. -kk-is simplified as -k- in Japanese. The
P.Dr.nk- has changed into -g- in standard Japanese after some
intermediary changes (nk > ng > (n)g > g).

As a result of this comparative study it might be fairly
clear now that the Japanese language is rightly considered to
have family relationship with the Japanese language is rightly
considered to have family relationship with the Dravidian
languages.

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A SUMMARY OF THE PRINCIPLES OF TAMIL
ETYMOLOGY AND LANGUAGE UNIVERSALS.

(Dr. R, MADHIVANAN)

A dictionary in any spoken language brings people
doser to the perfect language, But, an Etymological
Dictionary brings the perfect language closer to the parent
language enabling the linguists to frame principles of

Etymology.

Tamil is one of the oldest living languages of the
world. It is the principle language of the over 30 known
Dravidian languages. A comprehensive Etymological
Dictionary of the Tamil language is being compiled in
multi-volumes by the Directorate of Tamil Etymological
Dictionary project, sponsored by the Government of Tamil
Nadu. First part of the first volume has been published
during 1985. The successive volumes are in progress.

Principles of Tamil Etymology:

Far beyond all written records in a languages, the
language itself stretches back and offers itself for
investigation. R.C. Trench in his elegant lectures on study of
words observed, ‘Language is fossil poetry and fossil history
as well.

We were lucky to have as our guide late Prof.
G.Devaneya Pavanar, an erudite Tamil Scholar and
etymologist of great repute and he was an unflappable
discoverer of roots of words. He has done a signal service to
all the philologists and especially to etymologists of the
world. His monumental work has proved to the world that
Tamil has an antiquity lost in the pre-historic past and is of a
purity and constancy that makes it understood by the laity, as
easily now as it was two thousand years ago.

. According to the findings of Pavanar, we are not
satisfied with the earliest recorded word as an accepted
etymology, but apply his two methods, to split the word to
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find the primary root if it is a single word, or reconstruct, if it
is a compound word.

The two basic methods for finding etymology are
1. Root tracing etymology
2. Reconstructed etymology on semantic basis.

Principles of root- tracing etymology is supported by
deictic theory of Tamil origin, a newly advanced theory of
Pavanar. Principles of reconstructed etymology are described
in the form of

phonological rules
morphological rules

syntactic rules

semantic rules and

global rules wherever necessary.

Thought transfer technique:

Since meaning (thought) and word are inseparable we
call language a thought transfer technique. Thought transfer
methodologies or techniques are arranged in the form of
etymological principles.

Apparently, eventhough  phonological and
morphological studies seem to have no connection with the
semantic content in them, the semantic connections are vivid
when they occur in syntactial structures. Therefore
phonological and morphological rules are framed on
semantic basis mainly concentrating on the minute
differences of the meaning conveyed in syntactic patterns.

The role of semantics:

The principles of Tamil etymology attach much
importance to the semantic part of the world, because man
thinks logically. Language is reflection of thought. Thoughts

63



are semantically linked when they take the alternative
expression of sound (instead of dumb signs) being ordered
“in syntactical order when a thing is looked in a different
angle, different thoughts flash in mind. Man chooses the
required sound variant and coins a new word or phrase with
the help of the verbal root or noun base already in use in a
related meaning.

Therefore meaning or thought is the key for the birth
and growth of language. Etymologists will never go wrong if
they trace the proto-form of the word in the light of basic
primary meaning and semantic expansion theories.

The primary thought hidden in the word must be
taken as the root meaning and origin of word.

The origin of Tamil primary roots are described in the
deictic theory of Tamil origin.

Deictic theory of Tamil origin:

) Professor Pavanar advanced an hypothesis knoiwn as
deictic theory of the Tamil language.

__The deictic sounds are three primary vowels in Tamil
viz., a,i,u. The semantic content of the vowels are as follows.

i) The remote demonstrative - a or a
ii)  The proximate demonstrative - i or i
iii)  The frontal demonstrative -u or u

The mouth actually points, by its wide opening when
producing the sound a, to a remote place or object in the
opposite direction; by the drawing back of the lips in the
lateral proximity; and by the protruding of the lips when
producing the sound u, to a place or object in the immediate
front of the speaker.

Thus, all the three demonstrative sounds have
originated in Tamil, only as oral pointers, and with the
exception of the frontal demonstrative which has become
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obsolete, are unfailingly performing their functions even to
this day.

The root idea of frontness and its semantic development:

-

Ideas beget ideas on the basis of association,
comparison, causation or succession. While some have only a
limited capacity, some others are very prolific in this’
direction. Of all notions conceived by Man, that of frontness
expressed by the deictic sound u, has been the most prolific,
and accounts for about 75 percent of the vocabulary not only
in Tamil but also in the Dravidian languages, and for a less
extent of varying degrees in other languages.

Verbal roots take their form only from the notion of
frontness. This is named as nonary semantic cycle which is
the continuation and culmination of the notion of frontness.

The ideas and associated ideas comprised in the
nonary semantic cycle are following.

Frontness

1) Origination or appearance
2) forward motion

3} Nearness

4) Meeting

5) Contact

6) Deviation

7) Boring

8) Penetration

9) Appearance (again)

Ideas branch and sub-branch into several or many
species or varieties, a number of times in Succession. Each c?f
the nine major ideas contributing the nonary semantic cycleis
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capable of generating a host of ideas in this manner, paving
way for many many derivations from a single root.

The frontal demonstrative u, which generally assumes
the form ul as a root, combines with all the six_initial
consonants, and produces six secondary roots viz., kul, sul,
tul, nuL pul. and mul, each of which inherits from its parent
the quality of expressing all the ideas covered by the nonary
semantic cycle.

Illustrations and rules of morphological and semantic
changes will briefly be explained in the thesis.

Language universals:

Attempt is made to build classification of language
universals on purely conceptual semantic basis combining
typological, comparative and historical methods. Typological
method is applied to verify comparative and historical data.

Soviet linguists have advanced new theories
regarding language universals viz.
(1) theory of remote genetic affinity of several

1 age families.
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(2) the Nostratic hypothesis aims to prove kinship of
six large families of world, which constitutes the Nostratic

macro - family of world languages.

