in the practice of Indian Medicine, may not lag behind our ’

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8. This conference requests the Government to raise
the status of the Government School of Indian Medicine to
.~ that of a college and give more importance to the teaching

of the Indian system of medicine.

4, This conference requests the Government to
recognise the examinations conducted by the “Nikhila
Bharatheeya Ayurveda Maha Mandal Vidyapeet” and insti-
tutions of similar nature and provide facilities for the

registration of successful candidates.

5. Resolved that in view of the limited number of
qualified physicians coming out of the Government School
‘of Indian Medicine and other recognised Institutions every
year, an efficient Gurukula system’ of education be orga-
nised for imparting theoritical and practical knowledge in
Indian Medicine and that the Government be requested to
conduct a suitable examination for registeriixg the success- |
ful candidates.

This conference while warmly welcoming the
delegates who have come from Jaffna places on record its
appreciation of the work donme by the Lanka Ayurvedic

- College Jaffna and requests that the Government of Ceylon ;
would be pleased to extend their patronége to that insti-

tution by giving substantial grants.

We thank you heartily.

2. We feel however that we bave not been able fo
accord you a fitting reception. Our only excuse is that
our difficulties have not been inconsiderable. Cur time |
has been short and our resources slender. We have not
escaped the finaucial stress and strain which is oppressing
the world from end to end. All activitics are at a low ebb.
All professions have almost touched the kottem. The
grinding taxes which are rising from year to year have
placed us on the verge of bankruptcy. The demands on
our almost atrophied purses are mounting up - hourly. As
if this is not enough, we find ourselves in the midst of very |
strange happenings, just now. Within the last few years
very many strange thfngs have happened. DBut what is
happening this month has taken the breath of the whole
country ‘“‘nor heaven nor earth is at peace now.” On
8-7-1939, an event has happened in Madura which is shak-
ing the very foundation of seciety from shore to shore On
this fateful day, a parby of persons Lelonging to what is
known, though erroneously, as prohibited classes led by a
few individuals who have been armed with an anthority
next only to that of the Premier, surreptiiouslyentered and.
desecrated Sri Minakshi Temple. The defilement of that |
temple and other temples, in ever increasing volume goes:
‘on unabated eversince. The temple trustees, executive
Officers, - ‘the Religious Endowment Board, and the Mini-
stry Who are charged with the duty of adminisiring the

law are themselves openly breaking it-and defiantly encour-
aging its breaches. We are wringing our handsin despair.
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The only body competent to give relief to the persons
wronged viz the Judiciary stands emasculated by unheardof |
and tyrannical bills and ordinances. The civil and criminal
proceedings started in vindication of the majesty of the
Law stand smothered. It looks as if even the highest
palladium of justice considers itself powerless. The veryair, ]
we are nowbreathing is surcharged with ferocious currents
and cross-currents. The physical thermometer is just °
below 100° but the mental thermometer is 120°% What
little energy has been still left in us after the passing of the
child marriage restraint Act, the untouchability removal :
Act, tho Debt Relief Act, the Public Health Act, the Sales
Act, stands wholly devoted to the furicus battle, we find
ourselves compelled to give, to this monstrous Ordinance. -
Time and space prohibit me from unfolding the further
pages of this blood curdling incident, pages not only long
and dark but sad, painful and disgracejul. -Placed as we
are in the midst of these terrific surroundings we find very
little time to attend to you. All eyes are now turned upon us
more than ever. Qur pulsebeats arebeing meticulously
watched, counted and registered. We are looking on with |
Lated breath and pent up feelings not knowing what to
strike when to strike and how to strikeand sullenly mark-
ing time. We request you therefore, to take the will for
the deed and to excuse us for our short-comings. :

Purpose of the Conference.

3. Almost all ancient civilisations have gone the
way of time. The Indian civilisation and culture alone
remain. And now brick by brick this huge edifice is being
dismantled. It is being subjected to a process of chitravadha
‘not so much by our Foreign Rulers as by our own kith
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for Religious Endowments has aiready earned an unenvia- |
ble name. This gentleman ‘who has virtually no sufficient
knowledge of Sanskrit which is so very necessary for

 touching even the fringe of Ayurveda is boldly declar- -
ing that it deserves a cold burial unwept,  unhonoured and
unsung, In inexcusable ignorance of the profoundly
scientific and masterly way in which the books on Ayur-
veda now extant treat medicine and surgery, he s attempt
ing day in and day-out to give it a short shift and a tight
cord. This is evoking naturally a just resentment and this
resentment seeksto find an outlet in theshape of conferences
and resolutions in addition to various other ways. This
conference is one such outlet and is the 10th of its kind.
Its primary object is to revealto the pining world the hidden
treasures lying burried in the Ayurveda. More about this
in the sequel.
4. Ayurveda, its origin and growth.
In the Brahma Kanda of the Brahma Vaivertha
Purana it is said—

Brahma churned the 4 Vedas and delivered the result-
ant Navaneetha to Bhaskara. He, in his turn, distributed
it among his pupils including Dhanvantari, Divodasa,
Kasiraja, the Aswins, Nakula and Saha Deva, Arki,
Chyavana, Janaka, Budha, Jabala, Jajali, Paila, Karatha
and Agasthya. The Purana enumerates 16 Vaidya Tan-
tras as their productions. Among them may be mentioned
the Manorama of 1'hanvantari, Cbxkxtsa. Kaumudi of Kasi
Raja ete.,

Some of the later writers are: Charaka, Susrutha,
Vakbhata the author of Ashtanga Hridaya, Bhava Prakasa,
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Charana Vyuha. The thoroughness and [ulness with
which the subjects are touched the scientific accuracy
. that is revealed in them, the masterly way in which the
diseases are diagnosed, “the causes the symtoms and their
cure are really unparz{lleled (the Nidana. the purvarupa
-etcs) : :
The Veda which defines the ways for lengthening the
duration of life and which in a way postulates the Ayus
itself is Ayurveds. Life gets shortered by diseases. For
ascertaining the nature and cause of disease and for deter-
mining the medicines appropriate for it and for learning
what all elements are required for a particular medicine,
one must know Physiology Anatomy ete. Ayurveda deals
with this. Not only this It deals Zoology Botany
Pathology Chemistry ete. Sir P C. Ray says that in Ayur-
veda you will find in an abundant measure the roots of all
modern Sciences, including surgery and surgical instru-
ments now in use and perhaps more also.

The regard and esteem with which Ayurveda is held

is illustrated by the following couplet of Kasi Raja.

A Hindu is born in religion, bred in religion and

moves and has his being in religion. Religion and religious
rites and ceremonies cannot be practised without a healthy
body. Ajyurveda tells us how one can make one’s body
healthly and endure for 3 long time so as to enable one to
perform the ordained Karma and obtain “Chittha Suddhi,”
the Suddhi which will ultimately lead to “Gnana” and
“Mukthi’.

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The intimate connection which exists between Ayurveda 4
and other Sastras is more than established by the facts that
Adisesha, as Patanjali, has framed the Yoga Sutras for
purifying the mind, that the same Adisesha as Charaka,
has brought out for the purification of the body this book
on Medicine and Surgery and that the same Adisesha is
the author of the Mahabhashya intended for the purifi-
cation of “VAK". I have already referred in a previous
paragraph to the 16 Thantrakaras. There is no need to
repeat them again.
