I would request Mr. Sitaraman who spoke on that to
remember the case of the Excise Departmeni staff when the
Frontier customs was abolished, the number of persons that
were found without jobs and the position taken up by my friend
and others, that it will not be right to treat them as supernu-
merary but that they should be absorbed. Now it is not merely a
case of providing for these people. The facts are these. A prelimi-
nary enguiry made by the Land Revenue Department brought to
light that a sum of nearly Rs. 75 lakhs was due to be collected as
arrears, not the arrears due from Liand Revenue only
but arrears of Abkari revenue, arrears of forest contractor’s
dues, arrears from Grow-more Food loan dues, and so on. When
this problem came before the Government and when the Govern-
ment were considering about the agency which will promptly
attend to this work, the Civil Supplies Department had to be
rgorganised and a sufficient number of persons who were there as
Village Assistants and Village Officers were available. So,

Govf:rnment thought that their services may be utilised for this
work,

Now sir, I will meet the criticism of my friend Mr. Velayu-
dhan Nair. He was saying that arrears to such a large extent
ought not to have been allowed to accumulate and that the
appointment of an additional staff for that purpose is wrong in
prmclpl‘e. I do not comment on that. I am cenly sorry that my
hon. friend ‘has not been more charitable to his friends who are
also responsible in bringing about that situation. After having
allowed the arrears to accumulate to the extent of 3/4 of a crore,
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when he sees an earnest attempt being made and some agency
devised to do that additional work and collect the amount at the
earliest possible date, and then, on top ¢f all these to make this
charge against us, is hardly being charitable. We know that in
our country when any money is to be paid to Government, even
people with means try to avoid payment. So, that kind of
evasion of liability has to be encountered and active steps
have to be taken to realise the money from people who are
capable of paying. Government have to do all they can in this
matter, to conserve Government interests and the interests of

the people as a whole.

The second item refers to large-scale encroachments on lands
lensed out for food production under the control of the Revenue
Department and in Reserved forests. Instances of unautho-
rised transfers of lands and other irregularities in the oceupation
of these lands are many. These have not only affected the con-
servancy of Government lands but have also resulted in consi-
derable loss of revenue to Government. An enquiry was made
with the Board of Revenue and the Conservator of Forests,
The Conservator of Forests was able to give only an approxi-
mate figure. It is found that something like 50,000 acres have
been leased out from reserved forests, but the actual area under
occupation is much more, and the Conservator iz not in a position
to give the exact figure, because there was widespread encroach-
ment. Regarding the encroachments on revenue porambokes,
the exact figure apart from the area involved in cases registered
under the L. C. Act and the leases granted by the Kevenue
Department, are not available. But at ihe same time, the
District Collectors report that there are much more encroach-
ments on revenue porambokes and revenue waste lands. What
should Government do ? A man who is entitled to have 5 acres
of kuthagapattom land, is seen to be enjoying 50 acres or 100
acres and more. There are areas which under the revenue .
records and the Forest Department records, are reserved lands
and which are actually occupied by a colony of people cultivat-
ing them and making permanent improvements on them. Thera
is absolutely no record available in the Revenue Department
or in the Forest Department as to the exact extent of the
area under occupation by each individual. No survey was
conducted and no proper revenue accounts were maintained’

The situation in the country being so abnormal, so undesir-
able and so dangerous for the future prosperity of the State
_itself, Government thought that their first duty will be to have a

thorough survey and examination. Government noticed that
 three departments were engaged in these works. Under the

Forest Department, there was a set of people who are asked to-
survey encroachments on forest lands. Under the Revenue
Department there was a party set apart to do the very same
work in regard to other areas, and under the Survey Department,
there was a staff doing the same kind of work, and there was
absolutely no co-ordination in their work. So, Government de-
cided that this work should be co-ordinated and done effectively

[
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and sysiematically. They also came to the conclusion that the
subject required serious handling. Therefore, in a (GGovernment
Proceedings passed on 22nd June 1854 they decided to bring
into existence an agency which would undertake this work.

Dr. A. R. Menon: Did you take any action for this gross
neglect on the part of the officers concerned 7 _1

Shri P. S. Natarvaja Pillai: On account of acquicscence on
the part of Goverament in having allowed them to continue in
this condition, we thought that at the moment it would be im-
proper to take action against the Government oflicers.

Ag a first step in this direction, Guvernment wish to lay
down the following :

(1) that no new grants of land will he made to individuals
for purposes of grow more food in future ;

(2) that future allotments of land will be only for purposes
of seltlement and colonisation ;

{(3) that applications from Farming Societies registered
under the Co-operative Societies Act will alone be considered
for assignment of lands and the lands available for cultivation
will be granted to them only ; and

(4) that all applications for assignment of tlands should in
future be made through the Revenue Department and that
applitations made otherwise will not be countenauced,

Under the Grow More Food Scheme lands were leased out
by the Forest Depariment, Revenue Department and by some
Committees and other individual offlicers who were authorised
in that behalf by Government. |

The following are the main items of work to be undertaken
by the Special agency : —

(1) A field survey should be conducied and sketches accord-
ing to occupation prepared.

