Towards Strengthening the National
Economy

HE Gosamvardhana Seminar held under the auspices of the

Central Council of Gosamvardhana at Mount Abu in Rajas-
than a few days ago, details of which have now become available,
has indeed given a right lead to the theme of Gosamwvardhana,
as the welfare of the cow towards strengthening of the national
economy.

In its policy resolution, the Seminar has rightly stressed the
need for development of agriculture on mixed-farming pattern
wherein cattle could play an iner easmghr important role by pro-
viding efficient draught power for intensive cultivation, farm-
vard-manure for maintenance of soil fertility and producing
larger quantities of milk to supplement the farmer’s income and
meeting the nutritional needs of our people. Such integrated
patterns of agriculture will undoubtedly result in a significant
improvement in the production of crops as well as cattle wealth.

Cattle being the country’s major livestock wealth, no wonder
their present low average productivity has been causing concern
both to the planner as well as the scientist. In fact. the cow has
been described as the link between the vegetative life and man
and, therefﬂre, it has necessarily to be strengthened to enable it

to make a progressively greater contribution towards human wel-
fare,

There is, however, no short cut to cattle development nor a
magic wand could perform the trick. The Seminar has rightly
stressed that the task is stupendous and has suggested mobilising
the various organisations at all levels to the task and reorientating
the entire thinking of the nation. Ultimately, it is the individual
farmer or the cattle-owner who has to put in his best effort to
improve the productivity of his stock through better breeding
and providing them better care, feeding, and housing etc.

The recommendations of the Seminar on the various subjects
are valuable and important. It is hoped that the authorities both

at the Centre and States would take prompt and adequate steps
for their implementation.

IN RETROSPECT

Second Gosamvardhana Seminar

A_ three-day Seminar on Gosamyvardhana
was held at Mount Abu from the- 20th
to 29nd June. 1960 under the Chairmanship of
Shri U. N. Dhebar, President, Central Council
of Gosamvardhana. The Seminar was inaugura-
ted by Sardar Gurmukh Nihal Singh, Governor
of Rajasthan and was also addressed by Shri
Mohan ILal Sukhadia, State Chief Minister.
Representatives of the Ministry of Food and
Agriculture, Planning Commission, State Direc-
torates of Animal Husbandry, Krishi Goseva
Samiti. State Councils of Gosamvardhana,
Federations of Gaushalas and Pinjrapoles and
members of the Central Council of Gosamvar-
dhana participated.

The subjects for consideration covered a
substantial field of cattle development activity.
With a view to enabling their detailed considera-
tion, five subjects Committees were formed.
These Committees met separately on the 20th
and 21st June, 1960. The Committees’ re-
ports were presented at the Plenary Session
by their respective Chairman on the 22nd
June, 1960.

There was unanimity of views that rehabi-
litation of the cow, in the agricultural economy
of the country thereby leading to an integrated
farming, was an urgent need and a practical
programme in this respect, would go a long
way to strengthen the country’s economy.
The greater out-put from the land and livestock
that could be obtained as a result of better
utilisation of these resources would help to
improve the economic condition of the far-

mer as well as the nutritional standards of

the people. The Seminar accordingly, recom-
mended the initiation of the following program-
me :—

(i) In areas where the cow is already well
established, the aim should be to in-
crease the milk yield as well as pre-
sorve draught quality with a view to
develop a dual-purpose animal.
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(1) In such areas where there is no competi-
tion from the buffaloes, steps should
he taken to prevent infiltration by
the buffalo.

(i13) In areas where the cow and buffalo
exist side by side, every effort should
be concentrated for the development
of the dual-purpose cow.

(iv) In tracts where there is no established
cow or buffalo, steps should be taken
to introduce good quality cow suitable
for the areas.

The task set-out above was realised to be
colossal. It was considered necessary to imbibe
a new spirit and a sense of urgency among the
planner, administrator, field worker and farmer
to the need for rehabilitating the cow, and
taking up an intensive programme in selected
areas embodying better breeding and feeding
of productive stock and weeding out of scrub
animals, by organising mixed-farming units
on farmers’ own land as a measure of practical
demonstration, and developing of model
Gaushala in each area, to begin with for dis-
semination of information on the scientific
methods of cattle management.

It was also realised that for a successful
implementation of such a programme, it was
equally necessary to gear-up and mobilise the
resources of the official as well as non-official
agencies engaged in this field including that of
Gaushalas, cattle owners’ associations and
Gram Panchayats and develop a spirit of co-
operative working amongst them at all levels.

While the Governmental agencies would be
mainly responsible for providing technical
assistance and guidance, credit facilities and
ensuring marketing of livestock, milk and other
products at remunerative prices, the work at
the village level, as far as possible, need to be
channelised through the Panchayats and other
non-official agencies which have a better ap-
proach to the local people.
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With a view to initiating this programme
and making some impression on the average
productivity of cattle during the Third Five-
Year Plan, the Seminar recommended that a
comprehensive programme towards these ob-
jectives may be drawn up with particular
reference to the Third Five-Year Plan. Such
a programme has necessarily to keep in view
the immediate and long-range requirements,
be sufficiently flexible to suit the requirements
of different areas, and provide for revitalising
the various institutions and organisations as-
sociated with cattle development. In view of
the limited financial and personnel resources,
it was suggested that this effort may initially
be concentrated in areas where cow is already
well established so that measurable progress
could be achieved in those areas during the
Third Five-Year Plan period. The experience,
thus, gained could be utilised for expansion
of the activities to other areas.

The Seminar further recommended the need
for vitalising the various institutions and or-
ganisations associated with cattle development
namely the State Councils of Gosamvardhana,
Federations of Gaushalas and Pinjrapoles,
Cooperative Societies, and associating them more
closely with the planning and implementing
of the cattle development programme and or-
ganising cattle-breeding associations at village
level through the agency of Panchayats.

The Seminar has also recommended the need
for popularising adoption of improved cattle
husbandry practices through teaching of cattle
husbhandry in village schools, providing remune-
rative market for cattle milk and other products,
retention of superior cattle in breeding tracts
through offering subsidies for the selected
best animals, arranging for the registration of
superior stock in Central Herd Registers and

educating and encouraging young-folk to parti-
cipate in cattle sho ws and calf-rallies.

A resolution on the broad cattle develop-

ment policy and programme based on the
recommendations of the Seminar was unani-
mously adopted.

It is accepted that Animal Husbandry has
an important place in the agricultural economy
of the country. Due fto years of constant
neglect, the cow has lost its due place in the
intensive and integrated agricultural pattern.
It is, therefore, very essential to give due atten-
tion to the breeding and improvement ot cow
in our development programmes.

The programme of cattle development has
to be tackled through intensive breeding cen-
tres and mixed-farming so that the {fertility
of the soil is increased and sufficient and nutri-
tious fodder becomes available to livestock.
The incorporation of leguminous crops for
fodder and suitable changes in the cropping
pattern should be evolved. Such measures
would go a long way to helping in the improve-
ment of our agricultural production and cattle
wealth. The Central Council of Gosemvar-
dhana should prepare a comprehensive pro-
gramme with particular reference to the Third
Five-Year Plan, for this brooks no delay:.

For the above purposes, Governmental and
public agencies have to work closely together.
Government would be mainly responsible for
providing technical assistance and guidance,
credit and ensuring the marketing of produce
at remunerative prices. The initiative for
organisation has to emanate from non-official
bodies. The agenices of Panchayats, Gaushalas
and Breeders’ Associations have all to be
harnessed for this national task. The eventual
aim should be to establish at least one Gaushala
in each Block.