Prof. Pavanar traced back the origin of the first human
speech to deictic theory which purely related the
demonstrative to logical thinking and semantic expansion.
He interpreted the methods in which the demonstratives
formed base for the evolution of verbal roots and then to
words of different types. This formed the core of the first
language of the earth.

Typological study shows that geographical
distributions of the same basic roots, pronouns, humanbody
parts, kinship terms, names of flora and fauna and certain
grammatical features in many language families are
genetically related. For example the synonyms for cow in
Tamil happen to be geographically distributed in all the.
major language families. These similarities are taken as
language universals.

All the individual basic words are classified into four
groups as follows for the requirement of semantic based
typological study and geographical distribution.

The basic vocabulary:

1. Carried vocabulary - classified according to the
typological study. (It means the vocabulary carried
from the parent language of the world).

2. Borrowed vocabulary - classified according to
to comparative study.

3 Corrupted vocabulary - classified according the
linguistic study.

4. Coined vocabulary - classified according to

historical study.

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Cultural Variations in
North and South India

The present paper is primarily based on literature and
field survey gathered through my U.G.C. career Award
project and my Ph.D.dissertation on Editing & folk-religions
study of Bhets, say folksongs in prize of Goddesses. i.e.
Amman Paadalgal in Tamil language. Thus, religions or
folkreligions culture elicited from Punjabi bhets or goddess
temples or socio-religions festivals, is the basic structure, and
the main emphasis being on festival culture. The basic
structure, hereafter, called "Punjabi Culture" (P.C.) would be
compared with the corresponding religions culture of
temples, gods and goddesses particularly festivals of Tamil
Nadu. The latter is a target structure i.e. Tamil Culture

(hearafter T.C.).

I am fairly aware of T.C. and more acquainted with it
when I accompanied my husband, Dr. Baldev Raj Gupta,
prof. Head, Punjabi Deptt.Jammu University, for the VIII
International Tamil Conference (Jan.I-5,1995) which was held
at Thanjavur where the Brihdeswara temple (Periya Koil) is
the main centre of Socio- religious T.C. apart from other
surrounding cultural Centres of Tamil Nadu. Besides, I have
collected data from a Tamilian couple Mrs. & Dr.

Ananthasaynam in R.R.L. Jammu.

A few stock phrases like Vanakkam, mihamiha
nandri, rombe mahilchi, Tamil teriyadu etc. were picked up
from my husband who had in a way proved to be a good
interpreter during my visit to Karnataka, Kerala & Tamil
Nadu thrice(1984, 1994 and 1995). All this created interest in
my mind to meet Tamil closely and observe T.C. minutely. I
also studied some books mentioned in the paper.
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As stated earlier, both my Ph.D and U.G.C. career
Award Project being related to multidimentional approach to
Punjabi bhets, of prefer to speak on the Variations in P.C. and
T.C. within context of festivals celebrated in Punjabi speaking
tracts (Punjab & Jammu region) and Tamil Nadu - the
embodiment of the traditional ancient culture.

To being with, let us take Lohri festival celebrated by
Punjabis, similar to Tamilian Pongal. Both there festivals
coincide with Makra Sankranti of the North and South India.
Lohri is also the name of mother goddess, the sister of a king.
The burning of Lohri at winter night falling mostly on 13th of
Jan. every year symbolizes the firing as an evil spirit. Evil
spirit is dashed to ground and the ever lasting goddess Lohri
is worshiped round the fire. The next day i.e. on sankranti
day Punjabi people eat rice cooked in sugar-cane juice called
khir, which is prepared on Lohri night. There is a folk
proverb poh ridhi Magh Khadhi i.e. Khir was cooked in the
month of Poh and eaten next Magli month (Sankranti
day).Lohri is also a seasonal festival for Punjabis when there
is too much cold. People from all walks of life gather near fire
and eat hot food like date, gur, reorian, groundnuts etc.

In Tamil Nadu, Pongal is celebrated to rejoice the
harvest. It lasts for a few days. In the words of Mrs. Garihali
‘Pongal is the greatest festival of Tamils’ (Destinations - Tamil
Nadu, International Tamil Conference Malar 1995,P.P-E
61).Three main Pongels have been depicted in ‘Festivals of
India” (Ministry of Information and Broadcasting
Government of India, Delhi, P.P. 22-23). s

1. Bhogi Pongal - is a sort of family festival celebrated
on the first day of the Pongal, festival.

2. Surya Pongal - is the Second day celebration,
dedicated to the sun (surya).Ladies boil rice in milk and
jaggery and offer to sun God. Friends greet each other by
asking "Is it boiled?" the answer is yes, "it is". Great rejoicing
fallows. Actually from this sun-worship procedure, the
festival is called Surya - Pongal.
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3. Mattu-Pongal - Next day to main Pongal day is
‘Mattu Pongal’. on this day the Pongal is offered to local
deities and also given to the Cattle. Horns of cows and oxen
are painted with bright colours. They are worshiped with
flowers. From Mattu Pongal, one can infer that Pongal is also
the festival of farmers and common mass like Lohri
(Appendix I). In Punjab also, there is a separate festival
namely Gopathian or Gop-Ashtami in summer when
ladiesoffer balls made of wheat-flour to cows. Their horns are
garlanded with flowers. In Tamil Nadu there is also a bull
fight on Mattu Pongal day which is lacking in Punjab.

Just as Punjabis sit together and eat fruit, riorian,
chirve (made of boiled rice) sit near the fire, Tamilians also
from all walks of life eat pongal together. Pongal is eaten with
family at noon when everybody (including passers by, the
humblest poor) is invited to share, and enjoy the offerings
whereas Maghikhir (i.e. rice cooked in sugar cane juice) is
eaten alongwith additional khichri cooked fresh on Maghar
Sankranti in the morning. The day is same but the timings of
eating are different for Punjabis and Tamils. Eatables Pongal
and khir or chirva also have same content i.e rice, milk,
jaggery, sugar-cane juice etc. However for Tamils Pongal is
extended to birds and the cattle. "coloured balls of the pongal
are also made and left in the open for birds" as per the
information contained in the ‘Festivals of India’.Similarly,
Gop Ashtami (Gau-Athain) of Punjabis is limited to cows on
different days but Mattu Pongal is extended to bulls also.
During the bull fight (Called Jallikattu in Tamil). "Bundles
containing money are tied to the decorated coloured horns of
ferocious bulls and unarmed villager youths try to wrest the
bundles from them. Bullock-cart race and cock-fight are also
held ("Festivals of India", P.23).