- {2) A thorough enquiry will be conducted as to how the
occupants came into possession of the lands—whether under
lease or assignment granted by Government or by transfer of
assignment or lease or by unauthorised encroachment.

(3) An examination as to whether the lands under occupa-
tion are forest lands or other Government lands. In the case of
forest lands, the question whether the lands should be classified
as revertible or non-revertible to the Forest Department should

be decided. A decision as to whether these lands should and
could be assigned, will also be taken.

It was considered necessary in the interests of forest conser-
vancy and the natural resources of the State to have a classi-
fication of the lands which ought to be maintained as forests and
those which can be thrown open for assignment. That is a
question on which a decision has 1o be taken. |

Shri R, Sankaranarayanan Tampi: Are the Government
aware that in the occupation of lands, there are instances where

the occupation has beer very many years old and for which
there is no record ? - |
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Shri P. S. Nataraja Pillai: My hon. friend will have
the patience to hear the other provisions also.

It was found necessary to make a classification as to the
area that should be preserved as reserved forests and the area
that can be thrown open for assignment., The agency consists of
a Special Officer of the status of a District Collector. He will
have under him a Revenue Officer of experience—preférably a
‘Deputy Collector—an officer of the Forest Department (an
Assistant Conservator of Forests) and the necessary staff. The
agency will take steps for the eviction of the occupants of the
lands that have to be resumed, as expeditiously as possible.
The following principles will be adopted for the settlement of
lands that are to be assigned: —

(1) In making assignments of lands, the aim of bringing the
lands under colonisation anzl settlement will be kept in view.
I will explain the intention of Government. If any assignment
is granted to any individual, that individual should cultivate the
land. He should not be an absentee landlord. Therefore, we
make it a principle that in malking assignments the aim of
bringing the lands under colonisation and settlement will be kept
in view,

(2) The lands will be demarcated into “economiec holding’’
which is to be fixed on the recommendation of the Special Officer
and the extent of the land to be leased to an individual will
normally be limited to such an economic holding and the assign-
ment will be for cultivation alone. In different areas, the area
of an economic holding may differ, In one area, it may be 5
acres, ir another it may be 10 acres. The Special Officer will
recommend the economic unit in each particular area, get the
sanction of Government and then allot the lands in that econo-
mic unit. We have fixed a minimum vent of Rs. 7 per acre.
The lands fit for dwelling sites will, however, be separately
“ demarcated into plots of 20 to 30 cents and will be set apart for
assignment as house sites, at a nominal rate of rent. That is, to
people who have no house sites, if they want themselves to be
rehabilitated, leases will be granted, Government realise the
difficulty in giving short term leases of land.

Unless there is a permanent interest created in the worker
on the land, there is always the danger of the Iand not being put
to the best advantage possible. Therefore, to create an interest
in the lease-holder we decided that the Ileases will be granted
without limit of time, so that he may have the assurance, subject
to certain conditions, that he will have a right of perpetuity of
enjoyment, Therefore we did not want to put a limit of time on
the lease. And, if the land is resumed for public purposes, the
lessee will be entitled to the value of the improvements made on
the land, according to rules to be framed in the matter. Under
the kuthagapattorn rules the lease is resumed at the option of
Government. Suppose there is some hydro-clectrie project to
be set up in the area given on lease, When it is a public neces-
sity, Government resumes that land, aud the-actual worker who
has improved the land mugt be entitled to get the wages of his
labou,
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Next, in the case of authorised occupation, where the occu-
pant has effected valuable improvements, an excess area over
and above the economic unit may be granted to the occupant on
lease, as a matter of concession. Suppose a man has made
valuable improvements on o0 acres of land. He is entitled to
compensation for the valuable improvements he has made. The
economic holding is § acres, To compensate for the work of
improvement, he is given an extra arca as a concession. In the
cases of unauthorised occupations, whether by eneroachment or
by transfer of assignment, the question of lease of the land to
the occupant will be considered only afier payment of vent for
the whole period of prior oceupation at the rate of Rs. 7 per acre.
Such occupants will be eligible for assignment of the lands
occupied by them only if they are resident cultivators. These
are the principles that have been thought out and put into the
Government proceedings, on the basis of which we intend to
proceed. For these we want an agency.

Shri R. Sankaranarayanan Tampi: Is il meant by the Minis-
ter that the purpose of colonisation is kepl in view while this
order is put in operation ? How is it that when the order is
passed and actually operated upon it will not be delrimental to
the land owner ?