In brief, the entire effort has to be directed
for the rehabilitation of the cow to obtain the
maximum both from the land and the livestock.
In this endeavour, which is admitedly a stupen-
dous task, we have not only to reassess the
entire concept of agricultural development
but to reorientate the entire thinking of the
nation.

The machinery of the Central Council of
(rosamvardhana should, therefore, be properly
geared in the context of the imperative national
need. The representatives of the State Govern-
ments and State organisations on whom in-
ovitably falls the main task of execution at
all levels, need to be fully associated as a result
of the reorganisation. The set-up of the
Council would also need strengthening.

Inauqural Speech by Sardar Gurmukh Nihal Singh,

Governor of

Rajasthan, on the occasior of the Second Gosamvardhana Seminar

at Mt. Abu at the Rajputana

HRI Dhebar, Shri Mohan L.al Sukhadia,
Delegates to the Conference, Ladies
and Gentlemen:

I am deeply appreciative of the cordi-
ality of your invitation to inaugurate this
Second ‘Gosamvardhana’ Seminar and
welcome you all to this pleasant resort.
I am glad that this Seminar is being held
under the guidance of Shri U.N. Dhebar,
whose life of selfless devoted service for
various national causes is a source of
inspiration to us all. Shri Dhebar posses-
ses a unique constructive vision for the
tackling of various problems for the
amelioration of the lot of the common
man.

Yours is an assembly of experts on
various problems connected with the pre-
servation and development of cattle in
India, and I would like to share some
thoughts with you. As you know accord-
ing to the statistics, India has more than
150 million cattle, 158.6 million heads, to
be exact, which are of great economic
value in our predominantly agricultural
economy, in which inspite of some mechni-
cal devices (such as tractors) bullock is
practically the mainstay of cultivation,
irrigation and transport for the marketing
of the produce. To our large vegetarian
population the cow provides a balanced
animal protein diet through milk products.
Thus the protectioy, preservation and im-
provement of cattle is of paramount
importance for us, and that is why it is
incorporated in the Directive Principles of
otir Constitution.

It has to be admitted that due to poor
and unscientific breeding, feeding, and
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other economic and environmental factors
the average quality of our cattle is rather
poor. To the cultivator with meagre re-
sources cattle rearing is only a subsidiary
occupation. Due to paucity of pasture
lands, grazing is poor except during mon-
soons. Further, as you know, due to short-
age of good quality bulls, the breeders are
often deprived of proper facilities. All
this results in poor quality of cattle, com-

paratively longer interval between calving

and wastage due to disease. The produc-
tion of milk products per head in India is
very low as compared with other advanced
countries like Australia, Canada, Denmark
and US.A. I am told that the low pro-
duction capacity of our cattle is not due to
any instinsic inability but due to environ-
mental conditions. In fact Indian cattle
has great potentialities for development
for it responds easily to better methods of
feeding and breeding. We have 25 recog-
nised breeds of cattle, each well-suited to
the requirements of its habitat. ° These
range from milch type of cattle of Gir and
Rathi breeds in Gujrat and Rajasthan to
the fine draught Amrit Mahal, Halikar,
Khillar, Kangyam and Nagaur breeds of
Mysore, Madras, Maharashtra and Rajas-
than with Hariana, Kankrej, Malani and
Ongole breeds of Rajasthan, Punjab,
Gujrat and Andhra Pradesh as outstand-.
ing dual-purpose types.

It augurs well that an integrated plan.
has been recommended by the Gosam-
vardhana Council for adoptic:n for
cattle development activities under the
agency of the. Community - Development
Projects. It has greatly encouraged the
establishment of the ‘Key Village Centres’
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for the breeding of cattle on scientific
lines, starting cf ‘Gosadans’ and for co-ordi-
nating the work of ‘Gaushalas’ and ‘Pinjra-
poles’ on the right lines in the States
through the  appointment of Gaushala
Development Officers who render techni-
cal assistance and guidance.

As you know we have large number of
‘Goshalas’ and ‘Pinjrapoles’ all over the
country, but as these are generally situa-
ted near towns they are faced with the
pasturage problem in an acute form.
Moreover, in a number of cases, they are
used largely as an asylum for cattle which
have ceased to be useful. The ‘Gaushalas’
have, therefore, to be reorganised for sup-
plementing milk production and as cattle
breeding centres. They can also provide
asylum to milch cattle from big cities dur-
ing dry periods. Inspite of varying condi-
tions prevailing in the ‘Goshala’ it is neces-
sary to have model schemes for further
reorganisation and co-ordination of their
activities on proper lines according to the
present needs. Our ancestors realised the
importance of the cow in our national
economy. We have today not only to pro-
tect the cattle but also improve its breed
and provide facilities for the segregation
of the useless cattle. Thus sentiment has
to be associated with effective service to
the cow. In some countries livestock Deve-
lopment Corporations have come up
through private philanthropy. It will be
well worth trying for this great national
work as strong sentiment for the protec-
tion of the cow exists in India from time
immemorial.

It augurs well that the States have
undertaken various schemes to improve
cattle strain, and your Seminar should
provide them further guidance for the ful-
filling of the programmes under the Second
Five Year Plan. The Key Village Schemes
that aim at setting up a net work of cen-
tres for improving cattle breed. calf-rear-
Ing, control of infectious animal diseases
and introduction of improved green fodder
have great potentialities. The opening of
‘Gosadans’ all over the country for segre-
gating the economically useless cattle, and
for sending them to the forests earmarked
for their grazing (where they can fersilise
the soil is a vital step in this direction).

There is also great need for sancturies for
dry and sick cattle where they can have
better fodder crops and grazing areas. As
the cattle population is far in excess of
the pasturage available, you will agree
with me that our aim at present should be
not to increase the number as much as to
improve the quality of the cows and bulls.
Special attention should therefore be paid
to areas producing good breeds of cattle.
We have to pool the resources of pedigree
bulls so that deficit States can obtain their
requirements. I hope your Conference
will also consider the scope and extent to
which some of the foreign breeds of cattle
can be utilised for the upgrading of local
cattle in certain selected areas. It is also
necessary to have further research for the
adoption of better indigenous grasses,
legumes and preservation of dry fodder,
etc. @ The question of better veterinary
facilities and carrying out mass scale
vaccination, eradicating the cattle disease
that take a heavy death toll annually,
requires being looked into carefully.

The introduction of a uniform stand-
ard and quality control of market milk in
India is badly required. The setting up of
an effective Central Dairy Information
Bureau for the dissemination of informa-
tion In the latest techniques, ete., will be
a useful step. Shows and Exhibitions of
animals are a great help in this direction.
The maintenance of cattle in crowded
cities is a problem as the conditions are
deplorably insanitary. It is necessary that
all dairies and Gaushalas should as far as
possible be shifted to areas outside the
congested parts of the cities. There is
great need to organise the supply of milk
to cities on proper lines. Co-operative
Milk Unions may furnish an answer to
this problem. The colonization of cattle as
has been done at Aarey Colony in Bombay
1s also worth emulation by other States.
Manufacture of simple dairy machinery in
India will bring more hvgienic conditions
in the private-run dairies.