Pongal seems like Vaisaki festival of Punjab as harvest
festival. Apart from bhogi, surya, cattle pongal in Tamil
Nadu, there is a pongal for ladies only especially for
unmarried’ girls, called Kannipongal. The word ‘Kanni’ in
Tamil means unmarried girl. Unmarried girls of a village go
in groups to river bank or a picnic spot and collectively

prepare some dishes like pongal and indulge in folk songs &
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folk dances. As the girls are otherwise not allowed to go
outside, this is the occasion for the Village boys to watch the
girls & select a match for them.

Similar to our Karva-Chouthl married women in
south also observe ‘Nombu’ for the welfare & long life of
their husbands. Nombu is observed on two occasions.
Vaishnavites, followers of Lord Vishnu observe this Nombu
as ‘Karadaiyan Nombu’ { a special dish to eat on the occasion
as North Indians eat Phonies) in the month of March
generally on Ekadashi Tithi. Saivites i.e. followers of Lord
shiva observe this Nombu as "Varalakshmi Nombu" similar
to our fast, they (married women) observe fast on this day
and worship their husband in the evening in their rich
costumes.

Shivratri is another festival which has marked
variations as well as some similarities in P.C. and Tamil
Culture. For Punjabis, it is one night festival when Lord Shiva
is worshiped in temples, mostly ladies observe fast on this
day of chaturdashi, In temples Langar (Prceti Bhoj) is
arranged for children and poor people. It is also believed that
Shivji lets all snakes out on this day.

In Chidamabaram, Tamilians celebrate this festival for
five days. In her article ‘Destinations - Tamil Nadu’ published
recently in the Malar released on the occasion of the VIII
International Tamil Conference, Mrs. C.K. Gariyali calls this
festival Natayanjali i.e. Dance festival starting from the day of
Shivaratri - the greatest festival of shiva, the Lord of Dance
and Destruction. The legend of chidambaram dance festival
runs like this - Chidambaram was the temple of kali goddess.
Shiva Challenged her to dance. He lifted his leg upto his ear
to put back a fallen ear ring. Goddess kali could not perform
this move and in anger shifted to Tillai Kalai (2km. from
Chidambaram)

In Punjabi culture shivratri has nothing to do with
kali. However, in Kashmir, Valley, Shivratri is for five days as
in Chidambaram. In Punjab, Shivratri is wedding night of
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Shiva Parvati. The other version is that Lord Shiva was born
on this night.

Both on Lohri (Pongal in Tamil) and Shivratri people
greet each other.In Tamil Nadu mainly greeting cards are sent
to near & dear for Pongal day.

There may be so many folk-songs about Pongal and
Shivratri among Tamilians, but Punjabi has a rich heritage of
folk-songs about Lohri and Parvati Goddess (See Appendix

I).

Madurai river festival is another festival of T.N. which
is like Shivratri of Punjab. This festival is called Sundaresa or
Meenakshi Kalyanam i.e. a marriage festival of Shiva and
Meenakshi (Parvati). In T.C. Kartikeya, younger son of shiva
is worshipped on Kartikeya Diwali also,but not in P.C.
Shivlinga is worshipped differently in P.C. and T.C.

Navratras are celebrated twice in a year. The word
Navratra literally means nine nights when Goddess Durga is
worshiped every time in P.C. In T.C. different goddesses are
worshiped on different days of Navratras falling in Oct. &
Nov. First three navratras are dedicated to the goddess of
wealth (Lakshmi), the next three to the goddess of power
(Shabti) and the last three to the goddess of learning
(Saraswati). In P.C. there are no such compartments. On
eighth & ninth day of Navratras i.e. ashtami & Navmi, small
girls (Kanjban) are invited for worshiping in the morning.
People give then offerings like halwa, puri, chunni etc. Male
members wash their feet. This ritual symbolises the purity of
heart of those small girls who are worshiped in the human
physical form of Devis. The nine nights of Oct & Nov. are
followed by Dussarah when effigies of Ravana are burnt,
These Navratras are always followed by fifteen sharadas
when brahmans are invited to feast in the name of fore
fathers. That is why there is a proverb in P.C. that ‘Gai Sharad
Aai Narate, brahman baithe chup chupate’. I hope this is the

same in T.N.



Navratras fall twice both in P.C. and T.C. The first
shift is in March - April when there are neither sharads nor
Dusshara as in P.C. The Second Shift is in Oct-Nov as stated
above. In P.C. Ram Navmi is also twice in a year. The birth of
Rama is called Ram Navmi day on the ninth navratra of
March - April. In Oct. & Nov’s Navratra’s Ram Navmi is
krown as the eve of Vijay Dashmi. In Tamil Nadu, Kamba
Ramayan is recited during march Navratras whereas in P.C.
Ram Leela (life of Rama) is played in Navratras of Oct. &
Nov. similar to Sabhi Kahn of P.C., in T.C. also girls dance
and sing before a deity made of Kalasam ( a silver, copper or
clay vessel) with a coconut and mango leaves. In Jammu
proper, there is a local fair of Bhave walimata in March-Apr.
every year. This is a local festival. In other areas also there is
festival localised at the main temples of goddesses as Naina
Devi in Himachal, Asha Purni at Pathanbot, Kali Mata at
Batala & Patiala, Mansa Devi at Chandigarh. Piligrims from
all corners of India come to Mata Vaishno Devi at Katra
throughout the year. But specially in Navratras there is a
huge rush of pilgrims as they believe it is the more significant
time to have Darshans of Maa Vaishno.

Jagrata or Jagran is also arranged in Navratas where
Jagrata Mandalis sing Bhets for the whole night. In Tamil
Nadu aiso Jagran is arranged only on Ram Navmi which falls
generally in the month of April and is celebrated as Ram’s
birthday . Ramayan is read on all the nine days upto Navmi
followed by Ram’s "Pattabishekam" on the final day.