Shxi P, 5. Nataraja Pillai: It will not be detrimental to the
land owner, No one's legitimate right is sought to be denied,

Shri R, Sankaranarayanan Tampi: Has not eviction been
ordered ?

Shri P. S, Nataraja Pillai: I will answer that question, Sir.
Let me complete my argument in the vein in which I have been
proceeding. Now, to impleimment the scheme, we had to appoint
new staff, Fortunately or rather accidently, among Government
servants now in service, we had excess personnel working in
different departments. We took them from those departments
and put them on to this work [or one year. As a matter of facl,
no new appointment was made except one or {wo controlling
officers.

Then about the major question of occupatlion, two dillerent
lines of approaches were made in the House. There is the charge
that people get lands from Government and lease them out to
sub-lessees and thus exploit the poor worker on the land, "L'hat
is abhorrant and no one is infavour of that kind of system. There
are large areas of land in the possession of these middlemen and
the propertied class, At the same time there is the other argus-
ment that there are large numbers of people who are houseless
and indigent who have squatted on these lands to make a living
and find ashelter., Those people are ejected. That is also
abhorrant, illegal and iniguitous. Now Sir, what are the real
facts ? Lands may be divided into Government property and
non-Government property. That ought to be recognised
Nﬁbud:y }las theright 10 occupy them unauthorisedly. If any one
takes it into his head to set at naught the laws prevailing in th
country and take the law into his own hands.,.s ...
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Shri M. P.Menon: You are acquiscing in all these things.

Shri P. S. Nataraja Pillai : Sir, it is a fact that Govern-
ment have been acquiscing in this to a certain extent when
there was acute food scarcity. Now the situation has changed
and therefore Government think of reversing the process.
Trere is absolutely nothing illegal or abhorrant in the Govern-
ment enforcing the law as it exists today. Tomy hon. Friend
who, in his flowery language, has depicted the hardships the
circuiting village officer and proverthicar are visiting on the
people dwelling in these assigned lands in the course of their
duty, I would say this.. Law is common, whether it is for the
poor who live in huts or those who live in palaces.

Shri R. Sankaranarayanan Tampi: Is it not the faei that
the power of those who live in palaces is derived from the people
who live in huts?

Shri P. S. Nataraja Pillai : Under the social system it Springs
from the assertive power of the individual concerned irrespec-
tive of palaces or huts where they dwell. I feel, Sir, that a
certain amount of power can be exerted by a collective agencey.
What I was saying was thal the people who live in those lands
set at naught the Government agency thinking that they were
the masters, continued their occupation unchallenged. But we
have to make a realistic approach to the problem. Whenever
there is genuine necessity it has to be conceded. Land must be
settled in the name of the really indigent and allotted to them.
Eviction comes when a decision is arrived at that that piece of
land is absolutely necessary in the common interest. Of course,
common interest cannot be sacrificed for individual interest.
My hon. Friend Mr. Tampi himself will concede that.

Shri R. Sankaranarayanan Tampi: I am not opposing evic-
tion.

Shri P. S. Nataraja Pillai : That is the position, Sir. When
public necessity becomes imperative the law will be set in
motion.

Shri R. iSankaranarayaman Tampi: Is it by decolonising
that you are bringing into operation the principles of coloni-
sation ?

Shri P. S. Nataraja Pillai: I never said that. I did not mean
that eviction will have to be resorted to at one stage and coloni~
sation brought into effect at the next stage. But what Isaid
was that both go side by side. Moreover, I may, on behalf of the
Treasury Benches say, Sir, that it is their hope that every home-
less indigent will be able to get a piece of land to call his own and
also enjoy the privilege of owning a house of his own. Whether
it is going to be a pious hope because of my friends’ hurry in the
matter, I donot know. Butitis the earnest trust and hope of
the Government that with the kind sympathy, co-operation and
good-will of all in this Fouse, this desirable state of affairs would
become practicable in the near fulure,
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Another argument advanced against this Demand was that
this was a new approach for currying cheap popularity. Can
Government, Sir, gain cheap popularity by putting into operation
the Revenue Recovery Act against a large number of people?
- Also, can eviction of a large number of people from the land
gain cheap popularity? If we like to have cheap popularity, we
will have to adopt measures that will be least ixksome to people
who have made encroachments upon forest lands in large num-
bers.

The next question is about the Oodukoor scitlement. But
this question did not attract universal altention because it is
confined to only three or four taluks of the State. The work of.
settlement was started in 1112, and when we came to oflice, we
found one-third of the work was completed and two-third was
pending. Steps were taken to expedite the worlk, Reports were
called foxr by Government. It was found from the report that
the work could be completed within the next 12 months with
some movre staff. On that specific understanding and with parti-
cular instructions on the matter, additional statl has been granted
for that work. I don’t want to go into the merits of the settle-
ment. In any case, it is a fruitful source of litigation in the
counftry,

Sir, in the Land Revenue demands we have made provisions
for three main items viz., for the recovery of dues which are in
arrears, for survey and resettlement, demarcation and assign-
ment under these principles, of all Governmeni lands that are
now encroached upon and other lands as well, and then aboutthe
settlement of Oodukoor lands.
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But I have not {aken them as a separate item at all. These
are the three items for which I have come before you.