It will be useful to organise short term
courses for ‘Gaushalas’ workers in animal
husbandry, dairying and upgrading the
cattle, preventing infectious diseases and
growing of better green fodder crops.
Mobile Veterinary Dispensaries will be of

immense value to our farmers in remote
villages.

We in Rajasthan have under the
Second Five Year Plan introduced a num-
ber of intensive schemes for the improve-
ment of cattle. There are in the States 8
famous breeds of cattle which are in great
demand in other States. Loans and grants
are given to individuals for the establish-
ment of private cattle breeding farms
which have become the nuclei for further
cattle breeding operations. Our target is
1100 private cattle breeding farms by the
end of 2nd five year plan. Your delibera-
tions on various issues will be of immense
use to us in tackling the various problems
of animal husbandry and will, I am confi-
dent, give fresh momentum for building up
the cattle wealth in this State.

We in India have a stupendous problem
of Livestock improvement and are now
trying to make a concrete and well plan-
ned effort to tackle it, and some highly
useful research work is being done in cattle
breeding and cattle diseases in the various
veterinary institutions that are increasing
every year. The importance of research in
animal husbandry and allied sciences can-
not be over-emphasised. I do not agree
with those who say that our agriculturists
are extremely conservative and cannot be
easily induced to change their habits and
practices. Our farmers may be illiterate
but are by no means indifferent or inhos-
pitable to new ideas provided they are
convinced that it is profitable and within
their resources. Stress has therefore to be
laid in devising simple methods and
techniques and in explaining them through
audio-visual methods to our simple vil-
lagers with impassionable minds. Animal
husbandry has to be developed as an agri-
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cultural industry for providing a substan-
tial subsidiary means of income to our wil-
lagers during idle seasons and for doing
away with rural unemployment.

In a welfare State the Co-operative
form of organisation is an indispensable
instrument of planned economic action,
and greater emphasis has to be laid for the
adoption of the co-operative principle 1n
the field of starting cattle farms and dai-
ries, etc. In this respect we may follow
with advantage the example of countries
like Denmark and Australia. The forma-
tion of the Co-operative might be slow %o
begin with but once the movement gains
momentum, the field can be covered quick-
ly. I would urge you to give your earnest
thought to these various important mat-
ters, and make concrete suggestions so that
better methods are evolved for the
improvement of cattle wealth In the

country.

The holding of this Seminar in Rajas-
than assumes great significance for the
people of this historic State as alongwith
progress in other spheres we have embark-
ed on an intensive programme of Improv-
ing the livestock in this State. Your dis-
cussions and critical examination of 1m-
portant current topics should be of im-
mense assistance to us in tackling various
1SSues.

Your Seminar is of great mnational
importance and I deem it a privilege to be
associated with it and to have had this
opportunity of meeting you all. I hope
you will enjoy your stay at Mt. Abu and
will carry with you happy memories of
your visit to some of the famous temples
and places of interest here.

Cattle—Base of India’s Economy

Welcome Speech by Shri Mohan Lal Sukhadia, Chief Minister of Rajasthan, on

the occasion of the

MR. Cthairman, Ladies and Genflemen :

It gives me great pleasure in extending
you all on behalf of my Government and myself,
a cordial welecome to our State. We are parti-
cularly happy in that the Central Council of
Gosamvardhana accepted our invitation for
holding their Seminar in this State. This
Seminar as it is being organisea on the eve of
the Third Five Year Plan will no doubt be
useful in reorientating and expanding our
cattle development work as greater emphasis
i proposed to be placed on agricultural and
animal husbandry development during the
Third Five Year Plan than ever before.

As you are aware, the economy of our
country is largely dependent on cattle. This is
more so in our State where cattle breeding and
tending form the main occupation for a large
section of our people. We have fine draught
and dual purpose cattle namely, Hariana,
Malani, Malvi, Naugauri, Rath, Rathi, Gir,
Mewali and Sanchori. These cattle have not
only helped us in tilling our soils and providing
milk and ghee but have also been extensively
utilised for agricultural d:velopment, dairying
and farming operations in neighbouring States.

This indeed has placed a greater responsibi-
lity on us to further improve the quality and
productive efficiency of our stock so that pro-
gressively better stock could be me de available
for the requirements of other regions, besides
improving the cconomy of our own tracts.

We have accordingly been actively parti-
cipating in the wvarious cattle development
schemes sponsored by the Central Council of
Gosamvardhana as well as by the Government of

Indin-. dome of these schemes are the All
India. Key Village Scheme, Developmend of
8
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Gaushalas, establishment of Gosadans, feed
and fodder development, improving the condi-
tion of nomadic cattle breeders, Milk Yield
Clompetitions and Gosamvardhana Week (Cele-
brations. Our cattle breeders and farmers
have been greatly enthused by the increased
tempo and new approach under these schemes
and there is now a persistant demand from
them for ever more centres. We have been,
therefore, expanding our programme and es-
tablishing more centres within the financial
resources available with us.

We have a total livestock population of
32.4 millions, of which cattle account for nearly
ono-third z.e. 12.1 million, followed by goats
8.7 million, sheep 7.4 million, buffaloes 3.4
million, camel 0.4 million and others 0.4 mil-
hon. With a view to providing opportunities
for protitable market to the stock-breeder, 132
cattle fair§ are organised in the State annually,
the important ones being those at Nagaur,
Parbatsar, Pushkar and Tilwara. The sale
of the Livestock amounts to nearly 20 crores
rupees every year.

We very much believe that for the success
of the development work, active participation
of people is an essential pre-requisite. We
have, accordingly, decentralised the develop-
ment activities and entrusted them to . the
Gram Panchayats. The results already achiev-
ed are encouraging and the economy that may
be achieved under this arrangement, may
cnable us to take up inereasing number of
targets urder the various schemes.

As we in this State are greatly interested
i cattle development, we shall look forward
to your deliberations with great interest. T
once again exterd you a warm welcome and
trust you will find yowr stay enjoyable and
useful, ' @

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COMMITTEES’ RECOMMENDATIONS

Subject No. 1:

To consider the ways and
means for preserving good
quality cattle in the breed-
Ing areas.

While considering the problem of pre-
servation of cattle in breeding areas, the
Seminar felt that this problem was linked
up with the present system of milk supply
to big cities. The position was alarming
and unless immediate and effective steps
were taken, the position was likely to
deteriorate further. The Seminar was,
therefore, of the view that the ultimate
system of urban milk supply should envi-
sage removal of milch cattle from cities
and towns to rural areas and collection of
milk from rural areas and its transport
to cities and town for the urban population.
As the adoption of this system was likely
to take a long time it was considered neces-
sary that suitable interim measures should
be taken in the meantime. With a view
to minimising the demand of good quality
milch animals from the breeding tracts, the
problem needed to be tackled from two
aspects, viz. (1) salvaging the good quality
cattle from the cities, and (2) preserving
the quality stock in the breeding areas.
The following recommendations were
made: —

Salvaging good quality cattle from
cities and towns.

(1) Provisions of the prevention of
Cruelty to Animal Act should be
rigidly enforced so that the pro-
ductivity and health of milch cattle
in the cities is maintained.

(ii) System of salvaging the animals
to dry farms reported to be orga-
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nised by private enterprise when
they go dry, as reported to be in
practice in Madras city, should be
studied and given trial in other big
cities, if found feasible.