According to P.C. Deepawali is celebrated after 21
days of Dussehra and is connected with the arrival of Rama at
Ayodhya. Navratas, Ram Navmi, Dussehra and Diwali in
Oct. Nov. are Rama’s festivals in P.C. Illumination at
Deepawali night coincides with the celebration of Rama’s
arrival besides victory by Guru Gobind singh. In T.C.
Deepawali is celebrated early in the morning It is
compulsory for everybody to take bath in early morning,
though in P.C. there is a Mahatam (Significance) of taking
bath early morning in the whole month of Kartik as the
winter starts in this month in north India.In T.C. Deepawali is

also connected with Shiva worship will be a snake at
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midnight (a symbol of shiv shakti). Hence the people lit
lamps throughout the night (a detailed legend is in the
Appendix 3).0n this basis also Deepawali is one day earlier
than Punjab. It is called Kartika in T.C.

In P.C. Lakshmi (Goddess) is worshiped on
Deepawali night, People distribute sweets & gifts among near
& dear both in P.C. & T.C. Immediately on the third day of
Deepawali, another festival is Tibba (Bhaiya Duj) when sisters
make a mark of Raj Tilak on the foreheads of their brothers
with saffron, rice & flowers and offer sweets. In return,
brothers give them money, clothes and other gifts. Rabhi is
also such a festival which symbolises the brother-sister
relations even among cousins in P.C. However in T.C. cross
Cousins (Maternal Uncle’s son-daughter, father’s sister’s
son-daughter) can marry each other, so there are no such
festivals.

If festivals like Rabhi, Bhaiya Dooj denoting
brother-sister ties are absent in T.C. Some Tamil festivals too
are missing in Punjabi Culture. For instance, religious
festivals like Mariaman festival, Murga worship, Jallikattu,
Andal festival and so on.

Thus we can conclude that Devi/Deity cult is the base
of most of the religious festivals in P.C. and T.C. The basic
spirit is the same. Variations lie in the mode of celebration
due to climatic and other physical conditions. In T.C. Shiva
Lingam is humanised and dressed, but in Punjabi Cultureitis
quite naked. There is a myth about moving shiva unstripped
among the wives of Rishis in P.C. In T.C. during festivals or
otherwise, every offering is offered through the priest and
there is no direct touch of the deities and shivlings in the
temples. In punjab culture devotees approach directly. They
offer water, touch and press shivlingum, present fruits,
flowers etc. to Gods and Goddesses. Offerings also vary
according to physical environment. In T.C. salt, chandan,
sandur, coconut are offered to deities and returned to
devotees. In Punjabi Culture Sweet prasad is given by priests
to people gathered near the statues.

Climate of T.N. makes it possible to allow males to
enter temples with only the dhoti. In P.C. it is not possible in
winter.

Many more variations in P.C. & T.C. can be elicited
from festivals, songs, folk amman padalhal/bhets or details
given about some Rural festivals and ceremonies by William
Crook in "The Popular religion and folklore of North India".

Thus we find, here there and everywhere national
integration identity and unity in cultural pluralism from
Kashmir to Kanyakumari.

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SIMILARITIES IN DISSIMILARITIES
- BETWEEN
PUNJABI AND TAMIL

Dissimilar Arbitrary Linguistic Structures

Actually, similaritics between Punjabi and Tamil are surr-
ounded by dissimilarities,. The reason lies in the fact that no two pho
nological structures function alike. In a sense they constitute arbit-
rary linguistic systems. Munda family has conjunct consonants
while the neighbouring Aryan and Dravidian families do not. In
African Languages, clicks function predominently whereas these
are mere non-linguistic expressions in Punjabi and some other langu
ages. Number of vowels of French (i.e/u/ in /uv er/ ‘open’, /o/
in /do/ ‘two’ etc) do not find place in Aryan and Dravidian lang-
uages. Structures vary also insucceeding stages of languages. Assim
ilation of Sanskrit clusters in Prakrits, strong tendency to devoicing
the voiced stops in Paisachi Prakrit, three-way accent-system and
retroflex 1(-sr) of Vedic Sanskrit, three series of gutturals of Proto
Aryan, aytham (an auxiliary sound) of old Tamil, rendering dentals
into cerebrals in old Aryan and old Dravidian languages (Sanskrit :
/geth/ /gre~th/ totie / through Fortunate’s law of cercbralization;
Tamil wesregy from /man + titu/ y (mud is bad’), adding /y/
before vowels beginning words in old Tamil (/vanE/ for /anE/
‘elephant’, /yatU/ for /atU/ 'sheep’) and some other problems of
diachronic study are beyond the scope of the present study. Before
eliciting homogencity in Punjabi and Tamil, it will be appropriate to
show contrastive phonological structures having their base in
limited vocabulary items of certain Aryan and Dravidian languages.

Oppositional network within palatals and affricates of
Marathi ( /calu/ flow’ /calu/‘fruit’; /cemca/ 'spoon’, /cemecea/ *
tout”), voiced stops and voiced implosives of Sindhi (/gol/ ‘round’;
/gol/ ‘search’ /bal/ *ball’, /bal/ ‘search’), pure and semivowels of
Bengali ( /cae/ ‘intea’ /ca-¢/ 'he wants’_, (jai) ’br.oth.er's sister” /jai/
‘1 go’), detectable murmurred vowels of Gujarati; distinctive role of
glottal stop in Kurukh (/gIn?a/ ‘count, /ba?/ ‘say’ having
counterpart members of subminimal or minimal pairs /nenha:/ ‘to
do’, /ba/ ‘come’), complete set of oppositions within dental and
alveolars, in Malayalam (/t/: /t/ /KUttu/ ‘hit’: /kUtti/ “small
stick’; /1/ : /1/ /malc/ ‘mountain’;male ‘rain’, /n/ kannisg®/
‘gravel’ /kanniserasfl/,'a month’)distinctive functiop of /r./ a.nd rin
Kannada (gerl/ ‘border’ /ger~i/ ‘mine’, preceptzbl_c distinction
between /r/ pronounced with single tap and /r/ articulated with
double tap in Telugu (/bUrta/ ‘skull’ /bUrra/ ‘a thing like a pot” )
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salient phonological features of Punjabi, Tamil, and other languages
etc cannot be matched exactly with any other phonology of the third
language.