. Shri M. P, N_Ienon: When do you expect to complete this pro-
cess of resumption? That is, the completion of the work of
assigning the land belonging to the Government?

Shri P. S, Nataraja Pillai: As far as the completion of the
arrears is concerned, this is a matter which can be decided only
by the progress of work that has heen done. We have called for

quarterly reports. Before the next Budget comes up we would
" he 1n a position to know the exact amount of the avrears that are
pending and the amount that is collected. We would then be

- able to know the return we are getting for the investment we
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As far as the Settlement scheme is concerned, the present
orders are that it should be completed in the two taluks of Devi-
culam and Pathanamthitta before the end of this year. As for
the Oodukoor settlement, it is to be completed this year. :Sir, we
have taken pains to see that we are not making any addition to
the permanent services of the State.

There was a remark made by some hon. Member here about
the propriety of a minority party in charge of the Government
doing all this., Whatever may be the constitutional propriety of
that remark, our position is that we do not want to commit the
countiry any way. We thought that the demand for this item is
satisfied by this proposition. We are making a provision for this
yvear also. To that extent I am asking for this grant and [ think
I have explained my position.

Then, there is the procedural ebjection raised by my hon.
friend Shri Velayudhan Nair whether I am -entitled to move a
supplementary grant after the Appropriation Bill is over, Ithink
the procedure adopted is quite right and proper.

Shri R, Sankaranarayanan Tampi: Sir, a point of order.
The hon, Member Shri Kalathil Velayudhan Nair has raised
a point of order. Should the Minister reply? Is it not for the
Speaker to pass a ruling upon that point?

Shri P. S. Nataraja Pillai: If my hon. friend is so desirous
that I should not answer Mr. Velayudhan Nair, I shall not do so,
I thank him.

"Shri Kalathil Velayudhan Naix: It is not like that. If the
Minister should not answer, how can Mr. Tampi answer? Do
not take shelter under Mr. Tampi’s answer.

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My. Speaker: Shall we close the debate now ?

(The House agreed to the suggestion)

Shri P. S. Nataraja Pillai: Sir, the demand is only for
Rs. 58,500. When the Government brought forward this propo-
sal they were confronted with a dilemma as far as this provision
is concerned. In the ordinary course of events, during the last
few years, a trade in spirituous medicated drugs came into
vogue under the guise of medicine commonly known as essence.
It was so prevalent in the country that if created a feeling in the
country that the Prohibition Act was not in force. So the first
step that this Government {ook was to revise the orders and to
make certain changes in the licensing system to see that the
system of using essence was discouraged effectively so as to
make this drug not available to the ordinary public.

It was thought by this Government that the work of prohi-
bition would be more eflectively done by organising a flying
squad. With that object in view Government organised a squad
consisting of four batches under one Excise Inspector with six
Preventive Officers and twenty-eight armed Guards. They were
provided with motor vans also so that they may be able to control
the districts in which they were posted and detect offences by
surprise visits and create the moral tone of the general public
so far as this offence is concerned.

It was with that object in view that this sguad was orga-
nised. @ The expenditure on this account is estimated at
Rs. 1,08,100. There is a saving of Rs. 49,600 under the Budget
provision. This amount is not sufficient for carrying on the
work. So, a sum of Rs. 58,500 more is reqguired to bringinto
existence the new flying squads. In that connection, I have to
say another fact. By the abolition of the chowkies in Cochin
area a large number of Excise Guards are thrown out of em-
ployment. The only alternative that faced Government was to
terminate their services and then to allow them to be recruited
by the Public Service Commission. But now a necessity for
staff came by itself and at the same time, these was the available
personnel, and their services were utilised. As a matter of fact,
under this provision not a single new person has been added to
the permanent service as it existed previous to the Budget. In
spite of the specific and clear statement of facts as revealed by
the Budget, I am sorry thatmy friends should, one after
another, stand up and say that thisis for increasing the pezr-
sonnel. If the Budget is scrutinised, it will be easily found that
no personnel is to be increased. There may be one or two
instances of increase in personnel in some departments. But no
large scale increase in the establishment charges has been made,
That is the hard fact. Government hope that the organisation

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Shri Panampilli Govinda Menon: Mr. Speaker, I want to
make a statement.. This morning some Members of my Party
tabled certain cut motions and in one of those cuat motions thig
point of the additional expenditure involved in the appointment
of one Government Pleader more than is necessary in Trivan-
drum was raised.