(iii) With a view to facilitating and
economising return of the dry
animals from the cities, railway
authorities should be moved to
grant concessional rate to the ex-
tent of 3/4th of the usual freight
failing which the Government
should meet half the cost which
should be equally shared between
Central and State Governments so
that the breeders shall have to
bear only ith of the freight

charges.

(iv) Wherever {feasible, Government
should set-up salvage farms of
their own or encourage private
agencies to do so on subsidy basis
where dry animals purchased from
the cities should be maintained
and serviced with good bulls.
These cows should be resold to the
people when they have calved or
are about to calve. Suitable facili-
ties may also be provided in case
the owner is willing to pay fixed
monthly fee for the dry period.

2. With regard to the preservation of
quality stock in the breeding areas, the
following recommendations are made:

(1) Rearing of calves, both male and
female born out of high yielding
animals should be subsidised on a
sliding scale in the Key-Village/
Blocks, particularly those located
in breeding areas from where
there is large scale exodus of cows.

(i) More emphasis should be laid on
milk recording as part of the Key-
Village Scheme located 1n the
breeding tracts, and high yielding
animals should be subsidised and
retained till at least they have
calved three times.

(iii) Simultaneous efforts should be
made to offer suitable marketing
facilities for remunerative disposal
of surplus milk and milk products
from breeding areas. This would
provide an incentive to the breed-
ers to retain their high quality
cows for further breeding.

(iv) For all Government requirements,
these areas should be given
priority for purchase of cattle.

(v) Possibility of levying some tax on
the export of cattle from breeding
areas may be examined and the
funds thus raised should be utilis-
ed for intensive cattle develop-
ment work in these areas.

Subject No. 2 :

To consider the ways and
means for raising neces-
sary enthusiasm among
cattle owners for adopting
improved cattle husban-
dry practices.

The Seminar considered the ways and
means for raising necessary enthusiasm
among cattle owners for adopting improved
cattle husbandry practices and felt that
this could be created through practical
demonstration, education, providing incen-
tives and suitable organisation. The fol-
lowing recommendations were made:

DEMONSTRATION

Demonstration cattle breeding units
should be set up on private holdings to be
managed by the farmer himself under vil-
lage conditions to demonstrate all aspects
of animal husbandry practices. Selected
local variety of grasses and legumes may
also be raised in these demonstration units
either under rainfall or irrigated condi-
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tions under the guidance of technical
experts. The selected farmers may be
offered suitable subsidy for taking up such
demonstration work on their holding.

EDUCATION

Both the present and the would-be
farmers in the country need to be educated
on improved animal husbandry practices
through: —

(a) Incorporating suitable lessons on
the economics of the cow and cattle hus-
bandry practices in the text books of pri-
mary and secondary schools.

(b) Organising educational trips of
school children to places of live-stock
interest with imoroved animal husbandry
practices being followed.

(¢) Visual aids such as documentary
films. charts. slides, photogravhs, posters
films strips, bulletins and leaflets.

(d) Organising rural games, folk
songs, sports and other items having cul-
tural and social interest to the -cattle
OWners.

(e) The children of nomadic cattle
breeders may be provided facilities of
learning improved techniaues by starting
suitable training courses for them.

PROVIDING INCENTIVES

Cattle owners in India can broadly
be classified into the following categories.

(a) Nomadic and semi-nomadic cattle
breeder,

(b) Arable farmer-cum-cattle breeder,

(c) Arable farmer-cum-dairy farmer,
and

(d) Landless dairy cattle owner in the
town.

Needs of each of the above categories
of cattle owners vary and require to be
examined in their own perspective to
enthuse them for adoption of improved
animal husbandry practices.

The nomadic cattle breeder requires
a home for his familyv, sheds, grazing
and watering facilities for cattle. Under
the long-term programme provision
for settlement of nomadic cattle breeders
should be given a priority consideration.

GOSAMVARDHANA
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As an interim relief, it is necessary that
veterinary aid, supply of breeding bulls
free of cost, castration of undesirable stock,
watering facilities wherever these do not
exist should be provided to them at their
camping grounds. A suitable agency for
marketing of livestock and their products
needs to be organised to ensure them
remunerative market.

Problems of semi-nomadic cattle
breeders are generally the same as those
of the nomadic type except that they have
their houses for the family and have some
land for cultivation. Similar assistance 1s
recommended to be provided to these
breeders with a view to reducing their mig
rations. Supplies of hay may be arranged
for cattle owners during the periods when
little or no grazing is available.

The arable farmer-cum-cattle breeder
is a class of cattle owners engaged In
farming and maintaining draught breeds
of cattle for bullock production. Cows are
rarely milked and are maintained mostly
on grazing supplemented with crop residue
during the later part of summer and early
period of monsoon. These farmers may be
assisted to introduce local wvarieties of
grasses and legumes in their existing rain-
fed cropping programmes.

The arable-cum-dairy farmer has a
tendency to take to intensive farming and
irrigated fodders can be fitted into his farm
economy with advantage to the land and
livestock both. These farmers need en-
couragement for cultivation of irrigated
fodder crops, particularly leguminous
through reduction in irrigation charges.

The landless cattle owners in cities
and towns need to be colonised in some

suitable areas, as far as possible, within
a marketable distance for fluid milk.

It i1s recommended that the Gov-
ernment should provide assistance for
cattle development on the same lines as
for cottage and small scale industries.
Incentive in the form of subsidy and grant-
in-aid etc. be given to the various cate-
gories of cattle owners according to the
type of farming in which they are engaged.
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Incentives that are of general interest and
need to be given are as under:—

(i) Suitable subsidy should be given 0 .
the village panchayats to meet the initial
recurring and nNon-recurring items of
expenditure on improvement Di‘v.ﬂlage
common grazing land. A portion of vxllagf:
common grazing land may be ienced_ and
suitable locally selected grass and legume
mixture may be introduced and the area
be closed to grazing till the grasses and
legumes are hrmly established. Hay pro-
duced in the area may be sold at nominal
rates to the cattle owners. The entire
management of the pasture lan@ be vested
in the gram panchayats. The fenced area
be gradually extended to cover the entire
village grazing land. Live-iencing be
popularised instead of wire-fencing.
When the grasses are established, rotation-
al grazing pbe followed.

(ii) Loans for purchase of milch cows be
given to the farmers on the conditions that
the cow and her progeny will be reared
well and priority will be given to the Gov-
ernment tor purchase of the male progeny
at ruling market price.

(iii) A long term plan be also drawn up
to evolve suitable grazing and hay mixture
for various agro-climatic conditions of the
country.

(iv) Subsidy may be given to the cattle
owners for collection on purchase of grass-
es and fodder seeds of local importance.

(v) Gram-Panchayats, DBetter Farming
Societies and individual farmers may be
encouraged to take up silo-pits. Suitable
subsidy may be given to them for silage-
making.

(vi) There is need for popularising irriga-
ted fodder crops particularly legumes
either as a catch crop or in the crop rota-
tions. The economics of such crops need
to be demonstrated through;

(a) Better Farming Societies.
(b) Gram-Panchayats.

(c) Farmers.

As a security against losses, 1f any, on
the pilot trials, the programme should
be subsidised.

11
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(vii) Maintenance of dry cattle in the
villages is a heavy load on the farm eco-
nomy. It is, therefore, felt that dry cattle
camps be organised, to be run by the
villagers themselves, in some suitable
areas. Financial and technical assistance
be extended to the service co-operatives,
Gram Panchayats, or the village organisa-

tions for the purpose.