Opposition between voiced aspirates and voiced
unaspirates {Oriya: /baloko/ ‘son’: /bhauji/ ‘sister-in-law; Bengali:
/boso/sit’/ bhogini/‘sister, Gujarati:/ gharm/ ‘perspiration’, /
‘hat’, Hindi: /dan/ ‘donation of /dhan/ ‘rice-crop’) with exception
to Punjabi; combination of /pt/,/kt/, /tr/,/rt/, /st/, etc (Sindhi:
/ketri/ ‘how much’, Assamese: /gherto/ ‘room’ /bestUtor/ ‘thing’;
Hindi: /bhakt/ ‘devotee’, /gUpta/ ‘caste name’) having theirrange
almost in all the Aryan languages are opposed to the main traits of
Dravidian phonology such as frequency of final /U/ (Kannada:
/enU/ ‘what’, /mannU/ ‘mud’, Malayalam: /cInnU/ “scattered’,
Telugu: /KUtUrU/ ‘daughter.girl; /cerppU/ ‘spoil’, /segmU/
‘half’, /khorU/ ‘snub’, combination /nr/, /rr/etc. (Telugu:
/gUrrmU/ “an agricultural implement’, old and Literary Tamil
/InrU/ ‘today’ ) distinction between /e/: /e/ and /o/ : /o/
Malayalam: /eli/ ‘rat’, /eli/ ‘a female name in Christianity)
Kannada: kod “give’, /kode/ “westwind’, Tulu: /korpini / ‘give’/
kodU/ ‘kodU/ "horn’) etc.

Two languages may agree in having exactly same number
of phonemes in partial or the whole structure, but they differ in
distribution, frequency and net-work of oppositions and correlation
etc. Vowel phonemes, more or less, in all the Aryan and Dravidian
languages aresame.ln Aryanlanguages /ye/ is pronounced as /e-/
while in Dravidian languages /y/ is added before it to make its
articulation [ye-|. Within Aryan languages nearest phonemic unitin
Bengali, Oriva and Gujarati for medial and final /o/ and /a/ in
consonant ending or /a/ ending words of Punjabi and Hindi etc is
/o/. (Hindi, Punjabi: /val/, /Oriva/: /valo/ for hair, Hindi,
Punjabi: /pila/, /Oriya/: /pilo/ Gujarati: /pilo/ for ‘yellow’
Punjabi: verkha/ ‘rain’, Hindi: /varsa/, Oriya: /borso/. In Bengali
/0/ is realized frequently for many other corresponding vowels in
the following parallel words:

/1, /G/, /e/, /o/ vowels of Dravidian languages have
somedistributional restrictions. Kannada, Telugu, Tulu make use of

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Mutual impact in phonological structures is more distinct
in the regions lying on border lines. The pattu style (having only the
phonemes of Proto Dravidan stage j.e. inventory without voiced
stops, aspirates and fricatives etc) is barely retained in Northern and
central Dravidian language.

The process of adoptinyg four-way oppositions of Hindi
(voiceless unaspirates, voiceless aspirates: voiced unaspirates,
voiced aspirates)is complete in Kurukh (/karja/ ‘put weight”:
/kharja/ ‘to clean’: /gohrana/ ‘to pray’, /ghonga/ ’‘neck’)
discarding altogether the oppositions within threc [aterals, (s.or.),
six nasals (ob.geor.eoresw) and two trills (rir g.p) of Dravidian
languages.

Among the bordering Aryan languages, Konkani, (now
recognised, spoken inthe arcas contiguous to the Kannada speaking
province) has short varicty of /e/, /o/,. Again in Oriya, there is a
well established opposition between short /o/ and long /o/
(/keno/ ‘corner’ /ken/ ‘what’), having its boundary with Andhra.

The tendency of Aryanisation in Dravidian languages and
Dravidianisation in Aryan languages has extended to far-off
languages too. Indeed no language is pure. Each is contaminated.

Some of the common features of the two groups of
languages can be predicted through foreign influence. Witness:
Persian fricatives in Muslim Tamil and Punjabi etc. in Malto,
Kurukh, (Kuruklh: /mUx/ Ifrog’, Malto: /mErod~u/ ‘sky’, /kIsd U}
‘pig/, Punjabi /kagez/ ‘paper’, ‘Proper name’ Tamil: /Zasti/
‘much’). The conspicuous absence of palatals in Assamese remind
the Avesta influence. the absence of aspirates in certain dravidian
languages and frequency of voiceless stops coincide with Kashmiri,
Shan-shan and Korean etc.

Hindi: /ghora/ ‘horse’, Telugu: /gUrUmU/, Tamil:
/kUdIre/, Kashmiri, Kui: /gora/). ltis still to be examined whether
the Chinese tones have any hand in tone-system of Punjabi or not
since no other Aryan and Dravidian languages posscsses tones.
Caldwell points out the Celtic influence in the tendency of adding
/y/ before vowel /e/in Dravidian languages.

Frequency of flap /r/ in modern Aryan languages (which
was absent in Old and Middle Indo Aryan languages, and in Kui
among the Dravidian languages and therichstorages of cerebrals of
both Aryan and dravidian Janguages have been attributed to the
stock of Munda group.

The question of cerebrals in Aryan and Dravidianlanguages
still is in mystery. The absence of cerebrals in the phonemic
inventory of Assamese, Baro (Aryan), savara (munda) and Ollari
(Dravidian) and the crisscross tendencies within Aryan ar)d
Dravidian languages (i.e.) some languages pr_efer cerebrals V.vl}lle
others dentals. While adopting loan words, instead of retaining
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cerebral sounds or cerebralizing dentals and semicerebral alveolar
sounds: alveolars or cerebrals are dentalised ) demonstrate thateach
language has its own system with or without cerebrals. Even the
borrowed words containing cercbrals do not confirm that cerebrals
are non-native in Aryan or Dravidian languages. Furthermore, the
cognates containing retroflex sounds do not correspond with the
words in other groups. It is a misnotion that ARyan words
containing retroflex sounds are borrowed from the stock of
DRAvidian languages or vice versa.