Remunerative returns for the investi-
ment and effort put in by the farmer to
breed quality cattle and increase milk pro-
duction is an important factor. It is, there-
fore, urgently necessary to expand and im-
prove the existing marketing facilities and
ensure remunerative prices based on the
costs of production particularly in the case
of milk.

In some parts of the country it 18
reported that cows milk is not finding a
remunerative market as milk purchases
are based on fat content or cream basls.
To enable the owners to develop milk
potential of their cows it 1s necessary that
the use of cow’s milk should be popularised
under the dairy development programine.

To economise cost of marketing milk
and milk products, it is considered neces-
sary that breeding and improvement of
livestock be taken up in contiguous areas.
This will also ensure co-ordinated improve-
ment.

Subject No. 3: -

To review the working of
the following Schemes.

(i) Gaushala Development Scheme.

(ii) -Gosadan Scheme including the
utilisation of fallen animals.

(iii) All-India Milk Yield Competi-
tion Scheme.

(iv) Stray and Wild Cattle Catching
Scheme.

(v) Feed and fodder development
scheme.

(vi) Nomadic cattle breeders scheme.

(vii) Schemes for salvage of dry
milch cattle and young calves
from cities and towns.

The seminar considered the subjects
in detail and made the following recom-
mendations.

3(i) To review the working of the Goshala
Development Scheme.

1. Gaushalas and pinjrapoles as uti-
literian organisations, are now being
mobilised for cattle development and milx
production activities. Ior their proper
working it is recommended that they
should pe exempted from the operation o1
various laws limiting the size ot land hold-
ings, labour legislation etc.

9. At present a recurring grant of
Rs. 2000/- is being paid to Gaushalas
selected under the (vaushala Development
Scheme. lIn order to provide an incentive
to these institutions to enlarge their pro-
ductive herd it is recommended that tae
annual grant to them may be increased by
Rs. 100/- for every additional cow main-
tained by them above the basic herd
of 20 cows subject to a maximum Of
Rs. 5000/- provided they have necessary
facilities and resources for maintalning a
larger herd.

3. The number of selected calves
being subsidised in the Gaushalas under
the scheme should advantageously be
increased from 5 to 10 on an average per
(Gaushala and the selected animals should
as far as possible be purchased by the Ani-
mal Husbandry Departments from the pro-
visions under the Livestock Development
Schemes so that maximum use is made 01
these selected animals.

4. The programme under the Fodder
Development Scheme should be extended
to the Gaushalas and Pinjrapoles.

5. The provision for the purchase and
supply of breeding stock to Gaushalas
selected under the scheme which is fixed at
Rs. 5,000/- per Gaushala should not be
very rigid and raised to Rs. 7500/- parti-
cularly in case of animals of such breeds
as Red Sindhi, Sahiwal and Tharparkar
due to the difficulty in procuring these ani-
mals within the amount provided.

6. Additional irrigation facilities
should be made available to these institu-
tions for growing fodder crops etc.

GOSAMVARDHANA
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7. Every Gaushala under the Scheme
should engage a suitably trained manager
on permanent basis whose pay and allow-
ances should be borne by the Government
to the extent of at least 50 percent.

8. With a view.to encouraging Gau-
shalas to inecrease milk production, intro-
duction of incentive in the shape of addi-
tional grant-in-aid based on milk produc-
tion may be provided under the Gaushala
Development Scheme. Such grant may be
on graded scale i.e. 700 maunds to 1000
maunds of milk produced in a year, a sum
of Rs. 1.50 nP per maund, 1000 to 2000
maunds Rs. 2.50 nP per maund.

9. With a view to utilising well-deve-
loped Gaushalas as demonstration centres,
bull production centres ete, the Gaushala
Development Scheme should also provide
for setting up of Model Gaushalas which
should be paid grant-in-aid at a more libe-
ral scale then to other Gaushalas under the
scheme.

{

10. For building up Gosamvardhana
Funds to aid the Gaushalas the State and
‘Central Councils may hold suitable func-
tions and collection drives. The Central
Council of Gosamvardhana should also
consider the desirability of issuing Gosam-
vardhana seals on the occasion of the
gfnslamvardhana Week on the lines of T.B.

eals.

11. In view of the expansion of the
scheme envisaged during the Third Five
Year Plan it is necessary that the Gaushala
Development unit in States should be suit-
ably strengthened in the States. The Gau-
shala Development Officer should be in
regular cadre of the Department and their
status raised to class I service and designat-
ed as Deputy Director of Animal Husban-
dry (Gaushalas) as already done in Rajas-
than. They should be assisted by suitable
number of Regional Inspectors at the rate
of one Inspector for about 20 Gaushalas.

12. It is recommended that appro-
propriate steps may be taken by the States
to enact suitable legislation for Gaushala
Development preferably on the lines of
Bihar and Rajasthan Acts.

Accounts maintained by Gaushala
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should be regularly audited by a chartered
accountant or by other auditors duly recog-
nised by the State Government. The herd
is to be divided and maintained in 2 sec-
tions as productive and unproductive. The
productive herd should be maintained
according to the advice of Animal Husban-
dry Department whether the Gaushala is
selected under the scheme or not.

13. The calf subsidy scheme may be
extended to all Gaushalas which have
taken to pure-herd breeding and the num-
ber of calves to be subsidised should not
be limited to 5 calves per Gaushala but
more calves should be selected based on
their pedigree.

14. A large number of Gaushalas at
least to the extent of 500 Gaushalas should
be taken up for development under the
Third Five Year Plan in addition to those
already taken up.

15. In view of the long range of cattle
development programme it is necessary
that the Gaushalas already brought under
Gaushala Development Scheme in II Five
Year Plan should be given the annual
Grant-in-aid for a further period of 10
years so that full benefits could be derived.

16. For exchange of experience gain-
ed in the working of the scheme in differ-
ent states annual meetings of Gaushala
Development Officers may be held at suit-
able places.

Subject No. 3 (ii)

To review the working
of the Gosadan Sche-
me including the utili-
sation of fallen animals.

While reviewing the progress of the
Gosadan Scheme in the country, the Semi-
nar felt that in the absence of any other
suitable schemes through which unpro-
ductive cattle could be disposed of, the
Gosadan Scheme provided the only solu-
tion and accordingly made the following
recommendations: —

1. All possible steps should be taken
in all the States for the furtherance of

Gosadans and adequate provision should
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be made for opening of more Gosadans
during the Third Five Year Plan. A Com-
mittee may also be set up by the Central
Council of Gosamvardhana to go into the
working of the existing Gosadans.

2. The Seminar endorsed the recom-
mendations of the last Gosamvardhana
Seminar held at Srinagar that the estab-
lishment of Gosadans should, wherever
possible, be entrusted to private institu-
tions like Gaushalas and Pinjrapoles and
the State Governments should encourage
the setting up and running of more private
Gosadans in preference to departmental
Gosadans. As the assistance to private
Gosadans was not quite adequate at pre-
sent this should be raised to Rs. 36 per ani-
mal per year and the grant towards non-
recurring items be raised to Rs. 5,000/-.

3. Properly equipped Charmalayas
with trained personnel should be set-up in
all departmental as well as private
Gosadans, with a view to making them
more economical. The experience has
shown that wherever Charmalayas have
been worked on proper lines, these have
greatly contributed towards more econo-
mic working of the Gosadans.