Thus, Kashimir to Kanya Kumari there are a language
barrier from one corner o another corner. If you plan to travel from
Kashmir to Kanya Kumari, by train, you will come cross a number
of mother-tongues. If you are a Dogri Speaker, you may converse
with other’s gaddi kus pletfaram te aug? ithe gaddi kinna chir
rukag? tus kuthe Jageo? meaning ‘On whatplatform will the train be
coming? How long will the train stop here? Where are you going?
respectively. Thereafter, you will listen "gaddi kis pletfaram teaege.
ithe gaddi kinnu chir ruhegi tusi kithe jana hai (ic the same dogri
conversation in Punjabi). This type of Punjabi conversion may not
be difficult for you to follow. However when the last part of your
journey begins, the same message conveyed in Tamil. may appear
to you a meaningless combination of sounds unless you have some
working knowledge of Tamil.

SINGULAR STRUCTURES OF PUNJABI AND TAMIL

In addition to other reasons Punjabi and Tamil have been
chosen keeping in view their singular structures. Obsucre
similarities, among Punjabi and other Aryan languages (i.e.
possessing of same number of vowels, voiceless and voiced stops
etc.) or among Tamil and Dravidian languages (i.e. distinction in
/e/:/e/, /o/ :/o/ etc)are far fetched. These differ in distribution
under individual restrictions.

PUNJABI

Punjabi, spelt as Punjabi or Panjabi is spoken by more than
two crore peoples. It stands for both the people of the Punjab and
the Vernacular Language of the Punjab.Outof /V/ and /b/ groups
/V/ type Punjabi is standard.

Punjabi is an analytical Modern Indo-Aryan Language. In
Indo- European its place can be fixed as fellows:

Frederic Drew had fixed the place of Punjabi among the
languages and dialects of "The Jammu and Kashmir Territorics”
(1875, page 465) long age as under:-

Most of the Punjabi vocabulary is either tatsem or tadbhava
developed from classical Languages.

Punjabi has also addapted day-to-day technical vocabulary
and some grammatical forms from English, Sanskrit, and other
Languages. Words like /faqir/saint/sarkar/alochna/critiasm/
Jakhbar/ Paper, light, T.V., Radio, Station etc. are all loan words
which Punjabis use very frequently.

The earliest reference to the name Punjabi can be found in
the beginning of the sixteenth century in Fazil, Shareh Akhravati by
Malik Mohamad jaisi. Befor the Sixteenth Century, Punjabi did exist,
but under other names. As an independent language, its literature
is available before 10th Century.

Punjabi is the vernacularand official language of the Indian
Punjab and is also the medium of the Modern and old Punjabi
literature in the Pakistani Punjab. Grierson includes Degri under

Punjabi.
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Etymologically Punjabi is derived from persian words
Panj/ fiveand /ab/ ‘water, river’ (Section 9)

It had been known by Jataki, Lahouri Hindus, Gurumukhi
cte. However, Gurumurthi is the script notthe name of the Language
(Section11}

Under the Eighth Schedule of the Indian Constitution of
India, Punjabi occupies its place in the alphabetical order of 14
languages. It is recognised in J&K’s constitution also (which is
difterent from Indian Constitution).

Punjabi is spoken in the land covered by five rivers Satluj,
Jhelum, Chenab, Boas and Ravi Boundaries of the Punjabi track
depend upon the status of Degri and Lahandi. Treating Degri and
Leﬁndi as dialects of Punjabi widens the /ur/ is diction (Section 13)
-otherwise Punjabi confince mainly to Indian and Pakistani Punjab
in addition be some pockets spread over to various provinces.

DIALECTS AND SUBDIALECTS

Grierson accepts only two major dialects of Punjabi i.e.
standard Punjabi and Degri. Amar Sarkar (1964) excludes Majhi,
Deabi Malwai. In a Tamil Encylopaedia ‘Kalaikalanji Yam’,
Pathahari, Lahouri, Malwai, Multani find places. In the 1961 census,
people have recorded Pahari, Hoahiarpuri Jamuali, Jataki and
Patiali etc. as their mother tongue. All these mother-tongues can not
be confused with dialects. Harkirat Singh (1968) classifies the
Punjabi dialects as fellows:

i. Western Punjabi or Lahndi.
ii. Eastern Punjabi or pUrbi Punjabi.
iii. Northern Punjabi or Degri.

Lahndi spoken over the largest area of the Pakistan, is
known by Pothonari, Multani, Thangi etc, also.

Majhi, Malwai, Puadhi, Duabi, Rathi and Bhattiani can
come under the EAstern Punjabi and Mandiali, Kului, Chambiali,
Punchhi, Dogri Kangri etc. under the Northern Punjab;.

As we have seen in section 9, there is a controversy about
Lahndi and Dogri.

During Pre-Nanak age Lahndi, and during the English
period Malwai of Ludhiana had been standard Punjabi. Today
Mahji of Districts Amritsar and Lahero (Pakistan) can be taken as
standard form of Punjabi.

TONES
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. It is believed that three toncs have developed from voiced
aspirates, Visargas (:) of Sanskrit or accents of Vedic Sanskrit.

In the initial position/ghjh,dhbh/ are pronounced
voiceless stops followed or preceded by high or low tone depending
upon various conditions. ’

The tones of Punjabi can be proved to be independent of
Sanskrit pattern. The examples given by T. Grahame Bailey (1926)
Paihe Paihe (by road) /paie paie/’pice each’ themsclves bear
testimony that the words containing /h/ or aspirates have no link
with corresponding words having tones. Likewise /s/ and tones
coexist in certain parallel citations {mas/meat/mamouth). Some
dialects retain / h/ and still they are tonal dialects of Punjabi. In the
following words, tones have neither /s/ nor /h/ nor voiced
aspirates nor visargas in the corresponding cognates in Sanskrit:

LITERATURE

Punjabi language is rich in proverbs, idioms, riddles,
ceremonies folk songs, folk tales etc. Dr Asha Gupta wrote a Ph.D
on bhets variety of religious goddess folk songs.
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Adi Granth is written in Gurumukhi letters. Gu umukhi
script is called /paint/ ‘Thirty five as it has 35 letters. Gurumukhi
literally means coming from the mouth of Gurus. However, one
should not presume that Gurumukhi letters did not exist prior to

Guru Nanak Dev.