4. It was noted that the Animal Hus-
bandry Wing at its last meeting, 1959, did
not endorse the suggestion that the State
Departments of Anima: Husbandry should
assist private institutions in getting suit-
able grazing land from the Forest Depart-
ments. The Seminar, however, felt that
adequate land where grazing was not
being fully utilised at present was an
essential requirement for a Gosadan and
therefore, recommends that all possible
assistance should be given to private insti-
tutions, for this purpose.

9. To keep down the number of
mediocre types of cattle and also to prevent
their breeding and multiplication in Gosa-
dan it is recommended that research on
sterilisation of female cattle should be
intensified and more units for taking up
this work should be set up.

6. The scheme for -collection and
segregation of unproductive -cattle at
Block and District levels submitted by
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Shri D.L. Singh of the State Gaushala
Federation, Bihar may also be considered.

7. In order to make the working of
Gosadans more economical the targets for
admission should be raised from 500 to 1000
or more cattle specially for Gosadans hav-
ing adequate grazing resources.

8. Adequate personnel should be
trained in the technique of hide flaying and
carcass utilisation to man the Charmalayas.

9. The seminar recomends that
arrangements should be made for the pre-
paration of Hand-Book on Gosadan Scheme
for the guidance of the field workers.

Subject No. 3 (iii)

To review the working
of the All India Milk
Yield Competition
Scheme.

With a view to making the scheme
Increasingly popular there is need for a
wider publicity for it through posters, fold-
ers, leaflets, newspapers and other means.

2. The number of prizes for each
breed competition should be increased to
0 Instead of 2 as at present so as to attract
more breeders to participate in the compe-
titions and get the recognition.

3. The competitions should be exten-
ded to more breeds of cattle and also to the
cattle belonging to Government institu-
tions. There should be two sets of prizes
one for Government owned cattle and the
other for private farmer’s/breeder’s cattle,

4. A definite criterion for the award
of Gopal Ratna may be determined which
should be based on cattle breeding.

Subject No. 3 (iv)

To review the working of
the stray and wild cattle
catching scheme. Con-
sidered along with sub-
ject No. 10.

v. To review the working of
the feed and fodder deve-
lopment scheme.

GOSAMVARDHANA
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1. Sufficient funds should be earmark-
ed by the Central and State Governments
for feeds and fodder development pro-
gramme and utilisation of these funds for
the above purpose should be made obliga-
tory. The programme should be extended
to all the Blocks and should include pas-
ture development also.

9. The scheme should also provide for
establishing demonstration fodder and
orass farms and these may also function as
seed multiplication farms for fodder crops
and pasture grasses and legumes.

3. With a view to co-ordinate the
activities of Agriculture,—Animal Husban-
dry and Forest Department in this field
and to create a sustained interest in fodder
cultivation and grass-land improvement,
Fodder and Grazing Committees should be
set up in all the States where these have
not been set-up so far. These Committees
should be functional rather than advisory.

4. In the interest of better land use
in areas of scanty rainfall, the land may be
mainly utilised for pasture development
which should be rationally managed and
cultivation in such areas should be dis-
couraged.

5. To meet the acute shortage of fod-
der during the dry season and to tide over
the conditions of scarcity of fodder during
excessive drought and floods fodder banks
should be established in or near suitable
reserved forest areas.

6. In all new areas being brought
under irrigation as a result of various irri-
gation projects as far as possible 1/10th of
the land should be earmarked for fodder
cultivation, particularly leguminous crops.
Further, the State Revenue Department
should charge only 1/3rd the normal land
assessment for fodder crops.

7. One of the important steps in popu-
larising cultivation of fodder crops is the
timely availability of reliable seeds and
planting material of high yielding varieties
of these crops. To start with these seeds
should be supplied to cultivators at 50 per-
cent subsidised rates. For pasture develop-
ment, as far as possible, the supply of seeds
and planting material should be free for
a period of next 5 years,
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8. The Panchayats should be assisted
to develop the common lands in each vil-
lage on systematic lines and such lands
should not be leased out for other purposes.

9 Tt is essential that all available
resources of cattle feeds including cotton
seed, guar etc. should be fully conserved
and utilised and their diversion for indus-
trial purposes or for exports should be res-
tricted to the minimum.

10. In view of the urgency and import-
ance of developing feed and fodder resour-
ces so as to ensure reasonable level of
nutrition for the livestock wealth the Cen-
tral Council of Gosamvardhana may orga-
nise a separate seminar for fuller consider-
ation of the subject.

Subject No. 3 (Vi)
To review the working
of the Nomadic Breed-
ers’ Scheme.

1. The contribution of nomadic cattle
breeders to the development and preserva-
tion of useful strains of cattle has been
well recognised. It is, therefore, important
that the cattle development programme
should adequately provide for improving
the condition of these breeders by remov-
ing the various handicaps generally experi-
anced by them and setting them on land
in a manner that they could continue

cattle breeding.

9 The schemes at present being
implemented in the State of Andhra Pra-
desh, Gujerat, Rajasthan and Uttar Pra-
desh, are more or less in the nature of pilot
schemes. In view of the experience gained
in their working and the good response
from the breeders to avail of the assistance
offered under the scheme it 1s necessary
that the scheme should be further expand-
ed under the Third Five Year FPlan and
oxtended to all the States where such
breeders are available.

3. As remunerative market for the
breeders’ surplus stock and produce name-
ly, milk and ghee is one of their important
requirements, it 1is recommended that
assistance in this respect should be provid-
ed to them by organising annual and
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seasonal cattle fairs and markets at con-
venient locations, collection and setting up
of suitable agency for collection and
marketing of milk, ghee and other produce
on no profit no loss basis. Wherever possi-
ble these breeders should be brought under
the fold of the co-operative movement.

4 The Seminar was informed that
Rajasthan Government had appointed an
Expert Committee to examine the Nomadic
Cattle Breeders Scheme. This Committee
whs understood to have made useful
recommendations. It was recommended
that the report of this Committee may be
circulated to the concerned states so that
they might also adopt similar schemes with
necessary modifications to suit their local
conditions.

=

5. With a view to providing sustained
interest in the nomadic cattle breeders,
organisations should be formed in the
States and these should be given represen-
tation on the State and Central Council of
(Gosamvardhana.

Subject No. 3 (vii)

Scheme for salvage of
dry milch cattle and
young calves from
cities and towns.

Considered under

subject No. 1.

Subiect No' 4

To consider the type of
cattle owners’ organisa-
tions best suited at the
village and block levels
and suggest steps neces-
sary for setting up for
these organisations.

All round developmental projects have
to be built up from a firm base. Rather
than expanding from the apex, cattle deve-
lopment will have to be initiated from the
villages. A rural organisation providing
requisite incentives to the stock-owners
and self-reliant in nature has to be a living,
effective and ever growing venture.
Cattle owners have to recognise the urge
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organisation based

for improving their cattle primarily
through their own efforts and resources.
Simultaneously, the interest and enthu-
sinsm of the village youth has to be arous-
ed right from the childhood in this voca-
tion which can be made paying and is an
essential adjunct of agriculture. A rural
on these concepts
would. therefore, go a long way in creating
incentive, self-reliance and spirit of co-
operation among the youth which are
necessary for initiating any developmen-
tal programme.