Baba Sheikh Farid Shakar Ganj is the first Punjabi Sufi poet
of 12 century.Bhai Vir Singh, Ishwar Chandra Nanda, pandit Sharda
Ram Philauri, Nanak Singh, Kanai RAm Khatri are planners in
writing Modern Punjabi Poety, Punjabi plays, Modern Punjabi
Prose, Punjabi Novels, Punjabi Grammar respectively.

TAMIL

Tamil was once used to denote the whole Dravidian group
of languages. It is the oldest surviving tongue.

In Tamil, the noted binary division of class (Brahmin
non-Brahmin) and regional (say districtwise)dialects have now
crossed limits. In addition to dichotomy between Brahmins’ dialect
(closer to Sanskritized Tamil preserving opposition between voiced
stops) and non-Brahmins” dialect (closer to native Tamil), one can
preceptsignificant variations in Tamil of a Harijan (termed as vulgar
Tamil) or of a Christian (developing opposition of /f/ and /p/ and
of that a Muslim (heavy with aspirates and fricatives). The latter two
varieties can be termed as religious dialect - the study of which is
still in infancy. Kamil zvelebil has contributed a lot about the
(Archiva Orientalni volumes VIII, XXII, 1959- 60, 1964) regionaland
social dialects realizing /s/ for the /c/ of literary Tamil can be
grouped as /s/ {;roup and restas /c¢/ group onthe analogy of Satum
and Centum classifications of Indio-European languages.

These may be shortened or lengthned or weakened, centralized or
frontalized on the basis of their situation in words.

In Punjabi, short vowels never occur in the final position,
but these can come in the word final position of most of the Tamil
words.

Only three letters Ura, aira, iri) serve the purpose of ten
vowels and out of thirty two letters (used for writing consonants),
five letters (gh, jh, dh, dh,bh,) do not find place in phonemic
inventory of the Punjabi consonants whereas in Tamil almostall the
jetters are phonemes in Tamil, there are three letters for laterals, but
in Punjabi for /b,b,b/ there was only one letter until the second
lateral was introduced very recently(Harkirat Singh : 1980).

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SIMILARITIES BETWEEN PUNJABI AND TAMIL

PHONOLOGICAL SIMILARITIES

Both in punjabi and Tamil the number of sounds are more
in speech than in the symbols by which they are denoted. In Tamil,
voiceless letters under atlophonic conditions serve the purpose of
voiced letters and hence the language has no need of additional
symbols for voiced sounds. Punjabi language is peculiar in tone
system, while Tamil lacks it. We have no orthographic to denote
tones and retroflex /1/ in Punjabi. Both the languages possess /1/
phoneme.

Bothin Tamiland Punjabi voiced initial aspirates of Sanskrit
are pronounced as voiceless stops.

MORPHOLOGICAL AFFINITIES

Morphology generally includes the grammatical system
(excluding syntax) of a language. In two distant languages, mainly
the grammatical structure of a language sets up a boundary line of
distinguishing one language from the other language of a different
family. Even then, we can find a few significant similarities.

Words in sentences occur almost in the same order both in
Punjabi and Tamil. In Grammar, two pronouns ‘asin and ‘apan’ for
we scem alike to /nangal/g;mw;ahancf /nam/ pri respectively of
Tamil. L.V. Ramaswami Aiyar’s book "The linguistic influence of
Dravidian on Indo Aryans" can provide more clue to the similarities
in Aryan-Dravidian languages under study.

Both Tamil and Punjabi have two numbers, cight cases,
three tenses, participate system, and frequent use of intensive and
auxiliary verﬁs. In Tamil, instrumental suffix /-al/ is similar to
/mal/ of Punjabi.

ORTHOGRAPHY

Punjabi has 35 letters and Tamil 30 letters. The method of
writing a pure consonant is rather complicated in Devanagri while
both Punjabi and Tamil adopt one universal systen1. In Tamil, itis
denoted by putting a dot above the letter while in Punjabi it is
generally written %e!ow the preceding consonant. Punjabi and
Tamil don’t have some of the ;anskrit orthographs like ri,Iri, s, ks,
tr,gn— etc.The initial consonant clusters are written in accordance
with their pronunciation in Punjabi as well as in Tamil. For example
the word Satesen in Punjabi and /istesen/ in Tamil.

The above mentioned similarities may be due to many-
factors like mutual borrowing through old and middle. Indo Aryan
Languages, co-incidence, mutual contact, and other factors like
historical, political and religious etc.

Some Dravidian scholars have concluded that Dravidian
languages were also prevalent in North India before the arrival of
Aryans. Theareaof Brahuilanguage (i.e. North Dravidian Language
spoken in Balochistan) is nearer to Punjabi spcaking arca. So it is
possible that mutual borrowing by Tamil and Panjabi may be
through Brahui.

According to Dr 5.K. Chatterji in his "language Problem in
India", Dravidians set up their culture first of all in Punjab and Sind,
and then they spread to other parts of India.

The factor of mutual contact is vivid from the deshaj
Vocabulary of Punjabi also, the source of which is neither Sanskrit
nor Pali and Prakrit. Deshaj Vocabulary of Punjabi may have been
enriched due to the mutual contact with Dravidians and Aryans.

Geographically, Punjabi is situated in such a way that
whoever wants to visit Kashmir, should necessarily pass through
Punjabi (i.e. Punjabi speaking area). It is possiBle that many
Tamilians when they passed through Punjabi incidentally enriched
the Deshah Vocabulary of Punjabi language. Punjab being the
border area, it is also a main centre of mutual contact. Further
investigation in this respect, may bring out new factors.