While discussing this problem, the
organisation of 4-H clubs prevalent in the
USA was examined. The contribution of
these clubs in assisting and encouraging
the rural youth to play its essential role
in their country’s developmental pro-
sramme, in the field of agriculture and ani-
mal husbandry, was taken note of. It was,
however, felt that introduction of this
system in its entirety will not be a practi-
cal and feasible proposition under the pre-
sent conditions in our country. An orga-
nisation which has taken into account the
various aspects of Indian village life would
he more appropriate for our conditions.

The Animal Husbandry programme, In
particular the problems of scientific ‘Cow
Keeping’ had to fit in the pattern of deve-
lopoment and administrative machinery
which is now being built up for the whole
country. We have, therefore, to work In
the pattern of Block and Panchayats
through which the entire knowledge and
advancement has to percolate to the
villages.

Based on the above premises, the fol-
lowing recommendation were made: —

1. The Panchayvats should organise
cattle breeding associations in the villages
under their jurisdiction. All the problems
and difficulties of the village cattle breed-
res’ associations will be sympathetically
considered and represented by the Pan-
chayats at the Block and District levels.

2. These associations should initially
take up a few items of work instead of too
many items. Right at the inception, the
fundamentals should be handled particu-
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larly those which can be undertaken by the
farmers within their existing means. AS
improvement progresses and knowledge
increases more and more of the difficult
problems should be handled. Accordingly
therefore, to begin with, stress should be
laid on:—

(a) the proper housing and main-
tenance of breeding bulls, which
should be done on a collective
basis, with the efforts of the Pan-
chayats and suitable assistance
from Government.

(b) Compulsory castration of all male
stock leaving only the required
number of bulls out of the avail-
able bulls in each village. This by
itself would mean a process of
selective breeding and will lead to
progressive improvement of the
stock.

(¢) Making elementary advice avail-
able by the Gosamvardhana Coun-
cil by means of pamphlets and lan-
tern slides in respect of clean pro-
duction of milk, milk products
and their marketing.

(d) Proper utilisation of carcasses.

3. Apart from the training and edu-
cation of the adults in proper cow
keeping practices, it is essential that a
begining should be made in regard to the
training of the children and youth in the
villages. For this it is suggested that ele-
mentary cow keeping practices should
form as essential part of the curriculum of
the teaching in the village schools.

4, Calf rallies should be organised in
the villages and prizes should be awarded
to the best participants. This effort should
further be supplemented by distribution of
simple pamphlets explaining elementary
principles of cow-keeping and dairying and
through the medium of lantern slides. In
the course of calf rallies, the judges should
themselves ask the participants elementary
questions in respect of the care and man-
agement of the cow and explain to them
the scientific practices.

Subject No. 5

To review the programme
for Gasamvardhana Week.
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1. With a view to securing increasing
participation of the people in cattle deve-
lopment programme of the country, the
Gosamvardhana Week should be celebrated
annually with emphasis on various items
of livestock husbandry. The programme,
in order of priority, is enumerated as
below: —

i, Organising cattle shows and calf
rallies, Milk Yield Competitions
and Gosamvardhana Sammelans,

ii. Organising exhibitions of Animal
Husbandry activities, cattle feeds
and grasses, dairy equipment fod-
der and grasses, demonstration of
herd management practices
through charts and posters,
chaffing fodder, silage making, im-
proved management of village
grazing areas etc. by arranging
visit to the demonstration farms.

iii. Feature articles in the press, radio
speeches, documentary films on
cattle development, distribution
of suitable publicity material and
use of popular folk songs should
also be organised.

iv. In order to give incentive to the
participating animal husbandry
men in the show, merit certificates
and orizes at the Block, District
and State levels as the case may be,
should be awarded.

v. Every year, besides other things,
one or two items may be selected
for giving alround emphasis on
them.

Such a programme be thought of well
in advance to enable the farmers to prepare
themselves for participating in the pro-
sramme. Propagation of this idea may be
further enforced by the issue of pamphlets,
posters and radio talks on the same sub-
ject, so that the people are made to realise
the importance of that very item and the
vital necessity of its adoption in their daily
practice.

2. For planning and execution of the
above programme through various institu-
tions connected with the cattle owners, it
is recommended that a Gosamvardhana
Celebration Committee should be formed
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at the headquarter of each State consisting
of a representative of the Goshala Sangh,
Gram Panchavats and Farmers’ Union and
the officials of the department of Animal
Husbandry. Similar Committees should
also be formed at the District and the
Blocks for the implementation of the pro-
grammes laid down for the (Gosamvar-
dhana Celebration Week.

3. The budget allotted for the nurpose
should be distributed to the Goshalas
and to other institutions, namely Gram
Panchavats, Cattle Breeding Farms,
Gosadans. Service Co-operatives etc.
through the Department of Animal Hus-
bandry.

4. Participation of womenfolk in the
programme should also be secured throuch
such items as demonstration of clean milk
production, handline and processing of
milk, folk songs, cultural programme, ete.

Subjeet No. 6

To consider the desirability
of nopularisine Milk Re-
cording on a National
scale and suggest the

organisation for the pur-
pose.

Milk recordino is a necessary adjunct
to the adoption of improvement measures
in respect of all facts of cow-keeping prac-
tices. A svstematic recording of milk vield
from lactation to Jactation and from gene-
ration to eceneration is an essential pre-
requisite for evaluating the response to

improvement through better husbandry
practices.

The proposal of undertaking milk
recordine on a national scale was discussed
at great length and it was felt that the time
has not vet come when it ecould be recom-
mendad for pursuance in the whole coun-
try. The following recommendations were,
therefore, made in this behalf.

1. Keeping in view the present day
knowledge of the villager and the
resources available at our disposal.
milk recording as a system should
be restricted to the Key Village
areas at present. The work should
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he allowed sufficient time to set-
tle down.

9  Milk Recording should be under-
taken in areas where milk co-ope-
rative societies are functioning at
present and milk marketing 1s
well organised. " Progressively, it
should include all the areas where
recognised breeds exist and the
formation of breed societies has
been accomplished.

3 The Indian Council of Agricultural
Research has experimented on
some patterns of milk recording
and has evolved a suitable tech-
niaue for adoption in the villages.
Advantage should be taken of this
experience in the practical imple-
mentation of this system in the

field.

4. The I.C.A.R. is maintaining Herd
Books in respect of important
breeds of cows in the countrv.
Wherever the village cows reach
the minimum preseribed yield for
entrance in the herd books thev
should be included and encourage-
ment provided to cattle owners to
raise progressively larger number

Subjeet No. 7

To review the working of
the State Federations of
Gaushalas and Pinjranoles
and the State Councils of
Gosamvardhana.

1. State Federations of Gaushalas and
Pinjrapoles.

In an activity like the development of
Gaushalas, where re-organisation of a
large number of private institutions de-
pended to a great extent on public good-
will and support, formation of non-official
organisations to assist in their develop-
ment on uniform lines was considered
very necessary. The Gaushalas themselves
welcomed the idea of having their own
representative organisations to guide and
co-ordinate their efforts in this direction.
These State Federations provide a link
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between the Government Department and
individual institutions and are expected
to co-ordinate the working of these institu-
tions in a joint co-operative effort for deve-
loping themselves on uniform lines. With
o view to enabling these organisations to
carry out their objectives the following
recommendations were made:—

1. For mobilising Gaushalas and
Pinjrapoles for cattle development and
regulating their working 1t 1s necessary
that the State Federations of Gaushalas
and Pinjrapoles should be made more effec-
tive bodies.