The underlying similarities between Tamil and Punjabi
might be due to their parallel development which can be traced to a
common source. Non Aryan words like Min and Niran old Punjabi
and indo. Aryan type of mani pravalam style in Tamil are direct
proof of it. L.V. Rama Swami Aiyar has written a Book ‘The
LInguistic Influence of Dravidians on Indo Aryan. ‘One Tamil
Scholar even derives the Patiala city of the Punjabi from Tamil
source. Further investigation of parallel common elements of
Punjabi and Tamil must be extended to other Aryan & Dravidian
languages for mutual understanding, and for Linguisticand cultural
integration of India.

For learning each other’s language, learner and teacher
should prepare the list of nouns, pronouns, verbs, adjectives and
suffixes etc. by which a tentative contrastive grammar of two
languages (say Tamil and Punjabi) can be prepared.

NO MORE A DRAVIDIAN MYTH
Pro.C.S.Mahadevan

Prof.Haechel had pointed out that the Indian Ocean
formed a continent which extended from the Sunda Islands
along the Asian Coast to the Eastern Coast of the African
Continent and affirmed thatit was the cradle of thehuman race
and the first nursery of man. Sir John Evans, the British Scholar,
felt that southern Indian was probably the cradle of the human-
race.

There is a Tamil tradition which says that the land south
of the Vindhya Hills was an island called Navalan Theevu and
Tamil akam was a huge and sprawling continent bordering the
west coast of Africa and Kustralia in the South, besides
touching Kamaschatka in the Far East. Scholars point out the
influence of ancient Tamil language spoken in far off lands. Sir
W.W.Hunter in his History of India mentions that the language
spoken at North East corner of Asia, thatis, Kamaschatka bears
resemblance to Ancient Tamil and appears to be a dialect of it.
Similarly the languages spoken by the Maories in the distant
New Zealand in the South is related to Tamil.

Scholars are of the opinion that the people who migrated
to distant lands after the successive cataclysmic landslips in
Lemuria or Tamilakam had established colonies in distant
America and Mexico. It is also said that the language spoken
in Tuscany in Italy is a dialect of Tamil and Tamil savants and
linguists point out that there is a resemblance between the
distant Scots in their language, manners and customs.

Researches of eminent scholars point out that the great
dassical languages of the world viz. Sanskrit, Hebrew and
Greek abound in Tamil worlds which could be recognised.
Again to quote Swvamy Viivekananda "the Madras Presidency
isthe habitat of the Tamil race, whose civilization was the most
ancient and a branch of whom called the Sumerians spread vast
dvilization on the banks of the Euphrates, in very ancient
times, whose astrology, religious lore, morals and rites etc.
f{lrnished the foundafion for the Assyrian and Babylonian
civilization and whose mythology was the source of the
Christian Bible. Another branch of the Tamilian spread from
the Malabar coast and gave rise to the wonderful Egyptian



cvilization and the Aryans also are indebted to this race in
many respects”.

The eminent Lemurian Scholar Mr.Wishar S.Cerve,
observes thus "we know, further more, from the records that
have been preserved, that as the Western part of Lemuria
located in theIndian ocean began tosuffer from the cataclysmic
changesand tosink beneath the surface of the ocean, the people
of Lemuriabegan to disperse themselvesin varicus directions.
Africa was the closestland to this Western portion and, in fact,
a part of Africa as we know it to-day was at one time a part of
Lemuria itself. The most habitable lands to which the
Lemurians could go during the period of their catpastrophy
were towards the East inc?uding those high parts that now
constitute the islands of Sumatra, Jawa, Borneo, New Guinea,
Australia, New Zealand and others. Later, they colonisein the
shores in the shores of South America and Norht America.

Mr.Wisher S.Cerve in his most fascinating work
"Lemuria - A Starting Book' remarks "many representatives of
the community from the foot «f Mount Shasta have been seen
on the highways unexectedly, garbed in pure white and in
sandals, with long curly hair, tall and majestic in appearance,
but wholly undesirous of public attention. Every attempt to
photograph them and get near enough to talk to them has
resulted in their sudden disappearance, either, as some have
said, by their running into the shadows of forests along the

highways or as others have said, by just disappearing in the
twilight™.

. Mr.Edward Lancer reported in the special magazine
section on May 22,1932in theissue of Los Angeles Times" that
his first casual investication of the place rewarded him with
thesight of the strange lights that glittered with great brillancy
a'nd ‘tﬁen become faint a ternately in a manner that was very
significant. Headdsitisnotincredible that the |ast sons of Lost
Lemuriaare nestled at the foot of Mount Shasta’s Volcano. The
really incredibly thing is that the staunch descendants of that

vanished race have succeeded in secluding themselves in the
midst of our teeming State.

John'o London Weekly, of March 19, 1932 published a
very comprehensive article dealing with the Gogs of Easter
Island describing a lost Tamil culture of a people who had a
highly advanced civilization around Z0,000%C.

The Lemurians had a sixth sense. That this sixth sense
was an organ equal to or in some way connected with the



resent small organ in our modern bodies known as pituitary
Eody, is ﬂuite likely. And, scientists have discovered that in
many of the races of men living to-day in remote parts of the
world this organ is much longer than it is in those of more
civilized races, and that it has unquestionably diminished in
size throughout the ages and must have been an important
organ in some early races of mankin.

However, they saw a tree, or an animal a stone or a
mountain, they saw more than its height and breadth and
thickness. They saw something of a cosmic nature of ethereal
nature, to which they gave various terms, and to them it was
as much a part of nauture, and as important in description as
were the other three dimensions.

The method which the Lemurians had for
communicating to great distances was a higher phase of
scientific achievement than our present day radio, for the
Lemurians were capable of mental communication, regardless
of distance, through the effort of a faculty which we have
dubbed "mental telepathy". This would indicate that whereas
we have placed our faith in the forces of nature, such as
electricity, and have created machinery for the transmission of
this energy from one distant place to another, the Lemurians
proceeded along much higher lines and developed a faculty
within their own beings for the transmission of an energy more
refined and higher in its vibrations than the crude electrical
energy we use, Their means for distant communications was
not rounded by cumbersome equipment and by interferences
from electrical storms and by rules and regulaticns and by
finances. The use with which they could communicate and the
dependability with which the communications were
transmitted ‘and received certainly represents a higher
achievement in this field than our present-day radio and
telegraphy.