9. The Federations of Gaushalas and
Pinjrapoles should take steps to enroll, as
far as possible all the Gaushalas and
Pinjrapoles in their respective states
through providing them necessary assist-
ance and guidance and removing their
difficulties.

3. At present, these State Federations
of Gaushalas and Pinjrapoles have engaged
one Gaushala Assistant each who could
hardly visit each Gaushala once a year. As
a frequent contact should be maintained
between the Federations and Gaushalas
and Pinjrapoles, these Federations should
engage one Gaushala Assistant for every
25 Gaushalas and Pinjrapoles.

4. To enable the Federations to em-
ploy additional Gaushala Assistants and
render service to the institutions the grant-
in-aid to the federations should be suitably
increased. Federations should also be
actively associated with the planning and
implementation of the Gaushala Develop-
ment Scheme and other schemes requiring
active participation of the people.

IT. State Councils of Gosamvardhana.

The State Agriculture Ministers while
considering the problems associated with
the development of cattle wealth and the
need for a unified policy for the country as
a whole at their conference held in 1953
had resolved that Councils of Gosamvar-
dhana be set-up in the States as counter-
parts of the Central Council of Gosam-
vardhana. While these Councils had since
been set-up in most of the States, there
were a few states where these have not
been set-up so far. In view of the increas-
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ing tempo of cattle development envisaged
under the Third Five Year Plan and the
need for raising people’s enthusiasm the
following recommendations were made.

1. In view of the great importance of
the development of the cattle wealth and
the increased tempo envisaged under the
Five Year Plan, it is considered very
necessary that all the states and the Union
Territories should set-up State Councils of
Gosamvardhana on which various interests
associated with cattle development should
be represented. The States where such
Councils have not already been set up
should be requested to do so early.

2. As a representative body, the State
Councils of Gosamvardhana should be
empowered to lay down policies and pro-
gramme for cattle development and
co-ordination of cattle development
activity in their respective States.

3. In order that the State Councils may
carry on their day to day functions pro-
perly, they should be provided with full-
time Vice-Presidents who should be vest-
ed with adequate powers to be able to take
decisions on behalf of the President of the
Council.

4. As the State Councils of Gosam-
vardhana are to act as counter-parts of the
Central Council of Gosamvardhana, In
their respective States, the Central Coun-
cil should offer assistance to the States in
regard to the setting up-of the State Coun-
cils and matters connected with their
working, functions etc. so that uniformity
in the working of these councils is obtain-
ed in all States.

Subject No. 8

' Problems associated with
the control and rational
management of wvillage
common graing areas.

The common grazing areas, in India,
are generally stretches of wastelands,
which in course of time due to constant
over-grazing and misuse, have been denud-
ed of vegetation. Watering facilities are
seldom available in these areas. Due to
constant neglect, over-grazing, and trampl-
ing, these areas have become barren and

are utilised more as collection, resting and

exercise grounds for village cattle rather
than for providing any sustenance. Treat-
ed by usage as a common property, it is
nobody’s responsibility to look after their
management or improvement. Further,
assemblage of large number of cattle on a
restricted area often leads to spread of
contagious diseases.

Apart from the common village graz-
ing areas mentioned above, which are the
normal feature of a large part of the coun-
try, there are large tracts of land, notably
in Rajasthan, Gujerat and Kangayam area
in the South where sound cow-keeping is
practised even today. These areas have
specialised in the cheap production of good
cows and bullocks and form the mainstay
of the farmers mostly nomadic in exist-

ence. These areas are obviously amen-
able to improvement.

The following recommendations were
made: —

1. Control and management of village
common grazing lands is rightly the res-
ponsibility of Gram Panchayats. In vil-
lages where the village grazing grounds
are just standing and exercise grounds and
nothing can be done with regard to them,
they should, therefore, be left for the pur-
pose which they are serving at present.

2. Where large grazing areas are in
existance, systematic work should be
undertaken in regard to their development
improvement and utilisation. For this,
small plots of land within these grazing
. areas should be fenced and all measures
such as bunding, cultivation, manuring,
seeding harvesting or rotational grazing
should be adopted. For this work the

Panchayats should be given suitable sub-
sidies from the block budgets. |

. 3. Suitable literature in the form of
pamphlets and folders incorporating de-
tails of the work to be done in the demon-
stration plots should be prepared by the
Livestock Development Unit and Extension
Wing of the Ministry of Food and Agricul-

ture for the guidance of Gram Panchayats
and field workers.

4, States should usefully nominate
representatives of the Forest and Revenue
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Departments to participate in the Gosam-

. vardhana Seminars to advice on these pro-
blems and also to ensure satisfactory imple-

mentation of the experimental and exten-
sion proposals.

Subject No. 9

To consider the measures
and organisation neces-
sary for the collection and
segregation of unproduc-
tive cattle at Block and
District levels specially
from areas of intensive
cattle development acti.-
vity.

Subject No. 10

To consider the measures
and organisation neces-
sary for rounding up stray
and wild cattle particu-
larly in the States where
this problem is acute.

Subject No. 3 (iv)

To review the work-

Ing of stray and wild

cattle catching scheme,

In view of their, more or less, common
nature the Seminar considered the above
subjects together. It was, however, felt
that the problem of stray and wild cattle
should be tackled in two parts (a) round-
Ing-up and disposal of stray cattle, and

(b) catching, taming and disposal of wild
cattle.

I. Regarding stray cattle, it was recom-

mended that

1. The scheme should be intensified
and taken up by all the States.
Necessary staff should be appoint-
ed in each State for the implemen-
tation of the scheme. At the vil-
lage level, the responsibility for

this should be entrusted to the
Panchayats.

2. To facilitate transport of animals
from the areas of operations suit-
able number of trucks should be
provided for the transport of such
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cattle to Gosadans. The cost of
the vehicles should be met out of
the funds alloted for Gosadan
Scheme or through savings in
other animal husbandry schemes.

3. In each area of rounding up of
stray cattle Transit Camps should
be set-up at convenient places for
the collection and further disposal
of unclaimed cattle.

4. The provision of the cattle Tress-
pass Acts should be rigidly enfor-
ced and where necessary these
should be suitably amended to
provide for higher rate of fines,
shorter period of retention of
impounded animals and quicker
disposal of unclaimed cattle.

In the urban areas, the menace of
stray cattle should be effectively
controlled by the Municipal Com-
mittees by engaging regular cattle
catching teams and arranging for
the disppsal of unclaimed cattle in
a planned manner,

6. It was brought out that in the
Punjab, a regular scheme has
been functioning for some time
for rounding up of stray -cattle,
under which 4 collection Centres,
each having a staff of one stock-
man, five cattle catchers and
one chowkidar are being set up.
The Seminar recommends that
implementation of similar schemes

may also be considered by other
states also.

IT. Catching, taming and disposal of
Wald Cattle.

(1) In view of the serious damage

located in suitable areas, such as
Shivpuri in Madhya Pradesh
where adequate grazing facilities
and buildings are suitable, for

collection and taming of such
cattle.

(111) In alloting such cattle for breeding
purposes care should be taken not

to disturb to the breedintg policy
for the different areas.

(iv) As far as possible breeding bulls
should also be alloted for a unit
of about 100 cows to the institu-

tions and societies who take such
cattle under the scheme.

(v) The co-operation of non-official
organisation interested in cattle
development should be secured in
the working of the scheme. »
